year medical c'areer has in· 
volved much work with farm· 
workers. 

."J have the dubious dis­
tinction of having treated two 
fatal cases of pesticide poi· 
soning," Dr. Ortiz said. 

The Arizona physician is a 
faculty member at the Univer· 
sity of Arizona School of Medi­
cine in Tucson, and he visited 
Pueblo last month at the re­
quest of the Pueblo Neigh­
borhood Health Centers, Inc. 
(PNHC). 

"The 'normal' way of life 
for farmworkers lends itself 
to serious medical problems, 
'with many doing work In 
100-degree temperatures for 
12-14 hour work days, and 
without any kind of healthcare 
benefits," Dr. Ortiz said. 
"In some cases, their only 
shelter is a tarp canopy over 
two rows of citrus trees, and 
they must perform all of 
their bodily functionSfn the 
field ."

Government agencies char· 
ged with overseeing the use of 
pesticides have failed to do 
their jobs, Dr. Ortiz said. 
"The Environmental Protec­
tion Agency (EPA). for exam­
ple, has given the states the 
authority to enforce pesti­
cide control laws. Allowing 
the states to implement the 
laws is the fatal flaw . be-

Chavez Proclaims 
Major Victory In Calif. 

Cesar Chavez , leaderof the 
United Farmworkers Union, 
(UFW), declared a victory last 
week as California's largest 
tomato grower, Meyer Tomato 
Co., signed a contract giving 
farmworkers a 43 % pay raise 
over the next three years. 

Speaking at the fourth con­
vention of the UFW, Chavez, 
also renewed his plea for 
public support for the boy­
cott of products marketed by 
United Brands Company .:if -
~n. to force several rr~­
jof<Jettuce growers in ~li­
fornia to· negoti~t; ;Jin 'good 
faith' with the UFW. 

Chavez, on a water-only 
fast since Aug. 5, for patience 
and love," walked in two 
farmworker marches to Salin­
as , California , the convention 
site . One 12-day march of 140 
miles started in San Fran-

' cisco Ju!y 31 . The other 

march began in San Ardo, 
70 miles south of Sa Ii nas. 

Both marches, swcl~ •:: 
over 4,<>00- tarmwo~kers anG 
supJ>?~ers and ended. in 
Salinas the same day. One 
rally along the way drew 
3,000 people. to hear Chavez 
speak in Watsonville . The 
marches were organized to 
gather support for the UFW's 
seven month old strike against 
the six largest growers of 
Western head lettuce. . 

The tomato harvest, which 
runs for 65' days, is beginning 
at the Meyer Tomato Com· 
pany ¥a·rm in King City un­
der a contract with the UFW. 
The <ootract covers :325 field 
hands and calls for an average 
$5.00 per hour pay and medi­
cal benefits .

10.- Too many of our 
people are In low paying, 
dead end, and unrewarding 
jobs. 

11.- Too many of our bro­
thers and sisters are kllllng 
each other In the streets, 
bars, and by ways of our 
nation.

For example, lln 
Chicago there is a group of 
Chicanos that want the Mexi­
can National musicians who 

· arrive from Mexico to be 
deported, and the mariachis 
from California go tlnto a 
fight with the ones from 
Mexico, because they play 
better and charge less ... So It 
is want us to deport the " 
mariachis from Mexico. 
More Mexican Nationals live 
In Los Angeles than In the 
cities of Mexico. They go to 
visit the dentist in Tijuana 
and then return. That is why 
when the UFW Is not on 
strike, call us to complain 
that we are deporting undo­
cumented members of their 
union; but when they are on 
strike they want us to deport 
them so they won't break the 
strike. T o tell the truth, the 
unions are alwlays callllng us 
with the two pretexts. They 
don't want us to deport those 
who are breaking their work 
stoppages. And I am always 
In the middle of these 
groups.

