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Survey Bares Hispanic Political Interests

A sure-fire guide on how to 

win the Hispanic vote will be  
published around the end of the  

year T  in ample time for Demo- 

crats and Republicans alike to  

use it effectively during their  

1992 election campaigns. A  

200-page draft was shared with  

some press, including Hispanic  
Link, at the recent American  

Political Science Association  
convention in Washington,  

D.C.  
Called the Latino National  

Political Survey, it is the prod- 
uct of four outstanding Hispan- 
ic political scientists. It has  

been five years in the planning  

and writing. The $1.8 million  

cost was underwitten by a fe 
foundations, principally the  

Ford Foundation.  
The examination pw vides x- 

tensive, new base iine data on  

U.S. Latino political attitudes  
and behaviors. It's a landmark  

document because it doesn't try  

to force Hispanics into those  
traditional black/white, liberal/ 

 

ment chief at the University of  
Arizona, Tucson; and Chris 
Garcia, a political science pro- 
fessor at the University of New 
Mexico, Albuquerque. An 
produced individual papers de- 
tailing their findings on various 
aspects of the survey.

News Briefs  
House Passes Jobless Extension 
The Los Angeles Times reports that the I louse yesterday de- 

fied a threatened veto and passed a bill to extend unemployment  

benefits by what appears to be a veto-proof majority.  

By a vote of 283-125, the House approved a bill extending  

benefits for up to 20 weeks for those whosc paymcnts have  

stopped. The vote is estimated to be 11 more than the two- 
thirds majority needed to override the veto. 48 Republicans  

joined 234 Democrates and 1 independent to approve perma- 
nent changes in the unemployment compensation system. A  

total of 107 Republicans and 18 Democrats voted aga nst it.  

The bill now goes to the Senate, which may consider it as  

early as tomorrow. Easy passage in the Senate is expected.  

Since President Bush was elected, the Democrat-dominated  

congress has failed 22 times to override a Bush veto but some  

lawmakers are predicting that the bill to extend jobless benefits  

may be the first successful one. "A veto is never easy to over- 
ride but I believe, in this case, the votes will be there," said  

House Speaker Thomas Foley, D-WA.  

It is less than a month since Bush killed similar legislation to  

provide an additional 20 weeks of benefits beyond the usual 26  

weeks of payments. The administration called the bill costly  

and counterproductive because of signs that the recession is  

ending.  
Sponsors counter that 3 million unemployed Americans need  

aid, and have criticized Bush for being willing to help the  

Kinds and other citizens of foreign nations before aiding the  

jobless at home. "If your benefits have run out, your kids need  

clothes, the bank is ready to take your house, it is an emergen- 
cy and you shouldn't have to move to Kurdistan to get help,"  

said Rep. John Olver, D-MA.  

Rep. Dan Rostenkowski, chairman of the House Ways and  

Means Committee, planned to offer a proposal to pay the bill's  

$6.4 billion price tag with a tax on employers. He said he did  

not expect support for the financing move from representatives  

reluctant to approve a tax increase of any kind.  

The Office of Management and Budget sent a letter to law- 
makers saying it was urging Bush to veto the legislation be- 
cause its costs would increase the federal deficit. But Demo- 
crats appear willing to insist on the measure, citing August's  

6.8% unemployment rate, the 8.5 million Americans who are  

out of work and the 300,000 who exhaust the regular 26 weeks  

of benefits every month without finding a new job.  

The bill would add 10, 15 or 20 weeks of new benefits for  

people who have used up the first half-year of payments, with  

the amount varying by the unemployment rate in each state.  

Extra benefits.would be available as long as the national unem- 
ployment rate is at least 6%. People who exhausted their regu- 
lar benefits' as of Jan. 1, 1991, would qualify.  

NY Times on Homeless Families  

A New York Times editorial notes that the plight of homeless 
families is mostly a direct result of federal housing policies in 
the Reagan-Bush administration. "Federally assisted low- 
incomc housing production started plunging after Ronald Rea- 
gan took office," the Times writes. 

Figures from the Low Income Housing Information Service 
were cited, showing that federally subsidized housing starts for 
low-income families plummeted from 180,000 units in 1980 to 
an expected 20,000 in 1992. 

The Times lauds efforts to address housing problems by ex- 
panding the city's Tier II shelters, which provide interim 
homes for families until new apartments are renovated, and the 
states construction of 5,200 single-room-occupancy residenc- 
es.  

Noting the increase in availability of rental housing, the 
Times suggests that the federal government increase rent sub- 
sidies and contribute more to residential substance abuse treat- 
ment programs for mothers with children. "At the same time, 
state officials might keep thousands of doubled-up families out 
of the system by relaxing welfare benefit rules that now penal- 
ize those who share apartments," the Times concludes. 

