Inform yourself about products 
by checking information brochures, 
catalogs and consumer product 
rating publications, Inspect the 
product for quality of whorkman-
ship and proper shielding of ha-
zardous parts, advises the engineer. 
Read the arranty and look for 
labels stating that the equipment 
meets certain standards. 

Since the advent of the Con-
sumer Product Safety Act, product 
safety has generally improved, 
contends Nelson. The Act basically 
states that consumer products must 
be free of hazards encountered 
during normal intended use as well 
as during reasonable foreseeable 
misuee. This means that a product 
mus t not r+rav he fr.p 
edges, electrical shorts, pinch points 
and other hazards encountered 
dkuring normal use, but manufac-
turers must also anticipate common 
abuses of their products and design 
them accordingly or warn consu-
mers of misuse hazards. 

By being an informed consuemr 
and shopping for products wisely, 
you will protect those on your. 
Christmas gift list and make their 
holiday seaosn even more joyous.

The decade of the Hispanic. Much has been said about the 

decade of the Hispanic, that is; el Chicano, the Mexican-

American, el cubano, el Boricua and other related 
cultures of "Latin" decent. Culturally and from a sense of 
pride, the statement is of positive value. Until recent years, 
very few people outside the southwestern states realized 
there even existed a significant group of mexican decent, 
despite all our contributions to this country. The political 
impact that our people have made in the last two decades 
has warranted over due attention and progress has been 
made in some areas In other, and possibly more 
important, areas such as the administration of justice 
equal rights for farmworkers and the undocumented 
legitimate access to educations, hoHsing and the 
economy; progress has been less than overwhelming. 
Some of our people have worked themselves into the 
system and should be saluted; excessively more 
Chicanos are still being penalized for being bilingual, 
hauled to jail for being brown and looking "Meskin", 
experiencing an unequal administration of justice and 
denied proper access to the political system via 
"trinquetes" or tricks. So what does the Decade of the 
Hispanic mean to us (el Chicano)? What can or should we 
expect out of this national recognition? 

First of all, it would not be surprising if the phrase was 
first coined by an anglo Secondly, if one expects for the 
rights presently denied to many of our people to be 
automatically installed, then be prepared to extend the 
decade into a score (20 years) or more A couple of

inherent discrepancies come to mind that exist in the 
concept of the "decade of the Hispanic". 

1) By simply mouthing the phrase, any advances will be 
so much rhetoric. At the local level, we have to be 
prepared to work hard at developing our position into one 
of strength. The work that is required calls for a holistic 
approach in which all parts to the solution need to be 
considered from the stand point of a whole. If children are 
being mis-educated and we are not willing to confront 
those responsible for damaging our children, then "our" 
decade will be a force. If the rights of farmworkers and the 
undocumented are constantly being violated without 
quesiton, they the number of appointments to the 
president's cabinet and other lower level appointments 
will be meaningless. If our elected representatives at any 
level (local state or national) do not defend the rights of 
those less fortunate than us, then spouting catchy 
phrases will be just that PHRASES! 

2) A second danger inherent in the movement of the 
"Hispanic" is that despite the pride it can instill, should we 
carry it too far. The concept could be devisine in relation 
to blacks and other so called "minorities". By saying that 
this decade is exclusively ours, we could possibly alienate 
those with whom we need to work with in gaining those 
objectives which we set out to accomplish. We need to 
realize the importance of establishing coalitions with 
blacks, particularly in West Texas. 

Let us hope that this decade does provide all of the 
opportunity to become full-fledged, first-class citizens.

Little Known Social Security 
Provisions 

Perosns in our area nearing 
retirement age should know that a 
decision to postpone retirement 
could result in increased future 
social security benefits. A worker 
who will be 65 years old before 
1982, will receive an increase in 
social security benefits of one per-
cent for each year — or one-twelfth 
of one percent for each month—
from age 65 to 72 that he or she 
does not get benefits. 

For workers who will not reach 
65 until 1982 or later, the cor-
responding increase in benefits will 
be three percent a year or one-
fourth of one percent a month. 
This credit applies even to workers

NFC Playoffs Are Confusing 

It was on Monday night football 
action when the Cowboys got 
defeated by the Los Angeles Rams on 
a 38-14 decision. Quarterback Vince 
Ferragamo of the Rams threw three 
touchdown passes and took a 
witdcard berth in the National 
Football League playoffs. 

Ferragamo came right back up 
after being hurt the week before and 
hitting all kinds of passes to Billy 
Wady, Preston Dennard and to Victor 
Hicks. 

