La Muerte de Una Adelita Staged 
 

Lubbock Centro Aztlan will join other festivities in observance of Cinco de Mayo that will show 
a more educational and cultural aspect of the holiday in producing a historical play. "La Muerte de 
Una Adelita." 

The production tells of the battle of Puebla as experienced by the soldiers and the women who 
fought and died in order to repel the invading French army, It features a cast of 75 including Lub- 
bock's Ballet Folkloric° Aztlan who dance rancheras at campfire scenes to entertain the soldiers, a 
german waltz and polka for the enjoyment of the Emperor Maximilliano and dancing throughout 
the production. Cast members also sing original and traditional songs during the play. 

In addition to the entertainment provided, 
the play also has scenes of executions and 
battles. It also tells of the hardships encoun- 
tered by Camelia, one of the Adelitas, who was 
raped by a French soldier and had her child on 
the battlefield. Camelia later confronts her 
attacker during the battle of Cinco de Mayo 

The play is written and directed by Bidal 
Agüero Although the play is in Spanish, an 
English synopsis of each scene will be provided 
This marks the 3rd time 
that the production has been staged by 
Lubbock Centro Aztlan. The play, which has 
enjoyed sell out audiences in the past, will be 
preceded by a recital by the Ballet Folklorico 
Aztlan which features dancers from 
ages 4 to 40 dancing Mexican follclo 
dancing from various States of Mexico. 

The production is set to finish out 
Cinco de Mayo festivities to be held in 
Lubbock and will be staged at Lubbock Cactus 
Theater located at 1810 Ave. H on May 6 
starting at 7:30 p.m.. Ticket prices are $5 per 
person general admission and $20 reserved 
seating (first 10 rows).

Los Preparativos Para la Gran  

Batalla del 5 de Mayo en Puebla

Al romperse las platicas que sostenian los militares franceses con los mexicanos en el pueblo de  
la Soledad, de acuerdo con los convenios previos, los galas habian firmado el compromise de honor de  

retirarse con sus tropes haste el puerto de Veracruz; sin embargo no respetaron su acuerdo y avanzaron  

hacia el interior del pals, rompiendo la palabra dada y dando deshonor a su patria.  

De inmediato, las fuerzas mexicanas fueron expandidas pare que hostigaran el avarice, pero sin  

presentar combate formal. Hubiera sido su- 
icide, ya que el enemigo estaba bien pertre- 
chado y resultaba practicamente imbatible  

de frente.  
No obstante, para adentrarse al alti- 

plano es necesario ascender la pesada cuesta  
que constituye la vertiente del Golfo de la  
Sierra Madre Oriental, con alturas impre- 
sionantes como el valeta" Pico de Orizaba.  
E st a es la montane mils altadeNorteamerica  

con casi 20,000 pies (6,000 metros) de altitud.  

Infinidad de canadas, barrancas, y desfilad- 
eros permitian que con facilidad un punado  
de francotiradores detuvieran a una fuerte  
column, caustindole graves dates.  

Eso fue lo que hicieron los guerrill- 
eros mexicanos. Las viejas escopetas de  

chispa, los mosquetes de retacar, y haste las  
hondas disparaban hacia la profundidad de  

esas sinuosidades, sin que los militares pro- 
fesionales pudieran defenderse. Aunque dis - 
paraban hacia arriba, no lograban ni siq- 
uieran ver a los atacantes.  

Con todo eso, la situation no podia  
durar mucho. Los franceses empezaron a enviar avanzadas de alpinist as para impedir esos ataques. Las  

tropes nacionales fueron retrayendose haste que la pla nicie los oblig6 a retirarse para concentrarse en  

la ciudad de Puebla. Muchos de los estrategas mexicanos opinaban que era mejor dejar paso franca al  

enemigo y fortificar la capital del pals. Sin embargo, predominaronlos puntos de vista que pugnabanpor  

defender Puebla pars lograr que, mientas tanto, Mexico lograra acopiar viveres y pertrechos.  

