For the first time in the history of the Lubbock Chamber of 
Commerce. Board of City Development and as a result of 
intensive pressure by various community groups such as the 
Human Relations Commission and the Conference of 
Organizations, a Chicana was elected to the Board of 
Directors of those two entities.

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Eliseo Solis, candidate for County Commissioner in the election which was 
held this past Saturday, said in an exclusive interview with this newspaper that 
he is investigating the possibility of contesting said election. 

Solis said that a definite decision will be made early next week after examining 
all records of the election. 

Sources say discrepancies found during the investigation include persons 
voting who were ineligible and also illegal actions by election officials. 

In addition, Sobs said that his investigation had discovered that registered 
republicans had voted illegally in the democratic run-off. State laws prohibit 
persons who voted in the republican primary on May 3 to vote in the democratic 
run-off. 

Voting in both republican and democratic primaries is a third degree felony. 
The majority of the discrepancies found occurred in election box 41, which 

includes the city of Idalou. Solis opponent, Franklin Dunn got almost 600 votes 
in the Idalou box to Solis' 214. 

Other discrepancies were also found in the New Deal box 44. According to 
sources, some voters who did not live in box 44 voted in this box. One half of 
New Deal is in commissioner's precinct 4 and the other half is in precinct 3. 

The major discrepancy found by Solis was that election officials were 
permitting persons who had not be registered 30 days before the election to 
vote. Voters were allowed to sign affidavids swearing that they were registered 
although they did not appear on the voter list. 

According to Madison Sowder, chairman of the Democratic Party, the signing 
of the affidavits process is legal and it is not the duty of the election judge to 
question a person's elegibility to vote. 

Several other discrepancies were also found in other boxes, but are not 
completely verified. 

Officials from the Secretary of State's Office said that if an election is 
contested, jurisdiction would tall upon the District Court. 

According to these officials, two things can happen if enough evidence is 
presented to the court. First if enough votes are verified as illegal to change the 
outcome of the race, the district judge could declare Sobs the winner. Second, if 
the way the votes were cast cannot be determined by the court, the fudge can 
order a new election. 

If not enough conflicting decrepancies are verified, the judge can hold the 
election valid.

In the past, the practice was for the Chamber to select five 

(5) candidates for appointment to the board through election 
by the Chamber members. The five nominees would then in 
turn be appointed by the City Council (a violation of the city 
charter). When community groups began objecting to this 
method of selection, a delay was made on November 1979 to 
select new members. Since then and up to now, the city had 
put off selecting new members for various reasons. 

Ultimately, the city decided to appoint member at their 
discretion which resulted in the selection of Esther Sepeda 
arid Roy Roberts.

HUD Complaint 
Results In New 
Contracts For 

Tenants 
The residents of the Casa Orlando 

housing complex in Lubbock have 
obtained new rental contracts as a 
result of a complaint made to the 
Dallas office of HUD (Housing and 
Urban Development) on April 2, 1980. 
The complaint concerned illegal 
contracts and eviction procedures. 

The complaint by staff lawyer 
Stephen McIntyre of West Texas 
Legal Services was prompted by a 
confrontation on April 1, 1980 when 
Community Educator Robert Chavez 
and McIntyre attempted to distribute 
literature concerning a free public 
meeting to the tenants at Casa 
Orlando. They were confronted by 
two Lubbock police officers and 
apartment manager Roy Daughterey 
who, despite Mr. Daughterey's 
insistence, refused to ticket or arrest 
the two Legal Services employees. 

'the allegations McIntyre made in 
the complaint were that the Casa 
Orlando contract did not require 
good cause to evict and did not give 
sufficient notice before eviction. 
Also, notification of the due process 
procedures afforded a tenant 
residing in a federally subsidized 
housing project were not mentioned. 

Sidney J. Miller, Deputy Director 
for Housing Management, HUD 
Dallas area office immediately 
responded by letter on April 14 
indicating the owner of Casa Orlando 
had been repeatedly notified of HUD 
requirements, and in fact had 
recently been warned in a letter to the 
Casa Orl^ndo Housing Trust in 
Amarillo: ' . review of subject project 
file reveals we have not received a 
reply ,o our letter to you dated 
January 31, 1980, a copy of which is 
attached. Please respond to this letter 
at your earliest convenience. You are 
reminded the requirements and 
provisions previously brought to your 
attention relative to your lease 
agreements and eviction procedures 
are mandatory. Any further violations 
of these provisions by the resident 
manager may require action by HUD 
for his removal." 

Legal Services staff attorney 
Stephen McIntyre said "The newly 
adopted contract seems to meet our 
initial complaints concerning lack of 
due process in evictions and rent 
increases, but we are sill extremely 
interested in other practices of the 
apartment malager and Casa 
Orlando Housing Trust." 

West Texas Legal Services is a non-
profit corporation funded by the 
Congress for the purpose of 
providing free legal representation to 
those persons unable to afford 
counsel.

The tenets of the Monroe Doctrine and Manifest Destiny come 
into serious conflict with the ideals and aspirations of most of 
the 400 million spanish speaking peoples of the American 
continent. 

