Defeated Democratic presidential candidate John Kerry has hinted that he 
could make another run for the White House in 2008, press reports said Tuesday. 

Kerry hinted to a post-campaign event on Saturday that he could run again. 
"Sometimes God tests you," an aide to the Massachusetts senator quoted 

Kerry as saying to friends and supporters, the Washington Post reported. "I'm a 
fighter and I've come back before." 

Kerry's younger brother Cameron told the Boston Globe newspaper the 
senator was "profoundly disappointed" about narrowly losing last week's election 
to President George W. Bush, and deems another attempt fully possible. 

"That's conceivable," the paper quoted the brother as saying "I don't know 
why that (last week's loss) should necessarily be it. 

"I think it's too early to assess. But I think that he is going to continue to fight 
on for the values, ideals, and issues this campaign is about," Cameron Kerry 
added. 

Top Kerry aides said however that they had no idea about his long-term plans. 
"It's too early to know," campaign communications director Stephanie Cutter told 
US media. 

Kerry is to expected to return next week to the US Senate, and hopes to play 
an active role opposing the majority Republican party. 

According to press reports, Kerry has mostly remained at his Boston, Massa- 
chusetts home since last Tuesday's election defeat. The Globe reported that he 
was spotted in Washington on Monday, but kept a low profile. 

According to news reports, Kerry is considering creating a politicial action 
committee and think tank to keep his policy initiatives, and himself, in the 
spotlight. 

"He's in a position of national leadership," Cameron Kerry told the Boston 
Globe. 

"He's going to exercise that role and be a voice for the 55 million people who 
voted for him. The position he's in gives him a bully pulpit."

President Bush has chosen White House counsel Alberto Gonzales, a Texas 
confidant and the most prominent Hispanic in the administration, to succeed 
Attorney General John Ashcroft, sources close to the White House said Wednes- 
day. 

The White House hinted that formal word from the president could come later 
Wednesday. "I would not rule out an announcement today," White House 
spokesman Scott McClellan said. 

Ashcroft announced his resignation on Tuesday, along with Commerce 
Secretary Don Evans, a Texas frieud..Qf the president's.  _. ___ 

Gonzales, 49, has long been rumored as a leading candidate for a Supreme 
Court vacancy if one develops. Speculation increased after Chief Justice William 
Rehnquist announced he has thyroid cancer. 

Gonzales' career has been linked with Bush for at least a decade, serving as 
general counsel when Bush was governor of Texas, and then as secretary of state 
and as a justice on the Texas Supreme Court. 

Gonzales has been at the center of developing Bush's positions on balancing 
civil liberties with waging the war on terrorism -- opening the White House 
counsel to the same line of criticism that has dogged Ashcroft. 

For instance, Gonzales publicly defended the administration's policy -- 
essentially repudiated by the Supreme 

CS 
Court and now being fought out in the 
lower courts -- of detaining certain 
terrorism suspects for extended periods 
without access to lawyers or courts. 

He also wrote a controversial 
February 2002 memo in which Bush 
claimed the right to waive anti-torture 
law and international treaties providing 
protections to prisoners of war. That 
position drew fire from human rights 
groups, which said it helped led to the 
type of abuses uncovered in the Abu 
Ghraib prison scandal. 

-- 	Some conservatives also have 
quietly questioned Gonzales' creden- 

tials on core social issues. And he once was a partner in a Houston law firm 
which represented the scandal-ridden energy giant Enron. 

Gonzales would be the first Hispanic attorney general. 
But shifting him to Justice would create a vacancy in the White House 

counsel's office. Bush advisers said two people would be naturals for the job. One 
is White House staff secretary Brett Kavanaugh, a lawyer who has been waiting 
nearly 16 months for confirmation on the influential U.S. Court of Appeals for 
the District of Columbia. He was also a top lawyer in two cases that dogged the 
Clinton White House. As associate independent counsel under Kenneth Starr, he 
worked on both the long-running Whitewater case and the 1998 Clinton impeach- 
ment case. 

Harriet Miers, a deputy chief of staff who was once Bush's personal lawyer, 
would be another candidate, one Bush adviser said. 

Ashcroft announced his resignation on Tuesday, along with Commerce 
Secretary Don Evans, a Texas friend of the president's. 

After a National Security Council meeting, Bush was sat down Wednesday 
with Secretary of State Colin Powell, another figure being closely watched. 
Powell has been largely noncommital when asked about his plans. 

The gospel-singing son of a minister, Ashcroft is a fierce conservative who doesn't 
drink, smoke or dance. His detractors said he gave religion too prominent a role at the 
Justice Department -- including optional prayer meetings with staff before each work 
day. He has also been a willing lightning rod for critics who said his policies for 
thwarting terrorists infringed on the rights of innocent people. 

Ashcroft championed many of the most controversial government actions 
following the Sept. 11 attacks, most notably the USA Patriot Act. It bolstered FBI 
surveillance powers, increased use of material witness warrants to hold suspects 
incommunicado for months. When there was a break in a terror case, he was the 
man at the lectern soberly informing the American people. 

