Mrs. McGaughey was
with them, Jeft Cowden, Midiand
man, was in his apartment between
those of Fore and McGaughey and
heard part of the conversation be-
tween them. He =ald while they
were tulking Date Layman, anoth-
er Midland man, drove up oulside
and called for McGaughey, that Mc-
Guughey went out leaving his wife
and Fore, and talked with Layman
for a short time. He sald the re-
port of a gun sounded almost im-
medintely upon the reenbry of Mo-
Gaughey to Fore's apartment,
Fore was ghot just under the left
eve with a .38 special, double ac-
tion Smith & Weason revolver, au-
thoritles sald, They said Fore's face
was powder burned. Death was al-
most instant. Peace Justloe Gird-
ley held an inquest and returned a
bomieclde verdict,

Gaughey having run & restaurant
here for a time. For the past few
months Fore had been working on
a ranch in Midland county. Hw
rnd MeGaughey nad been friends
until a few months ago, when thelr
frlendship was terminated in a
flight. Fore beat MceGaughey, court
Llestimony shows, and pald a fine.
He went back to work on a ranch,
Fore returned to Midland Friday
night and on Saturday night talked
to Jeff Cowden, asseriedly mention-
ing some of the aspects of the trou-
ble between him and McGaughey.

He accepted a place as chief
of the state department of educa-
tlon In 1808, but returned to Tervell
as superintendent of schools In 1809
and stayed In that position for 20
years, In 1019 he becamo super-
visor of state high schools and in
1921 he was appointed first assist-
ant state sueprintendent, He first
wana clected superintendent in 1023,
Mr, Marrs was o member of the
Natlonal Edueatjonal associntion,
and In 1907 he served na preindent
of the Texas Statas Teachers' au-
nociation, having been a member
for many yeurs.
