Hispanics who are active in the 
U.S. labor movement, union 
membership hasn't resolved their 
earnings dilemma. 

Hispanics-- both men and 
women— who are members of 
labor organizations earn less 
weekly than do their black or 
white counterparts, according to 
the Bureau of Labor Statistics. 

A study published last month 
by the BLS shows that Hispanics 
who are not in unions earn more 
than blacks-- but both trail whites 
significantly. 

In 1984, median weekly wages 
for union members were: white, 
S409; blacks, $357; Hispanics, 
$351. 

For non-union members they 
were: white, $307; Hispanics, 
$238; blacks, $236. 

The reasons given for the 
Hispanic earnings discrepancy in 
unions are for the most part 
similar to those given for the pay 
difference in the general labor 
market.

Washington, D.C. 

Hispanics generally earn less 
because they are more likely to be 
clustered in semi-skilled positions, 
he says, emphasizing that they are 
"at the bottom of the totem pole" 
economically whether they told 
union or non-union jobs. 

Adds Roderick Rodriguez, an 
equal employment specialist with 
the American Federation of 
Government Employees in 
Washington, D.C., the fact that 
they are most often among the 
newest employees affects their 
paychecks. Generally, they have 
less time on the job, experience, 
and educational attainment in the 
200,000-member AFGE, he 
points out. 

The BLS survey places total 
union membership at 17.4 million, 
with union contracts increasing

Hispanic women the figures were 
$293 and $210. 

Based on the BLS count, 
Hispanics represent 6.1% of the 
total U.S. union membership, 
slightly lower than their 6.391 
representation in the civilian labor 
force. Lacayo feels the BLS figure 
is too low. 

"Hispanics have more of a 
propensity to join labor unions 
than the rest of the working 
population," he says. 

Rodriguez reveals a different 
concern expressed by Hispanic 
members in his union of federal 
employees. "Because we tend to be 
lower in seniority, when an agency 
does a reduction in force or 
reorganization. nine times out of 
10 it's the Hispanic who loses his 
job or is demoted first." 

o gain greater voice within the 
AFGE, Latino have formed a 
group called Hisco (Hispanic 
Coalition of union members) to 
unite in presenting concerns to the 
union itself. Top of Hisco's list are 
job security and promotion. 

While Hispanic union 
membership increased 26,000 
between 1983 and 1984 and blacks 
gained by 74,000, white union 
members decreased from 
14,844,000 to 14,380,000, nearly 
halt a million. Labor experts says 
automation and massive layoffs in 
heavily unionized industries such 
as automobile and steel are 
responsible. 

But for Hispanics the issue is 
more than increased numbers, 
sass Dionicio Morales, a former 
garment union organizer who 
now heads the Los Angeles-based 
Mexican American Opportunity 
Foundation. 

"We're in the same boat with 
the union movement as we are 
with corporate America," he says. 
"We're forzen out at the top. 
Nothing really significant is going 
to happen until we reach the 
decision-making level."

When President 
Reagan announced that 
one of the first civilians in 
space would be a teacher, 
I gave the news no more 
than a passing nod. 

I'm one of those people 
singularly uninterested in 
space, especially t he 
space program.

Besides, after Tom 
Wolfe's "The Right 
Stuff' and Jack Nichol-
son in "Terms of 
Endearment," I've never 
been too trusting of 
astronauts. 

But I did try to be 
supportive ("zPero, 
Mami, to estas loca?"). It 
tried to view it as a special 
adventure and milestone 
for her as a woman ("zLa 
menopausia?"'. 

But still it bothered me. 
It bothered me even more 
when it got out to my 
friends. 

Once, in a discussion 
on a vaguely scientific 
topic, a friend suddenly 
exclaimed: "Call your 
mother, the astronaut.

On another occasion, I 
was playing Trivial 
Pursuit when another 
player started giggling as 
he answered.
