Top Democratic Party leaders 
said Wednesday thatstrong 
support from Hispanic voters 

can make states like Arizona, Colorado 
and Nevada competitive for Sen. John 
Kerry. 

"I think you will see over the next 

few weeks the hardening of Latino 
support for Sen. Kerry," said Henry 
Cisneros, former U.S. Secretary of 
Housing and Urban Development, 
during a news conference aimed at 
heightening the importance of the 
Southwest in the presidential contest. 
"... This will be particularly important 
in the Southwestern states." 	 r 

Meanwhile. Bush's director of the 
federal Small Business Administration. 
Hector Barreto, countered Wednesday_ 
that one poll shows Kerry with 
historically low support among 
Hispanic voters for a Democratic 
presidential candidate. 

"We're going to fight for this vote," 
Barreto added in an interview here. 

Kerry apparently had a slight edge 
over Bush in New Mexico earlier this 
month, according to an Albuquerque 
Journal poll. But he appears to be 
trailing President Bush in Arizona.

But Barreto, who campaigned with 
the president in Hobbs on Monday. 
said here Wednesday that more 
Hispanics own their homes and 
businesses now than ever before. 

"The bottom line is that Hispanics 
have conservative values and they 
know that Sen. Kerry is the most 
liberal senator in the United States 
Senate," Barreto said. 

There are 2 million businesses in 
America owned by Hispanics, Barreto 
said. And his agency has increased 
loans and contracts to Hispanics. he 
said. 

Barreto noted that the race between 
Bush and Kerry remains competitive 
in New Mexico, despite Gov. Bill 
Richardson, a popular Democrat who 
is also the country's only Hispanic 
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growing part of the electorate at the 
news conference at Arizona State 
University. They gathered there for the 
third and final presidential debate at 
ASU's Grady Gammage Memorial 
Auditorium. 

Cisneros said Hispanic voters are 
disappointed in President Bush's 
record on issues such as health care 
and education. Bush successfully 
appealed to a greater than usual 
percentage of Hispanic voters for a 
Republican in 2000, which may have 
helped him win the presidency. 

"Trotting out some tamales at an 
event, speaking a few words in 
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governor. 
"It tells you that the Hispanic 

community is not going to be fooled, 
and they're going to vote for the strong 
leader," Barreto said. 

Cisneros also discussed why he 
thought New Mexico remained so 
closely divided in the presidential race. 

"It's always been a fight to the 
finish. That's the nature of New 
Mexico," Cisneros said

El candidato democrata a Ia presidencia, John Kerry, acusti hoy al 
Gobierno del presidente George W. Bush de bloquear el avance de los 
programas de "action afirmativa" que benefician a las minorias. 

"Lamento decir que este Gobierno ha bloqueado las medidas que podian 
habernos ayudado a avanzar", senalo Kerry en el tercer y ultimo debate con Bush 
de can a las elecciones del 2 de noviembre.

Patriot Ac' t Expansion Strips 
Immigrants of Basic Protections

Both houses of Congress have 
now passed legislation 
reacting to the recommenda-

tions of the 9/1 1 Commission. 
Unfortunately, the bill that reaches 
President Bush's desk is likely to go 
far beyond those recommendations 
and attack the rights of immigrants, 
particularly if some Republicans in 
Congress have their way. 

The House bill 
expanded the Pa- 
triot Act to include 
the most anti-immi- 

bate, segun prim

the Bush Administration quietly before 
the White House issued its public 
denial. 

When 9/1 1 families met with 
lawmakers, they said this legislation 
should be about reforming the nation's 
intelligence system, not pushing an 
extreme political agenda. Unfortu- 
nately, the House actually added more 
anti-immigrant provisions and more 
"Patriot II" expansions. 

The so-called "compromise" that 
was adopted on the torture provisions 
approves indefinite. and potentially 
life-long, detention not just of terror 
suspects but any immigrant the 
government says is "specially danger- 
ous" - with no court review. And 
immigrants can still be sent back to be 
tortured, if the Secretary of State gets 
"diplomatic assurances" from the thugs 
who run Syria or North Korea. 

A new "note from your persecutor" 
provision requires people fleeing 
persecution to provide documents to 
"corroborate" their claims when asylum 
officers or immigration judges say so - 
and bars the federal courts from 
deciding whether requiring such 
documents is reasonable. Not surpris- 
ingly, dissidents are not always able to 
Set such documents from the govern- 
ments they are fleeing. 

