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Senate Farm Bill Leaves Some Wanting More 
The sweeping farm bill that 

Congress sent to President 
Obama Tuesday has something 
for almost everyone, from the 
nation's 47 million food stamp 
recipients to Southern peanut 
growers, Midwest corn farmers 
and the maple syrup industry in 
the Northeast. 

After years of setbacks, the 
Senate on Tuesday sent the 
nearly $100 billion-a-year 
measure to President Barack 
Obama. The White House said 
the president will sign the bill on 
Friday in Michigan, the home 
state of Senate Agriculture 
Chairwoman Debbie Stabenow. 

The Senate passed the bill 
68-32 after House passage 
last week. The bill provides a 
financial cushion for farmers 
who face unpredictable weather 
and market conditions. It also 
provides subsidies for rural 
communities and environmen-
tally-sensitive land. But the 
bulk of its cost is for the food 
stamp program, which aids 1 in 
7 Americans. The bill would cut 
food stamps by $800 million a 
year, or around 1 percent. 

House Republicans had hoped 
to reduce the bill's costs even 
further, pointing to a boom-
ing agriculture sector in recent 
years and arguing that the now 
$80 billion-a-year food stamp 
program has spiraled out of 
control. The House passed a bill 
in September that would have 
made a cut to food stamps that 
was five times more than the 
eventual cut. 

Those partisan disagreements 
stalled the bill for more than two  

years, but conserva-
tives were eventually 
outnumbered as the 
Democratic Senate, 
the White House and a 
still-powerful bipartisan 
coalition of farm-state 
lawmakers pushed to 
get the bill done. 

The White House has 
been mostly quiet as 
Congress worked out its 
differences on the bill. 
But in a statement after 
the vote, Obama said 
the bill would reduce 
the deficit "without gut-
ting the vital assistance 
programs millions of 
hardworking Ameri-
cans count on to help 
put food on the table for their 
families." 

He said the farm bill isn't 
perfect, "but on the whole, it 
will make a positive difference 
not only for the rural economies 
that grow America's food, but 
for our nation." 

Obama praised the bill for get-
ting rid of controversial subsi-
dies known as direct payments, 
which are paid to farmers 
whether they farm or not. Most 
of that program's $45 billion 
annual cost was redirected into 
new, more politically defensible 
subsidies that would kick in 
when a farmer has losses. 

To gather votes for the bill, 
Stabenow and her House 
counterpart, Rep. Frank Lucas, 
R-Okla., included a major boost 
for crop insurance popular in 
the Midwest, higher subsidies 
for Southern rice and peanut  

farmers and land payments for 
Western states. The bill also sets 
policy for hundreds of smaller 
programs, subsidies, loans and 
grants — from research on wool 
to loans for honey producers 
to protections for the catfish 
industry. The bill would provide 
assistance for rural Internet 
services and boost organic 
agriculture. 

Stabenow said the bill is also 
intended to help consumers, 
boosting farmers markets and 
encouraging local food produc-
tion. 

"We worked long and hard to 
make sure that policies worked 
for every region of the country, 
for all of the different kinds of 
agricultural production we do in 
our country," she said. 

The regional incentives scat-
tered throughout the bill helped 
it pass easily in.  the House last  

week, 251-166. House leaders 
who had objected to the legisla-
tion since 2011 softened their 
disapproval as they sought to 
put the long-stalled bill behind 
them. Leaders in both parties 
also have hoped to bolster rural 
candidates in this year's midterm 
elections..  

Conservatives remained un-
happy with the bill. 

"It's mind-boggling, the sum 
of money that's spent on farm 
subsidies, duplicative nutrition 
and development assistance 
programs, and special interest 
pet projects," said Sen. John 
McCain, R-Ariz. "How are we 
supposed to restore the confi-
dence of the American people 
with this monstrosity?" 

McCain pointed to grants and 
subsidies for sheep marketing, 
for sushi rice, for the maple 
syrup industry. 

The $800 million-
a-year savings in the 
food stamp program 
would come from 
cracking down on 
some states that seek 
to boost individual 
food stamp benefits 
by giving people 
small amounts of 
federal heating assis-
tance that they don't 
need. That heating 
assistance, some-
times as low as $1 
per person, triggers 
higher benefits, and 
some critics see that 
practice as circum-
venting the law. 
The compromise 

bill would require states to give 
individual recipients at least $20 
in heating assistance before a 
higher food stamp benefit could 
kick in. 

