Estadisticas 

Sobre Hispanos 

Washington - El indice de des-
empleo para los trabajadores de 
origen hispano correspondiente al 
mes de noviembre fue de un 10.1 
por ciento, indican reportes de la 
oficina de Estadisticas del Departa-
mento de Trabajo de los Estados 
Unidos. 

Las cifras de noviembre mostra-
ron un leve cambio con respecto al 
mes anterior que fue de un 10.9 
por ciento de cesantes hispanos, 
pero la diferencia no se considera 
significativa. 

'Tampoco se produjo un cambio 
importante en el indice de desem-
pleo entre los trabajadores negros, 
de todas maneras mayor que entre 
los hispanos. En noviembre el 
desempleo Ilego al 15.0 por ciento 
contra un 15.3 enel mes anterior. 

A nivel nacional, la Oficina 
informo que aunque la cantidad de 
trabajadores en actividad se elevo 
un poco, Ia de los desempleados se 
mantuvo, lo cual se debe a que 
cada mes se roduce un aumento en 
la fuerza laboral del pais, esto es, 
aumentea la cantidad de personas 
en condicion de trabajar. Las ulti-
mas cifras indican que el desempleo 
en los Estados Unidos alcanza a un 
7,5 por ciento. 

Conforme a otros datos propor-
cionados, Ia cantidad de los traba-
jadores en actividad en el pais es 
del 97.4 millones de trabajadores, 
de los cuales 90.9 millones laboran 
en actividades no agricolas. 

La fuerza laboral de los Estados 
Unidos, al mes de noviembre de 
1980, considerando los 7.9 millones 
de desempleados ylos 97.4 millones 
en actividad, alcanza a la cantidad 
de 105.3 millones depersonas.
