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Solis Predicts Victory 
Eliseo Solis, candidate for county commissioner for Precinct 3 in Lubbock, 

predicted today that he will win the Democratic Primary to be held Saturday 
May 3rd. 

Solis when elected will be the first Chicano elected to a County Office in 
Lubbock. He will follow only Froy Salinas in being elected to any elected office 
in all of Lubbock County. Salinas was elected in 1976 to State Representative. 
This year Salinas is unopposed to his third term. 

Solis attributed his prediction to victory to his grassroots campaign 
conducted by over 200 workers who walked streets, distributed materials, and 
organized vcters block by block. 

"Many people worked very hard during the election and helped me to get the 
word out that I wanted to be their representative. Regardless of what happens, 
win or lose, I appreciate their hard work," said Solis. 

Solis is the third Chicano to seek election to the Precinct 3 Commissioner's 
post. Precinct three is composed on a predominant minority population. 

The first bid for election by a Chicano was in 1968 when Frank Carrillo ran. 
Carrillo lost in a close race to Les Derrick who held the commissioner's post 
until 1976 when he retired. 

Between 1968 and 1972, Commissioner charged boundry line. Some political 
observers claimed the moves were aimed at preventing a majority to be 
established in either precinct 4 or 3. 

Jesse Rangel, political science major from Texas Tech, said, "The boundry 
line were treated like a basketball for a ,ew years moving them back and forth 
from Avenue 0 to University. I don't know if it was done intentionally but 
examing the statistics, its hard to believe the changes were not intentioned 
gerrymandering. 

According to Rangel the lines were changed after Pauline Jacob°, present 
assistant U.S. attorney in Lubbock, almost won the commissioners post in 1970. 
"Two predominantly Chicano boxes were changed to precinct 3 and two 
predominantly majority boxes were added," said Rangel. 

In 1976. another Chicano, Trinidad Zepeda, ran for the commissioner job in 
precinct 3. Zepeda was a candidate under the Reza Unida Party in the general 
election in November 1976. Zepeda lost to present Commissioner Jim 
Lancaster. 

Solis campaign started in February 1980 and has enjoyed the endorsement of 
all ethnic groups within the precinct. A total of 10,900 people are registered In 
Precinct 3 but the highest number of votes cast since 1972 has been 5,200. In 
1976, only 3,200 voters came out in the Democratic primary. The two highest 
vote getters, Jim Lancaster and Adolphus Cleveland received 985 and 910 votes 
respectively 

"According to these figures we will need only 3,000 votes to assure a victory 
without a run-off on Saturday," said Solis. "We have identified approximately 
4,500 voters who are minority All we have to do is get these people to the polls 
and we are fairly sure that we will get their vote and win," said Solis. 

"Our victory campaign will be on Saturday night at De Carlos, everyone is 
invited," said Solis.

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Workers of two presidential 
candidates campaigned in Lubbock 
this week and placed special 
attention to Chicano voters. 

Ambassador Robert Krueger, 
campagining for President Carter, 
met with Chicano leadership in a 
luncheon held Monday Krueger 
addressed the group pointing out 
appointments made by Carter. 
Krueger said that Carter had made 
more appointments than any other 
administration. 

"President Carter has appointed 
Mexican Americans to more high 
positions than any other President." 
Krueger said that although Chicanos 
have not been appointed to Cabinet 
level positions, "many have been 
considered." 

Carter criticized Senator Edward 
Kennedy for his inaction to pass 
legislation through the judiciary 
committee, of which Kennedy is 
chairman, which concerns 
undocumented workers. "In 1977, 
President Carter introduced major 
legislation concerning undocument-
ed workers, Senator Kennedy did 
nothing to promote the legislation," 
said Krueger. 

Said legislation was opposed by 
every major Chicano organization 
because of inadequacy. More than 
5,000 person gathered in early 1978 in 
San Antonio to protest the Carter 
plan which called for identification 
card to be issued to Mexicans or 
Mexican looking persons. The 
proposal also called for amnesty 
provision after years of residency 

Because of continued pressure by 
Chicano orgainzations, legislation 
died without being considered 

Krueger, who is at-large 
ambassador to Mexico, stress 
continued better relationships 
between the U.S. and Mexico Hesaid 
that good relations between the two 
countries have proven to work for the 
benefit of both nations "Very few 
people know that because of 
cooperation between the U S and 
Mexico to control poppy fields, 
herion addiction has been reduced 
by one-half. Trade has increased. By 
1985, trade is expected to increase to 
a point where Mexico will be the 2nd 
largest source of trade." 

