Infant Mortality Rate-Race
Gap Grows

Field Hands Voice Complaints

KERMAN, Calif. - Hispan- ——— e e —— Ry
ic migrant workers told the
nation's labor chief their sto-
ries about poor working con-
ditions at the hands of grow-
ers who groused about com-
plaints.

One field hand recounted in
Spanish that after he com-
plained of conditions, a farm-
er told him: "If it isn't con-
venient for you to work for
me, work for someone else."

Against the backdrop of the
farm-rich San Joaquin Val-
ley on Tuesday, Labor Secre-
tary Robert Reich listened to
eight Hispanic farm workers

. recount the ways they have
been cheated.

They told of growers who
lled to provide proper pay
ocumentation or pay as
much as promised.

During his visit, Reich an-
nounced that the Labor De-

The New York Times reports the National Center for
Health Statistics found infant mortality in the United States
declined to a record low last year. However, the gap between
rates for blacks and whites is growing and is not expected to
narrow in the next fifteen vears. Biomedical researchers
and sociologists say infant mortality is an important indi-
cator of the overall health and well being of a population.

Preliminary data shows that there were 7.9 infant deaths
for every 1,000 live births in the United States in 1994. The
figure for 1993 was 8.3 and 8.5 for 1992. The rate first fell be-
low 12 per 1,000 in 1981.

Researchers, Gopal Singh and Stella Yu, said the nation's
infant mortality rate in the last four decades has declined
faster for whites than for blacks, so the longstanding dispar-
ity between the races has increased. In 1950. the rate for
blacks was 1.6 times the rate for whites, but in 1991, it was 2.2
times the rate for whites.

The researchers said that assuming current trends contin-
ue, the racial disparity is likely to continue through 2010.
They described their forecasts as statistical extrapolations,
with no allowance for possible changes in behavior, medical
technology or health insurance coverage.

Singh said blacks accounted for 17 percent of live births but
33 percent of infant deaths in 1992. In that year, he said,

As the Republican-led Con-
gress fulfills its' promise to
shrink the federal govern-
ment's role in domestic pro-
ams, Latino politicians at
state and local levels are
sounding the alarm at what
they predict will be an im-
pending disaster for their
communities.

"The role of local govern-
ment will be made almost im-
possible," Angel Ortiz, the
lone Latino on the 17-member
Philadelphia City Council,
describes it. "The federal
government says it's giving
power to localities, but in real-
ity they are not because you
need resources to be power-
fl.ll.“

Mary Rose Wilcox, the only
Hispanic on the five-member
Maricopa County Board of Su-
pervisors which includes
Phoenix, concurs: "We tried
this a decade ago. It was sup-
posed to lead to a bigger bang
for your buck and spur part-
nerships and private-sector
investment.

"Well, none of that hap-
pened. In our state, people on
the local level are trying to
‘out-conservative' Washing-
ton so they want to cut back
even more. It just means poor

people are going to be sold
down the river."
Wilcox, whose district is
dominantly low-income,
‘concerned about housing

programs targeted for state
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earlier this year. The group's
president, Ephrain Gonzélez,
Jr. (D-New York), is more op-
timistic. "When there's a cri-
818, there's opportunity.
We're coming together here to
work at it in a more united
fashion. We've got 435 repre-
sentatives, 100 senators and
more than 3,000 staff mem-
bers we have to educate about
our communities' needs."

In state legislatures with
larger Hispanic delegations,
the opportunities may be
greater to receive a fair share,
some speculate. For example,
in Texas the 26-member His-
panic caucus built a coalition
with the African-American
caucus last session that helped
it defeat proposed education
vouchers and fend off chal-
lenges to bilingual education
and student-teacher ratios.
"Now we're fighting to get our
members chairmanships on
various committees,” says
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state Rep. Roberto Alonzo (D-
Dallas), who heads the Mexi-
can American Democrats, a
statewide group. "A lot of the
work is done at the committee
level before it hits the House
floor."

Jim St. George, an analyst
with the Center on Budget and
Policy Priorities, a Washing-
ton, D.C.-based research
group, says there is no histori-
cal precedent that Latinos will
be able to capitalize on the new

distribution methods. He sug-
gests that Latino state and lo-
cal politicians begin prioritiz-
ing community needs and re-
evaluating revenue streams:
"It's hard to imagine a scena-
rio where Hispanics come out
winners. The question is will
they be massive losers or just
losers."

