Committee. 

Salazar will represent the western 
state of Colorado, after picking up a 
seat for the Democrats from retiring 
Republican Ben Nighthorse 
Campbell, the Senate's only Native 
American. 

Salazar's family has been farming 
in the same region of Colorado and 
neighboring New Mexico for 
generations, and apparently had an 
edge with the roughly 17 percent of 
Coloradans who share his Hispanic 
heritage. 

A conservative businessman, 
Coors' opposition to the death penalty 
got him into hot water with some 
Colorado voters when he said during a 
debate that he would oppose the 
execution of Osama bin Laden. He 
also drew criticism for saying he 
favored lowering the legal drinking 
age to 18. 

Martinez, a 58-year-old Republi- 
can from Orlando, formerly served as 
George W. Bush's secretary of 
Housing and Urban Development, and 
now become's the first Cuban-born 
US senator. 

A staunch conservative, Martinez 
has allied himself with President Bush 
in opposing abortion and stem cell 
research, and strong support for the 
war in Iraq.

The biggest misconception 
about Latino women is that we arc 
such a submissive bunch that we 
are incapable or unwilling to make 
independent decisions. 

Any Latina or anyone who is 
married to or lives with or knows 
Latinas knows that such a stereo- 
typical view is an old wives' tale, 
not reality. 

That's why during the political 
campaign over the past months I've 
been bemused that female political 
commentators, when speaking 
about how women would vote, 
lumped the gender all together. 
They spoke with certainty that 
Latinas would follow the general 
trend of female voters and cast 
their ballots a particular way. 

Even without exit polls, I know 
better. 

We are a constituency that, as a 
whole, has no loyalty to any party. 
It's the issues thatconcern us. We 
don't see it as' jumping ship" to 
mark a Republican in one column 
anda 

Democrat in the other. Party 
titles are meaningless. It has always 
been about the individuals and their 
stand on the issues. 

And so, a few weeks ago, it got 
me to thinking: how Latinas would 
vote Nov. 2. 1 already knew there 

was strength in the Latina voting 
bloc. After all, it's been docu- 
mented in studies such as the 
Hispanic Opinion Tracker (HOT) 
that Latinas turn out in greater 
numbers than Hispanic men. 

I coupled that nugget with the 
fact that the National Association 
of Latino Elected and Appointed 
Officials reported that there has 
been a registration increase 
among Hispanic voters in pivotal 
states such as Florida, Colorado, 
New Mexico and Arizona. The 
question of how a few million 
Latinas would vote was becoming 
more than just an interesting 
sidebar. 

Sol decided to ask— todo 
my own pre-Election Day "exit 
poll.. 

For one week before Nov. 2,1 
posted on my blog, Latina Lista, 
the Question, "Who will you vote 
for?" I asked that thetespondents 
to give me their age and marital 
status. 

From a range of very 
independent-minded Latinas 
college students, company CEOs, 
stay-at-home moms, career 
women and a few abuelas, 
grandmothers — I received more 
than 50 responses. 

"Bush or Kerry? How could 
anyone still be undecided?" wrote 

Mary. "Bush for the past three years 
has proudly announced in every 
commencement address at which he 
was asked to speak that a C+ student 
can become president. Well, as far as 
I'm concerned, he is a C+ president 
too. There is only one four-letter 
word that begins with F that should 
be used to describe his presidency 
and that is 'FAIL." 

Isabel emailed, "When I look at a 
candidate, I want that person to be 
truthful, and above all, an American 
who protects the people of his 
nation. I look for a person (who) has 
not sold his soul to embrace 
socialism and the media as his 
running partners. 

I look for a person who has high 
moral values. I do not see any of 
those attributes in Senator Kern" 

Forty-five percent of my 
respondents were married. If Latina 
voting trends followed what the 
political pundits said about how 
married women would vote, then the 
majority should have cast ballots for 
Bush. After all, married women are 
no longer the "soccer moms" of 
yesterday; now supposed they are 
"security moms." 

In my poll, Bush received 39 
percent of the vote of married 
Latinas; Kerry received 60 percent. 

Among single Latinas, the 
disparity was greater: Kerry received 

81 percent and Bush 18 percent. 
Overall, 70 percent of the 

Latinas responding to the poll 
chose Kerry, while 27 percent 
chose Bush. 

