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Analysis: Obama deportations 
raise immigration policy questions
President Barack O bam a says 

he backs immigration reforni, 
announcing last m onth an initia­
tive to ease deportation policies, 
but he has sent home over 1 
million illegal immigrants in 
2-1/2 years -  on pace to depx)rt 
more in one term than George 
W. Bush did in two.

The O bam a administration 
had deported about 1.06 million 
as o f September 12, against 
15 7  million in Bush’s  tw o full 
presidential terms.

This seeming contradiction 
between rhetoric and reality is a 
key element o f debate over U.S. 
immigration policy, and stakes 
are high for 2012’s presidential 
election as O bam a faces criti­
cism  ftom  both conservatives 
and liberals.

In 2008 ,67  percent o f His- 
panics voted for Obam a over 
Republicans John M cCain and 
Sarah Palin.

But Obam a fell short on his 
promise to have a comprehen­
sive reform bill in Congress 
in his first year. And despite 
his pushx>f the DREAM  Act

in 2010, that bill failed in 
the Senate at the end o f the 
D emocrat-run 111th Congress.

Clarissa M artinez de Castro, 
Director o f Immigration and 
National Campaigns for the 
National Council o f La Raza, 
said because Congress is un­
likely to consider immigration 
reform any time soon, “It has 
to stay there front and center 
and in the face o f  folks that are 
allowing this issue to fester.”

The Administration an­
nounced its initiative August 
18, a step some analysts say 
gave up on an uncoopera­
tive Congress and aimed to 
appease advocates o f  more 
liberal immigration laws.

Some 11.2 million illegal im ­
migrants live and work in the 
United States today, according 
to the Pew Hispanic Center. 
The initiative is expected to 
help an estimated tw o mil­
lion young people who under 
the staUed D REA M  could 
have achieved citizenship by 
pursuing higher education or 
military service.

CLEARING T H E BACK­
LOG

U nder the m ove. the Depart­
ment o f H omeland Security 
and the Department of Justice 
will review and clear out low- 
priority cases from 300,000 
backlogged deportation pro­
ceedings.

Continued focus o f im m i­
gration enforcement on those 
with criminal records would 
effectively leave alone those 
who cam e at a young age and 
have spent years in the United 
States.

Republican critics say direct­
ing immigration authorities to 
use prosecutorial discretion to 
administratively im plement 
such changes ignores Congress 
and existing federal law.

A  June 17 memo by U.S. 
Immigration and Customs 
Enforcement (ICE) Director 
John Morton defined prosecu­
torial discretion as an agency’s 
authority “to decide to what 
degree to  enforce the law 
against a particular individual.”

The memo “reiterated and

clarified” the priorities on 
which the new initiative is 
based, DHS Secretary Janet 
N apolitano wrote August 18 on 
behalf o f Obam a in a letter to 
21 senators.

An ICE official w ho de­
clined to be named said. “We 
have limited resources and 
if their best use in protecting 
the American public means 
exercising discretion, then that’s 
what w e’re going to do.”

House Judiciary Committee 
Chair Lam ar Smith, a  Texas 
Republican, calls it a  “plot.”

“The writers o f the U.S. Con­
stitution put Congress in charge 
o f setting our immigration pol­
icy ... (President O bam a) does 
not get to pick and choose,” 
Smith said in an email.

Democratic Senator Robert 
M enendez o f N ew  Jersey, 
however, said: “T h e  Adminis­
tration has used its discretion 
very sparingly ... No one should 
forget that immigration is 
critically important to Latinos, a 
community whose power at the 
polls continues to grow.”

Department of Justice Rules Texas Voting Maps 
Don’t Meet Anti-Discrimination Requirements

The U.S. Department of Justice 
said in a court filing Monday that 
Texas’ new voting maps for Con­
gress and for the Texas House do 
not meet federal anti-discrimina­
tion requirements, setting 
up a legal battle that will 
decide the landscape of 
future elections in the 
state.

The case, which 
involves the election 
districts drawn by the 
Republican-led Texas 
Legislature, will Likely 
be decided by a federal 
court in Washington.
D C.

