By Fresia Rodriguez Cadavid 
n what's shaping up to be a 
showdown year between i

Congress, the National Council of La 
Raze held its first-ever NCLR Advo- 
cacy Day on Capitol Hill on Feb. 24 in 
conjunction with the release of a report 
that identifies and offers policy 
recommendations on eight major 

issues. 

it is calling on the White House and 
congressional leaders to address these 
matters before the end of the legislative 
session this election year. The session 
could close as early as June or July to 
allow incumbents to campaign back 
home in the November congressional 
and presidential races. 

With a general awareness within 
both parties that this year the Hispanic 
swing vote could be decisive in a

number of races, advocates are 
increasing their pressure on Capitol 
Hill "What we're saying is if you want 
to attract this vote, here is a prescrip- 
tion, a roadmap to attracting it," 
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Individual priority emphasis may 

vary from region to region. For 
example. Jose Dur&n, executive 
director of Boston's HOPE-Hispanic 
Office of Planning and Evaluation and 
the three members of his organization 
who came with him to the Capitol, 
express their opposition to specific 
legislation. "We are very concerned 
about the bill that would ask hospitals 
to report (illegal) aliens. That would 
discourage a lot of people from 
seeking needed care," he points out. 

Here are the eight priority areas 
detailed in NCLR's policy agenda: 

EDUCATION 
-- Full funding in FY2005 for No 

Child Left Behind programs. Those 
that significantly affect Latino students 
include $1.2 billion for Language 
Assistance (ELL) state grants, which 
would total $255 for•each English 
language learner, an increase of about 
$110 per child over FY2003; $100 
million to help community-based 
centers that serve parents of ELLs and 
low-income children and inform them 
of their rights under NCLB. Since 
President George W. Bush signed 
NCLB, he has not asked for these 
centers to receive any funding, 
according to NCLR

In addition to his job as County Commissioner. Gutierrez shared his vision for.the 
creation of an organization to be called the League of Latino Voters. 

"The League will be designed to organize our 'Rata', into a solid voting block of 
concerned people that will mobilize to end discrimination. It will move to end voter 
apathy, thereby making City, County and State leaders listen to us for a change." 

Gutierrez said that his vision would be realized if voters elected him Lubbock's next 
County Commissioner, Precinct 3. 1 cannot do this without your help. I need all of you to 
vote. Vote for change. Vote for new initiatives, vote for an aggressive leader. Vote for 
Ysidro Gutierrez between now and March 9th.'1 

The race for County Commissioner has been run during small meetings and radio 
shows. The normal debates held in other election years have not been held by local 
Hispanic organizations. 

In a debate held on Wednesday on radio station KFYO, the candidates, Gutierrez, 
Ysabel Luna and incumbent Gilbert Flores, addressed the issue of county road mainte- 
nance. 

In a surprising statement. Flores said that he favored a consolidation of road crews 
by the County. Both Gutierrez and Luna voiced their stand against the proposal. 

'I think that is totally out of the question, stated Gutierrez. My experience tells me 
that our - minority precinct' will once again be left out in the cold when it comes to funds 
being allocated. I disagree with Mr. Fiord s• support of a consolidated county barn," said 
Gutierrez. 

Another issue addressed at the debate was the problem of unfunded mandates. Flores. 
stated that "we need to get used to it. There is nothing we can do except comply with 
orders from Austin." Disagreeing strongly, Ysidro Gutierrez stated, "We must petition our 
elected representatives and Senator Duncan to end the practice. Unfunded mandates 
amount to government against the will of the people. 

Closing out his statement. Mr. Gutierrez told voters in Precinct .3 that "a vote for him 
would be a vote for much needed change and for a better future for Precinct 3 and the rest 
of Lubbock County". 

Flores, Gutierrez and Ysabel Luna re vying for the Democratic nomination for County 
Commissioner for Lubbock's Precinct 3 in north and east Lubbock. Early voting in Lubbock 
ends this Friday with the primary elections for both parties to be held on March 9th.

Janie Landin Ramirez, an independent educational consultant and coordinator 
of Texas Tech Raider Rojos filed, for the District 2 position on the Council. 
Ramirez will face incumbent T.J. Patterson, Floyd Price and Nathaniel Alsbrook.

