‘Tri-Ethnic_Coalition Formed To Fight
Unitary Status In Lubbock Schools

Twelve organization joined
hands last Friday to pray and
protest about recent actions by the
Lubbock Independent School
District (LISD) to apply for
Unitary Status. The organiza-
tions gathered at Guadalupe Park
and issued a joint statement
saying that it was symbolic that
meeting be held at Guadalupe a
neighborhood that was destroyed
by a tornado and that they were
facing an issue that could destroy
the entire community such as the
tornado did. Also present at the

press conference were City council
persons T.J. Patterson and
Maggie Trejo, County Commis-
sioner Eliseo Solis and School
Trustee Linda DeLeon.
Spokesperson Dr. Maria Rivas
said during the press conference
that the fact that the organizations
present were all minority did “not
indicate that the unitary status
issue is aracial issue. The negative
effects of unitary status will be felt
by all segments of our population
who live within the loop or central
Lubbock but the burden in the
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physical movement of bodies,
called busing, will be on the
minority population.™

Rivas cited Lubbock’s poor
past record in the education of
minorities as facts as to why
Lubbock ISD should -not be
granted unitary status. She also
said that the minority community
had not been “adequately nor
fully informed about the danger of
unitary status nor the burden of
responsibility that such status will
place on the minority community.”
Rivas said that if the LISD was

granted unitary status the justice
department would “not only
forgive but forget past acts of
discrimination. Like other
holocausts, resulting actions of
discrimination and unequal
educational opportunity should
never be forgotten. To begin with
a clean slate would mean that the
burden of proff of future acts of
discrimination will be on the
minority population, an
extremely difficult if not
impossible task once past acts are

Rainbo Donates Computers

LUBBOCK--Anheuser-Busch
Companies and its subsidiary,
Rainbo Baking Company, have
iaimcd forces with the Lubbock
independent School Board to
install a state-of-the-art
~omputer-assisted instructional
lab at Bean Elementary School,
located at 3001 Avenue N in
Lubbock, announced. Jim
Walker, president of Rainbo
Baking Company of Lubbock.

The program will benefit
students enrolled in kindergarten
through the second grade.

The local computer program is
part of a five-state project
established with funding from
Anheuser Busch Companies and
Rainbo Baking Company.
Computer labs also are being

established at 14 other elementary
schools in Arizona, California,
Colorado, New Mexico and
Texas.

A $12,000 grant was awarded to
Barbara Mezak, principal of Bean
Elementary School, and LISD
Assistant Superintendent, Velma
Ruth Shambeck, and school
superintendent E. C. Leslie.
Making the presentation at Bean
Elementary were Rainbo Baking
Company president Jim Walker
and Mark Anderson, the
company’s chairman of the
board.

“School children of all ages
already hold a unique fascination
with computers,” said Mezak.
“So what better way to introduce
them to writing and reading than

through this program which
combines computers with a well-
structured instructional
curriculum.”y

“Not only can elemntary school
children gain a headstart on their
educational careers, but they can
become more familiar with the
benefits and uses of this business
and communications tool of the
future,” Mezak said.

The computerized writing-
reading program will be located in
a classroom converted into a
learning laboratory equipped with

nine personal computers.

The program was developed by
IBM.

Instruction is divided into five
stages. In the first stage, students
use computers to complete

phonics, spelling and new word
exercises.

At the second stage, students
practice what was learned during
the first stage through longhand
writing and spelling, insteads of
typle'writing. That is followed by a
writing station where children
apply basic writing skills in
developing short stories.

The fourth stage incorporates
phonetic and spelling computer
games, and reinforces spelling
skills by creating letters and words
out of various arts and crafts
materials. During the fifth and
final station, a listening
laboratory, children study
speecxh sounds by following story
book narrations on audio
cassettes.

Dropout statistics were
emphasized by the group as proof
of discrimination and unequal
education within LISD. “The
intent of court ordered
desegregation is to erase all
vestiges of discrimination of
separate but equal and
subsequently unequal educational
opportunity. LISD statistics and
Tactions indicate that ther is still
evidence of both. Unequal
educational opportunity is
evidence in the 22% drop out rate
for Blacks and 37% rate for
Hispanics LISD students. The
1986-87 school year report on
standardized test scores indicates
that minority population schools
continue to score significantly
lower than the majority
population schools.”

Rivas outlined [l points in
which the LISD was failing to

discriminationand why they
should not be granted unitary
status. (see page 2 for full
statement)

In closing Rivas said that the
coalition would work toward
doing everything possible to stop
the LISD’s move towar unitary
status. The coalition was
scheduled to meet Wednesday
night to investigate all
possibilities.

Superman will be 50 years old
next year, and if we were to listen
to promoters, the Man of Steel is
as nifty and as powerful as ever
before.

As the nation starts its year-
long celebration leading up to the
golden anniversary of his debut in
Action Comics in June, 1938, it is
said Superman still is faster than a
speeding bullet, more powerful
than a locomotive and can even
leap the much-taller buildings of
today. Yet, one cannot dilsmiss
the suspicion that the Man of
Tomorrow has somehow lost his
luster.

In fact, Superman is dead. The
yuppies killed him ats the turn of
the decade.

Superman, you see, is a hero of
the past. While interest in

subsequently unequal educational
opportunity. LISD statistics and
actions indicate that there is still
evidence of both. Unequal
educational opportunity is
evidenced in the 22% drop out rate
for Blacks and 37% rate for
Hispanics LISD students. The
1986-87 school year report on
standardized test scores indicates
that minority population schools
continue to score significantly
lower than the majority
population schools.

