ank Settles "Redlining" Case  B 

The Los Angeles Times reports that the Justice Department 
obtained a $11 million court settlement yesterday against 
Chevy Chase Federal Savings Bank, for refusing to offer or 
advertise its services in predominantly black neighbor- 
hoods. 

The action against the Washington-area bank marks the 
first time the government has charged a lending institution  

with discriminating against an entire community because  
of racial composition. Attorney General Janet Reno dis- 
closed that similar cases are under way across the country. 

Federal officials said that the bank's $11 million will be 
used to establish a special below-market loan program for 
residents in areas that have been redlined and to open 
branches and mortgage offices in those neighborhoods. 

Housing for Elderly Poor  
Governing Magazine reports that a federal policy requir- 

ing public housing officials to house the elderly poor along- 
side people with disabilities was changed this spring. Now  
local public housing authorities may establish elderly-only  

public housing. Milwaukee applied to HUD -- three months  
before the new federal policy won final approval -- to desig- 
nate seven of its 14 public housing developments as elderly- 
only. Dallas and Minneapolis are moving in the same di- 
rection.  

Advocates of elderly-only housing say the previous policy  

did not work. They argue that many disabled residents, who  

include recovering substance abusers and people suffering  

from mental illness, often have lifestyles that are at odds  
with elderly residents.  

Critics, however, fmd the new policy troubling. Bonnie  
Milstein, senior staff attorney with the Bazelon Center for  
Mental Health Law, a non-profit advocacy organization  
based in Washington, D.C., says that setting housing aside  
for the elderly can only worsen the chronic shortage of hous- 
ing for the poor, and especially for people with disabilities.  
"It's a preference of one low-income group over another,"  
Milstein says.  

Recess Likely in  
Senate Health Debate  

The Los Angeles Times reports that some Democratic sen- 
ators privately joined Republicans yesterday in calling for 
a delay in the health debate. 

White House and congressional sources said majority 
leader George Mitchell is likely to grant a recess, possibly  

starting later this week and lasting until after the Labor Day 
weekend, if he can get commitments from at least 60 sena- 
tors that they will vote to enact major legislation upon their 
return. 

But health reform advocates fear that a delay would crush 
any remaining momentum to pass a bill before Congress 
adjourns in October. "If we go home, health care is dead," 
said Senator Dave Durenberger, R-MN. 

But sentiment is growing for a hiatus. One-third of the  

Senate seats are up for elections, and many Senators wish to 
return home to campaign. Meanwhile, various groups of 
senators met in private to discuss the reform proposal offered 
by the bipartisan group, "mainstream coalition." The 
measure would eliminate the employer mandate and cut 
$400 billion from the future growth of Medicare and Medic- 
aid over ten years to raise money for health insurance sub- 
sidies for the poor. The proposal also aims to achieve 95'  
coverage by the year 2002.

The preliminary results -- 
which have been denounced 
by leftist leaders but accepted  
by many observers -- showed 
the PRI had captured the presi- 
dency, the governorship of  
Chiapas and nearly all the 
legislative elections. 

Tensions rose Tuesday  
when members of the left-of- 
centre Democratic Revolu- 
tionary Party (PRD) charged 
that the gubernational elec- 
tion in Chiapas was riddled 
with fraud. 

Preliminary 	returns 
showed a heavy lead for PRI 
candidate Eduardo Robledo 
over PRD contender Amado 
Avendano, who has recently 
*recovered from a car accident  

which his supporters believe 
was suspicious. 

"We will undertake a long. 
running civil resistance plan 
to ... prevent (Robledo) from 
taking power," Cesar Chavez, 
Avendano's campaign man- 
ager, told Reuters. 

Although the Zapatistas did 
not directly endorse the PRD at 
a jungle convention two weeks 
ago, they urged supporters not

U.S. Spends Billions  
on Schools  

AP reports that people in the U.S. will spend $506 billion on  

education in the next school year, averaging $5,900 for each 
child in public school, $14,400 for those in state colleges and 
$25,700 for those in private schools. 

