When Texas Tech University 
director-playwright Clifford C. 
Ashby wrote Gode into the 
script of "Pancho," he probab­
ly didn't expect the Lord to 
move in mysterious ways. 

But if you believe in the 
hand of God, as historian 
Manuel Machado Jr. phrases 
it, you will find it easier to 
believe a certain series of 
events. Machado is a visiting 
professor from Montana who 
just happened to be at Texas 
Tech this spring, just happen­
ed to be writing a book about 
Pancho Villa, just happened 
to have read about the play 
auditions and now, just hap- · 
pens to be one of the charac­
ters and in-house historian for 
"Pancho!," a wild, yet mean­
ingful play. 

The original production by 
Ashby, set for Apri l 6-11 at 
8:15 p.m. in the University 
Theatre, centers on the life of 
Francisco "Pancho" Villa, the 
man who would just as soon 
kill you as spit on you . In fact, 
Villa might do both. 

As soon as the Lord tells 
Pancho •. "Wake up! You gonna 
lead My People in a revolu­
tion," things start to heat up. 
And Machado is in the big 
middle of it. 

Machado, with his wealth of 
information, has taught stu­
dents how to speak with a 
Mexican accent, what Villa's 
home I ife was like and how to 
dance "La Cucaracha." 

The star of the play is a 
church youth director, Terry 
Marrs. He says he is helped 
immeasurably by Machado, 
who makes the Mexican Revo­
lution come to life for him. 

"Villa has been a fascina­
tion of mine for what seems 
like billions of years," Macha­
do said. "In researching that

El Senador Carlos Truan, uno de los 
patrocinadores del bill dice que este proyecto de 
ley permitera que los programas bilingues 
trabajen como actualmente deberian de trabajar. 
0 es decir que todo estudiante, de cualquir raza e 
origen tenga la oportunidad de participar en el 
programa bilingue. 

La Mesa Directiva encargado del Presupuesto 
del estado ha recomendado que se den $9 
millones para programas bilingues. Esto baja de 
los $10.4 millones que se dieron el aiio pasado. 

Aqui en Lubbock, nosotros sabemos que 
actualmente los programas bilingue les falta 
mucho. Es decir, los programas, por la mayoria, 
actualmente no son lo que debian ser. 

El actitud presente aqui en Lubbock es que la 
educaci6n bilingue se debe usar como un 
programa remedial y no como un programa que 
enriquese la educaci6n de nuestros nffios. 

A J?e5Clr de esto, sabemos que la educaci6n 
bilingue ayuda a nuestros niiios advansar y 
ademas mantener nuestra cultura y idioma. No 
hay algo mas lindo de oyir un niiio de 8 aiios 
leyendo en espaiiol. 

Por esta rason nosotros aqui en Lubbock 
deberiamos tambien trabajar para que pase este 
proyecto de ley S.B. 195. Ademas deberiamos 
insitir que nuestros legisladores y representantes, 
inclusive los miembros locales de la mesa 
directiva de las escuelas, trabajen para asegurar 
el desarroyo de los programas bilingues en 
Lubbock y el oeste de Texas. 

On April 4th educators from throughout the 
State will gather in Austin for a Conference on 
Bilingual Education. 

Organizers of the Conference say that this 
meeting will bring together perhaps the biggest 
gathering of persons interested in the advance­
ment of Bilingual Education to this date. 

Marta Cotera, one of the organizers and 
participantes stated that the Conference actually 
has two goal - to inform educators . of bilingual 
education developments which is to be done in 
seminars and workshops held in the LBJ library 
and also to voice the participantes opinion 
toward pending legislation in the Texas Senate. 
One of the main issues is that as she states, "we 
are tired of being told that the funds used for 
bilingual programs are a handout. We are 
taxpayers and this is the way we want to 
mandate that our tax dollars be spent," she said. 

Supporters of bilingual education are trying to 
assure passage of S.B. 195 which is sponsored by 
Senator Carlos Truan and is a bill that would 
extend · bilingual education from kinder to the 
sixth grade. 

Senator Truan says that the bill "will clarify 
the fact that all children are eligible. English­
speaking children are encouraged to participate 
in the program ... That was the intent from the 
beginning." 

The . Legislative Budget Board has recom­
mended that $9 million be appropiated for 
bilingu!ll education programs in 1980-81. This 
figure is down from $10.4 million appropriated 
for 1978-79. 

Here in Lubbock, bilingual education pro­
grams actually have much to be desired. The 
program, in the majority, is not at a level its 
supposed to be. 

The 'attitude still exists here in Lubbock that 
bilingual education is a remedial and not an 
enrichment program for our children. 

In spite of this, we are sure that bilingual 
education helps our children to maintain our 
culture ·and language. There is nothing more 
beautiful than to hear an 8 year old child reading 
in Spanish. 

For this reason, we here in Lubbock should 
work toward immediate passage of S.B. 195. We 
should . also insist that our legislators and 
representatives, including local school board 
members, work toward assuring the develop­
ment of bilingual education in Lubbock and West 
Texas.

