‘The census is the foundation of our democ­
racy and we cannot have fair representation as 
Latinos in Congress and stale legislatures with­
out a full census,” emphasizes Arturo Vargas, 
National Association of Latino Elected & Aj>- 
pointed Officials executive director.

Raiil Cisneros, the Decennial’s media rela­
tions branch chief at the U.S. Department of 
Commerce, points out that starting with the 
2012 election, “The count is used to determine 
how many seats each state will have in the U.S. 
House of Representatives.”

If the three percent Hispanic undercount of 
the 2000 Census is repeatal in 2010,1.4 mil­
lion Latinos will be missed, by the bureau’s 
own admission. That, advocates emphasize, is 
equivalent to two congressional districts.

Federal Campaign Funds Organization Identified as Hate Group

One of the many non-profit chari­

ties supported by the Combined 
Federal Campaign -  the annual 
fundraising drive of federal work­
ers, which collects and disburses 
hundreds of millions of dollars an­
nually -  is considered by the South­
ern Poverty Law Center a hate 
group.

The SPLC, which tracks hate ac­
tivity nationally, deemed the Wash­
ington, D.C.-based Federation for 
American Immigration Reform a 
hate group in December of 2007. 
According to CFC officials, FAIR 
has participated in the federal fund­
raiser for more than 15 years.

Mark Lambert, director of CFC 
Operations, said his office had not 
received a formal complaint about 
FAIR, but had been made aware of 
the issue late in 2(X)8, when its Na­
tional Capital Area chapter asked 
what to do if donors inquired about 
FAIR. Lambert said his office told 
the chapter to direct donors to CFC 
regulations. The CFC fundraiser is 
governed by the U.S. Office of Per­
sonnel Management.

CFC regulations do include a non­
discrimination policy, but Lambert 
said the CFC relies on the IRS to 
determine if an organization is eli­
gible for non-profit status. He also 
said FAIR is a member of a fed­
eration of charities within the CFC, 
which is responsible for ensuring 
its charities meet CFC eligibility

requirements. The CFC office can 
stiU review federation charities, 
but, Lambert said, FAIR had not 
been reviewed by his office since 
2005.

Lambert said his office would not 
take any action unless it received 
a formal complaint with evidence 
that FAIR is a hate group. He said 
the CFC has not looked into the 
SPLC’s claims.

FAIR spokesfierson Jack Martin 
rejected the SPLC’s claim.

“We haven’t been deemed a hate 
group by any government entity 
and we don’t think that the SPLC 
has any credibility or standing 
to make that kind of accusation, 
given that they don’t identify any 
objective criteria for making their 
claims,” said Martin. “We categori­
cally deny that we have any asso­
ciation of any kind with any group 
that could plausibly be considered a 
hate group.”

In a recent report, the SPLC said 
that FAIR’S founder. Dr. John Tan- 
ton, who remains on the organiza­
tion’s board, has “deep racist roots” 
and that FAIR has brought into staff 
and advisor positions others who 
have been connected to additional 
organizations the SPLC deems 
hateful.

The report also said that between 
1985 and 1994 FAIR accepted 
about $1.2 million in donations 
from the FHoneer Fund. That foun­

dation’s web site said it originated 
in the eugenics movement and aims 
to support study of heredity and hu­
man difference. Eugenics is the 
study of strategic human breeding 
to improve a population which was 
used by the Nazis.

Martin invited anyone to research 
FAIR’S position on immigration 
in the many documents on its web 
site, none of which, he said, are 
discriminatory. The site said FAIR 
advocates for reduced immigration 
to the United States in the long run 
and a temporary moratorium on 
most immigration in the short mn 
in order to create time for debate of 
policy reform.

Martin also noted that FAIR has 
been certified by the Better Busi­
ness Bureau Wise Giving Alliance. 
He said the CFC fundraiser pro­
vides a small fraction of FAIR’S 
annual financial backing. Citing 
one of f a ir ’s 2007 tax documents, 
Martin said only about $25,000 
came from the CTC, while the or­
ganization received more than $5 
million in total contributions.

