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Latino Groups Cite Gains in 1001, Plan Growth in 2002 
By Cynthia L. Orosco 
Despite a change in administration, 

the tragedy of Sept. 11 and the na- 
tional trauma that followed, represen- 
tatives of many national Latino 
organizations report overall success in 
their initiatives this past year and 
have made plans to increase their 
budgets in 2002, according to an 
informal survey by Hispanic Link 
News Service. 

Sent to 35 organizations, the survey 
included questions on the groups' 
spending and programs, their percep- 
tions about public attitudes toward 
Latinos, and the concern demonstrated 
by President Bush and Congress for 
the Latino community. Sixteen groups 
completed the questionnaires in full. 

In spite of the national economic 
downturn, nearly three-quarters claim 
that their spending will increase in the 
next fiscal year. They'll spend from 
about $250,000 to $10 million in new 
funds, they say. 

Nearly all described additional 
programs. A sampling of the changes:

Before the Sept. 11 attacks, one 
administration priority was to 
provide some relief for undocu- 
mented immigrants. 

Eleven of the queried organiza- 
tions said they favored legalization 
legislation; the balance gave no 
opinion. 

Eight predicted that Congress 
would pass and the president would 
sign some form of legislation. A like 
number noted that any legislation 
would probably include some type of 
temporary worker or guestworker 
provisions. On the advisability of

A pesar del cambio en la 

administracion y ]a tragedia del 11 
de septiembre seguida del trauma 
nacional, los representantes de 
muchas organizaciones latinas a 
nivel nacional informan que 
tuvieron exito con sus iniciativas 
del ano 2001 y han planificado 
incrementar sus presupuestos para 
el afto 2002, segun una encuesta 
informal llevada a cabo por 
Hispanic Link News Service. 
La encuesta salio a 35 

organizaciones, con preguntas sobre 
los gastos y los programas de los 
grupos, su percepc16n referente a las 
actitudes del publico hacia los 
latinos, y la importancia que da el 
presidente Bush y el congreso a la 
comunidad latina. Dieciseis de los 
grupos completaron el cuestionario. 
A pesar del declive en la 

economia nacional, practicamente 
tres cuartos de los grupos afirman 
que incrementaran sus gastos el 
proximo ai[o fiscal. Gastarin de 
$250,000 a 10 millones en nuevos 
fondos, dicen. 

Casi todos describieron nuevos 
programas. He aqui una muestra de 
los cambios:

— MANA, una organizacion 
nacional de latinas, usari una 
concesion federal pars realizar un 
estudio formal de su trabajo con 
latinas jovenes mediante su 
programa nacional de mentores. 

— La Asociacion Nacional de 
Ejecutivos Federales Hispanos esta 
desarrollando un plan estrategico 
para aumentar el numero de 
oficiales de servicio latinos con 
altos puestos ejecutivos que 
trabajan en el gobierno federal. 

"Estamos muy contentos con el 
esfuerzo que hemos hecho", dice 
presidente de la asociacion de 
ejecutivos Manuel Oliv6rez. La 
organizacion esta construyendo una 
base de datos de candidatos 
calificados para recomendar a los 
puestos de vacantes del gobierno 

por llegar a Ia comunidad de ]a 
administracion. No estA satisfecho, 
pero, con la cAmara de 
representantes y con las respuestas 
restantes de la administraci6n.

Los Latinos Manifiestan Nuevo Fair Federalism 
vis-a-vis Colonial Int  ores  Por  1Raices Indigenas

Al aumentar Ia poblacion latina 
en los Estados Unidos, aumenta 
tambivn el namero de los que 
demuestran un interes creciente en 
la genealogia. Si bien los latinos 
pueden trazar con facilidad sus 
raices espaholas, encuentran mas 
dificil trazar las indigenas. Muchas 
veces este problema se atribuye a 
movimientos tribales constantes, o 
cambios de nombre y costumbres 
una vez que la tribu fuera 
conquistada. 

Estas son solo algunas de las 
barreras citadas por la Bibliotecaa' 
Historia de la Familia de la Iglesia 
de Jesucristo de los Mormons, con 
base en Salt Lake City, Utah, el 
centre de recursos genealogicosmas 
grande de todo el pals. 

