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The Lubbock County Demo­
cratic Party will hold a voter 
rally in response to the recent 
Supreme Court ruling on the 
Votmg Rights Act. That ruling 
allowed Republican Rick Perry 
to immediately im plement the 
Texas Voter ID Law passed 
by the Republican led Texas 
Legislature in 2011.

The new law says that a 
Texas voter is required to show 
proof o f identity before being 
allowed to cast a  vote in any 
election; be it local, county, or 
state. The problem is , that the 
law was written by Republi­
cans who made sure that only 
a certain form o f ID w ould be 
acceptable at the voting polls.

Just last year, a federal court 
had ruled that the law would 
impose unfair and discriminato­
ry burdens on many otherwise 
eligible voters. r-  

Therein lies the problem. 
There are hundreds o f thou­

sands o f eligible Texas voters 
w ho do not have the required 
form o f ID as outlined in the

law and now they must get one 
before the next General Elec­
tion scheduled for November 
o f  this year; just over 3 months 
away.

The Right to Vote rally will 
be held on Tuesday July 23, 
ftom  4:00 to 8:00 PM at the 5 
and J Art Gallery located at 5th 
street and Ave J; just east o f the 
post office and the Texas DPS 
offices. One o f the highlights 
o f the event will be attempts by 
individuals to get an Election 
Idenbfication Certificate o r EIC 
at the DPS offices. An EIC is 
a state authorized form o f ID 
which would allow an indi­
vidual who doesn’t  have one o f . 
the acceptable forms of ID that i 
the law calls for to vote.

There will also be speakers 
to talk about the law and live 
music will be provided by Jenni 
Dale Lord. Snacks and drinks 
will also be provided.

The rally is being sponsored 
by the Lubbock County Demo­
cratic Party but other organiza­
tions like the Lubbock Tejano 
Democrats will also participate.

Tea party may lose food-stamp 
cuts sought by dividing farm law

House Republican efforts to cut 
record U S. government spending 
on food stamps may instead back­
fire and make it more probable 
funding will continue at existing 
levels.

The House approved last week, 
over Democratic objections, a 
five-year bill governing aid to 
farmers that leaves out funding 
for food stamps. The programs 
have been coupled for decades in 
a baigain among rural and urban 
lawmakers.

With the White House threaten­
ing to veto the House bill, and 
Senate leaders insisting on keep­
ing the farm and nutritional issues 
together, it is more likely that the 
food stamp program will continue 
if Republicans won't compromise. 
Senate Agriculture Committee 
Chairwoman Debbie Stabenow, 
I>Mtch.,said.

"If you want refonn, if you want 
to be able to cut down on waste, 
fiaud and abuse, that doesn't 
happen unless we pass" food- 
stamp legislation as part of a farm 
bill, Stabenow said Monday in a 
conference call with reporters. "It's 
going to take not just bipartisan 
support in the Senate, it's going 
to take bipartisan support in the 
House."

House Republican leaders 
vowed to craft separate legisla­
tion to fund food stamps, or the 
Supplemental Nutrition Assistance 
Program. A proposal designed to 
appeal to conservatives who want 
major cuts won't gain Senate or 
White House approval, making 
it more likely that the program's 
funding would continue without 
reductions, Stabenow said.

Food stamps, which were cre­
ated through legislation separate

from the farm bill, don't 
necessarily die without a new 
agriculture plan, Stabenow said. 
Congress would likely continue to 
operate the program through other 
spending bills.

Annual average food-stamp 
enrollment has risen 77 percent 
since 2007, with the number of 
recipients falling only once since 
2000. Spending last year was a 
record $78.4 billion, more than 
double its level four years earlier. 
Monthly food-stamp enrollment 
peaked in December at 47.8 mil­
lion and was 45.7 million in April, 
the most recent month available. 
Spending reached its highest level 
at $6.47 billion in November.

Supeicenters such as Wal-Mart 
Stores and discounters such as 
Aldi and SuperValu's Save-A-Lot 
chain benefit from the program, 
which subsidizes nutrition pur­
chases for lower- income famihes. 
according to a Bloomberg analy­
sis. The program has become for 
conservatives who want to cut 
spending, including those affili­
ated with the Tea Patty, a symbol 
of dependency on government

The separation of food- and 
farm-aid makes possible a real 
debate about nutrition spending. 
Rep. Mike Kelly, R-Penn., said on 
CBS's "Face the Nation" program 
on July 14.