Talk, for example, to the 
officials of a school district 
In California. They are all 
elected, gringos a1.1' 
Saxons. But in the school 
district 70 percent of the 
students are children of Mex­
icans or are Spanish sernam­
ed. So their preoccupation 
was great. What Is going to 
happen to us they asked me? 
When these people control 

the elections, In a few years? 
On the other hand the public 
Is confused. There are peo 
people for example, who 
pass through San Antonio, . 
Houston, Dallas lor El Paso 
and on seeing so many Mexi­
cans or people who look 
Mexican say: "Ah, here are 
thousands of wetbacks" 
eventhough they really are 
Chicanos born here and 
many of them don't even talk 
Spanish. But the fear Is

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MIR Report on Latin American Struggle 
We are printing this article in solidarity 

with the struggles of the peoples of Latin 
America, and particularly in Chile. It was 
submitted to the Peopll's Tribune by the 
Chilean Movement of the Revolutionary Left 
(MIR). It appears in issue #21, Feb.-April 
1979, of the Co"eo de La Resistencla. of­
f1Cial organ of the MIR outside Chile. The 
translation is by Resistance Publications. 

There is no longer any doubt that Latin 
America has entered a new phase of class 
struggle. The type of economic development 
imposed on the region at the beginning of the 
last decade meant the acceleration of the rate 
of industrialization and accentuated the 
development of the bourgeoisie and the pro­
letariat. This resulted in the increasing 
dissolution of the old bourgeoisie as weU as 
sectors of the petit bourgeoisie and semi­
proletariat. There was a profound change in 
the class alliances with the subsequent 
downfall of the old systems of domination 
and state organization. The effects of the 
world economic crisis are such that they re­
quire big national and foreign capitalists to 
speed up the reconversion of the productive 
apparatus in our countries to assure a place in 
the new international division of labor. There 
is other evidence as weU: the development of 
revolutionary movements in Asia, Africa, 
and the Middle East and their profound ef­
fect on the world balance of forces, the 
resurgence of the great workers' struggles in 
the advanced capitalist countries and the im­
pact all this has had on the left. The growing 
tension between the imperialist block 8nd the 
socialist countries which, on one hand links 
the development of the world revolutionary 
movement ever closer to the socialist camp, 
on the other hand, has produced splits and 
pushed come countries such as China 
towards revisionism and treason and into the 
enemy's camp. All this implies transforma­
tions of such mqnitude in our countries that 
the old methods are no longer viable for con­
fronting the reality and the demands that are 
facing us every day in Latin America. 

In this context, the experience of the 
popular movements and left movements, 
especially those of the last fifteen years, must 
be studied. This includes examining the new 
social and economic conditions on which the 
current Latin American political struggle is 
based. It should include a reorientation in 
strategy and tactics, programs and platforms 
of struggle, examination of the organiza­
tional problems and the concrete practice of 
the mass movement and the left, and finally, 
a thorough investigation of the new results of 
our work methods and forms of struggle. 

But this study cannot be carried out on the 
margin of the class struggle. For the class 
struggle itself teUs us at every moment what 
are the great tasks before us whose resolution 
will provide the only solid base from which 
we can move forward. ln particular, Latin 
American revolutionaries are today con­
fronted by three key questions: revolutionary 
leadership of the working class, unity of the 
Left, and the armed struggle. 

LEADERSHIP OF THE WORKING CLASS 
The problem of providing revolutionary 

leadership for the working class struggles in 
Latin America is no longer a simple question 
of principles but rather a practical demand of 
the class struggle. A consequence of the 
economic development of the last two 
decades has been an acceleration of the 
capitalistic process in our countries which has 
inevitably resulted in significant changes in 
the definition (composition) of the pro­
letariat. The proletariat class has grown in in­
dustry, has increased its social influence and 
its concentration (which is the other side of 
the capital development in which we've taken 
part). Even in countries where it was 
previously relatively weak, such as Peru, Co­
lombia, or the Central American countries, 
the working class has become a numerous, 
concentrated and increasingly organized 
force. 