Rampant Child Abuse in US Found  

The San Francisco Examiner reports that child abuse is ram- 
pant in the U.S. and threatens to destroy the nation's social 
fabric, according to the U.S. Advisory Board on Child Abuse  

and Neglect (ABCAN). 
Calling for a voluntary national program of home visits by  

health workers to all new parents and their babies, ABCAN re- 
leased a summary of its second annual report on child abuse to 
Health and Human Services Secretary Louis Sullivan yester- 
day.  

It repeated an earlier declaration that child abuse has become a 
national emergency in which hundreds of thousands of children 
are "being starved, and abandoned, burned and severely beat- 
en, raped and sodomized, berated and belittled." More than 
2.5 million reports of suspected abuse are made each year. 

The report, "Creating Caring Communities: Blueprint for an 
Effective Federal Policy on Child Abuse and Neglect," found 
that government response to child abuse is geared toward in- 
vestigating suspected cases rather than preventing their occur- 
rence. It recommended that a national program of home visits 
to parents of all incomc levels bcgin immediately with a series 
of pilot projects. 

AP adds that universal, voluntary neonatal visits arc "thc sin- 
gle, most effective way to prevent child abuse," said Dr. Rich- 
ard Krugman, chairman of ABCAN and director of the Kempe 
National Center for Child Abuse and Neglect in Denver. "For 
20 years there's been study after study that has shown if you 
want to prevent something bad you have to do some thing good 
like offer a lifeline and support to young families who arc at 
risk." 

Full release of the report is scheduled for Oct. 14. Its recom- 
mendations also include: 
- Enacting a "national child protection policy" that outlines the 
right of children to live in a safe environment and government's 
duty to ensure that thc environment exists. 
- Banning corporal punishment of children in all federally sup- 
ported activities and pressuring religious and private groups to 
do the same. 
- Creating local teams of trained health, social services and law  

enforcement workers to review every child fatality. 
- Creating new programs to research child abuse and neglect.

Arc these people right?

In fact, for  

portions of our population  
there was no liberty or justice  

for almost 200 years, not even  

in theory. There was slavery  

first, then segregation. Some  

would say that for our poor  
and homeless, there is no liber- 
ty or justice even today.  

As important as hard work is,  
it doesn't guarantee economic

Kill your enemy, Italian Niccolo Machiavelli wrote hundreds of  

years ago in "The Prince." Kill your enemy, and he can't come  

back to haunt your victory. Let your enemy live, and your victo- 
ry may be short-lived.  

The Mexicans read, understand and modernized Machiavelli,  

and as a result, their revolution, the first in this century, lives on  

today. The communists of 1991 didn't, and their revolution, Le- 
nin's revolution, died before our very eyes.  

The word observed the 1910 Mexican Revolution sparked by a  

bespectacled and timid aristocrat, Francisco Madero. Madero's  

cause was faught for by Emiliano Zapata's landless peasants in  

the South and by Pancho Villa's tough individualist cowboys  

from the North.  
Photographs and primitive motion pictures recorded this centu- 

ry's first modem war. Airplanes, cars, trucks, machine guns and  

trench warfare were used for the first time in combat by Mexicans  

against each other. Millions died.  
But the most fascinating photos and films were of firing squads  

executing so many that walls were deeply pocked with bullet- 
made indentations. You lost, you died.  

In time, of course, President Francisco Madero was killed by  

reactionary generals who also murdered Emilano Zapata. Pancho  

Villa, who cared more for fighting and womanizing than for polit- 
ical office, was assassinated in 1924. None, however, were  

killed on camera. The Mexicans had learned that killing on came- 
ra was bad public relations.  

The Mexican Revolution was hijacked by faceless modem prac- 
titioners of Machiavellian ideas. Machiavelli, the original political  

consultant, would have been proud of the Mexicans.  

He would also have been proud of Lenin and Joseph Stalin, for  

they tightly controlled their empire with secret police and ruthless  

extermination of millions of farmers, capitalists and intellectuals.  

Exile and death, sometimes with the benefit of a show trial,  

sometimes without. Lenin and Stalin were good. They were as  
good as the Mexicans, though not public relations-wise.  

Lenin Stalin, Machiavelli and the Mexicans all came together in  

1940 when Stalin sent a Spanish communist to Mexico City to kill  

Lenin's partner and Red Army founder, Leon Trotsky. Trotsky,  

who was invited to live in Mexico by one of the faceless hijackers  

of the Mexican Revolution, President Lazaro Cardenas, had been  

spared by Lenin.  
But the word was not big enough for Stalin and Trotsky, so  

Stalin exiled him and then had him killed. Kill your enemy.  