Dallas finally got on the scoreboard 
after allowing the Los Angeles Rams 
to have a 28-0 lead at halftime and still 
allowing them to be up 38-0 at the end 
of the third quarter Cowboys' 
quarterback Danny White finally hit 
Tony Hill with a 36-yard touchdown 
pass. Backup quarterback Glen 
Carano, of the Cowboys hit Butch 

Johnson with a 17-yard pass with 
only seconds left in the game. 

After Rod Perry intercepted a White 
pass at the Rams' 47 and returned to 
the Dallas 34 almost everyone was 
surprise when Jewerl Thomas got a 
hold of the ball Thomas gained 147 
yards in 16 carries and that also 
includes the 34-yard touchdown. He 
(Thomas) just dashed through that 
34-yard touchdown 

White threw another pass that was 
intercepted by Nolan Cromwell. 
Ferragamo-to-Dennard was the 
following play and Dennard made the 
touchdown for the Rams. 

Dallas Rafael Septien missed a 51-
yard field goal attempt and fell to 
score for the Cowboys as they 
remained scoreless. 

The substitutes for Los Angeles 
were full of surprises and the main 
one was Jewerl Thomas who gained 
147 yards in 16 carries Thomas had 
substituted for Mike Guman (rookie) 
and showed a lot more speed than 
Guman. 

The quarterback that was injured 
with bruised ribs (Ferragamo) was 
injured the week before they went up 
against Dallas. Ferragamo performed 
very well and had a tremendous game 
as he made 15 of 25 passes for 275 
yards. He had three touchdowns and 
no interceptions. 

Los Angeles record is 10-5 with the 
victory and are in the playoffs even 
though for the first time in eight years 
they will not win their division 
championship. The Atlanta Falcons 
have gotten a hold to that honor 

There is a chance that the Dallas 
Cowboys to win the National Football 
Conference East Division, but they 
would have to beat the Philadelphia 
Eagles by 26 pooys need to get 
together as a team because 26 points 
is a lot But on theother hand if Dallas 
performs the same way they did 
Monday night with the Rams, the 
Eagles have nothing to worry about. 

The five playoff teams in the 
National Football Conference have 
been decided — but determining who 
plays where and against whom will 
have to wait one more week. 

With one weekend of National 
Football League play to go. all three 
American Football Conference races 
are alive with Buffalo, New England, 
San Diego, Oakland, Cleveland, 
Houston and Pittburgh vying for the 
five playoff berths. None is 
guaranteed a place yet. 

Two NFC titles—Atlanta in the 
Western Division and Minnesota in 
the Central—have been decided. Los 
Angeles has won one wild-card berth. 
Either Philadelphia or Dallas will take 
the Eastern title with the other 
settling for the remaining wild card. 

It's Philadelphia at Dallas Sunday, 
with the Eagles taking a 12-3 record 
and a one-game lead into the game 
against the Cowboys. If Philadelphia 
wins, it is the Eastern champ. 

In order for the Cowboys to take 
the title, they must not only beat 
Philadelphia but must do it by 25 or 
more points. Best net points in 
division games is the fifth tie-
breaking step. Philadelphia is plus 92 
h division scoring to Dallas' plus 42 
right now That step would be needed 
since the two teams, each at 12-4, 
also would be tied head-to-head with 
a victory apiece, tied 6-2 in division 
games, tied 9-3 in conference games 
and tied 3-1 against common 
opponents. 

And in the bizarre event the 
Cowboys beat the Eagles by exactly 
25 points, 35-10, to finish locked in 
division net points, they'd go to the  

sixth tie-breaking step, best net 
points in all games. 

Philadelphia is plus 170 to Dallas' 
plus 135 at this moment—so the 
Cowboys, gaining 25 points while the 
Eagles were losing them, would end 
up at plus 160 to Philly's plus 
145.. and Dallas would be the division 
champ. 

Far-fetched? Yes. But remember, it 
was just one year ago that the 
Chicago Bears earned a wild-card 
playoff berth by beating outhe 
Washington Redskins plus 57 to plus 
53 in all games. 

Figuring out in advance who wins 
the Eastern Division title doesn't 
settle the matter of matching up 
opponents as the playoffs progress. 
Atlanta, 12-3, and Los Angeles, 10-5, 
in the West, play each other Sunday 
in Los Angeles. Whichever wins there 
also will have a bearing on which 
team gets to play at home in every 
round, from the opener between the 
wild-card teams through to the 
conference championship on Jan. 11, 
the final step before the Super Bowl.

Dec. 28 first-round (wild-card) 
playoff matchups, each dependent 
on a combination of wins in the 
Philadelphia-Dallas and Atlanta-Los 
Angeles games (projected final 
regular-season records in parenthes-
es):