Con esos lineamientos, el ejercito patriota arrib6 a la Angel6polis el dia 3 de mayo. De inmediato  

se dio a la tarea de fortificar las partes vulnerables. Estes eran casi todas, Puebla no habiendo sido  

fundada come sitio militar. Se desp;egaba apacible porunancho vane, teniendo algunas eminencies como  

el cerro de Loreto y Guadalupe y el de San Juan. En vista del problema, Zaragoza (que era el general en  

jefe de las tropes que habian sido nombradas come "Ejercito de oriente") dispuso que se abrieran largas  

zanjas y que se pusieran todos los obstäculos posibles.  

El gobernador militar del estado orden6 que se registraran en un censo a todoslos hombres desde  

los 16 ha eta los 60 anos. Empleaban las armas que tuvieran, desde zapapicos haste pistolas o escopetas.  

Lo mismo hicieron con los caballos, burros, y mules que hubieraenla ciudad -los cuales deberiande haber  
estado a disposition plena del ejercito bajo severas penes a quien los ocultara. Similar disposition fue  

pars los carros y carretas, y tambien pare que los almacenes, bodegas, y estancos tuvieran listos los  
viveres, la pasture, e implementos pare enfermeria.  

Algunosde los temples se habilitaron come hospitales de sangre, pidiendo alas mutererpoblanas  

su cooperation pare atenderlos.  

Cabe decir que la tension en la ciudad era grande. Se prohibi6 que las canipanas sonaran pare  
evitar que con su taper aumentaran el nerviosismo. En la Catedral y Sagrario se hacian rogativas pars  

evitar que el combate se diera, pero todos estaban conscientes de que nada podria evitarla Ni  
remotamente se pensaba en la rendition, aunque pare decir verdad-la mayoria aseguraba una terrible  

derrota y el consabido saqueo de los enemigos.  
Como ocurre en estos cases, las families preparaban escondites pare sus mujeres ,lovenes en  

sotanos y tapancos cuando no pudieron envialas a otras poblaciones. Lo mismo se hacia con objetos de  

valor. Este psicosis dio lugar a que, en numerosas cases antiguas, se encuentren cofres con monedas o  

,toyas -haciendo ricos a muchos que nunca sonaron con este regale de aquel entonces.  

Los trabajos constructivos de emergencia se concentraron sobre todo en el cerro de Guadalupe,  

especialmente en el lado oriente justo a el que mire hacia Amozoc (pueblo a donde se dirigian los  
franceses). Es famoso por su arte serifs de barro y la elaboration de espuelas de Amozoc, pero en aquellos  

dias se torn6 en pueblo fantasma. Absolutamente todos sus habitantes huyeron hacia Puebla o a lugares  
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Benito Juarez  

To most Lubbockites  
Cinco de Mayo means bright  

colored beer posters on walls  

at the liquor stores, an  
opportunity to see big name  

Tejano bands and maybe  

even enjoying the traditional  
mariachi music and dances  

as performed by Mexican  

folkoric dance troupes.  
To a few Cinco de Mayo means celebrating the victory 

of poorly armed and trained Mexican Mestizos and Indi- 
ans, lead by a young military leader, Ignacio Zaragoza 
who was born in Texas, over the invading army of Louis 
Napoleon III. The victory foiled the plans of the French 
to conquer Latin America and perhaps extending his king- 
dom to the Southwestern United States. 

A great deal of blood was shed on Mexico's soil to 
uphold a political principle of the United States of Amer- 
ica. It occurred on the 5th of May, 1862, in one of the epic 
military battles of the Americas. None of the blood of that 
heroic battle was American it was mostly French and 

Mexican. 
It was the first defeat of the French 

Army in 50 years. The vic- 
tors of that batde were Mexi- 
cans armed with half-cen- 
tury old rifles, machetes and 
bows that the Mexicans had 
used when they had thrown 
out their Spanish masters  

forty years before in a dec- 
ade long War of Independ- 
ence.  