But what is the Monroe Doctrine and Manifest Destiny? The 
Monroe Doctrine declared in 1923 by then president James 
Monroe, fue una amenaza para los paises Europeos y otros 
encontra de cualquier entervencion de estos en los paises del 
continente americano.

Manifest Destiny: William Jennings Bryand of the 1830's 
shouted the belief that the Anglo Saxon people of North 
America, because of their potent economic development and 
racial superiority were the chose by Divine Providence and 
Heaven to look after the welfare of the whole American 
Continent. It was supposed to be their duty to save the savages 
of the American continent from their misery and ignorance. This 
singular and libertarian theory of the 1830's was instituted as the 
basis of the foreign policy of the United States.

FARM WORK IS COVERED BY 
SOCIAL SECURITY 

Farmers: Will you hire someone to 
help on your farm any time this year? 
With summer ahead and harvest in 
the offing, many of you will. Chances 
are, the wages you pay those workers 
will be covered by social security and 
must be reported. 

If you pay a farm worker $150 or 
more ,cash wages in 1980, the ages 
are covered. If an individual works for 
you 20 or more days on a time basis 
(by the hour. day, week, or month) 
during the year, then those wages 
count too. 

A "farm worker" Is not just 
someone who helps plant, harvest, 
process, or deliver a crop, or does 
borer farm work It alsb includes a 
person who does domestic work in a 
farm home. If you hire soneone to 
help cook for a harvest crew, for 
example, his or her work is covered if 
he or she meets the pay fest 
mentioned above.  

If you pay a son or daughter 21 or 
older, or a parent, to work on your 
farm, their wages are subject to the 
social security tax. However, any 
wages you may pay your spouse are 
not covered. 

ll is important to your employees 
that their farm wages be properly 
reported. In this way they earn 
valuable credits that mean they can 
receive monthly benefits should they 
become severly disabled and cannot 
work for one year or more, or die. And 
later on they will need those credits to 
get retirement checks and Medicare

The decision will depend mainly on 
whether you and the crew leader have 
a written agreement, on who pays the 
workers, and on who controls them 
on the job: 
Written agreement-if there is a 
written agreement stating that the 
crew leader is your employee, then 
you must report all wages. 

No written agreement - If the crew 
leader pays the workers (for himself 
or for you), he is their "employer." but 
if you (or your agent) pay the 
workers, then whoever has the final 
right to control the crew workers on 
the lob is their "employer" and must 
handle social security matters 

If you want more information about 
reporting wages for farm crew 
workers, ask at any social security 
office for a free copy of "Social 
security information for crew leaders 
and farmers " The social security 
office also has a leaflet that will 
answer questions you may have 
about reporting farm self-
employment Income for social 
security purposes. 

The Internal Revenue Service has 
publications of interest to farm 
employers, too. Circular A 
(Agricultural Employer's Tax Guide) 
explains how to report wages of farm 
employees and is available at any 
Internal Revenue Service office.

Then again, a British neurologist 
says Muhammad All suffered brain 
damage during his boxing career, 
and Muhammad Ali says the surgeon 
is a racist. 

"What I'm doing is supreme," Ali 
said during a visit to a Cincinnati 
subub to promote a restaurant 
opened by his brother, Rahaman. 
"You'll notice that all the great people 
in the world have been white-Jesus 
Christ was white. Why is Superman 
white? Why is Tarzan white? What 
they're trying to do is make people 
think I'm crazy. They're trying to stop 
this superior thing that no white man 
can top." 

The surgeon said he had studied 
films of Ali, 38, and concluded that 
the three-time champion may have 
suffered brain damage because his 
speech seemed to have become 
slurred in recent years and his 
rhyming predictions were not as 
witty.

Ali, a defendant In a $20 million 
federal court slander suit by the two 
white promoters, testified he did not 
even know what "dagos" meant. He 
denied ever saying it. 

Promoters Philip Ciaccio and Jake 
DiMaggio claim in the suit that Alie 
verbally attacked them at a post-fight 
news conference in September, 1978. 

Ali repeatedly denied referring to 
them as "dagos." Asked by attorney 
William Wessel if the word was 
derogatory, the former champ replied 
"Yes, sir." 

Ali looked drowsy In court and 
mumbled most of his testimony. but 
during the lunch break, he bounced 
through the courthouse hallways and 
drew a crowd of secretaries and 
well-wishers. In that context, he 
Joked about his upcoming fights, his 
charisma and his new moustache, 
saying it drives women wild. 

"All the women like it," he said 
"They call me 'Dark Gable.' " 

An all-white jury of four women and 
two men was chosen for the trial 
before Judge Morey Sear. 

Austin Wilson, an Associated Press 
sportswriter, testified after Ali that he 
heard Ali make the "dagos" statement 
as he rushed from the room where the 
news conference was held. Under 
cross-examination by Mike Conway, 
All's attorney, Wilson said no other 
reporter had heard the comment. 