"The objective of securing the safety of Americans from crime and terror has been 
achieved," he said in resignation letter to Bush, dated Nov. 2 -- Election Day. 

McClellan said Bush got the letter that same day, before the results of the 
election were known. 

Sen. John Kerry, D-Mass., voiced pleasure Wednesday with Ashcroft's 
departure and exhorting Bush "to make good on his promise of renewed biparti- 
san cooperation" with Democrats. 

Evans, Bush's 2000 campaign chairman and close friend of more than three 
decades, said he longed to return to Texas. 

Bush was considering this year's campaign money man, Mercer Reynolds, for 
Evans' job. As national finance chairman for the Bush campaign, Reynolds raised 
more than $260 million to get him re,-elected.

Success Only in Victory?

In the 2000 presidential election, I waited in the rain and cold at the 
state capitol in Austin for the results, Eventually I filed a story about 
that inconclusive election night from Taqueria Chapala. 

This year, President Bush voted in Crawford in the morning and 
then left for Washington. There was no election night drama to witness 
in Texas, so I went to Puerto Vallarta restaurant in Houston for dinner 
and to see the election returns, confident the statistical meta-analysis in 
my pocket predicted the outcome. 

Federico Ramirez, the manager, had a 62-inch HDTV set, usually on 
ESPN, tuned to ABC's Peter Jennings, who was reporting on the 
battleground states. Another set near the rear showed Cuba-born former 
Housing & Urban Development Secretary Mel Martinez declaring 
victory in Florida's U.S. Senate race. He was being translated from 
Spanish to English on one TV, then interviewed in Spanish without 
translation on the other. 

Ken Salazar, Colorado's Democratic Attorney General, a fifth- 
generation Coloradoan, in cowboy hat, came on to thank his campaign 
supporters for his victory in another U.S. Senate race. His brother John 
had just won a House seat from southern Colorado. Meanwhile, another 
TV set flashed "270," like a warning, the number of electoral votes 
needed to elect the next president. 

This year, both major parties made unprecedented efforts to attract 
the Latino vote, accelerating a tradition of outreach to heady, unprec- 
edented levels. More than a million new Latino voters were added to 
rolls since the last presidential election. Spanish-language media 
received record revenues to get the partisan messages out in the swing 
states. 

The effort produced a historical high point of Latino political 
participation. Yet, a frantic cell call from a TV reporter was sobering. 
She asked if it was true — that Hispanics composed "only" about seven 
percent of the national vote — was that right? She had expected, she 
said — we]I, a higher proportion, a larger number, 

I explained that seven percent of 120 million was huge and that 
small numbers are important when they serve as tie-breakers in evenly 
split races. Yet, the numbers seemed too low, implying that success 
occurs when you dominate, not just win. 

That's why the main point about the presidential election might get 
lost. It was a good night for Latino empowerment. But the sound bites 
about "more divided than ever" and "moral values" drown out the 
subtleties. Reality tells us that the Latino voting was there more than 
ever on election night. There was no hoopla because the voting behavior 
pattern has become increasingly independent. 

USA Today exit polls claim 43% of Hispanics voted for President 
Bush. Taking those results, Bush partisan Dick Morris claims that it 
represents 2.4 percent of Bush's 3.1 percent national popular vote 
margin. Morris said plainly, "George W. Bush was re-elected because 
[of] the Hispanic vote." 

This will upset many Democrats, who are accustomed to the one- 
third Republican, two-thirds Democrat pattern. But a national election is 
not a jarabe tapatio, a dance done the same way every time. 

Some groups representing national Latino interests too often portray 
the people contorted like a carnival mirror to fit their preconception. On 
the contrary, Latino constituents are mind-numbingly heterogeneous; 
disproportionately large numbers are small business owners. 

The agenda, if it's called that, has consistently stood for a relation- 
ship with government to support community building, help to leverage 
opportunities and acquire assets, protection from calamities, extending 
the political franchise, and fair rules applying to everyone. From many 
of these embedded values, the Republican grassroots movement was 
largely urged on by the Republican Hispanic Assembly back in the early 
`70s to become more inclusive. 

Latinos now have a big tent (not big enough, however), grassroots 
voter campaigns, monster turnouts, and increasing numbers of elected 
officials with each election. 

So why isn't everyone celebrating? 
I'll tell you why. Because of the realization that national politics 

need us but they don't want us. 
That's the reason for the uncomfortable feeling all around. Damned 

if you do, damned if you don't. "Empate," Federico Ramirez declared, 
That's what his own meta-analysis was telling him when he turned off 
the lights and closed the restaurant. The election, like our political life, 
was going toward a tie, an impasse. 

At home, my answering machine was blinking wildly. One friend 
• shouted, "Some people change parties like they change underwear. 
Where's the loyalty?" A moderate Republican called to confess in a 
secretive voice that he had voted "and not for Bush." Clearly things are 
changing. It was a bellwether election, even though for the same reasons 
it was successful, it was causing so much angst.