Summary deportations, without any 
hearing or judicial review, could be 
expanded from the airports and a few 
narrow situations to cover any person 
an immigration agent says was in the 
country for less than five years.

Our Immigration Chaos 

A View from South of the Border

Two Mexican savings frame this sad essa\ on the emigration woes 

that ha'te stultified both its political leadership and that of its northern 

neighbor for three-quarters of a century. 

The first \ ou'te probably heard before: "Pobrc de Mexico. tan Icjos 

de Dios tan cerca a los Estados Unidos. -Poor Mexico. so far from God 
and so close to the United States. 

You''t a also been inundated with debates on the impact of Mexican 

immigrants, both legal and undocumented. here in these United States. 

Today Ieis cross the border and take a snapshot of the anguish that 

the emigration of Mexico-s sons and daughters has inflicted there. 

Mexico's dilemma is based on its po\ert. and inability to create the 

jobs needed by a population that is growing at a rate in excess of a 

million a 'car. The country's economic growth rate has failed to keep up 

with the demand. Faced with the alternati\a of uncmploNmenu and 
hunger_ more than 3(tu.t)t)t) indix iduals a \ car trek north without papers. 

Traditionall\. it is the \ oung men who conic seeking die elusive goal 

of a steady job and good pa'. In man' cases. all the adult males ha's e lell 

their pueblitos and ranchitos.Villages are deserted except for the infirm 
and the clderls. 

Not only arc mothers. 1w i\ es and children left behind, but the nation 

loses the \ cn people it needs most in order to prosper. 

More recently. oung \somcn are making the dangerous trek north. 

Just the other day I spoke with three of them who made the arduous 

journey. Like the men, the\ lamented Iea ing their homes, but felt that 

the po'terty and hunger that entrapped their families had left them no 

choice. 

Their gender made the trips extra perilous, but sta\ ing behind would 

ha\ a presented its own dcadl\ perils. 

Emigration to the United States pro't ides Mexico \\ ith a safe(\ \ alp e. 

but it is no panacea for the country 's ills. In fact, emigration has created 
its own set of dangers" 

In addition to the loss of the societ -s most capable and energetic 

members. there are the children left behind to be raised b\ a remaining, 

spouse. bN grandparents or other relatives. The children endure a major 

disruption in their lies. The absence of a parent or parents and the lack 

of lo\ a and guidance the\ proN idc can create significant trauma. 

ONer time, spouses become more distant than just the miles that 

separate them. Men seek out female companionship. Some establish new 

homes and families. The \ isits home and the bequests of mono become 

less frequent or cease entire[\. The mothers left behind arc forced to fend 

for themselves, to pro't ide for their children alone. It is the children who 

suffer the most. 

What choice does Mexico and its families hare'? Both are forced to refs 

on monc\ that the emigrants working in the United States send home. In the 

first six months of this car, more than sc\ en billion dollars \\ere remitted. 

That sum exceeds the capital in\estcd in Mexico b\ foreign interests. Only 

the mono earned b\ Peme\. the national oil monopol\. is a greater source 

of national income. The remittances create a dependencN that is not 

conduci\c to industrial growth and job creation. Most of the mono is used 

for sun in al and home impro\ ements. Precious little is left for creating a 
better future. 

In a few cases. undocumented workers do sae enough to enable them to 

return home. open a small business, and pro\ ide their families with a 

comfortable existence.. But the\ are the exception. 

No%\, due to the tight border securit\ procedures. more and more of 

those who lack documents don t dare risk going back to \ isit families as 

often as the\ used to. The fees charged b} smugglers ha x c become 
exorbitant. And e\ cn the thousands of dollars the\ pa' the cod otes do not 
guarantee safe passage. Death in the desert awaits the unwary. 

In other instances. the\ find their own niche in the economic and social 
fabric of the United States and nc\er return. 

As with the United States. Mexico does not ha \ e an answer to the dual 
economic and political dilemma this emigration has created. It hates being 

dependent upon its northern neighbor, but appears powerless to inhibit 
emigration.  

The suffering and social problems that unmanaged. uncontrolled 

migration spawn on both sides of the border are a constant political 

embarrassment to both countries. But with often conflicting political 

pressures and economic c\ cles_ the two neighbors have Net to find the is ill. 

either indi\ idualh or together. to conic up with a workable alternati\c to 
our binational migration chaos. 