Some Democrats still objected 
to the cuts, even though they 
are much lower than what the 
House had sought The Senate-
passed farm bill had a $400 mil-
lion annual cut to food stamps.  

"This bill will result in less 
food on the table for children, 
seniors and veterans who de-
serve better from this Congress, 
while corporations continue to 
receive guaranteed federal hand-
outs," Sen. Kirsten Gillibrand, 
D-N.Y., said. "I cannot vote for 
it." 

Sen. Charles Grassley, R-
Iowa, a longtime member of the 
Agriculture Committee, also 
voted against the bill. He cited 
provisions passed by the Senate  

and taken out of the final bill 
that would have reduced the 
number of people associated 
with one farm who can collect 
farm subsidies. Grassley has for 
years fought to lower subsidies 
to the wealthiest farmers. 

The bill does have a stricter 
cap on the overall amount of 
money an individual farmer 
can receive — $125,000 in a 
year, when some programs were 
previously unrestricted. But the 
legislation otherwise continues 
a generous level of subsidies for 
farmers. 

In place of the direct pay-
ments, farmers of major row 
crops — mostly corn, soybeans, 
wheat and rice — would now be 
able to choose between subsi-
dies that pay out when revenue 
chops or when prices drop. 
Cotton and dairy supports were 
overhauled to similarly pay 
out when farmers have losses. 
Those programs may kick in 
sooner than expected as some 
crop prices have started to drop 
in recent months. 

The bill would save around 
$1.65 billion annually overall. 
But critics said that under the 
new insurance-style programs, 
those savings could disappear 
if the weather or the market 
doesn't cooperate. 	, 

Craig Cox of the Environmen-
tal Working Group, an organiza-
tion that has fought for subsidy 
reform for several years, said 
replacing the direct payments 
with the new programs is sim-
ply a "bait and switch." 

"The potential for really big 
payoffs" is huge, he said

Wynn y el fiscal Richard Alpert 
no identificaron la insta-
laci6n donde ira Couch 
ni donde esta ubicada. 
Sin embargo, la familia 
del adolescente habia 
ofrecido previamente 
pagar pars que Couch 
fuera a un centro de 
rehabilitacion que cuesta 
450.000 &Mares anuales 
y se encuentra cerca 
de Newport Beach, 
California. 

No existe un plazo minimo que 
Couch deba cumplir en rehabilit-
acion antes de su liberation, dijo el 
procurador Riley Shaw. 

Couch tenia 16 afios al momento 
del accidente. Su nivel de alcohol 
en la sangre era ties veces el lfrnite 
legal y habia rastros de Valium 
en su organism° cuando perdi6 el 
control de su camioneta pickup y 

atropell6 a un grupo de 
personas que estaban 
ayudando a una mujer 
cuyo automovil se habia 
descompuesto. 

Habfa siete pasajeros 
en la camioneta que 
conducfa Couch. Uno de 
ellos, Sergio Molina, se 
encuentra paralizado y 
solo se pude comunicar 
parpadeando.

La planta es el Calico depOsito 
subterraneo profundo de 
desechos nucleares. Recibe • 
desperdicios contaminados con 
plutonio del Laboratorio Nacio-
nal de Los Alamos y proyectos 
de defensa, y los entierra en 
habitaciones creadas en lechos de 
sal subterrineos. 

En una conferencia de prensa 
ofrecida por la tarde, funcionarios 
dijeron que el incendio ocurri6 en 
un cami6n en la mina node de la 
instalaci6n, report6 el peri6dico 
Carlsbad Current-Argus. Los 
desechos nucleates son alma-
cenados en la mina sur, dijeron 
funcionarios. 

Extintores de incendios y equi-
pos de rescate fueron activados 
inmediatamente, y todas las op-
eraciones de manejo de desechos 
fueron suspendidas, dijeron  

funcionarios. 
Una portavoz que contest6 una 

linea de emergencia el miercoles 
por la noche dijo que no estaba 
clam si el incendioeseguia ardi-
endo ni cuando pudiera reabrirse 
el sitio. La vocera, Sonna Her-
rick, dijo que las mediciones de 
monoxido de carbono indicaban 
que las llamas se habfan apagado, 
pero que los equipos no podfan 
confirmarlo ni investigar la causa 
del siniestro hasta que recibie-
sen permiso pars it bajo tierra.