KENNEDY CAMPAIGN 
Two workers for Senator Edward 

Kennedy also campaigned in 
Lubbock this week. Sargent Shriver 
and Marco Schnieder were in 

Lubbock Thursday to promote 
Kennedy's campaign. 

in an exclusive interview with El 
Editor, Schnieder stressed that 
Kennedy's record of support for 
Mexican Americans did not begin 
recently. "Kennedy has worked since 
long ago for the betterment of 
Chicanos. The Senator was the 
original co-sponsor of the bi-lingual 
education bill with Yarbrough. He 
worked and supported Cesar Chavez 
and the lettuce boycott. We can give 
countless examples of his help for 
Chicano people." 

According to Schnieder, Kennedy 
had just returned from Mexico 
from speaking to President Lopez 
Portillo of Mexico. "The Senator and 
President Portillo discussed 
everything concerning Mexico and 
U.S relations including undocu-
mented workers, energy, and 
international relations. 

Concerning undocumented 
workers, Schnieder said that 
Kennedy had been instrumental in 
setting up a select commission to 
discuss the issue of undocumented 
worker. "We don't expect policy to be 
determined this year but possibly 
next year. The legislation will include 
some type of amnesty proposal." 

Schnieder said Kennedy had 
proposed an amnesty program for 
undocumented worker as early as 
1974. 

Schnieder strongly criticized the 
Carter anti-inflation program. "If we 
look at Carter's program, we can see 
that the program is a republican 
program The President's program 
basically consists of three points, 
high interest rates, tight money, and a 
balance budget All these methods 
have been proven to be in effective A 
balanced budget will only reduce 
inflation by a few percentage points " 

Schnieder said that Kennedy plan 
against inflation included a freeze on 
wages, profits, rents and dividends 
for 6 months. -After these six months 
there would be mandatory controls 
on all these items," said Schnieder 

On international policy, Schnieder 
said that Senator Kennedy would 
probably prevented the Iranian 
situation by noticing warnings "Our 
intelligence had told us that 
admitting the Shah to the U.S. would 
create problems, yet we chose to 
ignore them." 

Schnieder pointed to a lack of 
consistancy by the Carter 
administration concerning all foreign

The U.S Immigration and 
Naturalization Service is increasing 
anti-alien smuggling efforts and 
beefing up border patrols following 
orders to restrict illegal aliens raids 
for three months during the census, 
officials said 

Acting INS Commissioner David 
Crosland March 28 ordered 
restrictions on raids at residences 
and businesses for 90 days to calm 
fears that such raids. during the 
census-taking period, would scare 
illegal aliens from participating in 
the once-a-decade count. 

In Dallas, INS District Director 
William J. Chambers said the number 
of people apprehended has dropped 
from an average of 75 to 80 per day to 
"zilch" since the order was issued. 

Before the restriction, he said, "We 
were filling up all our vehicles before 
8 a m " 

Now, he said, the INS is 
apprehending only the illegal aliens 
who are arrested by area law 
enforcement authorities on criminal 
charges. After their cases have been 
disposed of. they must beturned over 
to the INS or Border Patrol 

"Yes, we are diverting additional 
resources to anti-smuggling," 
-Chambers said He said, however, 
that criminal investigators also are 
spending more time on other types of 
cases such as marriage fraud 

In McAllen, Border Patrol agent-in-
charge Gene Woods said his anti-
smuggling efforts have increased, 
but so he said he also has added 
officers to the "line watch," or patrols 
right at the U.S.-Mexico border. 

"We aren't making as many 
apprehensions in city areas, like 
McAllen, but we have seen more 
apprehensions right at the border of 
people who are trying to get in," 
Woods said "With our extra people, 
maybe we can be a little more of a 
deterrent, at least temporarily " 

Woods said criminal investigators 
in the anti-smuggling unit have 
increased intelligence gathering 
efforts in the last 10 days 

"Now, we are working all 
intelligence leads that we get. We 
couldn't do that before." 

Woods said, however, that arrests 
for smuggling of aliens have not and 
probably will not increase. Instead, 
he said, more work will be done on 
each case. 

"A lot of these cases that we are 
working on have been in the pipeline 
for a long time, and this kind of a 
change is not going to affect our 

plans on any of those" Woods said. "If 
a smuggling trip was planned three 
weeks ago to come down today, then 
it still will." 

But Chambers said he believes the 
restrictions have, in effect, left one  

area of illegal immigration 
unprotected. 

Joe Mongiello, associate regional 
INS commissioner in charge of the 
Border Patrol, deportations and 
detentions and investigations, called 
the restrictions "a change in tactics." 

"There is an awful lot of work for 
the INS to do right now without 
making raids," Mongiello said. "But 
this does not mean that we are not 
enforcing the law." 