He sees caps to state block
grants being bounced around
in Congress as exacerbating
the hits Hispanics could take
because the fastest-growing
states or those with the most
needs may face rapid funding
losses.

"Reaganomics is a minor-
league version of what could
happen,” he says. "When the
economy slows down, people
go on welfare, need food
stamps and Medicaid. In the
past, the federal government
has said "we're willing to help
you provide that.' Now they

The study also analyzed differences in infant mortality
corresponding to the education levels of the mothers. "The
gap in infant mortality between the most and the least edu-
cated increased significantly from 1964 to 1987.," Singh
said. The study also found that "the black-white disparity
was greater at higher levels of education."”

NAACP: Racism is in Full Force

The Washington Post reports that NAACP Chairperson
Myrlie Evers-Williams said that we still needed affirma-
tive action programs because racism is in full force in
America.

"We may have thought that we were free of racism and
prejudice, but we are finding that it was just sleeping for a
while and it's back in full force now," Evers-Williams said
in reaction to recent Supreme Court decisions.

One goal of the NAACP in the next fifteen months will be to
improve voter registration and turnout for the 1996 elections.
Evers-Williams said, "We fell far short of what we should
have done. If we had voted as we should have, we would not

be having the problems that we are now having with the Su-
preme Court.”

The Associated Press reports that the NAACP will release
the audit of the NAACP's troubled finances during the
group's national convention. They scheduled the board of
directors to receive the report Wednesday and will make it
public the next day.

Children Unprotected by
Lead Guidelines

The Associated Press reports that a federal task force rec-
ommended landlords be given protection from lawsuits over
lead paint poisoning if they follow basic guidelines to protect
children.

The report recommended safety standards that include
prompt repair of deteriorated paint, warnings to tenants |
about the dangers of lead-based paint, specialized cleaning
when lead paint is disturbed during maintenance, and safe-
ty training for maintenance workers.

The report said the group had to balance the need to protect
children with the need to provide low-income housing, be-
cause the problem is most prevalent in old, poorly main-
tained buildings that house the poor. The report said that
safety standards must not be so strict that they would force
owners of low-income housing to raise the rent or board up
their properties, the report said.

Four dissenting members of the 39-member panel con-
demned the report saying it endorsed standards so weak
they would roll back existing protections for children. The
dissenters charged that the panel, created by Congress to
find ways to reduce children's exposure to lead-based paint,
was dominated by the interests of landlords, insurance com-
panies and government officials. The four said, "The re-
port is so stripped of protection for the victims of lead paint
that the report's many tradeoffs are morally repugnant.”

The task force, appointed by Housing Secretary Henry Cis-
neros to meet a 1992 law, includes members of the building
industry, landlords, tenants, banks, insurance companies,
advocates for the poor, and public housing agencies.

AARP Poll - Social Security
and Medicare

The Associated Press reports that the American Associa-
tion of Retired Persons released a survey Tuesday to mark
this summer's 60th anniversary of the creation of Social Se-
curity and the 30th anniversary of Medicare.

The group conducted a similar survey in 1985. Since then
confidence in the future of Social Security's dropped from 45
percent to 36 percent. Sixty-three percent now have little con-
fidence that the program will be there for them when they re-
tire, up from 52 percent in 1985. Confidence in Medicare, re-
mained at 53 percent.

Madelyn Hochstein, president of DYG, Inc., the firm that
conducted the survey, said, "Americans have become more

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La Decision Nos Hace Regresar a Los
Dias de 'La Carga del Hombre Blanco'

El hecho de que el Tribunal
Supremo de Justicia de los Es-
tados Unidos haya vuelto so-
bre sus pasos acerca de la re-
demarcacion posterior al cen-
so v del mérito de la Ley de los
Derechos electorales, no de-
beria resultar sorprendente,
dado el éxito de Reagan y
Bush para llenar al tribunal
con una mayoria conservado-
ra agresiva. La ultima ironia
es quizas el voto de Clarence
Thomas, quien nunca habria
sido postulado para el tribunal
de no haber sido un afroamer-
icano seleccionado para susti-
tuir al jurista negro Thurgood
Marshall, que se jubilaba.
Este ultimo, desde luego, fué
el campedn de la imparciali-
dad y la proteccién igual, ha-
biendo ganado la decisién del
caso Brown vs. Junta Escolar,
gue puso fin a la segregacion
en las escuelas, como asesor
legal principal de la Asocia-
cion Nacional para el Ade-
lanto de las Personas de Color
(NAACP en inglés).