Granted, my poll was very 
unscientific, lacking the requisite 
number of participants compared to 
Gallup, USA Today, CNN and all 
the other ones that circulated 
during this election season. The 
vast majority didn't differentiate 
between married and unmarried 
Latinas, let alone female and male 
Hispanics. 

My exercise was important 
because it singled out a distinct 
group that is not given very much 
attention. 

If one other response I received 
is any indication of how Latinas 
feel about their civic responsibility 
to participate in the political 
process, both parties would do well 
to take more notice of the Latina 
segment from here on out. As Tina 
wrote, "In my mind, this election is 
more important than any other in 
my lifetime. I will continue to work 
very hard between now and 
November 2nd." 

The results are in. Latinas have 
spoken. The question for the future 
is: Who was listening?

They not only lost, but they lost big! 
After predicting that Bush/Cheney would win in last week's 

column, I began to second guess myself and thought that maybe 
Kerry/Edwards would prove me wrong. Not to worry, about 3 
million voters decided that Bush/Cheney deserved another 4 
years, than did Kerry/Edwards. 

Not only that, but voters decided that Republicans should rule 
this country in the Senate and the House of Representatives, and 
by extension, the Supreme Court as well. 

With few exceptions, most national races saw a Republican 
elected to office. Even the Senate Minority leader, Tom Daschle 
lost his seat to Republican John Thune.

Not just registered, but 
actually out to vote! In addition to Salazar, Republican and 
Cuban American Mel Martinez from Florida was also successful 
in his race for the Senate; the percentage of Hispanic voters 
voting for him, 60%. 

Locally, there were no surprises. The day that this state was 
redistricted, Republican candidates like Neugebauer and the 
other 4 newly elected Republicans from newly drawn Texas 
Districts, knew that their chances were better than 2 to 1 to win in 
their districts. If Stenhoim had a chance to win, he would have to 
find a way to get the non traditional voter out to the polls. This, 
he did not do. 

In Lubbock County Ysidro Gutierrez will finally get a chance 
to show his self proclaimed new way of governing at the county 
commissioner's level. Will he be successful, only time will tell? 
This election was never in doubt, but I was surprised by the 
number of votes cast for the Republican Gutierrez. Perhaps it's a 
sign that even the Hispanic electorate may be migrating towards 
the Republican right? 

Voter turnout was one of the casualties here. Although, early 
indications were that the voter turnout would be higher than in 
the last general election, this was not the case. In fact, there were 
about 5,000 fewer votes cast in 2004 than in 2000 in Lubbock 
County. Nationally, the numbers were higher than 2004. I guess 
you could say this is a good thing; unless you ask Democrats. 

The real question is where do Democrats go from here? 
Without a party leader and a clear vision of what the party stands 
for your guess is as good as mine. But you don't lose as big as 
Democrats did and continue to do business as usual. The 
challenge is to realize that the party has spread itself too thin in 
trying to be a "one size fits all" party. It would also help if 
Democrats could field candidates that better reflect, and can 
articulate, the issues that people care about. Perhaps even 
someone who puts politics behind principles and can communi- 
cate honestly with voters.

The older generation will tell 
you that, in their day, if a kid 
came home with a "U" 
(unsatisfactory) on a report 
card, there would be immedi- 
ate consequences. No excuses. 
If you played sick to get out of 
tough assignments, you had to 
stay in bed. If you tried to

Ur is it the responsi- 
bility of a parent to work with 
the school to help students 
learn that it is not their right 
to deny others the opportunity 
to learn? 

Now the reality is that teach- 
ers, for fear of having to de- 
fend themselves for not fol- 
lowing the myriad regulations 
in the school's policy manual, 
try to ignore the disruptive 
student while keeping the 
room of 35-plus students from 
disintegrating into chaos.

by claiming teachers need to 
be more accountable. By innu- 
endo, they give the impression 
that teachers are not profes- 
sional and must be watched. 

The stream of regulations 
places an undue burden on lo- 
cal schools to write more poli- 

es and regulations that focus 
on rights, rather than responsi- 
bilities.

Now they are a 
place where the burden of 
proof for a student's problem 
shifts to the teacher. 

In their fervor to show the 
public how tough they are on 
educators, legislators have