District boundaries are 
redrawn every 10 years 
to reflect changes in cen­
sus data. Any changes to 
Texas’ voting practices 
must be cleared by a fed­
eral court or the Justice Department 
to ensure changes do not discrimi­
nate based on race or color.

The Justice Department took 
issue with the maps for Congress 
and the Texas House, but it agreed 
with the slate attorney general 
that maps for the Texas Senate 
and State Board of Education met 
requirements under the federal Vot­

ing Rights Act.
But the Justice Department reit­

erated that the court would have to 
make its own determination on the 
education board and Senate maps.

The agency denied that the 
congressional and House plans 
maintain or increase the ability 
of minority voters to elect their 
candidate of choice, as required 
by federal law. The Voting Rights 
Act requires map drawers to give 
special protection to districts that 
contain mostly minorities.

“The D.C. court will have to hear

these issues fully and we will have 
a chance to put in our evidence 
supporting why we think that the 
plan should not be pre-cleared,” 
said Nina Perales, an attorney 

for the Mexican 
American Legal and 
Defense Fund, which 
has joined the case.

“Now, it's going to 
have to be decided 
by the court.”

A separate trial 
combining lawsuits 
filed against the 
plans wrapped up 
last week in San 
Antonio.

During the 
trial, minority groups 
argued the new 
voting districts don’t 
reflect the statewide 
Hispanic popula­

tion boom over the past decade in 
Texas.

Texas received four new con­
gressional seats following the last 
census, more than any other slate.

The new congressional map was 
drawn with the goal of protecting 
and piossibly expanding the 23-9 
majority enjoyed by Republicans 
in Texas’ delegation in Washing­

ton.
Hispanics have accounted for 

two-thirds of the state’s growth 
since 2000. Yet during the two- 
week federal trial, opponents 
argued that GOP mapmakers went 
out of their way to stifle those 
gains and deny Hispanics greater 
voting power.

Democrats argued that the map 
passed by the Texas Legislature 
this summer simply packed His­
panics and blacks into the same 
districts.

“As the only Hispanic congress­
man intervener in the redistricting 
lawsuit filed against the State of 
Texas in the U.S. Western Dis­
trict Court of Texas, I am deeply 
concerned that although the Texas 
population has grown by 4.3 mil­
lion people over the last 10 years. 
70 percent Hispanic and a total 90 
percent minority, the maps drawn 
by the Texas Legislature are a far 
cry from correlating to this reality,” 
Congressman Heruy Cuellar said 
in a statement after the ruling.

“While I am in agreement with 
the Justice Department’s findings,
I am also aware that we still have 
a process to go through before we 
accomplish our goal: fair represen­
tation for all Texas,” he added.

Comite Judicial aprueba uso

El proyecto de ley HR.2885 -titu- 
lado "Fuerza de Trabajo Legal”, espe- 
cifica que antes de contratar. reclutar o 
referir a una persona o entidad, se debe 
verificar si posee un estatus legal para 
trabajar”.

Las companias que tengan mas de 
10 mil empleados iniciarian el uso 
obbgatorio de E-Verify, seis meses 
despu^s de promulgada la legislacidn.

En el caso de los trabajadores del 
campo. el periodo seria de 3 anos.

El comile aprobd una enmienda del

lado demdcraia propuesta por el con- 
gresisia Howard Berman (D-CA), que 
elimina un apartado de la legislacidn 
que “no exigia considerar como nueva 
contratacidn sujeta a verificacion, si 
la persona participa en el sector de 
agricuItuTd y estA volviendo a trabajar 
para un empleador”.

Esia file una de las provisiones 
con las que Smith prelendia lograr 
el apoyo del sector agricola para el 
proyecto de ley. ““Queriamos que que- 
dara clara la hipocresia. de personas 
que han dicho que jamds ban apoyado 
una legalizacion y luego dan una am- 
nistfa escondida sin regulacidn al sec­
tor agrfcola. Pienso que sin este punto 
la medida firacasarS”, dijo Berman.

No hay atajos para la paz en Medio Oriente
El presidente Barack Obama 

asegurd el midrcoles que no 
puede haber atajos hacia una 
solucidn pacifica del conflicto 
entre israehes y palestinos, en un 
nuevo esftjerzo por desactivar 
una crisis para la diplomacia en 
Medio Oriente y la polftica esta- 
dounidense en la regidn.