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Hispanic Scholarship Fund Broadens Scope

More than a quarter century 
after it was founded, the San 
Francisco-based 	Hispanic 
Scholarship Fund has grown to 
employ a variety of instru- 
ments to fulfill its mission set 
in 1996 to double the number 
of Latinos attending college to 
18 percent by 2010. Presently, 
it stands at 11 percent. 

In 2002-2003, $26 million in 
scholarships was distributed to 
7,500 students. Of that 
amount, some $7.5 million 
went to 2,264 students in Cali- 
fornia. 

HSF has come a long way 
since its founders, Ernesto and 
Dora Robles, working with 
Catholic Archbishop Patrick 
Flores and Pablo Sedillo, who 
headed the church's Hispanic 
Secretariat, distributed $30,000 
to 115 students. The Robles 
duo first began the fund with a 
$55,000 second mortgage on 
their Novato, Calif., home. 

There are currently nearly 50 
HSF employees, including 
those in regional offices. More 
than half are Hispanic. 

Today, the fund complements 
its scholarships with several 
outreach programs aimed at 
keeping Latinos in school. One 
such program targets junior 
high school students and their 
families by holding local town 
hall meetings in 23 cities. 

The fund launched its first 
technology center program in 
Dallas in Februaty. It provides 
Hispanic students and their 
families access to computers so 

they can develop career-build- 
ing technological skills. 

HSF's college scholarship 
program, begun in 1976, al- 
lows undergraduates to pursue 
their associate, bachelors or 
graduate degrees. Its commu- 
nity college transfer scholarship 
program that started in .1997 
enables community college 
students more direct access to 
four-year institutions. 

It inaugurated an internship 
program with corporations and 
other nonprofit organizations in 
1991. 

Sara Martinez Tucker, who 
became HSF president in 1997, 
expresses particular pride in the 
newer programs aimed at get- 
ting students on a path to a 
college education at a younger 
age. "We built a pipeline and 
decided to get families in- 
volved earlier through town 
hall meetings," she says. 

According to the National 
Center for Education Statistics, 
Hispanic students accounted for 
seven percent of students at- 
tending a four-year college in 
2000. 

The Census Bureau reported 
slightly more than 11 percent 
of Hispanic adults had a bache- 
lor's degree that year. 

"We want to inform parents 
who feel they can't afford col- 
lege for their children. We will 
give them tools to get there," 
she adds. "Instead of hearing 'if 
I go to college,' it will be 

* 'when I go to college_"' 
Martinez Tucker, a Mexican- 

American and native Texan, 

graduated with honors from the 
University of Texas at Austin 
with a journalism degree. She 
was a reporter and then worked 
for AT&T for 16 years before 
joining HSF. Her commitment 
to increasing and diversifying 
funding for HSF began before 
she became president. 

"It started while I chaired its 
board (in 1996). I looked at the 
23 years of existence and the 
board asked me to explore the 
interest of corporations and the 
mission of HSF and try to re- 
cast the opportunity to benefit 
corporations and the country," 
she recalls. 

In 1999, Martinez Tucker se- 
cured a $50 million grant from 
the Lilly Endowment to estab- 
lish six regional offices, now 
located in Fresno, Los Ange- 
les, Chicago, Dallas, New 
York City and Roswell, Ga. 
These opened in 2000. 

More than 100 Fortune 1000 
companies, national and re- 
gional foundations and numer- 
ous giving campaigns in a va- 
riety of workplaces contribute 
to HSF. Additionally, more 
than 30 community fundraising 
events are staged annually. 

Communications 	director 
Miguel Salinas explains, "We 
are trying to create a business 
case by showing people there is 
a booming population of His- 
panics, but that there is a low 
educational attainment rate. 
This is not just an issue for 
Hispanics but as a country af- 
fecting the economy and 
society." 

Ann Tallman-Wheelock, HSF 
alumna and the creator and de- 
veloper of the Hispanic Heri- 
tage Awards Foundation youth 
awards, recounts how HSF 
support helped ease her burden 
of tuition when she was work- 
ing her way through the Uni- 
versity of Iowa. Although it 
was a benefit, she says, she 
still had to work to pay for her 
education — a reality for many 
Latino students as tuition at 
colleges continues to rise. 