“Examples of discrimination
and lack of good faith by LISD
includes:

1) LISD did not respond to the
1954 Brown decision outlawing
racial discrimination in public
schools, or the Civil Rights Act of
1964, and only began a program
of desegregation under federal
court order in 1970 (16 years after
Brown and 6 years after the Civil
Rights Act).

2)LISD opposed
member districts.

3) Various monitoring visits to
LISD by both the Texas
Education Agency and the Office
of «Civil Rights have found the
district to not be in complaince
with bilingual education or other
programs designed to meet the
needs of limited English
Proficient Students. The 1985
TEA monitoring visit revealed
various discrepancies.

4) In the fall of 1986, Dr. E. C.
Leslie dismissed the Hispanic
Advisory Committee, which was
composed of extremely
knowledgable and dedicated but
obviously very inquisitive
hispanic leaders.

5) An LISD Trustee elected by a
minority constituency has been
subjected to disrespectful and
abusive behavior at board
meetings because of her eagerness
to serve the minority constitu-
ency.

6) The overrepresentation of
minorities at Project Intercept
reflects discriminatory practices
in removing disruptive and/or
suspected drug-users from the
campuses.

7) The LISD only continues to
study the drop out problem when
what is obviously needed is an all
out offensive on the problem. Is
this lack of immediate action
because the percentage of drop
outs of minorities is higher than
that of Anglos.

8) LISD has never appointed
individuals to the Tri-Ethnic
Committee voted on at the April,
1986 meeting, at which time the

single-

drop out Task Force was
announced.

9) LISD’s action to close
Thompson Junior High and

Struggs Junior High while at the
same time requesting to build a
new junior high in southwest
Lubbock can only be interpreted
as discriminatory.

10) LISD’s promotion policy
does not reflect good faith in
applying Affirmative Action
policy.

11) Finally, the secretive nature
by which the bid for unitary status
and subsequent agreement with
the Justice Department reminds
us of the arms-for-hostages
negotiations at the federal level.

“From all these examples, it is
obvious that LISD has not
initiated a single positive good
faith action in the interest of equal
educational opportunity for our
children. LISD has only reacted
to pressure from the courts.
History gives us no grounds for
trusting the future of our children

to the “good faith™ actions of the
LISD. Good faith efforts will not
entitle minority kids to quality
education. The present proposal
supported by 5 or our trustees will
reverse any progress made and
will return us to the segregation
and separate but equal schools, if
separate can be equal.

“Therefore, we opposed unitary
status for LISD. LISD must have
continued surveillance by the
courts. In addition, this group
wants to voice its approval and
support of the position taken on
this issue by Trustees (derived
from Trust) Leota Mathews and
Linda DeLeon.

“Although this is a minority
representation, other groups have
expressed an interest in joining the
coalitiuon to fight LISD’s bid for
unitary status at all appropriate
levels and will meet within the
week to discuss possible actions.

“Thank you for your presence
and coverage of this press
conference.”

Like Superman, Americans
kept going because they believed
that truth, justice, and the
American way would prevail.

Superman could never be a
yuppie, for he identified with
Americans who were out of work,

on the streets, unemployed and
abused by both profiteers and
bureaucrats. The yuppies
indifference toward the have-nots
would have made Superman no
more than a passing fancy, a
footnote of the pop culture--like

the Transformers or the
Masters of the Universe.
The Man of Steel survived

because his character blended into
the American spirit. It was the
spirit of Franklin D. Roosevelt,
whose willingness to experiment
boldly ignited the optimism of
Americans who, by Superman’s
second birthday, were well on
their way to regaining their faith
in themselves. Superman’s
second birthday, were well on
their way to regaining their faith
in themselves. Superman had
surged out of the reluctance, teh
indifference, the caution and the

insecurity of the Hooverites--the
yuppies of their day.

Prosperity, however,did not
come at the expense of the
defenseless. Child labor was

outlawed, maximum hours of
work were set and minimum
wages were established. Workers
were given the right to bargain
collectively, and fair employment
practices were observed.

By Superman’s seventh
birthday, in 1945, New York has
passed the first law against
employment discrimination. By
his ninth birthday, Jackie
Robinson became the first black
baseball player to play in the
major leagues, and by his 10th
birthday, the number of black
workers had quadrupled
throughout the country.

It was obvious most Americans
believed, as Superman did, that

the American Way could be
achieved if government were on
the side of those who were
struggling to achieve it and not on
the side of those who already had
it.

Even during the 1960s and
1970s, the Man of Steel could
identify himself with the idealized
vision of America held by many
members of that generation.
Superman, in fact, became the
mortal enemy of Atom Man just
as many in that generation
became engaged in a struggle
against nuclear weaponry. The
Man of Steel would have been
comfortable fighting against
environmental pollutio and for
women’s rights and open
government.

Superman has not changed. He
still represents, as actor
Christopher Reeve said, “basic

values admired in society.” There
is decency and romantic optimism
in the Man of Tomorrow. He is
still a superhero.

When the yuppie generation
has done, however, is take away
his “All-American™ superhero
status. How can this generation
of yuppies identify with
Superman, as previous genera-
tions have done, if they consider
that the downtrodden are failures,
not victims?

The Yuppies have turned
Superman into a bleeding heart,
an anachronism, a man of the
past, not the Man of Tomorrow.
In this regard, Superman--my
Superman--is dead .