In its annual back-to-school forecast Tuesday, the U.S. De- 
partment of Education also said next spring will see a sig- 
nificant 5% rise in the number of high school graduates, 2.6 
million. H.S. enrollment is expected to climb from 13.2 
million in the last school year to more than 13.6 million in 
the next. At the same time a record 14.7 million students, 
are expected to enroll in colleges and universities and the 
number of students earning associate, bachelor's, and mas- 
ter's degrees also will be a record, 

Among the nearly 50 million children expected in elemen- 
tary and secondary schools this fall, almost 32% are from 
minority groups, an increase from 26.7% in 1984. The per- 
centage of white school-age children decreased from 73.3% 
to 68.1% in the same decade. 

While per-pupil spending in elementary and secondary  
schools is up nearly 3% over last year, it represents little 
change when inflation is taken into account. Average teach- 
er salaries. $35,958 last year and $37,200 next year

MEXICO CITY -- Mexico 

has met democracy face to 
face. In its widely observed 
and orderly election this 
month, the Salinas Adminis- 
tration gambled -- not on the 
outcome alone -- but on the 
readiness of the Mexican 
electorate to take on the privi- 
leges and responsibilities that 
democracy entails. 

Voters responded with a 70 
percent to 80 percent turnout 

After obtaining near- 
unanimous agreement with 
eight other parties on electoral 
reforms, the ruling Partido 
Revolucionario Institutional 
(PRI) gave control of the elec 
toral process to a new and 
more independent Federal 
Electoral Institute (IFE) in 
which six of the 11 voting  
board members are ordinary 
citizens Each of the nine po- 
litical parties is represented 
by a non-voting member as 
well. 

More importantly, the 96,415 
voting places were managed 
by private citizens, selected by 
computers from a list of 2.5 
million volunteers invited to 
receive formal instruction on 
the election process. From the 
plush colonias of Mexico City 
to the poorest barrios and ru- 
ral areas, each voting station 
had a locally chosen presi- 
dent, secretary and vote tabu- 
lators Each of the nine par- 
ties had its own place. 

In addition, there were more 
than 82,500 national and in- 
ternational observers, all 
committed to legal and order- 
ly elections. Actual tabula- 
tions took place in the pres- 
ence of these diverse repre- 
sentatives in each case; the 
results, posted outside each 
voting station, were there for 
anyone to compare with the 
figures reported to the IFE's 
headquarters. No wonder 
U.N experts who evaluated it 
several weeks ago certified 
the Mexican electoral system 
as one of the best in the world. 

As a result, President-elect  

Ernesto Zedillo will come to  
power with unprecedented le- 
gitimacy. The results are 
compelling and widely ac- 
cepted notwithstanding the 
criticisms from some not-so- 
gracious losers. 

Fortunately, the gracious 
losers are a large and infi- 
nitely 	more 	responsible 
group. In a sense, they are  

winners even though their 
candidates did not win. Be- 
cause of their efforts and the 
changes in electoral law, 
Mexico will now enjoy the 
democratic luxury of a repre- 
sentative, more independent 
Congress, where the liberals 
socialists and groups further 
to the left will have meaning- 
ful representation and the 
right-of-center 	PAN 	will 
have a major voice 

President Zedillo will not 
have a Congress that automat- 
ically endorses his initia- 
tives; instead they will have 
to be subjected to serious scru- 
tiny and the give-and-take of  
the political process. 

It is in the Congress that the 
most dramatic change seems 
to be taking place. President 
Carlos Salinas de Gortari, 
with a 62 percent majority in 
the lower house and an even 
greater edge in the Senate, 
could have laws enacted on 
party-line support alone and 
was always within reach of 
the two-thirds majority re 
quired to change the Constitu- 
tion.  

Now, no party will have such  

a majority. Of the 500 seats in 
the Chamber of Deputies, 300 
are contested individually 
and 200 are awarded to the 
minority parties in proportion  

to their votes. From here on,  

the Senate will have four  
members from each of the  

states and the Federal Dis- 
trict. This year three of the  

four were elected, two by di- 
rect contests and one by pro- 
portional assignment. There 
is no doubt that the new Con- 
gress will be more indepen- 
dent and of greater caliber be- 
cause of the more competitive 
contests.