Much has been said lately by witnesses and attorneys in the 

proceedings of the "at large" lawsuit of minorities against the City 

of Lubbock. Many facts statistics and theories have been brought 

to light. But the real question, the real issue has not been brought 

up. Wouldn't you agree with me that the real issue in the dispute 

is wheather or not large groups of people like the Blacks and 

Chicanos in Lubbock ought to or ought not to have political 

representation? 

This nation was founded under the democratic principle of 

equal participation. The government created then was to· be for all 

governed, net only for some. It is a government that is supposed 

to be for all citizens to participate in. If we are to be morally and 

legally bound by 1the rules our government makes than we should 

have and ought to have equal not only meager representation in all 

phases of the decision making processes of our government, 

local, state and national. 

And what about the farmworkers. It is a sad situation to see so 
' 

many poor people stooped down in the onion fields planting one 

little plant after tl;le other to be paid $8 or maybe $9 at the end of a 

long and miserable day. Equally hard and stoop labor is to us the 

hoe in the weedy:1/2 mile rows of sugar beets. Equally hard and 

stoop labor is to pick lettuce or work on the cucumber fields. This 

is the kind of hard labor that can ruin any body's health in a short 

time. Specially if ~t is mexed with the fine dust contaminated with 

the residues of tc;>xic insecticides necessarily used on the fields. 

Perhaps the Roots of the problem of these humble people lies in 

the fact and as a• direct result that not long ago in this country 

there was rampant and wide spread school segregation _and 

discrimination. But who wants CETA programs to help that kind 

of people. If CETA type programs are successful, then those poor 

devils will be making wealth for themselves and not for those that 

are so used to having others create wealth for them. 

And what about the plight of the farmers themselves? Frankly, I 

wouldn't worry too much about t_hem at this time. Why? Because 

facts are facts. Farmers already have an enormous amount of 

government support and resources. An average farmer has access 

to large low interest g<Jvernment loans if it rains or if it doesn't. He 

drives new automobiles and pick-ups and his air conditioned 

tractor has all kinds of modern comunication equipment. He also 

lives in a modest 60 or 75 thousand dollar home. So, actually, he 

isn't doing so bad .

enough Villa material to fill a 
five-by-seven file completely 
full - but ,I haven't really 
scratched the surface. 

"And being in the play is 
exciting, although the audi­
tions nearly killed me." 

Machado said the play is 
accurate, except for one time 
sequence change for the dra­
matic effect. "Ashby's got a 
lot to say and has captured 
the spirit of the Mexican 
Revolution," Machado com­
mented. The play is a cerebral 
play - "I'd compare it with 
Woody Allen's flicks, except I 
don't like Woody Allen." The 
play also includes some overt 
slapstick. · 

Machado hasn't done any 
serious acting in more than 20 
years. He directed 4-H Club 
plays and was in high school 
musicals while he was in 
Montana. His son Paul, who 
is in Lubbock with him for the 
semester, is also in "Pancho!" 

According to history, Mexi­
co was under the reign of Don 
Porfirio Diaz, a mestizo from 
the southern state of Oaxaca, 
from 1876 to 1910. Political 
dissidents were thrown in jail, 
but the budget had been 
ballanced since 1894. Still, 
folks weren't happy with the 
loss of personal freedom and 
social justice, so in October 
1910, a new revolution was 
proclaimed under the banner 
of the Plan de San Luis 
Potosi. The leader was Fran­
cisco I. Madero, a man who in 
1909 ran for office against 
Diaz, was put in prison, then 
later escaped. 

Peons and tenant farmers 
were leaving their farms in late 
1910 to join the swelling ranks 
of the Revolutionary Army. At 
this time, less than one-fifth 
of the 15,000,000 Mexican 
population was literate. 

In 1910 one of the most 
active anti-reelection clubs in 
Mexico was operating in Chi­
huahua. Under the leadership 
of Don Abraham Gonzalez the 
Club Anti-Reeleccionista 
Benito Juarez was responsible 
for a steady stream of propa­
ganda against Diaz. lnsurrec­
tionary events began on Nov. 
20, 1910.

cians serenade the audience 
with chords of "Why worry 
about out lot? There's always 
a bowl of frijoles cooking in 
Mama's pot." Sylvia Ashby, 
wife of the director and former 
English teacher, wrote the 
lyrics, and Charles Addington, 
a local businessman who has 
been a professional musician 
for 15 years, composed the 
music. 

"Pancho" continues with 
what Machado terms "techni­
cal mostrositi!3S," slides, 
corpses, 31 sombreros, hand­
gunds and prostitutes on box­
cars. The slides will show 
much of the grizzly part of the 
play, Ashby said. The slides 
are actual dipictions of the 
revolutions. The corpses will 
hang from the rafters. 

The play will begin each 
evening at the doors to the 
Theatre, where Ashby hopes 
to have dancing, Mexican 
stands and music (everything 
except the tacos and margari­
tas) for the audience to enjoy.