In 2007, the last year for which 
all CFC funds have been tabulated, 
the campaign raised $273 million 
and included more than 30,000 
charities, officials said. Donors 
-  federal military, postal and civil­
ian workers -  can either designate 
their contribution to their charity of 
choice, or donate without designa­

tion into a general fund. Money in 
the general fund is disbursed to all 
(3FC charities in equal proportion 
to the amount of designated dona­
tions they receive. In 2007, officials 
said $7.7 million was distributed as 
undesignated money.

There is a Hispanic federation of 
charities within the CFC, called the 
Hispanic United Fund. It is com­
prised of 24 organizations that are 
Hispanic or serve Hispanics. CFC 
officials said the Hispanic Fund 
received $838,000 in 2007, They 
said they did not know how what 
amount individual organizations 
received. CFC also did not know 
how many Hispanic or Hispanic- 
serving organizations participate 
in the campaign independent of the 
Hispanic United Fund. Officials 
said no efforts are made to recruit 
the participation of Hispanic chari­
ties, nor any other charities.

Among the Hispanic organiza­
tions that participate in the CFC are 
three national Ifispanic advocacy 
organizations. National Council 
of La Raza, the League of United 
Latin American Citizens, and the 
Mexican American Legal Defense 
and Educational Fund.

All three were asked for comment 
on the membership of FAIR in the 
federal campaign. A LULAC offi­
cial said no one was available who 
could comment. MALDEF de­
clined to com m ent NCLR did not 
respond to the request.

OTHER GROUPS LINKED TO 
FAIR GET CONTRIBUTIONS 
THROUGH CFC 

The SPLC report also links FAIR 
with two other immigration organi­
zations which receive contributions 
fkim the CFC fundraiser. They are 
the Washington, D.C.-based Center 
for Immigration Studies and the Ar­
lington, Va.-based NumbersUSA. 
The report said the organizations 
were “conceived and created” by 
FAIR’S founder and that staff and 
advisors of the organizations have 
written for or edited one or more 
racist publications or web sites. 
SPLC has not deemed CIS or Num­
bersUSA hate groups.

When CIS was asked for com­
ment on the matter, the organiza­
tion emailed excerpts of a recent 
article by its executive director, 
Mark K r^orian. In it, Krikorian 
calls the SPLC report’s section on 
CIS “amateurish hackwork.” The 
email noted that the CIS board and 
its staff includes people who have 
risen to high posts in the U.S. gov­
ernment, and in black and Jewish 
organizations. The email did not 
address the SPLC charges connect­
ing CIS and its personnel to FAIR 
or racist publications.
NumbersUSA Executive Director 
Roy Beck also criticized the SPLC 
report, saying it misrepresented 
him and his organization. He said 
he created NumbersUSA, although

Beck said the SPLC report tried 
to paint him and NumbersUSA as 
guilty by association, but that doing 
so was ideologically incorrect He 
said neither he nor NumbersUSA 
have ever done anything anti-HLs- 
panic.
CFC officials said that Number­
sUSA has been a member charity . 
since 2005. Q S  has participated

REPUBLICAN KAMIKA­

ZES AT WORK

HOUSTON, Texas — Before the 2006 midterm elections, chances looked 
good that a Republican leadership approach of benign neglect of banking 
and finance, admiration of a growing income gap between the rich and 
the middle class, low personal savings, high public deficits, unreported 
war costs and a promise of incorporating migrating populations into our 
nation’s workforce would keep Republicans in office.
After all, George Bush had received unprecedented Hispanic support 
(read support for immigration reform) in the 2000 and 2004 elections 
crafted by Karl Rove. As a student of the 1896 William McKinley presi­
dential campaign. Rove understood how a fundamentally changing econ­
omy, immigration and a very diverse national population affects political 
fortunes.

It worked in 2004 but Republicans needed immigration reform to bring 
in new members to the GOP base. Already Ronald Reagan’s 1982 re­
forms had gained sympathetic ears from new citizens and Republicans 
harvested new voters and a sympathetic hearing for their neoconservative 
pleadings.

But a wacky portion of the party radicalized the immigration issue. 
They fused it with the fear of terrorism and came up with screwball ideas 
— like constructing a 2000-mile wall and militarizing the U.S.-Mexico 
border and conducting national dragnets that made our civil servants be 
perceived as Brown Shirts.