Resulta extremadamente dificil 
que los latinos tracen sus raices 
mns ally de hace cien afos, advierte 
el Doctor Refugio Rochin, director 
del Centro pars Iniciativas Latinas 
de la Smithsonian Institution. 
Segun encuestas llevadas a cabo por 
Maritz Marketing Research, el 
interes en la genealogia ha subido 
en los Estados Unidos de 45 por 
ciento en 1996 a 60 por ciento el 
afio pasado. 

Al iniciar una investigation 
genealogica, muchos latinos acuden 
a la mencionada biblioteca, a la 
iglesia catolica, a oficinas de 
registros, y a un nu'mero creciente 
de grupos de fuentes que ahora se 
especializan en la genealogia de los 
latinos. 

Miguel Hemandez, presidente de 
La 	Sociedad 	Genealbgica 
Puertorriquena/Hispana de Bellrose, 
Nueva York, calcula que existen 
mns de veinticuatro organizaciones 
en este pals que sirven de puntosde 
encuentro pars los que se interesan 
por la genealogia hispana. Son 
estos grupos los que mejor ayudan 
con trazar Las linas indigenas 
muchas veces. 

Federalism suroeste. 
Los que quieren trazar su 

genealogia podran valerse de la 
ayuda de Ia iglesia catoliea, indica 
Lee Douglas, bibliotecario de 
referencia de la Biblioteca del 
Congreso. 

"A diferencia de cualquier otro 
grupo. la iglesia tuvo un papel mas 
grande", dice. La iglesia catolica es 
conocida por mantener excelentes 
registros. En los paises latinos los 
notarios eran comunes, y llevaron 
registros correctos de cosas que la 
iglesia no habria anotado, como 
transferencias de tierras. 

El Doctor George Ryskamp, en 
su libro, "Finding Your Hispanic 
Roots". dice que hay cuatro factores 
que afectan la investigacion: el 
nivel social, los registros. el 
nombre y la continuidad. Suele 
sermas facil encontrar Ia historia de 
una familia mas prominente, 
aunque los paises latinos ban 
mantenido registros detallados pars 
todas las clases sociales, facilitando 
la investigaeion existosa de 
familiares de cualquier nivel social. 

Los paises hispanos tambien 
tienen registros 'sin igual en 
t6rminos de la calidad y la 
disponibilidad', dice Ryskamp. Ya 
que las parroquias espafiolas son las 
mas antiguas del mundo, y se 
volvio obligatorio llevar registros 
despues del Concilio de Trento en 
1560, resulta facil, normalmente, 
encontrar registros tides. 

Douglas 	nota 	que 	las 
investigaciones hechas por Latinos 
llevaran inevitablemente a otros 
paises, asi hayan estado sus 
ancestros en los Estados Unidos 
antes de que asi fuera nombrado.

With a formidable inseparability, 

issues of social and civic need, 
budget shortfalls and tax revenue, 
and the possibility of future 
reductions in federal funding to 
states and municipalities (like 
counties in the U.S.A.) jumped to 
the surface in Mexico last week. 
And this with a sluggish congress 
having to call an extra session in 
order to meet the requisite of 
budget approval by the end of the 
year — to say nothing of a 
languishing fiscal reform package 
that, at best it would seem, might 
be adopted in a watered-down 
version. 

Government officials, including 
some 1,000 of Mexico's more than 
2,400 municipal presidents (county 
mayors), met in Boca del Rio, 
Veracruz, for the "2001 National 
Municipality Meeting," sponsored 
in part by the National Federation 
of Municipalities of Mexico. The 
goal was — is — to strengthen the 
municipalities and to make 
Mexican federalism a reality. Also 
in attendance, for the inauguration 
of the event, was President Vicente 
Fox Quesada — who got an earful. 

The hard-hitting message of the 
elected officials, in opposition to 
proposed budget cuts in their 
portions of funds for public 
services, was summed-up in the 
opening remarks by the 
Institutional Revolutionary Party 
(PRI) mayor of Coatzacoalcos,

"Yo queria saber de flits ancestros 
y de donde habian originado, pero 
no habia mucha informacion", en 
particular referente al linaje 
indigena, dijo. Su familia, como 
dos-tercios de los hispanos en los 
Estados Unidos. tiene vinculos con 
Mexico. 

Lozano explico que muchos 
latinos -- especialmente los que 
tienen familia oriunda de Mexico, 
America Central y Sur -- optan por 
no reconocer sus antecedentes 
indigenas. 	Esto 	ocurrio 
frecuentemente, dijo, porque 
muchos indigenas habian sido 
esclavos escapados, por lo que 
generaciones anteriores de latinos 
negaban las relations por proteger 
a la familia.