"I have never talked to one 
person that says 'We don't want 
to take care of the most vuber- 
able,'" he said. "But I have talked 
to people that said the system's 
broken. And when they look at 
what's going on, we're wasting 
billions of dollars on a program 
that doesn't seem to be lifting 
people out of poverty."

Congress will "absolutely"

continue to fund the federal fewd 
stamp program, Kelly said.

The party risked damaging its 
brand by being viewed as un­
concerned about the needs of the 
poor. Burden Ixiomis, a political 
science professor at the University 
of Kansas in Lawrence, said

That may not affect conserva­
tive Republicans in whose con- 
stinients want steeper government 
spending cuts, but it could hurt 
the party nationally.

"It's another one of these 47 
percent things," Loomis said, 
referring to the presidential 
candidate Min Romney comment 
about government dependency 
to a group of donors that was 
secredy videotaped. "The real 
damage isn't to Tim Huelskamp in 
western Kansas or Mike Pompeo 
in Wichita. The real damage is to 
Republican presidential hope­
fuls."

The House approved a version 
of the agriculture law reauthoriz­
ing only farm subsidies last week, 
216-208. The bill has traditionally 
passed Congress via a coalition of 
conservative rural lawmakers and 
urban Democrats. The House last 
month defeated a plan with both 
elements, sending leadership in 
search of a new strategy. A bipar­
tisan Senate plan encompassing 
fann and food aid passed that 
chamber 66-27 June 10. The cur­
rent legislation begins to expire 
Sept. 30.

The separate food-slamp-only 
approach embraced by the House 
leaders shows a political calcula­
tion by Speaker John Boehner, 
R-Ohio, that budget hawks are 
more important than farm-bill 
backers, said Parke WUde, a 
nutrition policy professor at Tufts

University in Boston.
At the same time, the risk of 

the Republican move is that the 
split would lower overall political 
support for the farm bill, putting 
any final compromise, which 
may include cuts to food stamps 
unsatisfactory to either party, in 
jeopardy, Wilde said.

"There isn't any political 
damage as being seen as being 
anti-food stamp. Republicans 
have been saying that broadly in 
public already," Wilde said in an 
interview. Still, "are senators even 
going to entertain a split from the 
bill? If they rejoin the bills, will 
Boehner bring it back up for a 
floor vote?”

Stabenow said Monday she's 
waiting for the House to send 
its farm-only bill to the Senate 
and will deal with food stamps 
when the separate proposal is also 
approved. A five-year reauthoriza­
tion of poUcies is necessary, even 
with small reductions in funds, to 
shield the program from sudden 
changes, she said.

Congress may ultimately agree 
to farm legislation that includes 
food stamps, keeping intact the 
decades-old coalition, Sarah 
Binder, a legislative political 
scholar at Brookings Institution in 
Washington, said in an interview.

If not, it isn't clear what the 
political consequences will be. 
Binder said.

"As the economy begins to 
recover, I think the sense that we 
need to keep spending more prob­
ably starts to wane," Binder said 
in an interview, "The constiniency 
served by this program is less 
oiganized, less likely to be vocal, 
and of course don't control the 
House of Representatives."

Obtaining an EIC seems to be a fairly simple pro­
cess. The problem is that individuals will be asked to 
provide proof of identity and citizenship. The only

to provide a birth 
certificate. Many 
people, especially 
the elderly, may 
no longer have 
their birth cer­
tificate in then- 
possession. Those 
individuals will 
now have to apply 
to the state for a 
copy of their birth 
certificate which 
comes with a cost 
o f about $22.

Here is impor­
tant information 
from the Texas 
Department of 

Public Safety about voting and obtaining an Election 
Identification Certificate. Texas voters must show a 
photo ID to vote in elections in Texas, unless you are 
exempt (see “Exemptions” below).

If you do not have any of the following forms of 
ID to vote, you may apply for an Election Identifica­
tion Certificate (EIC) at no charge. However, if you 
already have any of the following forms of ID, you 
are not eligible for an EIC:

• Texas driver license—unexpired or expired less 
than 60 days

• Texas identification card—unexpired or expired 
less than 60 days

• Texas concealed handgun license—unexpired or 
expired less than 60 days

• U.S. passport—unexpired or expired less than 
60 days

• U.S. military identification with photo
• U.S. citizenship certificate with photo
Exemptions
If you are voting by mail, you do not have to submit 

a photo ID-If you have a documented disability, you 
may apply at your county voter registrar for a per­
manent exemption from the photo ID requirement. If 
approved, you will not need a photo ID to vote. For 
more information on the types of exemptions avail­
able, please visit your county voter registrar or the 
Texas Secretary of State.