This social force of the working class has 
been formed through the industrialization of 
the countryside. It has resulted in the forma­
tion of an important agricultural proletariat 
upon whose shoulders falls the greatest 
weight of the super-exploitation of 
capitalism. At the same time, the masses of 
the middle-level salaried workers have also 
grown. These workers are leaving their petit 
bourgeois frameworks and adopting forms of 
organization and struggle that brings them 
closer to the working class. The rapid 
democraphic growth is marked as weU by a 
notable increase in the numbers of youth and 
a resulting visible mass of middle and higher 
level students. These young people, as a 
result of their living conditions, their cultural 
level and their organization, make up an im-

portant social strata along with intellectuals 
of all types (teachers, journalists, artists). 
Lastly, as our societies have modernized, we 
see the start of an advancing women's move­
ment. It serves as the vanguard in the struggle 
against different forms of sexual discriqllna­
tion and is most noticeably influenced by 
pro!etari~ ideology. 

In the center of this huge social movement, 
the working class has established its fight 
against unemployment, low salaries, long 
hours, and increased work. But the decisive 
factor is a changed political reality: the 
breakdown of the old class alliances and the 
downfall of the "populists" exposes the 
State today as nothing more than the out­
ward expression of bourgeois domination. 
Even where its true character has not been 
disguised, as had always happened in the 
past, at the very least, the State no longer 
stands as an element of confusion for the 
workers. Its class character has accentuated 
the pace of economic and social transforma­
tions in the past two decades and has resulted 
in a much more conscious working class 
movement, more capable of pushing its 
struggles into the realm of socialism. 

It is the left's responsiblity to see that this 
happens. The degree to which a social­
democratic ideology is taking hold among 
broad sectors of the Latin American 
bourgeoisie is evidence that the dominant 
classes are weU aware of the political evolu­
tion that the proletariat has gained and that 
the bourgeoisie is trying to divert and distort 
once again. Only a clear programmatic ap­
proach coupled with an uncompromising 
socialist propaaanda will assure the left of 
correct leadership of the working class today 
in Latin America. 

UNITY OF THE LEFT 
But the left cannot do that if it does not 

make headway in clarifying its own doubts, if 
it does not overcome the deviations that have 
afflicted it for so long, if it does not decisive­
ly confront the confusion that sophisticated, 
modern European revisionism exports and 
attempts to impose. The Latin American left 
has a rich and varied experience of mistakes 
to draw upon: anarchist-trade union devia­
tions·, attempts at ultra-leftism by first phase 
communist parties, later changes to refor­
mism and class collaboration, attempts to 
overcome these deviations by militarism and 
vanguardism which presents itself as a 
remedy and alternative to a return to refor­
mism. 

The analysis of this experience is useful in 
showing us that those who attempt to give 
lessons in politics to the left have now gone 
practically seventy years without leading a 
single revolution in our continent. 

But to overcome these past errors does not 
depend solely, or even mainly, on this 
analysis. Rather it requires a real knowledge 
of reformism's role in putting the supposedly 
progressive bourgeoisie in a privileged posi­
tion as an ally, and of the real dynamic of the 
working class which leads it down the road of 
class autonomy and socialism. The real life 
results in terms of splits in various com­
munist parties, their stagnation or decrease in 
numbers is sufficient to show that a return to 
reformism is not a sure antidote against left­
ist deviations not is it cpapable of generating 
sufficient political and organic development. 

Unity of the left cannot be achieved 
through sterile polemics nor by having 
revolutionaries punish themselves. Unity on 
the left can only be achieved in the daily 
struggle with the masses. This implies 
ideological discussion of concrete problems, 
development of tactics for struggles that are 
worth fighting for and methods that allow 
the fuU development of these practices. It is 
in the rank and file, shoulder to shoulder 
with the workers, that the left will resolve its 
internal problems, implementing solutions in 
the broadest possible way that the develoP­
ment of the mass movement can permit. 

With this approach, alliances of a more or 
less limited scope are proposed accordina to 
the needs of the revolutionary forces that 
enter into them. It is necessary to achieve this 
on the national level to assure a common 
front against State repression and bourgeois 
attempts to divide and infiltrate the popular 
movement. But it is equally necessary on the 
international level. Here the combined effect 
of the whole of Latin American production 
within the imperialist economy results in a 
growing international bourgeoisie united in 
the armed protection of their combined in­
terests. Thus the Latin American revolution 
assumes a stronger and stronger continental 
character to an even greater degree than the 
comparable revolutionary process in Africa, 
the Middle East or Southeast Asia. 