Unlike the Mexicans, the Soviet communists avoided publicity  

when they killed their own people by the millions. Little film ex- 
ists of any Stalin-ordered slaughter, by bullets or starvation.  

The Soviet communists, you see always denied killing their  

own people. It was bad public relations.  
The Soviet people, however, knew. They also knew that the  

secret police, the KGB, was omnipresent and ever-prepared to  

haul away any Soviet citizen they wished.  

The Mexicans, on the other hand, showed off when they did  

away with the opposition. Even Lazaro Cardenas made a show  

of it when he had his patron and predecessor, President Elias  

Calles, bundled onto an airplane in the middle of the night and  

flown into exile in San Diego. Cardenas did away with his ene- 
my with humiliating publicity, not with bullets.  

The Mexican, thus, built upon Madison Avenue techniques of  

public relations, publicity and Machiavelli's treatise. The Soviets,  

on the other hand, stubbornly held on to the old ways and never  

learned the fine art of modern political public relations.  

When they did, it was too late. A few weeks ago, like thieves  

in the night. Soviet hard-liners tried to act like their teacher. Jo- 
seph Stalin. They ordered troops here and there. They ordered  

their secret police to arrest this man and that.  

They called a news conference.  

They did not kill Mikhail Gorbachev. They did not kill Boris  
Yeltstn. They did not kill the Russian people. Only a handful  

died, and they died fighting back.  

We sat in our living rooms and watched the whole thing, live.  

The television camera and its satellite-relayed pictures brought us  

the death of communism. Some vestiges will hand on in China  

and Cuba, but sooner or later, their communists will lose the last  

battle with their people.  

Communism will die, just as Mexican totalitarianism died on the  

day Machiavelli's "kill your enemy" was transformed by film, tel- 
evision and public relations into "tolerate your enemy."

No Cuban-origin respondent  

chose to identify themselves as  

"Cuban-Americans."  

Many respondents selected  

two or more self-identity labels  

as acceptable. Identifiers most  

popular with them were Mexi- 
cano (420), Cuban (331) and  

Puerto Rican (182).  
Rodolfo de la Garza noted  

that one in five use a general  

term such as Hispanic, Latino  

or American. When asked to  

define the general terms for  

Latinos, "Half say it means to  

be one of us, Mexican or Puer- 
to Rican," he said.

"The levels of overall Cuban 

 

participation were much lower 
 

than expected," said Angelo  
Falcon. In the terms of school 

 

activities, Puerto Ricans were  

most active. On the high per- 
centage of voters Falcon said,  

"There is a tendency for people  

to overreport whether they vote  

or are registered by at least  

10%. He added that on such  
questions they controlled for  
citizenship, where other sur- 
veys also count those who are  

ineligible.  
INCOME  
Government should guaran- 

tee every person or family a  
minimum income, even if no  

one family can work  

"These populations support  

what would be described in the  

American political environment  

as liberal policies" when asked  

about government spending.  
More than two-thirds of all  
three groups supported increas- 
ing government programs for  

public education, crime con- 
trol, drug prevention and medi- 
cal/health care.  

The survey itself was con- 

ducted between August 1989  

and February 1990. Latinos  
had the choice of being inter- 
viewed in English or Spanish.  
Sixty percent chose Spanish.  

A quarter each of the Latino  

respondents came from areas  

that were 5%-20% Latino and  

205-49% Latino. The remain- 
ing half lived in majority Latino  

areas.  
Illustrative of another seem- 

ing paradox, respondents were  

asked to rank on a continuum  

their opinion with these two  
statements on the end points:  

The government should estab- 
lish quotas in college admis- 
sion and job hiring to ensure  
(Latino group) representation,"  

or "College admission and job  
hiring should be based strictly  
on merit."  
Chris Garcia notes that the  

groups shunned self-interest,  

with arger percentages than he  

expected favoring individual  
merit. More than seven out of  
10 Anglos, or 71.1%, favored  
merit. 

Women's roles were also 
covered. With careers and tra- 

ditional roles on opposition 
ends of another continuum, re- 
spondents were asked whether 
women would be "better off if 
they stayed at home and raise  

families" or "better off if they 
have jobs like men." 

One measure that may sur- 
prise English-only proponents 
who equate cultural loyalties to 
patriotism revealed Hispanics' 
attitudes about our govern- 
ment. 

On a scale of 1 (low) to 5 
(high), Cubans, expressed the  

greatest trust in government, 
with 27.9% giving it a 5; while 
15.3% of Mexican-origin and 
10.6% of Puerto Rican respon- 
dents rated it a 5. If those fig- 
ures don't seem impressive, 
compare them with the Anglo 
sample. Only 1.1% of the An- 
glos believed enough in gov- 
ernment to give it a 5 rating. 