The beneficiaries of that 
epic encounter was Mexican 
self determination and sur- 
vival of the United States of 
America. It set the stage for

Las tropas franccsas (known- 
an at gobierno dc Benito Juarez 
y entonces Napoleon escogeria  
el principe de su agrado.  

En cncro de 1862 el puerto dc  

Vr.racruz estaba rchocando de 
tropas uniformadas con los col- 
ores brillantes de tics naciones: 
cspana, Inglaterra y Francia. 
Mexico lc debta mucho dinero 
a estos tres paices y al ministro  
frances se lc dieron ordenes de 

demandar que se le entregaran 
12 millions de pesos inmcdtat- 
amente. Francia sahia que esto  
era una imposihlidad para el 
gohierno mexicano. La cstralc-  
gia era de gut Benito Juarez se  

viera obligado a declarar guerra  
contra las  via naciones. EI as- 

tuto Benito Juarez mando de  

cmisarto a Manuel Doblado a  
Veracruz para que se entrevis- 
tara con los comandantes dc In- 
gltiperra y Espana. Los dos co- 
mandantes dieron su palabra de 
no interferir en los negocios  
domeslicos dc Mexico. Fran-  
cia siguio insistcnac.. Una fuer- 
za grande francesa bajo cl Gen- 
eral Laurencez arribo a Vera- 
cruz y cl General Almonte, 
emtsario de Napoleon, cnca-  
bezö cl gobierno provisional 
mslitufdo par el mismo. Las  

fucrzas dc Espana t, Inglaterra 
rcgresaron a sus palms respec-  
tivos y para abril dc 1862 quc- 

daron solas en Vcracruz las tro-  
pas francesas. Ignacio Zarago- 
za cra el comandante dc las tro- 
pas en Puebla. Atinquc Zarago-  
sa y sus tropas no eran conoce-  
dores de la täctica dc guerra, 
eran guerniteros expertos. EI  
General Laurenccz tenia bajo 
su comando 6000 dc los  me- 
ions soldados franceses a pie y 
a caballo con los mäs lutosos 
de uniformes. Laurcncez reci-  
bio la orden de tomar la capital. 
Para Ilegar a Mexico tenfa que  
marchar por Puebla. En la ctu-  
dad de Puebla se encontraba  
Zaragoza con 4000 soldados 
mejicanos armados con armas 
anticuadas. Muchas dc cstas ar- 
mas las hahfan usado los ingle- 
ses en la batalla de Waterloo 50 
anos aträs y se  las habian ven- 
dido a buen precio al cnbajador 
mexicano en Londrcs en 1875.

El hacer del ingles el idioma

Ya el candidato republicano, 
Senador 	Robert 	Dole 
(republicano por Kansas) lo 
ha enmarcado como una preo- 
cupaci6n de "leaked", al diri- 
girse a grupos tales como la 
Legion Americana en su 
campana primaria. 

Con cuatro proyectos de leyes 
importantes que estän siendo 
considerados en el centesimo- 
cuarto Congreso, tanto el como 
el Presidente de la Camara, 
Newt Gingrich (republicano 
por Georgia) han hablado 
energicamente en apoyo de 
ordenar que el ingles sea el 
idioma oficial del pals. 

El presidente Clinton se ha 
manifestedo como opuesto a 
cualquier ley de tal clase al 
dirigirse a los grupos hispa- 
nos, pero ha dicho poco sobre el 
asunto ante audiencias mäs 
amplias. 

Ed Chen, abogado de la 
American Civil Liberties 
Union (ACLU), con sede en 
San Francisco, sugiere que si 
Dole elige enlazar al ingles 
oficial con el patriotismo 
como terra central de su cam- 
pane, la acciOn congresional 
sobre los proyectos citados 
podria situarse en un carril 
räpido pars recibir la consid- 
eraci6n del plena. 

El analizador politico Jose 
de la Isla, con sede en Texas, 
proyecta que Dole ingresarä a 
la convention del Partido 
Republicano 	en 	agosto 
"luciendo y sonando como 

Honeymooning 
decenio de 1950 el 53% de todos 
los inmigrantes legales que 
ingresaban a los Estados Uni- 
dos procedfan de Europa, y 
solo el 22% de la America 
Latina. Para el decenio de 
1980, solo el 10% venfan de 
Europa y el 47% de la America 
Latina. 