He said he included the quote in his

Civiletti Indicates Garcia to 
Get Nod

Washington—y.s. Atty. Gen Bejamin 
Civiletti told Hispanic leaders 
Monday that all background checks 
had been completed on Texas Rep. 
Matt Garcia and that his name had 
been sent to President Carter for 
nomination as commissioner of the 
U.S. Immigration and Naturalization 
Service. 

I'm as anxious as anyone to see 
someone confirmed in that position 
and at work. We're doing everything 
we can," Civiletti told members of the 
Hispanic Advisory Committee, a 
group of Mexican-American, Cuban 
and Puerto Rican leaders that meets 
quarterly to discuss Hispanic issues 
with Justice Department officials. 

Earlier, during an informal lunch 
with the committee, Civiletti 
indicated that the Garcia nomination 
was imminent, said Ruben Bonilla, 
president of the League of United 
Latin American Citizens. 

"After talking to Mr. Civiletti, I feel 
fairly confident that Matt has cleared 
the major hurdles and we can expect 
a favorable decision from the White 
House very soon," Bonilla said "The 
attorney general made it clear that 
the employees of INS met with Matt 
about two weeks ago and know him 
to be the most viable candidate fir 
commissioner." 

The 52-year-old Garcia, who grew 
tired of waiting for the nomination to 
be made and threatened to withdraw 
his name from consideration if no 
action was taken by May, 16, could 
not be reached for comment late 
Monday. However, based on recent 
conversations with the San Antonio 
attorney, Bonilla said, "I think at this 
point Matt is willing to wait a few days 
or weeks."

En uno de los periodicos locales 
sali6 la noticia de que en el EE.UU. 
hube 250,000 divorcios durante el 
alio 1979. Al parecer, todos entre 
esposos catolicos. 

Sin embargo no se hate ningan 
comentario acerca de los divorcios 
espirituales que son mucho mas. 
,Sera eso verdad? 

El divorcio espiritual no implica 
una separaciOn legal de los esposos 
decidida ante un juez civil ni ante 
una autoridad de Ia Iglesia. Simple-
mente cosite en una modo de vivir 
(los esposos) Ileno de muturas 
criticas, peleas, humillaciones y 
toda clase de faltas al respeto. Los 
esposos viven en la misma casa, 
duermen en la misma cama, comen 
en la misma mesa, pero su amor 
conyugal esta praticamente muerto, 
o tal vez enfermo. Esto es vivir en 
divorcio espiritual. 

Al sentir que no funciona su 
amor conyugal, muchas parejas 
prefieren el divorcio legal en lugar 
de luchar por levantarse de las 
crisis que los afectan profunda-
mente. "Ya no hay remedio dicen 

y yo no podemos seguir juntos." 
Y todos los que por fin deciden 
divorciarse, son los que iran for-
mando la creciente estadistica de 
los divorciados. Tal vez para este 
afto 1980, en lugar de sumar un 
cuarto de million, pueden ser 300 
mil or mas. 

Pero las parejas que no intentan 
divorciarse aunque vivan en con-
stante desacuerdo, en peleas fre-
cuentes y faltas a la justicia, ellos 
forman la otra estadistica de los 
divoricados espiritualmente. 

Naturalmente que sigue en pie la 
frase de Cristo: "LO que Dios ha 
unido no lo separe el hombre" (Mt 
19,6), pero sin llegar a ser una 
realidad verdadera. Externamente 
el divorcio espiritual no rompe la 
ley evangelica, sin embargo en su 
interor, en el amore conyugal, 
puede estar totalmente destruido. Y 
si esto llega a suceder entre las 
parejas, ellas han separado lo que 
Dios ha unido y quere que per-
manezca firme hasta la muerte. Por 
eso, tanto el divorcio legal como el 
espiritual en la pratica es algo 
negativo para los esposos, para sus 
hijos, para la Iglesia y la sociedad.

ritual? Hay muchos caminos. Uno 
de ellos es Ia reconciliation sincera. 
Perdonarse mutuamente Ia fallas; 
aceptarse de nuevo y decidir cum-
plir la fidelidad prometida el dia de 
la boda. 

Esta reconciliation constante im-
plica reconocer la debilidad huma-
na tal como es inclinada al mal, al 
orgullo y a la injusticia. 

Ninguna pareja es perfecta por 
mas esfuerzos que haga. Siempre 
tendran fallas los, matrimonios, 
pero eso no debe ser motivo de 
distanciamiento entre los esposos; 
y, mucho menos, raz6n para di-
vorciarse. Aim los casos dificiles 
pueden encontrar en la reconcilia-
clan sincera, una solution positiva. 
El amor reconciliado, el amore 
perdonado, el amor conyugal re-
hecho es funte de armonia y 
tranquilidad. Vueve a unir a los 
esposos de manera firme. El divor-
cio, en cambio, los separa definiti-
vamente. 

Ademas de la reconciliaciOn per-
manente, Ia promesa del matri-
monio se ha de reforzar con la 
confian. personal. Una confianza 
que estimule a cada esposa y a 
cada esposa para continuar, no 
como a la fuerza o con una 
resignation, sino con un criterio 
mas elevado.