In Mexico. when things look bleakest. the\ Ieaxe the resolution to a 

higher authorit\ The\ ha x e another saying for that: Dios sabra.Onh God 
can tell.

We all have life issues and we all have our own personal 
agenda that defines our needs and wants in life. If we take them 
one step further, they usually translate to the political issues that 
we most care about. 

Most people generally care about the same things in life; our 
job, our well being and that of our families. Most of us work to 
create financial resources with which to pay our bills and hope- 
fully live comfortably. We work to prepare for our retirement 
years. Some people also work hard in hopes of getting a raise or 
promotion to advance careers. If we have children, we work to 
help our kids get a head start in life by providing the resources to 
help them get an education. These are just a few. 

We also have serious concerns though. 
Perhaps we are concerned, or worry about whether we will get 

laid off from our job due to economic conditions out of our 
control. Maybe we are concerned about whether we will make 
enough money to support ourselves and our families; maybe we 
worry about our health care and health insurance costs, or perhaps 
we are mostly concerned about our children's future. In our 
culture, we also worry about our elderly parents. Do they have 
enough income to live on, to buy groceries? Do they have enough 
money to pay for their medications, their medical care? We also 
worry about who will take care of us when we get old. 

If you can identify with at least one of the things that I have 
listed, then we can begin to answer the question: Does my vote 
really matter? 

Last week I wrote about the Stenholm and Neugebauer 
campaigns and how I felt that neither campaign was speaking to 
or reaching out to the Hispanic voter. For the most part that's still 
the case. But as I predicted, the Stenholm camp is running a few 
print ads in local Hispanic publications, including El Editor, and 
there are some radio commercials running on the local Spanish 
stations. (Note to Stenholm campaign: Is it really necessary for 
Congressman Stenholm to try and speak Spanish in the radio 
spot? We know he does not speak Spanish and there is no reason 
for him to be patronizing; and it is especially painful to the ears). 
As for the Neugebauer camp, the only evidence is a huge sign that  
reads, "Hispanos por Neugebauer" that I saw at the comer of 
82nd and HWY 87. Which only leaves me wondering who the 
"Hispanos" are? 

But a few ads in the last 4 weeks of the campaign do not 
constitute a reaching out to the Hispanic voter. You might say that 
it is better than nothing. But do we once again settle for less than 
what we deserve? And if we do settle for the political crumbs, will  
we not get less than what we settled for? Issues that are important 
to us as Hispanics deserve as much, not more, but at least as much  
attention that the mainstream voter's issues are getting. 

Let's take a look at the issues. Here is a comparison of the first 
5 issues as they appear on each candidate's website:

LULAC as important to Hispanics appears in either candidates 
top 5 list.

Of course we care about the unborn and family values 
and Faith. The question is do they care about our issues? 

If you are fortunate enough to be educated, have attained 
economic power which gives you political access, and feel that 
the color of your skin does not deny you of your civil rights, then 
congratulations! But if you are still struggling to get your children 
an education and decent paying jobs, then you can better identify 
with the issues listed by LULAC. Sadly, both candidates running 
in this race seem to be out of touch with the issues that are 
important to at least some of the 31% Hispanic constituents in the 
19th District. 

So does our vote matter? In spite of what we do not hear or see 
from Neugebauer and the little that we see from the Stenholm 
camp, our vote does matter in this race. It matters because if we 
want future political issues lists to better reflect the things that are 
important to us, we need to vote and make our voices heard.

Hermandad Protecting the Center 
of the Universe

For mans peoples. Teotihua- 
can has ahcav s been the center of 
not just the continent, but of the 
universe. The ancient metropolis. 
45 minutes north of Mexico 
City-Tenochtitlan. is recognized 
worldwide as the patrimony of 
humanity. While it is ancient. it 
is not a ruin or an archaeological 
site. but a spiritual center. 

There, we once found an an- 
cient arrowhead. Another time. 
we exchanged vows as we greeted 
Peace & Dignity runners from 
throughout the continent in 
1992. The runners carried the 
message and prophecy of the Ea- 
gle and the Condor -- that one 
day the whole continent would 
once again unite and help bring 
peace and justice to humanit'v.  . 
(The 2004 Peace & Dignity run- 
ners just passed through Teoti- 
huacan this past week en route to 
Panama.) 