Sotomayor Bridges 2 Worlds in U.S • 
Supreme Court Justice Sonia 

Sotomayor, who grew up poor 
in New York City, described 
Monday how she navigated new 
worlds of Ivy League universities  

and the nation's highest court. 
Sotomayor told students at Yale 

University that she has a competi-
tive drive to improve herself and 
isn't afraid to ask questions. 
• Sotomayor, the first Hispanic 
on the U.S. Supreme Court, said 
she didn't even know what an Ivy 
League college was when a friend 
suggested she apply. She wound 
up attending Princeton and Yale 
Law School. 

On the Supreme Court since 
2009, Sotomayor said it was 
tough at first as justices made ref-
erences that went over her head. 
She said joining the high court 
amounted to joining an ongoing  

conversation among justices who 
had served for years. 

"I figure I may not be the smart-
est judge on the court but I'm go-
ing to be a competent justice," she 
said. "I'm going to try to be the 
best I can and each year I think 
my opinions have been getting 
better. And I'm working at finding 
my voice a little bit." 

Sotomayor was asked at a talk 
at Yale Law School later in the 
day about her use of the term "un-
documented immigrants" rather 
than the traditional illegal alien. 
Sotomayor characterized the issue 
as a regulatory problem and said 
labeling immigrants criminals  

seemed insulting to her. 
"I think people then paint those 

individuals as something less 
than worthy human beings and 
it changes the conversation," 
Sotomayor said. 

Sotomayor was interviewed by 
Judith Resnik, a Yale law profes-
sor, in front of a large audience 
and later by Linda Greenhouse, 
a journalist-in residence and lec-
turer at the law school. The earlier 
questions focused on her memoir, 
"My Beloved World," published 
last year. 

The 59-year-old justice said she 
quickly left an interview to attend 
Harvard, feeling she didn't be- 

long. She said Yale students in the 
1970s were talking about revolu-
tions in Cuba and other countries 
while she had attended a Catholic 
high school where the monsignor 
supported the Vietnam War. 

"This is too progressive for 
me," she said of-Yale, sparking 
laughter. "Yeah, strange, right?" 

Sotomayor learned how to 
adapt, finding strength in her 
culture and getting a broader 
understanding of the world. She 
compared it to a bird that flies to 
different places. 

"Learn what the world has to 
offer and come back to the nest 
when you need a little bit of corn- 

fort," Sotomayor said. 
She admitted that she some-

times finds herself stuck between 
two worlds, one in which her col-
leagues talk of operas and another 
in which she sees a cockroach in 
an apartment in her old Bronx 
neighborhood and flees. 

"Sometimes I do feel I'm not 
part of either world completely," 
she said. "My life has changed 
so much that going back I don't 
feel I'm completely part of the 
conversation." 

But she said she's found over-
laps in both worlds that keep her 
connected, such as common emo-
tions of love and caring.

Vacunarse Contra la Gripe 
aQueria it a vacunarse el otofto pasado para prevenir la gripe, pew por uno u 

otro motivo nunca lo hizo? iPiensa que es demasiado tarde para hacerlo ahora? 
De ninguna manera. Segfin la Administration de Alimentos y Medicamentos 

(FDA, por sus siglas en ingles), las vacunas pueden servir de protection mientras 
los virus sigan circulando. Y aunque los brotes de la gripe estacional pueden darse 
tan pronto como en octubre, la actividad de la enfermedad por lo general alcanza 
su apogeo en enero o febrero, y puede durar hasta bien entrado mayo. 

La FDA desempefia una funcion slave en asegurar que hays vacunas contra la 
influenza seguras y eficaces disponibles cada temporada de gripe. De hecho, la la-
bor de producir una nueva vacuna para la proxima temporada de gripe comienza 
mucho antes de que la actual termine. Para la FDA, es un trabajo de todo el afto. 

iPor que una nueva vacuna? 
Segtin la Dra. Marion Gruber, PhD., directora de la Oficina de Investigacion y 
Evaluaci6n de Vacunas de la FDA, hay varios motivos por los cuales deben pro-
ducirse nuevas vacunas todos los aftos. 

"Los virus de la influenza pueden cambiar de un ano para el otro debido a 
los diferentes subtipos y cepas que circulan cada afto", sefiala Gruber. Se necesita 
una vacuna que incluya las cepas del virus que mas se asemejen a las que estin en 
circulation. Las vacunas hechas para el afio anterior no pueden usarse porque la 
protection que proporcionan disminuye con el tiempo. 