Mongiello, a 27-year veteran of the 
INS, said that while apprehensions in 
urban areas may decrease, he 
expects apprehensions at the border 
to increase 

"When you get the final charts, I 
think you are going to find theat there 
has been little change." 

Woods said the Border Patrol also 
has increased communications with 
Mexican officials who exchange 
intelligence information with U.S. 
immigration officials since the INS 
ordered restrictions on raids. 

Crosland, in telegrams to all INS 
field offices, said that for the next 90 
days, no INS agents would enter 
homes or businesses without a 
search warrant, a court order or the 
approval of a U.S. attorney.

Hidalgo, Texas-The man looked 
nervously around and said, "Look, 
the last time the 'migra' detained me I 
was jailed for several weeks in the 
detention center in Los Fresnos, 
Texas. Being unable to communicate 
with no ne without being given a 
reason, nor was I allowed to see a 
lawyer to defend myself. There I 
found many people in the same 
situation, some who had been there 
months and who looked like they had 
been forgot ten by the officials who 
had imprisoned them." 

Forty-two years old and was born 
in the Mexican state of Guanjuato, 
Epifanio Rodriquez, narrates to El 
Cuhamil the experience that he and 
thousands of persons have gone 
through. His only crime was to come 
to this country to try and find work in 
order to survive. On being detained, 
the majority of them are immediately 
deported without the benefit of a 
legal defense. Others are detained or 
imprisoned in "concentration 
camps", and deprived of their liberty 
for indefinite periods of time, until 
they are deported. 

In a study made by Chad 
Richardson, of Pan American 
University in Edinburg, Texas, and 
Joe R. Feagan of the University of 
Texas at Autin. "Throughout the U S. 
in INS incarcerates alines in 35 
detention centers. In addition to their 
own facilities, they utilize the jails of 
state and local government 
agencies." 
dy, titled, "Uses and Abuses of 
Discretionary Power in the 
Enforcement of Immigration Law", 
points out that in 1978 aline, "a total 
of 340,297 aliens experienced 
varying lengths of detention in such 
locations. They constituted . 

 approximately 1/3 of the total number 
apprehended in that year." 

From the moment they are sent to 
these detention centers and during 
their captivity, all types of 
unconstitutional abuses are 
committed against them. 

Richardson and Feagin point out in 
their study: "In these centers they are 
told very little about what is 
happening to them, hwo long it will 
last. and what determing factors 

brought it about. The inmates we 
talked to indicated they had been 
served with formal charges, but all 
the papers they had been given were 
in English. In addition, they were 
unable to determine just what they 
were in for and confused waiting for a 
hearing with formal sentencing...' 

Rodriguez states that when he was 
confined in the detention camp in Los 
Fresnos which is located 10 miles 
north east of Harlingen, Tex, was 
forced to sign papers without 
knowing what they were 

- They hrought me some papers 
written in English which I didn't know 
what they said I asked the officer and 
he said that if I wanted to go free to 
sign and not any questions. I signed, 
but they didn't let me go until two 
weeks later." 

Richardson and Feagin confirm 
this in their study; "Inmates be come 
accustomed to signing papers in 
English oi Spanish without even 
knowing the contents of what they 
are signing. Witnesses against 
smugglers are held 'or several weeks 
and then usually I 'leased with no 
testimony requeste " 

Rodriquez remen oers, "When they 
detained me I told the officers that I 
had relatives who were American 
citizens and they told me that I would 
have a hearing on the following day. I 
even thought that I was finally going 
to arrange for my passport. Several 
days went by and I never had my 
hearing. I later found out that I was 

doing time for complicity with the 
•"coyote" who brought me from 
Reynosa, Mexico." 

Nevertheless, Rodriquez was never 
told of anything until he was deported 
weeks later, without ever having 
given his declaration. 

The separation and Isolation of the 
detainees is another common 
practice in these centers. According 
to the study, "women are separated 
from their children without 
knowledge of what has happened to 
such children, even when the child is 
an infant." 

The study point: out that on 
occasions, families a a separated by 
deporting some and keeping others 
detained without any justification 
what so ever. 

Nevertheless, the most serious 
irregularity is that the majority of the 
detainees, who are supposedly 
awaiting a trial to determine their 
guilt or innocence in accordance with 
the immigration laws, even though 
they are not given a lawyer to defend 
themselves. They are simply kept in 
the detention centers until the 
authorities feel that they have been 
there long enough. 

In order to keep these workers 
,--iptive, the federal goverment 

ends 10-15 dollars each day for 
each captive This money comes 
from taxes This is to say, the working 
people, without knowing it pay so 
that the North American government 

- can keep thousands of human being 
in captivity, unjustly.