El aspecto mas hipécrita del
dictamen del alto tribunal fué
la nociéon de que, de algun
modo, la raza era diferente
que las demdas normas de la
"comunidad de intereses",
que us6 el tribunal en deci-
siones anteriores como direc-
trices para determinar la con-
stitucionalidad de los planes
de redemarcacién. El Magis-
trado Anthony Kennedy, al
redactar la decision de la
mayoria, declaré: "Cuando el
estado asigna a los electores
sobre la base de su raza, se de-
dica a la asuncién ofensiva y
degradante de que los elec-
tores de una raza en particu-
lar, debido a su raza, piensan
igual, comparten los mismos
intereses politicos y prefer-
iran a los mismos candidatos
en las elecciones".

Anteriormente, el tribunal
permitié la creacién de distrj-
tos extremadamente arbitra-
rios en sus demarcaciones,
que desafiaban a la légica so-
bre la presuncién de que la co-
munidad de intereses de las
personas pobres o ricas, de las
personas demoécratas o repu-
blicanas, o de las personas
citadinas o rurales, o de las
clases trabajadoras o acomo-
dadas, deberian ser puestas
en un soélo distrito, basandose
sobre lo que tenian en comun.

En California, con la que es-
toy primordialmente famili-
arizado por haber prestado
servicios en su legislatura y
presidido un comité hispano
de redemarcacién, puedo dec-
iIr que, anteriormente, la
unica comunidad real de in-
tereses en la redemarcaciéon o
redistribucion era la protec-
cion de los titulares. Todo el
tramite de la redemarcacion,
que se produce después del
censo al final de cada dece-
nio, siempre ha sido
unicamente politico.

La dirigencia de ambos par-
tidos politicos se adentra en el
tramite de la redemarcacién
con un principio de orienta-
cién -- debe protegerse a todo
titular de cada partido. Si hay
distritos que no tengan titu-
lares que participen en la
eleccién siguiente debido a ju-
bilaciones o personas que pro-
curan otros cargos, el partido
mayoritario de costumbre lle-
vara la ventaja en las in-
scripciones de estos nuevos
distritos. Este es wun trato
politico generalmente acorda-
do por ambos partidos en la
mayoria de las legislaturas
estatales.

En el decenio de 1970, en

California, la legislatura
controlada por los
demodcratas, con la concur-

rencia de los republicanos,
bosquej6 un distrito para la
asamblea en el Condado Or-
ange, conservador, para el
auxiliar demécrata del Presi-
dente de la Asamblea, Jesse
Unruh. Los limites del distri-
to eran tortuosos por todo el
Condado Orange, abarcando
a casl todas las residencias
deméceratas y minoritarias en
una docena de ciudades. Al
distrito se le calific6 jocosa-
mente de “corredor", por el
apellido de su nuevo Asam-
bleista, Ken Cory. El mismo
se asemeja al distrito congre-
sional de Georgia que fué ob-
jeto de la actual decisiéon del
Tribunal Supremo.

En mi propio caso, después
que el entonces Gobernador
Ronald Reagan vet6 el plan
de rederparcacidn de 1971,
elaborado por la dirigencia
demoécrata y republicana de la
legislatura de California (y
debe senalarse que lo veté por
sobre las objeciones de los re-
publicanos miembros de la

legislatura), el tribunal per-

miti06 que se efectuaran las
elecciones de 1972 usando los
limites anteriores a 1970. Asi,
cuando yo ingresé a la legis-
latura en 1973, nos enfrenta-
mos nuevamente con la tenta-
tiva de aprobar un plan de re-
demarcacion.

En uno de los planes mas ex-
travagantes elaborados algu-
na vez por una legislatura, la
dirigencia demécrata y repu-
blicana bosquejé6 un plan que
hacia que mi propuesto distri-
to atravesara la linea del
Condado Kern hacia el oeste,
adentrandose en la parte co-
stera del Condado de Santa
Barbara en una franja de 12
pies hasta la playa. El distrito
propuesto estaba destinado a
proteger al titular republicano
del Condado de Santa
Barbara, que no deseaba al re-
cinto costero de la Universi-
dad de Santa Barbara ni al
entonces radical cologio de
Isla Vista, contrario a la
guerra de Viet-Nam, en su
distrito. El problema era que
él necesitaba la parte fuerte
republicana del Condado de
Santa Barbara al norte del re-
cinto. Para llegar a esta pob-
lacién, el limite occidental