“La paz no vendrd medianle 
declaraciones ni resoluciones en 
la ONU. Si fuera tan fdcil, podrfa 

. lograrse ahora” , dijo el presidente 
estadounidense en su discurso 
ante la Asamblea General.

“En ultima instancia. son los 
israehes y los palestinos quienes 
tienen que convivir uno al lado

del otro. En definitiva, son los 
israehes y los palestinos —no 
nosotros— quienes deben llegar 
a un acuerdo sobre las cuestiones 
que los dividen” , agregd.

Obama, sin embargo, se 
abstuvo de pedirle abiertamente 
a los palestinos que abandonaran 
sus planes de oblener el recono- 
cimiento de la condicidn de 
Estado de parte del Consejo de 
Seguridad de la ONU.

Los funcionarios esta­
dounidenses han estado trabajan­
do afanosamente tras bambalinas 
para convencer de ello a los 
palestinos.

En momentos en que nunca

habfan estado m ^  claros los 
limites de la influencia de Es- 
tados Uifidos en el moribundo 
proceso de paz.

Talidng about where I come from, today it breaks my heart; it is imbelievable what has hap­

pened in the last ten years with my beautiful country. Mexico. I still remember going to the 
“Mercado” (market) with ray gran^other. Hie aromas were unique. You could walk through 
listening to the butchers' blade cutting die meat and chicken. The fruit, like the oranges, ̂ les, 
cherries, raspberries, papayas were all fresh and delicious. When you go to a market in Mexico 
City be prepared to have a distinct experience ta^g  the typical Mexican food. The scent of fresh 
flowCTS, fî ts and vegetables enhances anyone's plate and enjoyment of rich meal. TTie Mexico I 
knew twenty years ago was safe and I could walk to the park to play. Our family used to drive to 
Cuernavaca. Morelos, a small city 45 minutes away for the weekend. I know people back home 
that still do the same things today as if nothing has changed: they now have the uncertainty and 
anxiety of feeling vulnerable. Today I don't know if I could live there the way.

“What is Mexican is not an essence, it is a histoiy.” The writer and poet Octavio Paz 
wrote in 1972. One of his best known essays "El Laberinto de la Soledad" (1945) is a ground­
breaking ^dy of Mexican Identity and thought the describes the cultural landscape as a laby­
rinth. Mexico is in deed differentiated as a country and nation in terms of geography, history, 
dmicity and more. I’m proud of my herit ê. Mexico is one of those extraordinary places that 
blend living histoiy with ancient and contemporary cultures all of which mix gracefully, and 
through our people’s famous hospitality, Mexico welcomes you beyond expectations.

Yesterday’s Mexico was a distintly peaceful place to live; today it’s a different head­
line, it is actuall scary. All that culture and tradition is obscured by the new dangerous reality. 
Inforaiahon printed from a well- known newspaper “El Pais,” stales that 2009 has been the most 
violent year of the lastdecade inMexico, withatotalof7,724deaths(2I.l peisonsperday) 
related to the organized crime or drug trafficking. The federal government presented the last 
report to the. Legislators in Mexico, which confirm that in 2010,41 pepol were murdered daily in 
organized crime related situations, and 111 abductions every month were reported (Ordaz).

The Mexican government has 40 thousand soldiers and 20 thousand federal agents 
throughout the country to fight organized crime, including kidnapping and other extortion related 
crimes', Tltis hasn’t been enough. Today, business owners and even people with good jobs are- 
liing direaiened: their lives have been changed completely. People hve in fear. More and more 
families are forced to make life changing decisions to be safe or even to survive.

Last year, there was a student in my class that had just arrived from Mexico; I had 
the chance to meet his family that was forced to make that diMcult decision, and they left behind 
a prosperous life. They had no choice; it was leaving and saving their lives or staying, just waiting 
for the next family member to vanish, and never seeing that person again. TTie family owned a 
restaurant, and both children attended a private school, they had a good life in Pachuca, the capital 
city ofthe state of Hidalgo,

Pachuca is a small city with only 268,000 residents located in central Mexico, far 
away from the U5. border where organized crime related violence is nolonous. You might expect 
high levels of violence in huge cities like Mexico City with more than 20 million people (2010). 
That is not the case anymore. Organized crime-related violence is wide spread, affecting more 
and more areas of the country.