While an average scholarship 
award ranges from $2,000- 
$2,999, the average cost of in- 
state school tuition is $10,458. 
Out-of-state tuition is even 
higher, at $15,632. Average 
tuition cost of private institut 
tions is $22,533. HSF awards 
ease the cost burden. 

Manny Gonzalez, regional 
director of Latin America 
Global Teams for Proctor & 
Gamble and HSF alumnus 
from Cornell University and 
Harvard University, describes 
his benefit, "The scholarship 
was an enabler for me to 
graduate in the top tier of my 
class with a 3.87 GPA." 

In 2002-2003, 65 percent of 
HSF recipients were female 
while the remaining 35 percent 
were male. 

Since Martinez Tucker be- 
came president, funding has 
grown each year by an average 
of 19 percent. Her vision for 
HSF in 2020 is that "Latinos 
are on par" and can create their 
own destiny.

aiti: Will We Ever Learn?

Now that Jean-Bertrand Aris- 
tide is on his way to richly de- 
served exile and his cpuntry is 
- once again - engulfed in 
chaos, the bureaucrats at the 
United Nations and the State 
Department have begun the 
process of trying to "stabilize" 
Haiti. "Stabilization," a word 
used by both U.N. Secretary 
General Kofi Annan and U.S. 
Secretary of State Colin Pow- 
ell, replaced the usual euphe- 
mism for a military takeover 
of a failed state, which is what 
the Republic of Haiti is. 

It would be ironic, even by 
State Department standards, to 
say that the United States 
wants to put Haiti "back on 
track" to democracy and pros- 
perity. We failed twice before 
and there is no reason to be- 
lieve that third time we will be 
luckier. 

The first attempt to trans- 
form Haiti into a functioning 
country dates back to 1915, 
when an American president, 
frustrated by Haiti's endemic 
instability and civil strife, sent 
in the Marines. In the 72 years 
prior to the American takeover, 
wrote Frances Maclean in 
Smithsonian Magazine in 
1993, Haiti had "102 civil 
wars, revolutions, insurrec- 
tions, revolts and coups. Of 22 
presidents, just one served a 
complete term. Only four died 
of natural causes." The Ameri- 
cans found a country in utter 
disarray. The streets were 
filthy, bridges had collapsed, 
and the telephone and tele- 
graph systems were inoperable. 

The Americans proceeded to 
fix many of Haiti's problems. 

By this time next week, voters in Precinct 3 will have either 
elected a new candidate to run for county commissioner against 
Republican Frank Gutierrez in November or will have stayed 
with the incumbent Gilbert Flores to run against Gutierrez. 

There are 2 individuals who are trying to unseat Gilbert 
Flores as County Commissioner in the precinct, Ysidro 
Gutierrez and Ysabel Luna. Although I live in a different 
precinct, this race interests me greatly since it is in an area 
where I grew up and lived a large part of my life. 

The area is mostly in East and North Lubbock County and is 
an area that has historically been underutilized and has never 
quite achieved the status enjoyed by south and southwest 
Lubbock. The big question is why not? 

According to the county website at www.co.lubbock.tx.us, 
the Commissioners Court is comprised of a county Judge and 4 
County Commissioners each serving a precinct. Each Commis- 
sioner is responsible for a specific area of the county with the 
duties and responsibilities that include the following: 
Areas of major responsibility for the commissioners court 
1. Construction and maintenance of roads and bridges in the 
county which are not part of the state highway system 
2. Filling vacancies for certain elected and appointed officials 
3. Setting salaries, expenses and other allowances for elected 
and appointed officials 
4. Creating offices, boards and commissions to carry out certain 
purposes 
5. Providing buildings for use as offices and other operating 
facilities for the county 
6. Issuing bonds for construction and other public projects and 
management of debt incurred by the sale of such bonds 
7. Entering into contracts or cooperative agreements with other 
local governments, the state or private entities 
8. Holding general and special elections including those autho- 
rizing creation of special districts, issuance of bonds and other 
purposes necessary to carry out Court responsibilities 
9. Setting the tax rate and authorizing expenditures 
10. Performing a variety of administrative duties 

During this primary campaign, I have listened to 2 of the 
candidates, Gutierrez and Flores, on a local radio program and I 
read responses from all 3 to the Q&A in this newspaper and the 
local paper. Unfortunately, some of the questions that were 
asked were not answered in relation to the responsibilities 
outlined above. And frankly some of the answers left a lot to be 
desired. 