Let’s face i t  While there’s a legitimate problem about transnational 
migrant workers and families, it assumes an ugly new shape when com­
mandeered into a jingoistic, mostly anti-Mexican, m ovement 

Now here is the strange part: Those wackos who took to the radio waves 
and went on TV promoting their anti-immigrant dogma through their nar­
cissistic screeds couldn’t be heard by Hispanics. They didn’t seem to un­
derstand that hundreds of thousands of immigrants and Hispanics were 
listening as they were being publicly demeaned and belittled and their 
children called deprecating names.

The hate horde thought Latino evangelical ministers didn’t know that 
Right Wmg radicals were targeting their congregations.

That was dumb.
By 2006, some 270 Hispanic evangelical ministers who saw through the 

hypocrisy formed the National Hispanic Prayer Breakfast and Confer­
ence. Collaboration between Latino evangelicals and Republicans started 
coming quickly apart.

Catholic social activist Enrique Morones led a national caravan that 
looped through most major U.S. cities. Word of mouth mushroomed into 
a national network. In March and April of that year the nation witnessed 
the largest pro-immigrant demonstrations ever.
The most vehement no-growth Republicans in the U.S. House of Repre­
sentatives lumped into former Colorado Congressman Tom Tancredo’s 
House Immigration Task Force. Many of them began losing elections in 
2006 and again in 2008. Others pmdently retired from office. Republi­
cans became a minority party.
In late March 2009, C lW ’s Larry King, working on the moment’s hot 
topic — M exico’s war against narcotraffickers — invited Edward James 
Olmos, Sam C^inones and Tancredo to comprise a discussion panel on 
national immigration policy. An actor, a writer and the discredited con­
gressman are a motley crew, to be sure.
Tancredo could not even stay on topic. In some bizarre way he was trying 
to make immigration and the U.S. drug-use market into a single problem. 
It sounded like a comedy team that ran out of jokes. Not even xenophobia 
works any more.
Why? Because the fringe elements would rather endanger the two-party 
system instead of compromising for a reasonable, sensible solution which 
would give the Republican Party room to grow. Instead, the present con­
fining rancor and ruinous ideology is doing it in.

A befuddled, mdderless Republican Party needs to lighten up and get 
new leaders. If not, they become the party of the nuts, the political fringe, 
and the Washington D.C. chapter of the Minuteman Project.

“Open Fomm.” We don’t aim to up-stage anyone but we are also watchftil so as not 
to be up-staged ourselves. TTiis week I was going to right about going swimming at 
the Mackenzie State Park Swimming pool in my youth and how it is now a Dog-Patch 
thanks to Linda Deleon. However the National Tea Party, that is stiU going strong as I pen 
this commentary, seems to be the lead story in every National media outlet Who would 
read a piece about my growing up in the Labor Camp in what is now Aztlan Park while 
millions of Americans are marching in the streets and throwing Tea Parties.

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Immigration Think Tank Urges Obama to
Create Path to Citizenship

Castro pide a Obama levantar el embargo y autocritica

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W ith F*rcsident Obam a gearing 
up to tackle immigration reform , 
an immigration think tank is urg­
ing him to provide this country's 
estim ated 12 million illegal 
im m igrants a path to citizenship, 
irLsisting that it would help turn 
around the troubled economy.

In a new report, the Immigra­
tion Policy Center, which bills 
itself as a "think tank dedicated 
to research and analysis about 
the contributions made to 
Am erica by immigrants," holds 
that passage o f two immigration 
bills that died on Capital Hill 
recently would have helped to 
solve many problems.

The group believes that Con­
gress's failure to pass the bills — 
which were floated in 2006 and 
2007 — has cost the governm ent 
up to $66 billion in tax revenue

because illegal 
immigrants 
tend to work 
under-the- 
table jobs. The 
group says 
undocumented 
workers con­
stitute about 
5 percent of 
the entire U 5 . 
workforce, 
and maintains 
that immi­

gration reform would enable 
immigrants to earn more, and 
therefore spend m ore.

The W ashington D.C.-based 
think tank released the report and 
held a telephone press confer­
ence on Monday.