Ruth Gomez, de la Biblioteca en 
Salt Lake City observa que mucho 
movimiento se ha concentrado en el 

Espana. 
Para los latinos con antecedentes 

indigenas, muchas tribus llevaron 
registros. Las iglesias catolicas 
tambien guardaron copias de los 
registros tribales. Pero en muchos 
casos, en particular despues de la 
conversion de los indigenas al 
cristianismo, no se guardo registro 
de los nombres originales, que 
muchas veces se cambiaban durante 
Ia vida de uno. 

Para los que tienen exito con la 
investigacion, el sistema de dos 
apellidos facilita la investigacion de 
la genealogia materna, incluyendo 
la de las indigenas, que pueden no 
haber tenido un apellido y adoptado 
el de su esposo espanol al casarse. 
"Es facil hacer la investigacion 
mediante el apellido materno por lo 
que las mujeres no cambian sus 
apellidos al casarse. Esto es 
diferente de los registros ingleses, 
en los que la mayoria de las 
mujeres llevan el apellido de su 
esposo despues de casarse", dice 
Hernandez. 

La continuidad tambien es dificil 
para los hispanos. En epocas 
anteriores, las familias mantenian 
las mismas tierras durante 
generaciones, pero con el avance de 
la tecnologia y la facilidad de 
movimiento, llevar el rastro de los 
parientes resulta cads vez mas 
dificil. 
A pesar de los obstaculos 

presentados a una investigaciOn 
genealogica, se hace mas popular el 
movimiento. Y al crecer el intere's, 
tambien crecera el deseo de aprender 
de los grupos que ofrecen 
informaciones sobre los pueblos 
nativos que vivian sobre este 
continente mucho antes de que 
arribara Cristobal Colon.

Latinos Manifest New Interest 
In Indigenous Roots

As the Latino population in the 

United States increases, so does the 
number of those demonstrating a 
growing interest in genealogy. 
While most Latinos encounter little 
difficulty in tracing their roots to 
Spain, they find it more difficult to 
track their indigenous roots. Often 
this is attributed to constant tribal 
movement, customs and name 
changes after tribes were conquered. 

These are among barriers cited by 
the Family History Library of the 
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter- 
day Saints, based in Salt Lake 
City, the country's largest center of 
genealogical resources. 

It's extremely difficult for Latinos 
to trace their indigenous roots 
beyond the last 100 years, warns 
Dr. Refugio Rochin, director of the 
Smithsonian Institution's Center 
for Latino Initiatives. 

According to polls conducted by 
Maritz Marketing Research, interest 
in genealogy has increased in the 
United States from about 45 
percent in 1996 to 60 percent last 
year. 

When beginning a genealogical 
search, many Latinos turn to this 
library, the Roman Catholic 
Church, records' offices, and an 
increasing number of source groups 
that now specialize in Latino 
genealogy. 

Miguel Hemandez, president of 
the Bellrose, N.Y.-based Puerto 
Rican/Hispanic 	Genealogical 
Society, estimates there are more 
than two dozen organizations in 
this country that serve as meeting 
grounds for those interested in 
Hispanic genealogy. These often 
offer the most assistance in tracing 
indigenous lines. 

"Latinos who have assimilated 
now wonder about where they came 
from," says Mimi Lozano, co- 
founder of the Society for Hispanic 
Historical and Ancestral Research. 
The organization was created as a 
result of her own interest in tracing 
her roots -- indigenous and Spanish 
-- after finding her grandmother's 
wedding certificate and discovering 
that she was a mestiza. The 
California-based organization has 
been involved in genealogy and 
related research for more than 15 
years, and it publishes a monthly 
online magazine, Somos Primos. 

"I wanted to find out about my 
ancestors and where they 
originated, but little information 

and, as such, achieve the 
government's 	functi.pn 	of 
promoting development. The 
president said that the fiscal reform 
package now before congress has 
been responsibly subriiitted, and 
that the proposal seeks to increase 
public income in addition to 
strengthening the economy and the 
distribution of revenue, so that 
Mexico will be able to invest in 
itself and move towards the future 
it deserves. 