Eligibility
To qualify for an EIC, you must be:
• Eligible to vote in Texas (show a valid voter regis­

tration card or submit a voter registration application 
to the Department of Public Safety)

• A U.S. citizen
• A Texas resident
• 17 years and 10 months or older
How to Apply
To apply for an EIC. visit a driver license office and 

complete an Application for Texas Election Certifi­
cate (DL-14C). Please bring documentation with you 
to verify your:

• U.S. citizenship
• Identity
• Expiration and Use
An EIC is valid for six years. There is no expira­

tion date for certificates issued to citizens 70 years of 
age or older. Election Identification Certificates may 
only be used to vote and do not replace a Texas driver 
Ucense or ID card. In addition, an EIC will not be 
accepted to verify identity when applying for a Texas 
driver liccii.-.t iD card.

Una grosera exageracion.
Se referia a un caso en 

noviembre del 2012 de un 
hombre de Nepal quien habia 
cruzado la frontera en Texas 
desde Mexico, y fue detenido 
por las autoridades fronteri- 
zas. Se encontrd que padecia 
de una variante particular­
mente severa de la enfer­
medad, llamada (en ingles) 
XRD-TB, 0 sea “extremada- 
mente resistente a las drogas”. 
Esta vertiente se resiste al 
tratamiento por ocho de 15 
tratamientos normativos. El 
unico otro incidente del que 
se tiene noticia en los Estados 
Unidos tambien se refiere a 
una persona proveniente de 
Nepal.
Al hombre detenido en 
noviembre lo mantuvieron 
recluido en McAllen, Texas,

de Inmigracion y Aduanas 
(ICE por sus siglas en ingles), 
donde lo mantuvieron en 
aislamiento medico, como 
informo Betsy McKay del 
Wall Street Journal en marzo 
del presente ano.
Durante los tres meses pre- 
vios, el hombre habia estado 
en 13 parses del sur asiatico, y 
en el Brasil y Mexico, antes de 
ingresar a Texas.

Como consecuencia, se 
sometieron a evaluaciones 
medicas doce agentes fron- 
terizos, y la Organizacion 
Mondial de la Salud se puso 
a realizar rastreos epidemi- 
ologicos, para determinar, en 
lo posible, si habia otros en 
los 13 paises expuestos a la 
enfermedad.

M artin Castellanos, direc­
tor del programa nacional de 
tuberculosis en Mexico, dijo, 
“Intentaremos investigar su 
paradero, aunque la ruta que 
tomara el hombre por Mexico, 
0 por cualquier pais en el que 
viajara por avion, automovil 
y a pie, resultaria dificil, si no 
imposible, de rastrear.

La queja de Schlafly se tra- 
ta en realidad de querer aislar 
este pais de M&ico, lo cual es 
una indicacion de lo poco que 
sabe del tema. Reportera de 
El Paso Times, Diana Wash­
ington Valdez, senalo en una 
nota sobre la prevencion de la 
tuberculosis, que “Mexico esta 
haciendo una labor mucho 
mas efectiva con la evaluacion 
y el tratamiento de la tuber­
culosis”, como le reporto Eva 
Moya, profesora de trabajo

Si bien es importante 

resguardarse de y tratar la 
tuberculosis y sus cepas resis- 
tentes a las drogas, M &ico no 
se encuentra entre los princi- 
pales 15 paises donde se halla 
aquella cepa.