ARMED STRUGGLE 
The continental revolution has always been 

synonymous with armed struggle ever since 
Che iifted it as a banner over Latin America. 
Many things have changed since then, but 
rather than contradict, they simply reaffirm 
the inevitable armed character that the Latin 
American revolution will assume in its 
decisive phase. The lessons that the African, 
Palestinian, Iranian, and Vietnamese revolu­
tionaries give us are no less valuable. There is 
no reason whatsoever to believe that Latin 
America is unique: whoever is doubtful need 
only examine the recent experience of 
Nicaragua. And what should we say now? 
That Nicaragua isn't Chile? All this tells us is 
that Chilean revolutionaries have to face the 
tasks of the armed struggle based on the 
s~fics of their own nation'1 situation. 

The present course of bourgeois and im­
perialist institutionalization in Latin America 
does nothing more than confirm this. The 
new State that the dominant class is develop­
ing places much tighter restrictions over the 
actions of the masses and tries to provide in­
creasingly stronger military security than has 
existed before to combat those actions. Does 
imperialism and the bourgeoisie question the 
prominence of the Anned Forces in the 
State? Aren't National Security Councils and 
National Information Centers either already 
in existence or being created as major ad­
juncts to the Anned Forces? lsn 't the need of 
the Anned Forces to maintain internal order 
and security being repeatedly emphasized so 
that imperialism and the bourgeoisie can con­
tinue to carry out their exploitation? Ha\oen't 
the OAS, Yankee imperialism and Latin 
American governments (with rue exceptions 
that already are fading such as Costa Rica) 
pushed forward a campaign of annihilation 
launched. by the Somoza dictatorship against 
the Nicaraguan insurrection beginning last 
September? 

The left can have no illusions regarding 
this: armed struggle is the higher phase of the 
Latin American revolution. But this phase 
will not arrive -in a far-off tomorrow 
separated from the present by mechanistic or 
stage-like concepts. The armed struggle is 
already an aspect of the class struggle in 
Latin America, here and now. It has not yet 
become, save in a few countries, the major 
aspect. But the very development of the 
struggle of the masses will put armed struggle 
in an increasingly important position and the 

demands of the moment will have to be 
resolved so that the struggle can continue ad­
vancing. The military question is already a 
very real question for the Latin American left 
and it will continue to be ever more so based 
on the unrefutable laws of class struggle. 

It is obvious that this gives the left a great 
number of problems which are more political 
than technical, although the latter will need 
to be dealt with as well. To begin to deal with 
them now is the correct approach so that 
what happened five years ago in Chile won't 
happen again tomorrow. We have to learn 
from past defeats. And in this sense in terms 
of the armed struggle, the defeat of the 
Chilean left in 1973 was far worse and had 
much more important consequences than the 
defeat of the Venezuelan, Brazilian or 
Uruguayan guerrillas in their time. For in­
dependent of the errors committed, and in 
part, precisely as a result of them, these guer­
riUas had no chance of victory in the same 
way that the Chilean left had an historical 
possibility. 

SOCIAUST STRATEGY 
These key questions as they relate to 

everything that is meant by a revolutionary 
movement can really be restated as one 
primary question: the question of developing 
a correct tactic which will assure the broadest 
and most efficient working class and popular 
organization in such a way as to open up to 
all left forces. This strategy implies a politics 
of revolutionary alliance with revolutionaries 
on the national and international level. It 
demands a severe ideological struggle carried 
on unwaverinaly in the heart of the mass 
movement in which workers participate in an 
increasingly broader and more decisive way. 
It demands military capacity at all levels, 

. from cadres of the left and the masses, the 
mastery of those methods of struggle that the 
political analysis perceives as most efficient 
in every moment, without exclusion or pre­
judice, in a totally open and creative manner. 

It is upon this base and upon none other 
that the left wiU be reclaiming its past and its 
role in history. It is this way, and ohly this 
way, that it will conquer its position in the 
present, that place for which it has always 
fought: that of being the advanced detach­
ment of the revolutionary movement of the 
working class and the broad working masses 
of Latin America, in their struggle for power 
and for socialism.