Much of what the survey re- 
veals confirms what Hispanic 

 

politicos know by virtue of he- 
ing part of the community and 
understanding its values and 

 

interests.  
Those who will benefit most 

from it -- if they give it more 
than a cursory glance -- are 

 

non-Latino politicians in literal- 
ly thousands of political dis- 
tricts from coast to coast and 

 

border to border where Latinos 
 

are fast becoming the critical 
 

swing vote. 
The paper on ethnicity and  

national origin status by John 
Garcia notes, "If you combine

Chris Garcia, in his paper on  
ethnicity and ideology, con- 
cluded that for a majority of the  

Latino groups and a plurality of  

Anglos "social problems such  

as crime and drugs loom as the  

largest national problems. He  

wrote that the Latino groups  

and Anglos "believe that gov- 
ernment problem-solving assis- 
tance is necessary for national  

and local problems."

The two groups disliked most  

by Anglos were the KKK,  
32.8%, and Nazis 31.2%. In 
sus paper, moaolto ae la uarza 
wrote, "The KICK is the major 
focus of Anglos , Mexicans 
and Puerto Ricans.

Wyoming to be Tough 

Holmes Wins Decision 
Over Card 

ORLANDO, Ha. - Former 
heavyweight champion Larry 
Holmes successfully continued 
his comeback Tuesday night, 
winning a convincing but not 
overly impressive 10-round de- 
cision over a game but out- 
classed Art Card. 

Holmes controlled the action 
throughout and won every 
round on two of the three judg- 
es' scorecards. But for the sec- 
ond time in his four-fight 
comeback, he was unable to 
put away a lightly regarded op- 
ponent. 

Holmes, 41, controlled what 
little action there was over the 
first three rounds, using his 
vaunted jab almost exclusively 
to keep the awkward Card at 
bay. Card, 226 pounds, fought 
in a defensive crouch dunng 
the early going and a tentative 
Holmes appeared reluctant to 
throw his right. 

But that pattern changed as the 
bout nearly ended in the fourth 
round.

Card attempted to become the 
aggressor, and the decision 
nearly cost him a knockout de- 
feat. 

Holmes, 236 pounds, caught 
his onrushing opponent with a 
vicious right uppercut, and 
Card collapsed at mid-ring. 
Rising at the count of 8, Card 
was immediately dropped again 
by a roundhouse right and the 
fight appeared over. 

But Card got up by the count 
of 9 and managed to weather 
the rest of the round. 

The rest of the fight followed 
a consistent pattern as Holmes 
stalked Card, frequently nailing 
his opponent with hard jabs 
and occasional combinations. 
But Card, who bled from the 
mouth from the third round on, 
refused to mix it up and was 
content to circle the ring and 
launch an occasional flurry. 
The victory was Holmes' 
fourth straight since returning 
to the ring in April after a three- 
year layoff. His record im- 
proves to 52-3, with 36 knock- 
outs. Card drops to 10-4.

The Texas Tech Red Raiders 
will face an unfamiliar setting 
for the first time this season 
when they travel to Laramie, 
Wyoming to tangle with the 
University of Wyoming Cow- 
boys Saturday at War Memori- 
al Stadium (capacity 33,500). 
Kickoff is 1 p.m. CDT. The 
stadium's altitude is 7,220 feet 
above sea level. 

This will be the fourth meet- 
ing between the two schools 
but Texas Tech's first trip into 
the state of Wyoming. The 
Raiders won the inaugural 
matchup 39-0 in Lubbock in 
1938 but have dropped the last 
two meetings. Wyoming won 
21-14 in the 1956 Sun Bowl 
(1955 team) and 10-7 in Lub- 
bock in 1960. 

Wyoming is the only West- 
ern Athletic Conference mem- 
ber to hold a winning edge 
over Texas Tech. The Raiders 
own a 45 14 3 advantage over 
current WAC schools. Tech's 
last encounter againsta WAC 
school was last year in a 34-32 
victory over New Mexico. 
Tech has won its last five 
meetings with WAC oppo- 
nents, last losing in 1984 to 
New Mexico 29-24. 

The Raiders have had non- 
conference success on the road 
lately but still are 3-4 in non- 
conference matchups away 
from Jones Stadium under 
Dykes. Texas Tech has won 
three of its last four games, 
though, winning at New Mexi- 
co last year, at Oklahoma State 
in 1989 and over Duke in the 
1989 All American Bowl. The 
lone defeat was last year's sea- 
son-opening 17-10 loss at 
Ohio State. 

Texas Tech has had little luck 
playing on natural grass during 
the last decade, though it did 
triumph over New mexico on 
the natural stuff last year.

The Cowboys return four of-