La Oficina del Censo de los 
Estados Unidos proyecta que, 
para el ano 2050, la poblacion 
hispana de los Estados Unidon 
alcanzarä a los 88 millones, 
una de cada cinco personas. 

En este ano se proyecta que 
los electores latinos aumen- 
ten en cantidad por mäs de un 
million sobre su presencia 
electoral de 1992, que fue de 
4.2 millones. 

Debido a las fuertes concen- 
traciones latinas en varios 
estados codiciados y criticos, 
tales como California, Texas, 
la Florida, Nueva York e Illi- 
nois, los candidatos en la con- 
tienda presidencial deben 
evitar el enajenar al gropo 
sobre los asuntos culturales. 

Official English no ha sido 
bien definido como un asunto, 
afirma de la Isla.

Robert Dole asumiria un 
gran riesgo si tratara de con- 
vertirlo en un tema de alta 
visibilidad, dice de la Isla.

Dos estados, 
California y Georgia, estän 
considerando proyectos de 
leyes que hacen sus actuales 
estatutos del Ingles Oficial 
mäs restrictivos. 

Entre 1984 y 1988, 14 estados 
aprobaron leyes de esa clase. 
Cinco mäs lo hicieron en el 
decenio de 1990. 

En este otono, el Tribunal 
Supremo de los Estados Uni- 
dos revisarä un  falb  de un

'Official English' Defining Issue

Making English this 
nation's official language 
could become a defining issue 
in the presidential race this 
year 

Already GOP candidate 
Seri. Robert Dole, R-Kan., has 
framed it as a "loyalty" con- 
cern in addressing such 
groups as the American 
Legion in his primary cam- 
paign. 

With four major bills being 
considered in the 104th Con- 
gress, both he and House 
Speaker Newt Gingrich, R- 
Ga., have spoken strongly in 
support of mandating English 
as 	the 	nation's 	official 
tongue. 

President Clinton has put 
himself on record as opposing 
any such law when address- 
ing Hispanic groups, but has 
said little on the subject to 
broader audiences. 

Ed Chen, staff attorney for 
the 	San Francisco-based 
American Civil Liberties 
Union, suggests that if Dole 
chooses to tie Official English 
to patriotism as a central 
theme in his campaign, con- 
gressional action on the bills 
could be placed on a fast track 
to receive floor consideration. 

Texas-based political ana- 
lyst Jose de la Isla projects 
that Dole will go into the GOP 
convention 	in 	August 
"looking and sounding like 
English-only " 

"But," De la Isla adds, "he'll 
try not to get tied to the issue by 
the platform so he can moder- 
ate his position as he moves to 
the center afterwards." 

So far, 23 states have passed 
Official-English legislation, 
and at least eight others have 
bills pending. Two states, 
California and Georgia, are 
considering bills making 
their present Official-English 
statutes more restrictive.

According to the U.S. Immi- 
gration and Naturalization 
Service, in the 1950s, 53 per- 
cent of all legal immigrants 
in the United States were from 
Europe, with just 22 percent 
from Latin America. By the 
1980s, only 10 percent were 
from Europe, with 47 percent 
from Latin America. 

The U S Census Bureau pro- 
jects that by 2050, the U.S. His- 
panic population will reach 88 
million, one of every five per- 
sons.

Between 1984 and 1988, 14 
states passed such laws.

This 
fall, the U S Supreme Court 
will review an appeals court 
ruling that Arizona's Offi- 
cial-English 	constitutional 
amendment, approved by vot- 
ers in 1988, violates the First 
Amendment right of state 
employees to free speech. 

Opponents of Official Eng- 
lish, including Rep. Esteban 
Torres, D-Calif., have long 
labeled the Arizona referen- 
dum and the two organiza- 
tions heading the national 
movement -- U.S. English 
and English First -- as racist 
and xenophobic. 