Someone has forgotten to 
convey the spiritual and histori- 
cal significance to Wal-Mart ex- 
ecuti%es as they continue to 
build one of their mega-stores 
within its midst. As a result peo- 
ple evenvwwhere are outraged at 
government officials for approv- 
ing this desecration and corpo- 
rate transgression. 

The problem is not limited to 
Wal-Mart executives. Such eras - 
esties happen because few people 
any %%here are taught the histon 
of the continent. As a societ' . we 
know more about the Middle 
East, Egypt and Ancient Greece 
and Rome -- but little of the his- 
ton here. 

All this frenetic building co- 
incides with Hispanic Heritage 
Month. Something seems incon- 
gruent. 

Only in the United States 
could the idea of celebrating 
Hispanic heritage be conjured up 
for this same time period (Sept. 
15 through Oct. 15) when many 
nations. including Mexico and 
Central America. celebrate not 
their ties, but their independence 
from a despotic Spain. And Oct. 
12 is the reminder of when the 
genocide. enslavement and land 
theft of the Americas began — the 
date commemorating Columbus' 
landfall in 1492. 

To be sure. Spain wasn't alone 
in its 16th- to 19th-centun 
colonization efforts. England. 
France and Portugal also dug in. 
The 1800s wars of independence 
%%ere but the latest in a series of 
hundreds of indigenous. African 
and mestizo insurrections that 
sought liberation from Europe_ 
One great insurrection (the 
Pueblo Revolt) took place in 
1680 in %%hat is today the greater 
U.S. Southwest. In South Amer- 
ica, Tupac Amaru led a similar 
pan-indigenous insurrection in 
the I700s. 

This isn't to say that Hispanic 
heritage shouldn't be celebrated. 

Like all cultures -- unless im- 
posed -- it should be celebrated. 
Just not at this time. While 
there's no chance of designating 
a different month to hold such a 
celebration, the least that can be 
hoped for is that it can be trans- 
formed. 

ldealh. rather than designat- 
ing celebrator months for dif- 
ferent demographic groups. the 
first priority of U.S. schools 
should be to teach the conti- 
nent's foundational histon, -- 
including its rich multicultural 
history. In a sense, archaeolo- 
gists and anthropologists are in 
pursuit of that story. There are 
thousands of archaeological 
sites throughout the continent. 
Yet to this day, we don't have 
even a basic narrative that con- 
nects the thousands of N ears of 
North and South American his- 
tory. Call it bias. There was a 
time when some believed that 
native peoples did not have 
writing systems. Additionally. 
historians have been slow to 
undo the damage done by 
overzealous priests who sought 
to demonize and destroy all 
things indigenous, particularly 
the knowledge. 

Fortunately, the priests did 
not succeed, as much knowledge 
has been presened. primarily b% 
native scholars and/or elders. 
stories that are often at odds 
with Western history. For exam- 
ple, the ston of teo cintli. or sa- 
cred maize, contains a rich his- 
ton of the continent. It is pre- 
sen ed b% virtually all of the 
continent's maize-based cultures 
in diet, song. dance. ceremony. 
art and stories. 

Of note. the continent's 
maize-based cultures and peo- 
ples -- like other native peoples 
and cultures -- are alive, not se- 
questered away in a warehouse 
or museum. Equally important. 
as Indian Country Today re- 
centiv wrote in an editorial: 
"Fact is. the majority of Latino 
or Hispanic Americans are sub- 
stantially rooted in indigenous 
tribal backgrounds." 

This recognition is part of an 
emerging hemispheric con- 
sciousness that sees "Hispanic- 
Latino" peoples as connected to 
indigenous peoples and unde- 
niably rooted to this continent. 
Part of this consciousness in- 
cludes getting Hispanics-Lati- 
nos to acknowledge. as opposed 
to dens • those connections. 

We needn't %sait till November 
(Native American Histon- 
Month) to celebrate that histon'. 
That celebration should begin 
even morning with the knowl- 
edge that even square inch of 
the continent "as and continues 
to be indigenous. And that peo- 
ple of all cultures have a dutN to 
protect sites ev-en%vhere that are 
more than links to the conti- 
nent's ancient history, but part 
of Ii% ing cultures.