Identificando las cepas probables del virus 
Cada mes de febrero, antes de gue termine la temporada de gripe de ese afio, la 
FDA, Organization Mundial de la Salud disclaimer icon , los Centros para el 
Control y la Prevention de Enfermedades (CDC, por sus siglas en ingles) y otros 
expertos en salud publica colaboran en la recolecciOn y evaluation de datos de 
todo el mundo para identificar los virus de la gripe con mas probabilidades de 
causar la mayor parte de las enfermedades la proxima temporada. Con apoyo en 
esta information y en las recomendaciones de una comisien consultiva, la depen-
dencia selecciona las cepas del virus que los fabricantes autorizados por la FDA 
incluirin en las vacunas a usarse en los Estados Unidos. 
"Entre mas parecidas sean las cepas en circulation que causan la enfermedad y las 
cepas del virus en la vacuna, mejor seri la protection contra la influenza", explica 
Gruber. 

Ademis, la FDA inspecciona los centros de production de manera periodica, 
y prepara y proporciona los reactivos (los componentes de prueba necesarios 
para estandarizar las vacunas) que los fabricantes necesitarin para producir sus 
vacunas, asi como para verificar su identidad y potencia. La FDA tambien evalfta 
la vacuna de cada fabricante todos los afios para propositos de aprobacion, con-
duce la autorizacion de los lotes (es decir, lleva a cabo ciertas pruebas y evaltia los 
resultados de las realizadas por los fabricantes en cada lote de la vacuna antes de 
su distribution), y continua vigilando la seguridad de las vacunas una vez que son 
aprobadas para su use y durance su distribution. 
Los cientificos de la FDA y de los CDC evaltlan de manera rutinaria las denuncias 
recibidas a traves del Sistema de Denuncia de Efectos Adversos de las Vacunas

While the U.S. Congress 
dawdles and dodges its responsi-
bility to resolve our immigration 
crisis, Grammy award-winning 
Latin rock group La Santa Ce-
cilia, with its undocumented re-
quintaand accordion player, has 
made its stand loud and clear on 
prime-time national television. 
The Los Angeles-based musi-
cians dedicated their Grammy 
for the album Treinta Dfas, 
announced Jan. 26, to the more 
than 11 million undocumented 
immigrants living in the United 
States. 
With her arms spread wide to the 
pop-star crowd at the Staples-
Center in Los Angeles and the 
28.4 million viewers watching 
at home that Sunday evening, 
Marisol Hernandez screamed in 
her Janis Joplin rasp, "'Viva la 
mtlsica!Migration is beautiful." 
Hernandez, better known as "La 
Marisoul," walked off the stage 
holding the band's first-ever 
Grammy for "Best Latin Rock, 
Urban or Alternative Album." 
Treinta Dias, their first album,

Si la prueba resulta bien, la FDA podri vigilar los indices de problemas 
de salud presentados luego de recibir la vacuna contra la influenza entre los 
miembros de varios planes de salud de atencion para la poblacion en general en 
los Estados Unidos. 

Los CDC tambien vigilan la seguridad de las inmunizaciones anuales contra 
la influenza y otras vacunas a trues del Enlace de Transmision de Datos sobre la 
Seguridad de las Vacunas (VSD, por sus siglas en ingles), mediante una observa-
tion casi en tiempo real de la salud de las personas inmunizadas, en colaboraci6n 
con nueve organizaciones de servicios de salud integradas. 

iQuienes son los mas afectados hasta ahora? 
Los CDC siguen la actividad de la influenza todo el alio en los Estados Unidos 
y, en general, los niftos y las personas mayores son quienes corren mas riesgo de 
contraerla, pero ocasionalmente circulari algen virus de la gripe que afecte de 
manera desproporcional a los jovenes y a los adultos de mediana edad. Hasta 
ahora, los datos ofrecidos por los CDC sugieren que la de 2013-2014 podria ser 
una temporada de gripe tal. 
Los CDC recibieron un nurnero extraordinariamente alto de informes de enfer-
medades respiratorias graves entre los jovenes y los adultos de mediana edad en 
los dos tiltimos meses de 2013. Muchos de los casos estuvieron relacionados con 
la cepa H1N1 de la influenza que afecto a niflos y jovenes adultos cuando surgi6 
por primera vez en 2009, ocasionando una pandemia. El virus H1N1 de 2009 ha 
circulado todos los aims desde el brote de la pandemia. Se desconoce si aquellos 
mss gravemente afectados fueron vacunados, pero esta cepa en particular esti 
incluida en la vacuna de este afio y ayudari a proporcionar protection. 