del distrito habria de ser lat

linea de la marea alta para el
demoécrata y la linea de la
marea baja para el titular re-
publicano, de modo que él pu-
diera dar la vuelta y llegar a
la poblacién del norte a fin de
mantener la contiguidad.
Como yo era el demécrata
mas cercano al recinto, a tra-
vés de una cadena de mon-
tanas y en otro condado, la
dirigencia de ambos partidos
acord6, por sobre mis obje-
ciones debido a lo absurdo del
diseno, que yo deberia repre-
sentar al recinto y a Isla Vis-
ta. El Gobernador Reagan
veté el plan, no debido a los
muchos distritos legislativos
y congresionales demarcados
arbitrariamente, sino porque
él crey6 que no se habia dado
suficientes distritos a los re-

publicanos.
El hecho de que el Tribunal
Supremo proclame

subitamente que no podria
aceptar "principios tradicio-
nales de demarcacién neu-
trales en cuanto a la raza" es
una burla a la justicia.
;Dénde estaba el tribunal
cuando basicamente todas las

legislaturas masculinas to-
talmente blancas disenaban
distritos durante decenios,
que protegian a los blancos
varones titulares, sin perjui-
cio de a qué partido pertene-
cieran? ;Donde estaba el tri-
bunal cuando cinco varones
blancos reiteradamente dis-
tribuyeron a las poblaciones
minoritarias del Condado de
Los Angeles para beneficiar a
los cinco supervisores blancos
varones de ambos partidos?

Anteriormente, cuando el
Tribunal Supremo afirmé la
Ley de los Derechos Electo-
rales de 1965, lo hizo con la es-
peranza de poner fin para
siempre al diseno de distritos
que disminuyeran al minimo
intencionalmente la fuerza
electoral de los grupos no
blancos. El decir que no hay
comunidad de intereses entre
los afroamericanos, el decir
que quienes apoyan a los dis-
tritos basandose en la raza se
dedican a  "presunciones
ofensivas y degradantes”,
equivale a negar el hecho de
que virtualmente todos los
miembros no blancos del Con-
greso y de las legislaturas es-
tatales proceden de distritos
predominantemente no blan-
Cos y que es virtualmente im-
posible para alguien que no
sea blanco el resultar electo
en un distrito mayoritaria-
mente blanco.

Segun el punto de vista del
tribunal, parece no haber co-
munidad de intereses en ser
representado por alguien que
es igual que uno con respecto a
la raza, mientras que hay una
comunidad de intereses si al-
guien es COmMO uno con respec-
to al nivel de ingresos, la ocu-
pacién, la seleccién del lugar
donde vivir, la afiliacién a
un partido y asi por el estilo.
Bastante evidentemente, el
Tribunal Supremo, como el
Congreso controlado por los
conservadores, nos esta lle-
vando de regreso en la histor-
ia, a una época en que la
"carga del hombre  blanco"
era dirigir y controlar a los
pueblos infortunados maés ob-
scuros del mundo, porque en
verdad ellos no podian ser
dirigidos por uno de los suyos.

Court Takes Us Back to Days

That the U.S. Supreme Court
should reverse itself on post-
census redistricting and the
merit of the 1965 Voting
Rights Act should be no sur-
prise, given the success of
Reagan and Bush in stacking
the court with an aggressive
conservative majority.

The ultimate irony is per-
haps the vote of Justice Clar-
ence Thomas, who would nev-
er have been appointed to the
court had he not been an Afri-
can-American selected to re-
place the retiring black jurist
Thurgood Marshall.

Marshall, of course, was the
champion of fairness and
equal protection, having won
the Brown v. the Board of Edu-
cation decision which ended
school segregation, as lead
counsel for the NAACP.

The most hypocritical aspect
of the high court's ruling was
the notion that somehow race
was different than other stan-
dards of "community of inter-
est," which the court in previ-
ous decisions used as guide-
lines in determining the con-
stitutionality of redistricting
plans. Justice Anthony Ken-
nedy, writing for the majori-
ty, stated, "When the state as-
signs voters on the basis of
race, it engages in the offen-
sive and demeaning assump-
tion that voters of a particular
race, because of their race,
think alike, share the same
political interests, and will
prefer the same candidates at

the polls."
In the past, the court allowed

of White Man's Burden

for the creation of extremely
gerrymandered districts that
defied logic on the assumption
that the community of interest
of poor people or rich people, or
Democratic people or Republi-
can people, or city people or ru-
ral people, or blue-collar peo-
ple or white-collar people,
should be put into a single dis-
trict, based on what they had
1In common.