This family was receiving more than five calls a week, with instructions to leave a 
certain amount of money at the restaurant the owned, or else something could h ^ n  to one of 
them. Instructions were clearly ordering to not contact the police. One time they did and an uncle 
was kidnapped; lost a finger in the process but was lucky not to get killed.

They sold everything they owned and decided loo disappear. They came to stay with 
some relatives, here in Amarillo, Texas, far away from the now violent Pachuca. This fainily is 
just one of many families searching for a belter and safer place to live; they are seeking asylum 
and hoping to be able to have a second chance and begin a new life here in the united States.

We visit Mexico at least once a year on vacation, we travel only by plane. We don’t 
think it is safe to drive t e  anymore. Still believe that Mexico is a magic, time less place: this is 
the mam reason I aijoy and treasure die time we spend there. My hope for the future is that my 
children may experience the “Mexico Lindo y (Juerido” (my dearest and beautiful Mexico) the 
way I did.

How different Ronald Reagan wasthanihetwomajor candidates for the Republican nomina­
tion with executive experience, former Massachusetts governor Mitt Romney and Texas 
governor Rick Perry.

Remember the TVilight Zone? Welcome.
Instead of putting on the mantle of Ronald Reagan, they disowned it.
Referencing Obama’s recent visit to El Paso.Texas, and the President’s comment that “the 

bolder is safer dian it’s ever been," Perry mocked that “Obama either has some of the poorest 
intel of a president in the history of this country or he was an abject bar to the American people.”
Actually, El Paso has been among this nation’s safest big cities for most of the last decade,

'Don't Ask, Don't Tell' Policy Is History
The "don't ask, don't tell" 

ban on openly gay U.S. 
service members was lifted 
Tuesday, ending a policy 
under w hich 14,000 men and 
wom en were discharged.

"Today, every American can 
be proud that we have taken 
another great step lo\s ard 
keeping our military the 
finest in the world and to­
ward fulfilling our nation's 
founding ideals." President 
Barack Obam a said in a 
statement.

O bam a, w ho signed a 
measure repealing the ban 
in D ecem ber, said lifting 
the ban "would enhance our 
national security, increase 
our military readiness 
and bring us closer to the 
principles o f  equality and 
fairness that define us as 
Americans."

"As o f today, patriotic 
Americans in uniform will no 
longer have to lie about who 
they are in order to serve the 
country they love," the presi­
dent said. "As o f today, our 
armed forces will no longer 
lose the extraordinary skills 
and com bat experience o f  so 
many gay and lesbian service 
members."

He said the country "deeply 
values" the service o f those 
discharged under the law.

O bam a also praised those 
w ho backed repeal, say­
ing, "Today's achievement 
is a tribute to all the patriots 
who fought and marched for 
change."

The U .S. A rm y sent a memo 
to soldiers around the globe.

"From this day forw ard, gay 
and lesbian soldiers may serve 
in our A rm y with the dignity 
and respect they deserve," the 
m em o said.

"We expect all personnel to 
follow our values by imple­
m enting the repeal fully, fairly 
and in accordance with policy 
guidance," the mem o obtained 
by T he W ashington Post said. 
"It is the duty o f all personnel

O bam a campaigned on a 
promise to seek an end to the 
policy. Mullen later argued it 
was time for Congress to lift 
the ban.

A congressional bill to repeal 
the measure was enacted in 
D ecem ber, specifying the 
policy w ould remain in place 
until O bam a, the defense 
secretary and the Joint Chiefs 
o f Staff chairman certified that 
repeal w ould not harm  mili­
tary readiness, followed by a 
60-day waiting period.

A July 6  ruling from a feder­
al appeals court barred further 
enforcement o f the ban.

O bam a, Panetta and M ullen 
sent that certification to Con­
gress July 22, setting Thesday 
as the end o f "don't ask, don't 
tell."