As voters, our job is to answer the important questions that 
we have about the candidates and satisfy ourselves that we are 
selecting the right person for the job. For instance, who has 
answered the questions intelligently and sensibly? Who has 
demonstrated that they deserve an opportunity to serve the next 
4 years? Who has answered the questions and shown that they 
are educated and demonstrated knowledge with contracts, 
budgets, bonds, tax rates, administration, and above all manage- 
ment of county revenues and tax rates? Who has demonstrated 
that they are capable of representing the precinct that will bring 
pride to the community that he represents? 

My view is that sometimes change is good. And in this case, 
voters just may decide that change is needed. There is a reason 
after all why the precinct has not made as much progress as 
there is potential. Maybe voters will decide that complacency 
has set in and that someone new is needed to shake things up. 
Only the voters will decide. And that is the beauty part about our 
democracy. 

But in the same election 4 years ago, there were only 1850 or 
so votes cast. This is not what you call a great voter turnout. Mr. 
Flores won with 54% of the totals. That is about 1000 voters. So 
those 1,000 voters made the decision for the thousands of people 
who live in the precinct. 

So when you are sitting there trying to decide whether to vote 
or not, ask yourself this question: 

Do I really want someone else to decide who my representa- 
tive on the Commissioner's Court will be?

and fixed the telephone lines 
and the irrigation systems.

Thirty-six years later, another 
American president, Bill Clin- 
ton, had an epiphany. He 
would break the cycle ot`coups

deposed president of Haiti, 
Jean-Bertrand Aristide, to 
power and launch Haiti on the 
road to recovery. Ten years and 
$2 billion later, Haiti is in tur- 
moil. The streets are filthy, 
public order is gone and the 
economy is in tatters. The 
$850 million generously pro- 
vided by U.S. taxpayers in aid 
enriched the governing elite 
but had no effect on alleviating 
Haitian poverty. And, so, Ma- 
rines are going back in to re- 
store order and bring peace. 
They will be under pressure to 
stay and engage in what the 
candidate for U.S. president in 
the 2000 election, George W. 
Bush, said was a silly idea, 
"nation-building." 

Whatever the rights and 
wrongs of the recent war in 
Iraq are, the Bush administra- 
tion can at least plausibly 
claim that "nation-building" in 
that country is in America's in- 
terest.

Harvard Prof Gets Fisk 
for Hispanic Theory 

A Harvard professor whose 
theory on the "clash of civili- 
zations" became prominent af- 
ter Sept. I I is drawing fire 
with a new thesis — that His- 
panics are not assimilating 
into the U.S. mainstream, cre- 
ating the possibility of a na- 
tion of "two peoples, two cul- 
tures and two languages." 

Samuel P. Huntington, 
chairman of the Harvard -Acad- 
emy for International and Area 
Studies, said the trend could 
forecast "the end of the Amer- 
ica we have known for more 
than three centuries." 

"Americans should not let 
that change happen unless they 
are convinced that this new na- 
tion would be a better one," he 
writes in the current issue of 
Foreign Policy magazine. 

Huntington argues that im- 
migration from Mexico is dif- 
ferent from other immigration 
waves for a variety of reasons, 
including Mexico's proximity 
to the United States and the 
sheer scale of legal and illegal 
immigration from that country. 

"Demographically, socially 
and culturally, the 'reconquista' 
(re-conquest) of the Southwest 
United States by Mexican im- 
migrants is well under way," 
he writes. "This trend could 
consolidate the Mexican-domi-

"1 do believe that, while we 
may not be assimilating at the 
same rates as we have in the 
past, little by little we are as- 
similating," she said. 

Huntington's 1996 book, 
"The Clash of Civilizations 
and the Remaking of World 
Order," received wide attention 
after the Sept. 11 attacks with 
a theory that global politics 
would be dominated by "the 
clash of civilizations," raising 
the specter of a Western civili- 
zation headed for conflict with 
other cultures like Islam.