"Enfranchised consumers are 
better consumers," said Dan 
Siciliano, the group's senior 
research fellow and the execu­
tive director o f the Program in 
Law, Econom ics, and Business 
at Stanford Law School. "People 
are more willing to buy a home 
if they have more certainty about 
their future."

The group says it would like 
to see a reform  package that 
legalizes as many o f the 12 mil­
lion people as possible. Their 
preferred bill also would require

people to com e forward "out 
o f the shadows," pay taxes and 
back taxes, prove they do not 
have a serious criminal record, 
and share their employment 
history.

To discourage the "under­
ground economy," Immigration 
Policy Center spokeswoman An­
gela Kelley said the preferred bill 
also would require employers to 
use an electronic documentation 
verification system connected to 
a government database.

W hat's m ore, Kelley said the 
group wants to see the United 
States refresh its inventory on the 
nation's need for unskilled work­
ers. She said the federal govern­
ment's current annual figure 
— 5,000 -  is too low.

The researchers said it is also 
impractical to believe 12 million 
people can be deported.

"People don't just vanish," said 
David Kallick, a senior fellow at 
the Fiscal Policy Institute. "It's 
just not real. M ass deportation is 
just not going to happen."

The researchers did acknowl­
edge that illegal immigrants 
sometimes compete for jobs with 
U.S.-born unskilled laborers, but 
said the evidence showing harm 
to U.S.-born w oikers is "negli­
gible."

CNN's Rick Sanchez Draws Link Between
Mexican Congress debates legalizing marijuana Shooting and Fox News Alarmist Rhetoric

Mexico's Congress opened a 
three-day debate Monday on the 
merits of legalizing marijuana 
for personal use, a policy backed

by three former Latin American 
presidents who warned that a 
crackdown on drug cartels is not 
working.

Although President Felipe 
Calderon has opposed the idea, 
the unprecedented forum shows 
legalizing marijuana is gaining 
support in Mexico amid bmtal 
dmg violence.

Such a measure would be sure 
to strain relations with the United 
States at a time when the two 
countries are stepping up coop­
eration in the fight against drug 
trafficking.

The congressional debate — 
open to academics, experts and 
government officials — ends

a day before President Barack 
Obama arrives in Mexico for 
talks on the drug war.

Proponents had a boost in 
February when three for­
mer presidents — Cesar 
Gaviria of Colombia, 
Ernesto Zedillo of Mexico 
and Fernando Cardoso 
of Brazil — urged Latin 
American countries to 
consider legalizing the 
dm g to undermine a major 
source of income for 
cartels.

The congressional dis­
cussion takes on a subject "that 
had been taboo" in our country, 
said opposition lawmaker Javier 
Gonzalez, adding that his Demo­
cratic Revolution Party supports 
legalizing personal marijuana 
consultation.

"What we don't want is to 
criminalize youths for consuming 
or possessing marijuana," he said.

Calderon, whose six-year 
terms ends in 2012, has proposed 
legislation that would offer users 
treatment instead of jail time 
but stop short o f legalizing or 
decriminalizing possession.

In 2006, M exico backed off a 
law that would have abolished 
prison sentences for dm g posses­

sion in small amounts after the 
U.S. protested.

"It's clear that a totally prohibi­
tive policy has not been a solution 
for all ills," said Interior Depart­
ment official Blanca Heredia.
"At the same time, it's illusory to 
imagine that complete legaliza­
tion of marijuana would be a 
panacea."

Heredia urged lawmakers to 
keep in mind that dmg use is 
rising in M exico. She said the 
number o f people who have tried 
dmgs rose finom 3.5 million in 
2002 to 4.5 million in 2008, while 
the number of addicts rose from 
307,000 to an estimatied 465,000.

Mexico's dmg violence has 
surged to unprecedented lev­
els since Calderon launched a 
military-led offensive against 
powerful trafficking cartels in 
2006. Since then, more than 
10,560 people have been killed, 
mostly in violence between rival 
gangs.

Lawmakers are not discuss­
ing a specific proposal, and the 
debate is not expected to result in 
concrete action. Lawmakers have 
said they want to hear various 
viewpoints before they begin 
considering proposed bills for 
legalizing marijuana.

CNN news anchor Rick San­
chez is accusing Fox News and 
conservative commentators of 
stoking unfounded fear among 
right-wing gun-control extremists, 
saying it probably contributed to a 
rash of recent shootings.