President Fox noted that the 
current Fiscal Coordination System 
has caused problems for decades, 
like an ever-increasing dependence 
of the states and municipalities on 
their shares of the tax funds 
collected by the federal government 
and returned to state and municipal 
administrations. Fox made it clear 
that the municipalities can charge 
taxes, and that if they do so 
professionally they might be able 
to collect 1.5 percent of GDP, 
while today they only receive 0.5 
percent. He said that the 1.0 p 
percent increase could represent 
twice what they receive in tax 
sharing from the federal 
government. Fox said thai all 
parties must work towards a more 
efficient and equitable tax 
collection system. In a separate 
interview, 	finance 	minister 
Francisco Gil Diaz pointed out the 
need to increase revenue through 
improved tax collection methods 
and systems. 

The 2001 National Municipality 
Meeting concluded with the 
publication of a ten point "Boca del 
Rio Declaration." Among the 
points is a call to further reform 
Article 115 of the Constitution, in 
order to endow the municipalities 
— that are the most direct link 
with the people — with genuine 
legislative abilities. (Note: This 
could be an interesting point for 
entrepreneurs, developers and 
investors, as coupled with the 
reforms of Article 115 that were 
promulgated by the last congress, 
and depending on what might be 
done anew, even more development 
opportunities and bid projects 
might become possible at the local 
level.) Another of the points seeks 
to lengthen the three-year limitation 
for municipal elected officials, and 
to allow reelection at the municipal 
level of government. Yet another 
proposes that municipal council 
members be elected directly. Most 
of the rest deal with fiscal matters, 
tax collection, transparency in 
finances and revenue sharing. 

Mayor Montiel said that to try to 
take resources away from the 
municipalities, in place of 
increasing their funding, would be 
a step backwards. He also said that 
the money should not be given to 
other agencies "that quite frequently 
are beyond our reach." The Boca 
del Rio Declaration calls for a fair 
federalism, one that will allow 
local governments to solve most of 
their daily social problems. In 
order for this to happen the federal 
government must establish a new 
plan for the distribution of 
resources in order to strengthen 
local finances, the declaration 
states. President Fox, in his 
inaugural day remarks, told the 
mayors that the municipalities 
must improve tax collecting in 
their own areas of influence. The 
president said that all parties must 
work together "to enlarge the size 
of the pie, to escape from the trap

services such as potable water, 
drainage, lighting, cleaning, public 
security and health," Montiel said 
to a booming ovation. . 

The governor-elect of Tabasco, 
Manuel Andrade Diaz, said that 
state governments must not have to 
beg for resources they generate and 
send to the federal government. 
"The provinces are tired of 
subsidizing the center," he said. 
Andrade said that the agreement 
with the executive branch was for 
enough revenue to accomplish the 
tasks related to education and 
health. The federal government has 
failed in this commitif ent, and 
now in an easy way out they are 
trying to apply a sales lax on food 
and medicines, as well as cut 
resources earmarked for the states, 
he continued. Complaining of 
what 	he 	called , "colonial 
federalism," Andrade used his state 
as an example. He pointed out that 
Tabasco is the number two 
producer of crude oil nationwide, 
and number one in natural gas, 
however "for each peso that we give 
the federation, nine centavos are 
returned to us, and now they even 
want to tax consumption, with the 
result being that the Federal 
District, that does not produce 
anything, with the simple tax on 
consumption will receive MNS12 
billion ("mil millones") the first 
month." 

In his response, President Fox 
said "the Mexican state has not 
been able to rely on the resources 
needed in order to 'seriqusly' face 
its obligations, especialtyi the social 
and human capital formation 
obligations," and he emphasized: "I 
believe that we must ask: Now 
what can all of us do iq solve the 
situation?" The great challenge, 
Fox said, Is to increase resources that are urgently (needed)."

But in 
many cases, especially after 
indigenas were converted to 
Christianity, no record was kept of 
their given names, which often 
changed during one's lifetime. 

For those who are successful in 
their searches, the dual-name 
system makes tracing the mother's 
genealogy simpler, including for 
indigenas who may not have had a 
last name and took on that of a 
Spanish husband. 

"It is easy to trace through a 
woman's name because they do not 
change their maiden names after 

was available," specifically that 
relating to indigenous lines, she 
says. Her family, like two-thirds of 
U.S. Hispanics, has ties to Mexico. 

Lozano explains that many 
Latinos -- especially those whose 
families trace to Mexico, Central 
and South America -- chose not to 
recognize 	their 	indigenous 
background. This often occurred, 
she says, because many indigenas 
carried a bounty, and earlier 
generations of Latinos denied 
relationships for the protection of 
their families. 