TO BE OR NOT TB

WASHINGTON, D C - W e r e  
it not such a serious subject, 
what the influential Republican 
Phyllis Schlafly said about TB is 
laughable and should be dis­
missed outright.
In March, Schlafly claimed in 
her Eagle Forum website that 
“TB is coming back with a 
vengeance over our open border 
with Mexico.”
Let’s start there. Not true.
She added that a particularly 
virulent strain of the disease, “a 
form that is highly contagious, 
fatal and drug resistant,” threat­
ens our shores.
Grossly exaggerated.
She was referring to a case in 
November 2012 about a N ep­
alese man who had crossed the 
border in Texas from Mexico 
and was detained by border au­
thorities. He was found to have 
a particularly severe, variant of 
the disease, called XRD-TB, for 
“extensively drug-resistant.” The 
strain is resistant to eight out 
of 15 standard drug treatments. 
The only other known incident 
in the U.S. also concerned a 
person from Nepal.
The man in November was taken
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into custody in McAllen, Texas 
and five days later was trans­
ferred to a nearby Immigration 
and Customs Enforcement deten­
tion center where he was kept in 
medical isolation, reported on by 
Betsy McKay of The Wall Street 
Journal in March of this year.
In the three prior months he had 
been in 13 countries throughout 
South Asia, Brazil and Mexico 
before crossing into Texas. 
Twelve border agents as a con­
sequence underwent testing and 
the World Health Organization 
was doing some epidemiologi­
cal backtracking, if  possible, for 
others in the 13 countries who 
might have been exposed.
Martin Castellanos, who directs 
Mexico’s national TB program, 
said, “We will try to investigate 
where he was,” although the 
man’s route through Mexico, or 
any country where he traveled 
by plane, car and walked would 
be difficult if  not impossible to 
retrace.
Schlafly’s beef is really about 
wanting to quarantine this 
country from Mexico, which 
shows how off base she is in 
this matter. El Paso Times re­
porter Diana Washington Valdez 
pointed out in a story about TB 
prevention that “Mexico is doing 
a much better Job of screening 
and treating for TB,” as social 
work professor Eva Moya, who 
recently won regional award and 
a finalist for a national award, 
told her.
While TB and the drug-resistant 
strains are important to guard 
against and treat, Mexico is not 
among the 15 leading countries 
with that strain. India is espe­
cially problematical in this sense, 
as are Latvia, Estonia, Ukraine, 
Russia and China, among others, 
WSJ reported.
As a disease, not everyone 
infected with TB bacteria be­
comes sick. People with latent 
TB infection cannot spread TB 
bacteria to others, don’t feel 
sick and do not have symptoms. 
About one-third of the world’s

population has latent TB and are 
not (yet) ill and cannot transmit 
the disease. People infected with 
TB bacteria have a 10 percent 
lifetime risk of falling ill.

Still, people infected 
with TB are at higher risk of de­
veloping the disease if  they have 
HIV, diabetes or abuse drugs and 
alcohol. TB is second only to 
HIV/AIDS as the greatest killer 
worldwide. In 2011,8.7 million 
people fell ill with TB, and the 
cause of death for 1.4 million. 
However, the ray of hope is that 
the estimated number o f people 
falling ill with tuberculosis each 
year is declining. The world is 
on track to achieve the UN ’s 
Millennium Development Goal 
to reverse the spread of TB hy 
2015. The TB death rate dropped 
41% between 1990 and 2011. 
Multidrug-resistant tuberculosis 
(MDR-TB) is a bacteria resistant 
to at least two of the most pow­
erful, first-line anti-TB drugs. 
MDR-TB is primarily caused by 
inappropriate treatment or incor­
rect use of anti-TB drugs or use

El funcionario Rohit Chopra 
es el "representante del pueblo" 
sobre prdstamos estudiantiles 
en la nueva Oficina de Protec- 
ci6n Financiera del Consumidor, 
y presentd los datos ante una 
conferencia patrocinada por 
el Centro para el Progreso, un 
grupo liberal en Washington.

El afio pasado, esa agenda, 
conocida por su sigla en inglds 
como CFPB, habi'a calculado 
que los prdstamos estudiantiles 
pendientes sumaban aproxima- 
damente 1 billdn de delates al 
tetmino de 2 0 U .

"El veinte por dem o del 
crecimiento de la deuda en 
prestamos estudiantiles desde 
el fin de 2011 a mayo de 2013 
ha sido mucho mas rapido que 
el crecimiento de los creditos 
renovables, como las taijetas de 
credito",senal6.

"Los prestamos estudiantiles 
representan ahora la segunda 
forma mas grande de deuda de 
los consumidores despu6s de las 
hipotecas de sus viviendas", dijo 
Chopra.

El Congteso de EE.UU. se

Casi 20 millones de personas 
concurren cada ano a las uni- 
versidades en Estados Unidos 
y el 60 % de ellas toma presta­
mos para pagar sus estudios.