They charge that Official- 
English policies and laws 
lead 	to 	discrimination 
against Hispanics. They say 
it would have a chilling effect 
on the rights of U.S. residents 
and impede free speech. 

"Official English has be- 
come a good tool to advocate 
against anybody who speaks a 
language other than English 
and conveys the idea that 
(only whites) belong here," 
says Torres. 

U.S. English claims to have 
665,000 members. To be 
counted as a member, a per- 
son must have made a dona- 
tion of any amount to the 
organization within the pre- 
ceding 24 months. English 
First claims a membership of 
145,000. Members pay yearly 
dues of $20. 

Jim Boulet Jr., executive 
director of English First, con- 
tends that language legisla- 
tion is needed because it is 
costly for the government to 
provide bilingual services for 
non-English speakers. That 
has led to frustrated taxpayers 
supporting measures such as 
Califoniä s Proposition 187, 
he says. 

Opponents argue that Ian-

prepare for battle. Confessions were heard, letters written, 
rifles cleaned and prayers uttered by Mexican soldiers 
who knew the army they faced hadn't lost a battle since 
Waterloo, fifty years before. What took place the next day 
made history far and beyond the battle itself. T. R. Fehren- 
bach, one of Texas historians said in "Fire and Blood: a 
History of Mexico" that had the French won that battle, 
they certainly would have made their way immediately to 

on Mexican history and a professor of politics and history 
at the Department of Chicano Studies at the University of 
California, Berkeley. Munoz, author of the acclaimed 
book "Youth, Identity and Power: The Chicano Move- 
ment," adds, "Now it's become party time. And that's not 
what we had in mind when, as leaders of the Chicano 
student movement, we organized Cinco de Mayo festivi- 
ties.'  

Latin American pride and dignity in world affairs that 
continues to this day. When American Secretary of State 
James Monroe bravely proclaimed that Europen powers 
could not reimpose their monarchical or other systems on 
any country in the Americas, neither he nor the thirty- year 
old United States could do anything to back up 
his"MONROE DOCTRINE". America was in the mist of 
a civil war at that time and was in grave danger of being 
defeated by the Confederacy. 

 

Another beneficiary of that epic 
battle was Abraham Lincoln and 
his struggle to keep the Union 
whole as the great Mexican vic- 
tory prevented the European roy- 
ally from flooding the American 
Civil War with arms and supplies 
for the Confederacy. Our free- 
dom and our form of government 
was won by Mexican teenaged 
soldiersinthemountains 100miles 
east of Mexico City 134 years ago 
on the 5th of May, 1862. 

Cinco de Mayo does not cele- 
brateMexicanlndependence Day; 
it commemorates the Battle of 
Puebla between 6,000 French  
soldiers and 2,000 Mexican allies 
and 4.850 Mexican soldiers under it  
the command of Texas-born General Ignacio Zaragoza. 
French General Charles Ferdinand Latrille, Count of 
Lorencez had marched his French soldiers, elite veterans 
of Napoleon campaigns into the mountains hoping to 
engage the Mexican soldiers of President Benito Juarez in 
one decisive battle.  

Following the same route that the Spaniard Hernando 
Cones took in 1519 from the Gulf of Mexico towards 
Merico City and American General Winfield Scott took in 
the Mexican American War in 1848. The Count divided 
his forces and sent one column to chase Dials cavalry and 
his main column to attack two forts guarding the city of 
Puebla On the 4th of May, General Zaragoza ordered 
Colonel Porfirio Diaz, later Mexico's President and dicta- 
tor for thirty years to take his cavalry several miles away 
from the city of Puebla to be used as a battle reserve. 

The evening of May 4th was used by both sides to

establish contact with the Confederacy and provide the 
supplies that the South despertly needed to continue their 
string of military victories in the Civil war. The Confed- 
eracy was on the verge of victory and the European powers 
were looking for a way to establish commerce with the 
South. By the time the French reached the Rio Grand the 
tide had turn and the Union was on the offensive. By that 
time Abraham Lincoln had issued his Emancipation Proc- 
lamation and Napoleon III did not dare intervene. 