"A menudo, las temporadas de influenza y su gravedad son impredecibles. 
Vacunarse todos los afios contra la influenza es la mejor manera de prevenirla 
entre las personas de mis de 6 meses de edad", advierte Gruber. "Sin embargo, 
tomar medidas pricticas tales como permanecer en casa cuando se esti enfermo, 
y taparse la boca para toser y estornudar, tambien pueden ayudar a aminorar la 
propagation y a reducir al minimo los efectos de la gripe". 

Ademis, aunque los medicamentos antivirales no son un sustituto para las vacu-
nas, si pueden ayudar a tratar la influenza. Tamiflu (fosfato de oseltamivir) y Re-
lenza (zanamivir) son los dos firmacos antivirales aprobados por la FDA que los 
CDC recomiendan usar contra los virus de la influenza de reciente circulation.

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Ben Bernanke, First and Maybe Last of His Kind Mujeres imploran a Obama 
frenar las deportaciones As US Federal Reserve 

chairman Ben Bernan-
ke shuts the door to his 
office for a final time, 
he can say he took 
actions that were the trIl 
first or the biggest of 
their kind in the cen 
bank's 100-year histo-
ry. Some will probably 
also be the last. 

Bemanke was the 
first to devise a policy 
that focused on lower-
ing credit costs by sup-
pressing longer-term 
interest rates after the 
short-term policy rate hit 
zero. His strategy, involv-
ing direct purchases of 
agency mortgage-backed 
securities and longer-term 
Treasury debt, left the Fed 
with the biggest balance 
sheet in its history, $4.1 
trillion (R45 trillion). 

He was the first chair-
man since the Great De-
pression to use emergency 
lending powers to rescue 
businesses in almost 
every corner of the finan-
cial system. And he might 
be the last: Congress, 
leery of the Fed's sweep-
ing powers, removed the 
central bank's ability to 
loan to individuals, part-
nerships and non-bank 
companies. 

"He was incredibly cre-
ative in the different steps 
and programmes he took 
to prevent a free fall of 
the global economy," said 
Kristin Forbes, a profes-
sor at the Massachusetts  

Sloan School of Manage-
ment and a member of 
the Council of Economic 
Advisers under former 
president George W Bush. 

"During a crisis, you 
have to make decisions 
with highly imperfect in-
formation. He was willing 
to do that." 

Bernanke leaves a Fed 
vastly different from the 
institution he took charge 
of on February 1, 2006. 
At that time, the former 
Princeton University pro-
fessor had a few goals. He 
said naming an inflation 
target would help boost 
accountability and policy 
effectiveness. He also 
wanted to push power out 
of the chairman's office 
down into the policy-
making Federal Open 
Market Committee, in ef-
fect, to dilute some of the 
mystique his predecessor 
Alan Greenspan created. 

Eight years later, Ber-
nanke has achieved those  

an inflation target of 2 
percent in 2012, and the 
committee is more demo-
cratic. Unlike Greenspan, 
Bemanke voices his 
policy view last. 

Among other Bernanke 
innovations, central bank-
ers publish their economic 
forecasts, including their 
outlook for the policy 
interest rate they set, four 
times a year. 

The crisis response also 
transformed the Fed in 
ways that defy any near-
term conclusion because 
nobody knows whether 
extraordinary actions, 
such as purchasing $1.5 
trillion in mortgage debt 
or creating $2.4 trillion in 
excess bank reserves, can 
be unwound successfully. 

The Fed is more extend-
ed politically as it engages 
in policies such as sup-
pressing mortgage rates, 
and the size and influence 
of its open market opera-
tions have involved it in  

financial markets as never 
before. 

"The legacy is still 
open," said Vincent Re-
inhart, a former top Fed 
official and now chief 
US economist at Morgan 
Stanley in New York. "We 
survived. The question 
is: what are the conse-
quences?" 

The Fed meeting yes-
terday was expected to 
announce a reduction in 
the pace of monthly bond 
purchases to $65 billion. 
That means Bernanke's 
successor, Janet Yellen, 
will inherit a balance 
sheet that is still growing. 

The outgoing chairman's 
legacy "will ultimately 
be negative" as policies 
used during the crisis 
and slow recovery would 
lead to social, political 
and financial instability, 
said Tad Rivelle, the chief 
investment officer for US 
fixed-income securities at 
TCW Group.