Years ago I served in the
California legislature and
chaired a Hispanic redistrict-
ing committee. I can tell you
the only real community of
interest in redistricting or re-
apportionment was the protec-
tion of incumbents. The en-
tire redistricting process,
which comes about after the
census at the end of each dec-
ade, has always been solely a
political process.

The leadership of both par-
ties go into the process with
one guiding principle -- every
incumbent shall be protected.
In districts with no ncum-
bents because of retirements
or individuals seeking other
offices, the majority party
will usually get the party reg-
istration advantage. This
deal is generally agreed to by
both parties in most state leg-
islatures.

In the 1970s in California,
the Democrat-controlled leg-
islature, with Republican con-
currence, drew an Assembly
district in conservative Or-
ange County for a Democratic
aide to Speaker Jesse Unruh.
Its boundaries meandered to
pick up nearly every Demo-

cratic and non-white house-
hold in a dozen cities.

The district was jokingly
called the "Corridor" after its
new  Assemblyman, Ken
Cory. It resembles the Georgia
congressional district which
was the object of the present
Supreme Court decision.

In my own case, after then-
Gov. Ronald Reagan vetoed
the 1971 redistricting plan
worked out by the Democratic
and Republican leadership of
the California legislature
(and it should be pointed out,
vetoed over the objection of Re-
publicans in the legislature),
the court allowed the 1972 elec-
tions to be held using the pre-
1970 boundaries. Thus, when I
entered the legislature in
1973, we were again faced
with attempting to pass a re-
districting plan.

In one of the most bizarre
plans every concocted, the
Democratic and Republican
leadership had my proposed
district cross the Kern County
line west into coastal Santa
Barbara County on a 12-foot
path to the beach.

It was designed to protect the
Republican incumbent 1n
Santa Barbara County who
did not want the coastal cam-
pus of the University of Cali-
fornia at Santa Barbara or the
then-radical anti-Vietnam
War Isla Vista neighborhood
in his district. The problem
was that he needed the Repub-
lican-strong portion of Santa
Barbara County north of the
campus.

To reach that population, the

western boundary of the dis-
trict was to be the high tide
line for the Democrat and the
low water line for the incum-
bent Republican. As I was the
closest Democrat to the cam-
pus, across a mountain range
and in another county, the
leadership of both parties
agreed -- over my objections

because of the absurdity of the
design -- that I should repre-
sent the campus and Isla Vis-
ta. Governor Reagan vetoed
the plan, not because of the
many gerrymandered legis-
lative and congressional dis-
tricts, but because he felt that
too few districts had been giv-
en to the Republicans.

That the Supreme Court
should not suddenly proclaim
that it cannot accept
"traditional race-neutral dis-
tricting principles" is a
mockery of justice. Where
was the court when basically
all-white-male legislatures
designed districts for decades
that protected incumbent white
males regardless of party?

Where was the court when
five white males repeatedly
carved up the African-
American and Hispanic pop-
ulations of Los Angeles Coun-
ty to benefit the five while
male Supervisors of both par-
ties?

Who's Who
By Ira Cutler

Is there a word in the English language that has been more
cheapened than the word "reform"? |

It seems that every little idea, every effort that tinkers, or
adds, or takes away, or fine tunes is today called a reform.
The cheapening of the term may stroke the egos and bolster
the reputations of those who want to be known as reformers,
but we all know that conditions today warrant real reform.
We know that little changes around the edges are not
enough. Perhaps we tend to call what we are doing today
"reform" because we know that anything less is unworthy of
the seriousness of our problems.

Anyone who doubts that real reform can happen need only
look to our history. In the last century there have been at
least five child-related reforms that impacted on our society
in fundamental ways. In each case much more than the
lives of individual children were changed. These reforms
and the thinking behind them resulted in new definitions of
children, of what constitutes acceptable adult conduct to-
wards children, and of the state's right to intrude in what
previously had been nobody's business.

The five reforms I have in mind are these:

The child labor laws, which determined that the well be-
ing and development of children was a higher priority than
their short term economic value.

The child protection laws, which reflected a new under-
standing of acceptable adult conduct, of the role of the state, of
the role of discipline and punishment, of the limits of parent-
ing and parental authority.

The establishment of free and compulsory public edu-
cation, which entitled children to an education without re-
gard to their parents' ability to pay, and established a socie-
tal stake in the quality of that education.