In a recent report on CNN 
Newsroom, Sanchez drew a link, 
for example, between the "alarm­
ist" rhetoric of conservative com­
mentators and the April 4 killing 
of three Pittsburgh police officers. 
The suspect is 22-year-old Rich­
ard Poplawski, who believed that 
a growing left-wing government 
was conspiring to take away his 
rights.

"That weekend tragedy involves 
a man who allegedly shot and 
killed three police officers in 
cold blood. W hy? Because he 
was convinced, after no doubt 
watching Fox News and listening 
to right-wing radio, that quote, 
'Our rights were being infringed 
upon,"' Sanchez said.

Poplawski's Internet activities 
reveal that he was a frequent 
visitor of extreme-right Web sites, 
such as Stormfront -  a neo-Nazi 
site, according to Pittsburgh Post 
Gazette.

El Editor Newspaper #1 in 
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In his report, Sanchez 
said much of the com­
mentary on Fox News -  
such as Glenn Beck's talk 
of doomsday and Sean 
Hannity's pronounce­
ments that President Ba­
rack Obama is a socialist 
-  have contributed to a 
recent spike in gun sales.

"According to the 
FBI, there have been 12  
million more requests for 
background checks o f potential 
gun buyers from November to 
Febmary than there in the same 
four months last year," he said.

As for Poplawski, Sanchez 
said a friend of his later said that 
Poplawski was 'worried about 
the Obama gun ban that is on the 
way.' What ban?

"Here's the real issue here,"«

Sanchez continued. "Poplawski 
might not be alone in this crazy 
'they're coming to get us' mindset. 
There is evidence of a gun-buying 
panic."

Sanchez's report drew criti­
cism from the conservative blog 
NewsBusters, which accused 
Sanchez of trying to undermine 
his competition.

"One could be sure that Sanchez 
would be pointing his finger 
squarely at his competitors on the 
right from the first moment he 
mentioned the gun issue," wrote 
commentator Matthew Balan.

But the segment was praised by 
the liberal blog Crooks and Liars.

"Rick Sanchez used some air
time today to help expose the
insanely irresponsible behavior of
all the members of the Limbaugh
National Committee and their
preachers of paranoia," wrote
John Amato, the site's founder.
"Sanchez played some extremely
disturbing video from Youtube by
the patriot militia crowd and went #
over the high volume of shoot­
ings that are spreading across the 
country."

Obama taps Frank S^chez for trade post

Francisco "Frank" J. S ^ ch ez , 
is F*resident Obam a’s nominee for 
under secretary for international 
trade at the Department of Com­
merce , the White House said late 
Tuesday.

The undersecretary for in­
ternational trade oversees four 
divisions and more than 1JXX) 
employees in trade offices in 85 
countries. S ^ c h e z ’ appointment 
requires confirmation by the U.S. 
Senate.

Sdnchez, 49. is a well known 
attorney in Tampa Bay and 
holds an of counsel position in 
the Tampa office of Akerman 
Senterfitt. Previously he was chief 
executive officer for Renais­
sance Steel Corp. in Ybor City. A 
Tampa native, he ran for mayor of 
Tampa in 2003.

He served as a policy adviser

on Latin America to the Obama 
campaign. He was also the chair­
man of the National Hispanic 
Leadership Council for the cam­
paign and was its top Hispanic 
fundraiser nationally, according 
to published reports.

Word of the S ^ ch e z  appoint­
ment began surfacing locally 
April 8, but calls to the nomi­
nee for confirmation were not 
returned.

During the Clinton administra­
tion in 1999, S ^ ch ez  became a 
special assistant to the president 
woiidng in the Office of the 
Special Envoy for the Ameri­
cas. Sanchez woiked with the 
National Security Council, the 
State Department and the U.S. 
Trade Representative. President 
Clinton later appointed S^inchez 
assistant secretary of transporta­
tion where he developed aviation 
policy and oversaw international 
negotiations. Prior to his public 
sector work. Sanchez practiced 
corporate and administrative law 
with Steel Hector and Davis in 
Miami. Before practicing law, he 
served in the administration of 
Florida Gov. Bob Graham, as the 
first director of the state’s Carib- 
b ^  Basin Initiative Program.