"The U.S. Bureau of Indian 
Affairs only keeps track of 
American Indians. They do not 
give recognition to Mexican- 
American Indians." she adds. 
Increasing the complexity is the 
fact that many of the vital 
documents that remain list 
indigenas as 'white." 

Ruth Gomez, of the Family 
History Library in Salt Lake City, 
observes that a lot of the movement 
has been centered in the Southwest. 

Those tracing their Hispanic 
genealogy may find the Catholic 
Church very helpful, according to 
Lee Douglas, reference librarian at 
the Library of Congress. 

"Unlike for any other group, the 
church played a larger part," he 
says. The Catholic Church is 
credited with excellent record- 
keeping. Notaries were common in 
Latin countries, and they kept 
accurate records of things the 
church might not have filed, such 
as land transfers. 

Dr. George Ryskamp. in his book 
"Finding Your Hispanic Roots," 
says four factors affect a search: 
status, records, name and 
continuity. It is usually easier to 
find a more prominent family's 
history, but the Latin countries 
have done a detailed job of keeping 
records for all classes, making it 
equally easy to find family 
members of any status. 

The Hispanic countries also have 
records "of unmatched quality and 
availability." says Ryskamp. 
Because Spanish parishes are the 
world's oldest and records were 
made mandatory after the 1560 
Council of Trent, it is usually easy 
to obtain accurate records. 

Douglas notes that searches made 
by Latinos will inevitably lead to 
another countrv. even if their 
ancestors were in the l'nited States

Argentina's New 
Leader Pledges Plan 

for Economy 

Argentina's Peronist party on 
Friday named as interim president 
Adolfo Rodriguez Saa, a provincial 
governor, who promised to unveil a 
new economic plan this weekend to 
deal with the country's deepening 
crisis. 

He will remain in office for 60 
days until elections proposed for 
March 3 to select a permanent 
successor to Fernando de la Rua, 
who resigned on Thursday after two 
days of nationwide rioting. 

"We must think of a new 
economic policy," Mr Rodriguez 
Saa said. "The country has 
concluded a stage and a new phase 
begins." 

The decision by the Peronists, 
who control both chambers of 
Congress and have temporary 
control of the government, came 
amid expectations that Argentina is 
on the brink of a currency 
devaluation and default on its 
$155bn of public debt. 

Analysts think it likely the 
country will have to abandon its 
currency "convertibility" system, 
which keeps the peso pegged at 
one-to-one with the US dollar. 

On Friday the central bank 
extended to Monday the closure of 

exchange markets to prevent a 
collapse of the financial system. 

The designation of Mr Rodriguez 
Saa again threw Argentina's 
immediate future into question. 
Hours before the Peronists had 
confirmed Ramon Puerta - head of 
the Senate - as provisional 
president. But Mr Puerta said 
hehad no intention of staying in 
office for the remaining two years 
of the presidential term. 

Instead, the Peronists have 
decided to change the rules 
governing presidential succession 
to allow for an early general 
election. Many leaders feel the new 
president must have the legitimacy 
of a national election to deal with 
the crisis. 

Before his designation as 
provisional president, however, Mr 
Rodriguez Sae said he was firmly 
against devaluing the currency. 

As the political and economic 
situation became increasingly 
confused, the country began 
clearing up after Thursday's noting. 
A few isolated incidents took place.

"I was devastated. It was 

saddening to realize that she was 
gone," he said. " I wish I could 
apologize to her for not being there. 
I thank God for allowing us the 
time we spent together." 

Arellano said that Katie was very 
supportive of his active duty 
service and that they were both 
excited about starting a family. 

"He doesn't let it [Arellano's loss] 
bother him. I would have never 
known it if he hadn't told me about 
it," said Susalla. 

Arellano said that he likes being a 
Marine and considers himself a 
persuasive type of leader. 

"I will give Marines a task and 
allow them to do it. We are all well 
trained to do our jobs," he said. " 
There's no need to stand over 
them." 

Arellano cites fellow armorer Cpl. 
Daniel A. Norris as being his

Aboard the USS Bataan 
He is here on the Arabian Sea, 

away from home for the holidays 
and like many other Marines and 
Sailors deployed in support of 
Operation Enduring Freedom, Cpl.