Perhaps it is because of Napoleon's plans to include the 
Southwestern United States as part of France that the 
holiday is now celebrated more vigorously in the U. S. 
than in Mexico. Indeed, Cinco de Mayo has become a 
Mexican-American St. Patrick Day. 
Before 1960, there was minimal acknowledgment among 

Mexican-A mericanso tM exico'shi storicalstruggleagainst 
European colonialism, says Carlos Munoz Jr., an expert 

can holiday has become too commercial. Scholars of 
Chicano studies, who were instrumental in popularizing 
Mexico's military victory over the French, are concerned 
that the historical and cultural significance of Cinco de 
Mayo is now overshadowed by consumerism. 

"I just don't like the commercialization of Cinco de 
Mayo," says historian Rudy Acuna, a professor of Chi- 
cano studies at California State University at Northridge, 
in Los Angeles' San Fernando Valley. "It's become the 
Cinco de Mayo happy hour." Adds Munoz, "Cinco de 
Mayo is a time to stop and reflect on our historical struggle 
against racial and cultural oppression. Not a time for bor- 
racheras (drunkenness)."  

Others such as Humberto Valencia, associate professor 
of marketing at the American Graduate School of Interna- 
tional Marketing in Glendale, Ariz., believe that "it's not 
absolutely necessary that every company get involved 
with Cinco de Mayo. There are many other event market- 
ing opportunities like Las Posadas, Las Fiestas Patrias, 
quinceaneras, and Dia de la Reza." 

Festivities are being stated throughout the United States 
and Lubbock has been no exception to the tremendous 
pipe which has now become a part of the Cinco de Mayo 
celebrations. For the past 5 years the celebration has  

grown to be the event which signals in the start of summer 
concerts and fiestas. 

This year's activities include a two day celebration at 
Buddy Holly Park which on Saturdy will feature top enter- 
tainers including Peligro David Marez, Elida y Avante 
and the headliner "Jay Perez" who has become to be 
known as "The Voice" in Tejano Music. He is one of the 
few singers tha can combine musical story telling with a 
fresh and honest voice. 

On Sunday entertainment will feature Mexican folklo- 
ric dancing, music by Eddie and The Texas Posse, Stefan, 
Xelencia and headliner Gary Hobbs whose latest single, 
"Quiero Que Vuelvas" is one of the Top 20 Tejano hits in 
the nation. 

Besides music and entertainment, the celebration will 
include food and games booths. The event is sponsord by 
the Knights of Columbus Council #3008 and is being 
organized by radio station Magic 93.7. Gates open at 12 
noon Saturday and 11 a.m. sunday. Admission is $3 until 
3 p m and $5 after 3 p.m. Children under 5 are admitted 
free.

Although Cinco de Mayo, or May 5, is hardly noticed 
in Mexico, advertisers here have enshrined the Battle of 
Puebla into a marketing mantra. 

More companies every year are swaying to the May 
mariachi shuffle of parades, concerts, food sampling, chili 
cook-offs, product giveaways, sweepstakes and other 
events. No wonder. At 25 million, Hispanic consumers on 
the U.S. mainland spend $190 billion annually, and 62 
percent of them are of Mexican descent. 

The emerging influence and increased purchasing 
power of Hispanics are prompting companies everywhere 
to reach out to Latinos by tapping into Hispanic history, 
culture and traditions.

ZARAGOZA  
More $ for Public Housing  

Housing Secretary Henry Cisneros accused Congress 
Thursday of being tight-fisted with programs serving low- 
income families in public housing, reports Associated 
Press. 

At his "State of American Cities" speech at the National 
Press Club, Cisneros said Congress was balancing the 
budget on the backs of the poor, while other approaches 
appeared to be working. He illustrated some cities which 
seemed to be making a comeback. 

Cisneros showed before-and-after slides of successes in 
those and other urban areas. New York City; Newark, N.J.; 
Baltimore; Los Angeles; Buffalo, N.Y.; Chicago, Boston; 
Cleveland; Philadelphia; Houston; Louisville, Ky.; Kansas 
City, Mo.; and San Antonio. 