The passage of public welfare legislation, establishing the
principle of an economic floor under children, regardless of
their parents' behavior, means or character.

The creation of juvenile courts, acknowledging the spe-
cial circumstances and needs of children, and the later ex-
tension of due process rights to children in those courts to as-
sure protection against injustice.

These were BIG changes, worthy of being described as re-
forms.

So successful were these reforms that, until very recently,
there was virtually no debate about their essential princi-
ples: that small children should not have to work, that par-
ents should not abuse their children (and that the state should
stop them if they do), that children should have schooling
available to them even if their parents cannot afford it, that
even the children of bad parents should not starve, and that
kids in court were different than adults. Even in today's po-
litical climate nobody argues about these things very direct-
ly. The reforms have been institutionalized not only in our
laws but, much more powerfully, in our culture. The under-
lying principles are so entrenched that assaults come hid-
den in messages of fiscal restraint and distaste, for govern-

We will see what the next several years hold, however, he-
fore we declare these reform efforts to be completed. We will
see what the national reaction is when, in a post-block grant
world, some state completely eliminates public welfare as a
sop to racists and as a boost to their Governor's Presidential
aspirations. In time we will see how far states are willing to
go in pandering to public sentiment, how far they will go as
they execute children (Florida is now leading the pack, hav-
ing executed a 17 year old), and learn whether meaningful
juvenile status will survive.

But beyond trying to hold on to some semblance of what
was valuable in these five reforms, we need to invent a sixth
and a seventh and beyond. Today the plight of American
children, and therefore the future of the nation, calls out for

minimum standard of decent and fair human behavior.

Personally, I would argue that the next stage in reforming
and perfecting our society is to establish a minimum stan-
dard of living that comes as a matter of birthright, a societal
inheritance that we receive as citizens of an astonishingly
wealthy nation, a basic standard of living that does not have
to be merited or earned. This is a very different proposition
from the hodgepodge of WIC, Earned Income Tax credit,
Food Stamps and AFDC that cobbled together with hoops, ap-
plications, forms and humiliation might add up to a decent
standard of living.

My case is that today we all routinely and without shame
share the costs of schooling, of health care for the elderly, of
police, and of highways. Social justice lies in the direction
of expanding the list of shared costs to include basic housing,
food, and health care. I think that is the future that needs to
be.

Some will disagree, will argue about incentives and the
innate morality associated with earning wages. Some will
call a minimum standard of living unaffordable, and oth-
ers will fall for the baloney about global competition. The ar-
gument itself would be worth having -- if it was held at a lev-
el which bespoke competing political philosophies and ideas.

This week and last we celebrate the 4th of July and Bastille
Day, commemorating the American and French Revolu-
tions. Throughout the world today we see dramatic changes
proposed or underway on virtually every continent, includ-
ing courageous attempts to bolster social justice. Meanwhile
in America, once the most revolutionary of countries, we see
politicians portray themselves, proudly, as not being tied
down by any fixed et of beliefs or ideas. They brag of being
in favor of "whatever works" and of being willing to com-
promise on anything in order to allow what they call
progress.

As we eat our hot dogs and watch the parade, let's remind
ourselves that we deserve better and think about how we can
get the point across that serious problems require serious ac-
tions, not just piddly little things with impressive sounding
names and clever slogans.

- 62 percent said Social Security was one of the most impor-
tant government programs, down from 65 percent in 1985.
- 50 percent rated Medicare one of the most important gov-

érnment programs.

- 87 percent said they should continue Social Security, down

from 88 percent.

- 11 percent felt that phasing the program out would be better,

up from 9 percent.

- 89 percent said they should continue Medicare; 8 percent
supported phasing it out, 3 percent were unsure.

- 92 percent agreed with a statement that Medicare is the only
way older Americans could possibly get health care.

- 19 percent said most of the people they knew on Medicare

could do very well without it.

- 23 percent of non-retirees said they would get out If Social

Security were optional.

- 73 percent said they would stick with Social Security.
- 50 percent believed that everyone should save for their own

retirement.

- 33 percent thought people should pay for their own health in-

surance when they retire.

- 55 percent expressed doubt that the country can still afford

Social Security.

- 45 percent had doubts about whether Medicare was afforda-

ble.

Margaret Dixon, president-elect of AARP, said the survey
showed that Americans regard Social Security and Medi-
care as "pillars of economic security, not only for older per-
sons, but also for their families."