For the last 15 years, Sdnchez 
has woriced with several con­
sulting companies on projects 
involving complex transactions, 
labor-management negotiations, 
litigation settlement, negotiation

strategy, alliance management, 
facilitation and training, recently 
as a partner with CM Partners.

S ^ ch e z  was tapped in May 
2006 by Renaissance Steel share­
holders, including developer Wil­
liam Bishop and Don Wallace, 
founder of Lazy Days RV Center 
Inc., to run the company.

But earlier this year, the com­
pany had a letter o f intent to sell 
its assets and equipment by the 
end of January to a new entity. In­
novative Steel, a light-gauge steel 
fabrication company.

Renaissance Steel planned 
to specialize in manufacturing 
lightweight tmsses and panelized 
wall and floor systems for the 
commercial and residential mar­
kets, especially in the affordable 
housing segment. Residential 
infill development also was in the 
plans.

But that’s not exactly the way 
things worked out.

"We did very little housing," 
S ^ ch ez  told the TBBJ in Janu­
ary. "It was mostly commercial."

Also in 2006, the Tampa-based 
Patel Foundation for Global 
Understanding — a community- 
based organization whose mis­
sion is to promote and perpetuate 
peace through knowledge, health 
and culture — named S ^ ch ez  
president and chief executive 
officer.

In its release, the White House 
also mentioned Sdnchez’s public-

sector engagements heading a 
team in MedeUih, Colombia, as 
part o f a "Teaching Tolerance" 
program. He also advised the 
president of Ecuador in nego­
tiations to settle the 56-year-old 
border dispute with Peru. He is a 
contributing author to Negocia- 
cion 2000, a collection of essays 
on negotiation published by 
McGraw-Hill.

S ^ ch ez  attended the Uni­
versity of Florida, received his 
undergraduate and law degrees 
firom Florida State University and 
holds a m aster’s degree in public 
administration from the John F. 
Kennedy School of Government 
at Harvard University.

The League of United Latin 
American Citizens, one of the 
largest and oldest Hispanic 
civil rights organizations in the 
country, said in a statement that it 
is elated over the nomination as it 
gives Sanchez a key role in U.S. 
trade policy.

“Frank is no stranger to 
LULAC and has been involved 
with the organization for over 10 
years,” said LULAC National 
President Rosa Rosales.

The LULAC advances the 
economic condition, educational 
attainment, political influence, 
health, housing and civil rights 
of Hispanic Americans through 
community-based programs op­
erating at more than 700 LULAC 
councils nationwide.
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Guiding Light Dims: Longest H ijO  (I c  M a i l t e  SC i r a  a  M t e o
Running Soap Canceled

At the age of 72, the Emmy- 
winning CBS soap opera "Guid­
ing Light" has been canceled. 
CBS announced Wednesday that 
it is retiring the longest-running 
scripted show in broadcasting his­
tory. The final show airs Friday, 
Sept. 18.

The program began on NBC 
radio in 1937 as a 15-minute 
serial, and was televised on CBS 
beginning in 1952.

Television Week had reported 
Sunday that the network was ac­
tively pursuing a replacement for 
the show, which has aired nearly 
16j000 episodes and has earned 
69 daytime Emmys.

O f the eight network soap op­
eras currently on the air, "Light" 
is reportedly the lowest-rated. 
Procter & Gamble produces the 
show, and is exploring other op­
tions to keep the program alive, 
according to published reports. 
Those possibilities include an 
online version or a shift to a cable

network. All American daytime 
dramas have seen declines in 
viewership, thanks to such factors 
as the bad economy and preva­
lence of syndicated talk shows. 
However, a 2006 New American 
Dimensions' survey of young 
Latinos found that telenovelas. 
the Spanish-language soaps, 
were their overwhelming favor­
ites among Spanish-language 
programming, with sports and 
variety shows tied for second.

The pioneering soap opera, set 
in the fictional town of Spring- 
field, was created by Ima Phillips. 
Many careers were launched 
there, including those of James 
Earl Jones, Calista Flockhart, 
Kevin Bacon, Allison Janney, 
Cicely Tyson and Taye Diggs.