The three programs in the cities with the most hope, he 
said, are home-ownership zones, empowerment zones and 
public housing reforms. All differ from those in previous 
administrations "because each starts with the principles of 
locally-driven self improvement." 

But Congress in 1994 took away $50 million that had been 
appropriated for home-ownership zones. "If that $50 million 
had not been taken away, there would have been, already, 
thousands of homes built and under construction around the 
country and thousands of families and dozens of urban 
areas being lifted up," Cisneros said. 

His department, Cisneros said, sees itself as a champion 
of opportunity for cities, casting off "well-meaning pater- 
nalism." In short, he said, President Clinton's policies are 
doing the very things Republicans called for. 

Anti-Affirmative Action  
Legislation Too Extreme  

The Clinton administration urged Congress Tuesday to 
reject legislation sponsored by Senate Majority Leader Bob 
Dole that would restrict federal affirmative action pro- 
grams, reports Associated Press. 

The proposed Equal Opportunity Act would end the use of 
race and gender preferences by the federal government in 
employment, contracting and running programs. 

Deval Patrick, assistant attorney general for civil rights, 
said it was "such a blunt and extreme measure that it would 
work substantial harm." If the bill passes Congress, he said, 
the Justice Department will urge President Clinton to veto it. 

The administration argues that affirmative action pro- 
grams are already constrained by a Supreme Court decision 
last year that said they must be narrowly tailored to serve a 
compelling interest. Further, officials say that under Clin- 
ton's "mend it, don't end it" policy, steps have already been 
taken to end programs that create quotas and set-asides or 
give preference to unqualified individuals. 

Dole, who introduced the bill in the Senate last July, has 
indicated he will seek Senate action on it this year and will 
make affirmative action a prominent issue in his presiden- 
tial campaign against Clinton. 

The bill is S.1085.

The administration's top drug official said Sunday that 
stemming drug use among children will be the top objective 
of a new drug strategy President Clinton will reveal Mon- 
day, reports Associated Press. 

Barry McCaffrey, the new director of the Office of National 
Drug Control Policy, emphasized that the new drug program 
could take a decade to show results. "There is no silver 
bullet " 

He indicated that the program will include drug courts, 
which he said have had "enormous success" in providing 
first-time abusers with treatment rather than sending them 
to jail and that answers to drug abuse "will not be in more 
ferocious penalties but in more effective education." Having 
1 million Americans in prison has helped reduce crime, he 
said, but "we can't arrest our way out of this problem." 

The administration is seeking $15.1 billion in the fiscal 
1997 budget for anti-drug programs, with 9 percent going to 
interdiction and 55 percent to law enforcement and prisons 
McCaffrey said he had House Speaker Newt Gingrich's 
promise of support for the budget, and Hatch stressed, "You 
know we are going to support you." 

He said drug legalization was "out of the question" and 
that medicinal use of marijuana was a "non-scientific 
approach to the problem."

minimum wage by 90 cents over two years to $5.15 per hour.  

Although the Democrats agreed to drop the issue from t' te  
undocumented immigration bill, Senate Minority Lewder  
Tom Daschle said no deal had been reached with Republi- 
cans on when, or how, a vote on raising the minimum wage  
would take place. He also said Senate Democrats are  
divided on when the vote should occur - possibly in August or  

September, closer to the November elections.

Medicare Trust Debt Looms  

According to new estimates from the Congressional  
Budget Office, a Medicare trust fund will run out of money  
and accumulate more debt over the next decade than pre- 
viously estimated, reports Associated Press.  

The poor financial picture of the trust fund that serves 37  
million would threaten benefits for the elderly and disabled  
and make it harder for Congress and the president to elim- 
inate the budget deficit.  

The new CBO projection expects the trust fund to be $28.9 
billion in the red by 2001 instead of at the end of fiscal 2002, 
adding that the deficit situation will become progressively 
worse.