Said Barbara Bloom, head of 
daytime for CBS: "No show in 
daytime or primetime, or any 
time, has touched so many mil­
lions of viewers across so many 
years."

Mexico slams Burger King
for 'whopper' of insult

M exico is protesting what it 
says is a whopper o f an insult.

An advertisem ent for Burger 
K ing's Texican W hopper burger 
that has run in Europe shows a 
small w restler dressed in a cape 
resem bling a M exican fla g ..

The wrestler teams up with a 
lanky American cowboy alm ost 
tw ice his height to illustrate the 
cross-border blend o f flavors.

"The taste o f Texas with a 
little spicy M e x i c a n a  narra­
tor's voice says.

The taller cowboy boosts 
the wrestler up to reach high 
shelves and helps clean tall w in­
dow s, while the M exican helps 
the cowboy open a jar.

M exico's am bassador to Spain 
said M onday he has written a 
letter to Burger King's offices in 
that nation objecting to the ad 
and asking that it be removed. 
Jorge Zerm eno told Radio For­
m ula that the ads "improperly 
use the stereotyped image o f a 
M exican."

Press officials at Burger King 
Corp. offices in M iam i, Florida,

and M adrid, Spain, 
did not immediately 
respond to requests 
for com m ent. Burger 
King is known for its 
signature W hopper 
hamburger.

One o f the things 
that m ost angered 
M exican officials 
was a print edition o f 
the ad showing the 
wrestler wearing what 

appear to be a M exican flag as 
a cloak.

"We have to tell these people 
that in M exico we have a great 
deal o f respect for our flag," Zer­
m eno said.

M exico has very strict m les 
about using the flag. In 2008, 
the governm ent fined a foreign- 
owned publishing house. 
Random  House M ondadori SA, 
for showing disrespect to the 
country's flag in a video posted 
online.

The video showed a literature 
fan wearing a M exican flag like 
a cape as he barges into a book 
signing and rips a piece o f cloth 
from  the coat o f Brazilian writer 
Paulo Coelho.

It is not the first time that 
fast-food outlets have offended 
M exican sensibilities.

M exicans and other Hispanics 
in the United States objected to 
a Taco Bell ad from the 1990s 
that featured a pint-sized talking 
Chihuahua that spoke with a 
M exican accent.

Routine screening for coronary 
artery disease in type 2 diabetes 
patients with no symptoms of 
angina or a history of coronary 
disease is unnecessary and may

lead initially to more invasive and 
costly heart procedures, according 
to researchers at Yale School of 
Medicine. They report their find­
ings in the April 15 Journal of the 
American Medical Association.

"Patients with type 2 diabetes 
with no symptoms who are feel­
ing well can generally be man­
aged effectively with preventive 
therapies such as lipid-lowering 
drugs, blood pressure medication, 
aspirin and diabetes treatment," 
said Lawrence Young, M D ., pro­
fessor of medicine at Yale School 
of Medicine.

Coronary artery disease is a ma­
jor cause of death and disability in 
patients with type 2 diabetes, who 
often undergo routine screening 
with stress testing

In this study. Young, Frans J. 
Wackers, M D ., Silvio Inzucchi, 
M D ., Deborah Chyun, and other 
colleagues sought to determine 
whether routinely screening 
diabetic patients without a history 
of heart problems helped identify 
those at higher cardiac risk.

The team speaiheaded the 
Detection of Ischemia in Asymp­

tomatic Diabetics study in which 
1,123 participants were randomly 
assigned to either a screening 
stress test that looks at the blood 
flow to the heart, or to a group

that received 
no screening. 
Participants 
enrolled at 14 
centers in the 
United States 
and Canada 
and were 
evaluated over 
the next five 
years.

The team 
found that 
routine screen­
ing of type 2 
diabetics iden­

tifies a small group of patients at 
higher risk, but does not sig­
nificantly affect overall outcome. 
With each test costing about 
$ 1,000, and with 200 million 
patients with diabetes worldwide. 
Young says, "Routine screening 
would have tremendous econom­
ic implications and our findings 
did not indicate that routine stress 
testing had additional benefit in 
this population." The study also 
found that routine screening leads 
initially to more invasive proce­
dures such as cardiac catheteriza­
tion, stents or bypass.

"On the other hand, he cau­
tioned, stress testing has an 
important role in evaluating 
patients with type 2 diabetes who 
have symptoms suggesting heart 
disease, since these individuals 
are at very high risk."

"This is a bit of good news 
in the field of diabetes where 
patients and their physicians have 
real concern for heart disease. In 
patients getting modem medical 
therapy in our study, serious heart 
problems were infrequent," said 
Young.

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Ochoa aims for 4th straight win Cabrera given hero's Popular D e La H oya retires
at Sybase in May

When it cx>mes to the LPGA 
Sybase Classic, nothing seems to 
upstage Lorena Ochoa.

A year ago, Annika Sorenstam 
announced her retirement on the 
eve of the $2 million tournament 
at the Upper Montclair Country 
Club.

No sweat. Ochoa offered 
Sorenstam her own little goodbye, 
taking command over the final 
two days to win the 72-hole event 
for the third straight year.

With the course reminding 
her of one she plays at home in 
Mexico, Ochoa said Tuesday she 
has a shot at winning a fourth 
straight year. That's something she 
has never done since joining the 
LPGA Tour.

'Tve never been in that situ­
ation, but like I said before, it's 
more than pressure. It's motiva­
tion," Ochoa said in a conference 
call from Guadalajara. "I have 
the opportunity to do something 
special.

"So, I'm just going to enjoy it. 
I'm going to get there with a smile 
on my face. I know that if I play 
the way I played, I can be there on 
Sunday."

While Sorenstam won't be 
around to challenge Ochoa, the 
field for the May 14-17 event al­
ready includes Michelle Wie and 
23-year-old South Korean sensa­
tion Jiyai Shin, who currently 
leads the LPGA earnings.

Ochoa, who has replaced So­
renstam as the face of the LPGA, 
admits she misses the Swede. 
However, she believes the compe­
tition is not lacking.

"I think we are in a great place 
because there are so many good 
players, more Americans this 
year, which I think is good for 
the LPGA, for the media," Ochoa 
said. "Michelle Wie is back and 
everybody likes that. Hopefully, 
she plays better in the next few 
tournaments. She's struggled a bit 
the last couple of weeks.

"I don't feel pressure at all. Like

I said. I'm very 
m otivated,! 
am at the top 
and I'm going 
to do whatever 
it takes to stay 
there,"

Staying on 
top at the Up­
per Montclair 
Country 
Club has not 
been hard for 
Ochoa. The 
tournament 
moved here 
two years ago 
from Wykagyl 
Country Club 
in the northern 
suburbs of 
New Yoik City, 
and Ochoa has 
owned it.

^  "I feel like
home," she 

said. "I love the 
Northeast golf courses, just old, 
traditional with a lot o f trees. I 
like the small greens, poa annua 
greens, the same type of greens 
that I play here in Guadalajara. It 
just makes me feel comfortable."

Ochoa has played in five 
events this year, winning her 
first start in Thailand and posting 
three Top 10s. Her 70.16 scoring 
average is the best on the tour, 
and her earning of $430,205 
is second to Shin's $470,895.
She is also second to Brittany 
Lincicome in the race for player 
of the year.

"I can see good things about 
my game," said the 27-year- 
old, who has won 25 LPGA 
Tour events. "I've been prac­
ticing hard this season trying 
to make changes and make a 
stronger break with my left 
hand and change a little bit 
my putting stroke. I'm  really 
excited to see that I'm  going in 
the right direction."

If there is a concern for 
O choa, it's the economy. The 
LPGA tour lost a couple of 
events this season. There are 
only two events in April.

"We are looking to get a 
couple o f new sponsors, but 
it's not easy," Ochoa said. "I 
think what we can do is just to 
really spend more tim e with 
our sponsors, trying to support 
as much as we can,

"I believe that the LPGA 
is very strong, and that we 
should be in good shape. We 
are working together and for 
sure spend more tim e with 
the sponsors, that's one of our 
responsibilities and it's going 
to help our tour."

Ochoa plans to defend her 
title April 23-26 in the Corona 
Cham pionship in M exico. The 
week before the Sybase event, 
she intends to play in M ich- 
elob ULTRA Open at Kings- 
mill in W illiam sburg, Virginia.
