As Congress reconvenes for a 

lame duck session to consider a 
jammed agenda of pending legisla- 
tion following the Nov. 5 elec- 
tions, Latino leaders fear that legis- 
lation impacting the Hispanic com- 
munity will remain on the back 
burner. 

Some of its most pressing action 
items, they complain, will have to 
start from scratch when the new 
congressional session begins in 
January. 

Issues that Latino advocates are 
lobbying to have considered during 
the special session include the so- 
called Dream Act and the Immi- 
grant Children's Health Improve- 
ment Act (ICHIA). 

The Dream Act would allow 
states to provide access to in-state 
tuition for undocumented immi- 
grant students at public universi- 
ties, while the ICHIA would lift 
the ban that restricts immigrant 
children and pregnant women from 
receiving federal health services. 

ICHIA is part of a welfare reform 
reauthorization bill that likely will 
be discussed during the lame duck 
session, but the Bush administra- 
tion opposes it.

grant rights groups consider the too 
short time of four months. A Sen- 
ate version offered a one-year exten- 
sion, but it has not reached the 
floor. In all likelihood, it will have 
to be reintroduced in the 108th 
Congress. 

"It doesn't look promising for 
these things to get done now," says 
Wilkes. 

While proposals calling for an 
amnesty for undocumented immi- 
grants have stalled since the Sept 
11 terrorist attacks, one likely to be 
reintroduced in the new Congress is 
a version of the Earned Legalization 
Act, which is sponsored by the 
Democratic leadership. Among 
other things, it would grant legal 
status to undocumented immigrants 
who meet certain requirements, 
such as being able to show they 
have been working continuously in 
the United States for at least five 
years. 

Another bill that will most likely 
reappear in January would grant 
asylum to immigrants from certain 
Central American countries under a 
law currently covering only Cubans 
and Nicaraguans.

Pri orities Given Short 
Shrift In Washington

Congress has adjourned without 
much fanfare, but with a bad record 
on the issues that matter to Hispan- 
ics. True, gridlock and partisanship 
in Washington resulted in a Con- 
gress that accomplished little for 
anyone. 

But in the case of Latino fami- 
lies, the divided government had 
little to do with the Congress's "do 
nothing" character. The truth is, 
when the load got heavy, Latino 
priorities were the first thing our 
elected leaders in Washington threw 
overboard. 

Take health care, for example. 
Census data show that Hispanic 
kids are by far more likely than 
others to go without any health in- 
surance coverage. Still, most Re- 
publicans, including President 
Bush, have opposed the Immigrant 
Children's Health Improvement 
Act, known as ICHIA. If included 
in reauthorization of the Temporary 
Assistance for Needy Families 
(TANF) program, created by the 
welfare reform law of 1996, ICHIA 
would expand federal health care 
coverage to legal immigrant chil- 
dren and pregnant women.

While many will apply to col- 
leges in the coming months, hard- 
working, talented Latino immi- 
grants are still missing out. Great 
numbers of them are effectively 
shut out because they cannot get fi- 
nancial aid or lower in-state tuition 
rates. 	 - 

Congress did not act on the. De- 
velopment, Relief and Education 
for Alien Minors (DREAM) Act. 
The President has let the anti-im- 
migrant factions of his party stand 
in the way of education reforms 
that would make college more af- 
fordable for immigrant students. _ 

What about the economy and 
jobs? A net total of more than a 
quarter of a million Hispanics have 
lost their jobs since the 2000 elec- 
tions. Low-wage workers are typi- 
cally ineligible for important un- 
employment assistance. But Con- 
gress did not act to expand unem- 
ployment insurance benefits to 
those workers who are falling 
through the cracks of the outdated 
system. 

For those who actually qualify, 
many have been cut off or are ap- 
proaching the end of their unem- 
ployment benefits. Congress has 

the last elections. In fact, the elec- 
tion reform bill will repress voter 
participation among Hispanics. 

To be fair, Food Stamp changes 
passed earlier this year were an un- 
qualified step forward for Latinos. 
President Bush and moderate con- 
gressional Republicans played a big 
role in this. Yet this achievement 
stands all alone in a sea of unmet 
need. 

extended the program only once 
during this recession, whereas un- 
employment insurance was ex- 
tended five times during the reces- 
sion of the 1990s. 

Also, today's working parents 
cannot keep their family out of 
poverty when earning the federal 
minimum wage. So the proposal of 
Sen. Ted Kennedy to increase the 
minimum wage by a modest $1.50 
is long overdue. But Congress still 
has not acted. 

This Congress was not only un- 
productive on key issues for Lati- 
nos, but actually worked in opposi- 
tion to their interests. 

The events of Sept. 11 impacted 
everyone, including immigrants. 
Many immigrants and Latinos were 
working in the twin towers that 
morning. Later they worked side by 
side with other construction work- 
ers to rebuild the Pentagon. But 
Congress is determined to move 
forward with Department of Home- 
land Security legislation that treats 
all immigrants as potential threats, 
not contributors, to this nation's 

Congress and the White House 
have not protected the voting rights 
of Latinos or strengthened the 
economy. They haven't improved 
the health and education of His- 
panic children or shown any respect 
for the contributions of immi- 
grants.

Soon Perry responded with an 
atom bomb commercial, run only 
on English-language TV. Federal 
drug enforcement agent Hector 
Berrellez says onscreen, "The same 
drug dealers who killed Kiki laun- 
dered millions in drug money 
through Tony Sanchez's bank." He 
was referring to Tesoro Savings & 
Loan and the torture-execution in 
1985 of DEA undercover agent En-

Film Prompts 
Anti-Semitic 

Response 
The American distributor of a 

Mexican film denounced by Catho- 
lic groups has been flooded with 
protest letters, many with an anti- 
Semitic tone. 

"The Crime of Father Amaro" is 
based on a 19th-century Portuguese 
novel, but the film is set in con- 
temporary Mexico. Its protagonist 
is an ambitious young priest who 
starts an illicit affair with a young 
woman that ends in tragedy. 

Also shown are issues confront- 
ing modern Mexican priests, such 
as donations received from drug 
dealers and aid sent to fund guerilla 
activities in poor rural areas. 	' 

Catholic groups say the film de- 
picts the Roman Catholic Church 
in an unfair, negative light. 

A huge success in Mexico, where 
it was released last summer, 
"Father Amaro" is being distributed 
in the United States by Samuel 
Goldwyn Films. The company's 
president, Meyer Gottlieb, told the

Los Angeles Times that he is 
alarmed by the anti-Semitism in 
many of the protest letters and 
postcards the company has re- 
ceived. 

"I am sure you don't plan on 
showing rabbis or Jews in a com- 
promising position, but your hatred 
is vented against the Savior who 
gave his life to redeem mankind for 
their sins," one man from Man- 
chester, Conn., wrote. 

"What I find offensive is that they 
are taking the leap that I am only 
doing this because I am Jewish," 
Gottlieb said. "Everyone can have 
an opinion about a film. But the 
thing that I object to" is the in- 
sinuation that "if I wasn't Jewish I 
wouldn't be releasing this movie, 
which is of course absurd."

Chavez fought for Top Rank in 
June and September 1998, winning 
a tuneup fight and losing to Arum's 
fighter, Oscar De La Hoya.

Chavez initiated the lawsuit and 
King countersued him and Arum.

Authorities also seized numerous 
e-mails involving the negotiations, 
including one from a top AUC 
commander saying his associates 
must have "a visual inspection of 
the whole farm" -- believed to refer 
to the weapons — before terms 
could be settled. 

The four were charged in Houston 
with conspiracy to distribute co- 
caine and conspiracy to provide 
material support and resources to a 
foreign terrorist organization. The 
charges could carry up to life in 
prison, Ashcroft said.

"Yes, sir," Perry said several 
times, and he announced to his 
friends in the room that the presi- 
dent had congratulated him on the 
election results. Listening nearby 
were Republican U.S. Senate can- 
didate John Cornyn and lieutenant 
governor candidate David De- 
whurst. 

"You did a great job last night. 
We'll see you next time you're 
here," Perry told the president. 
Bush appeared with Texas Republi- 
can candidates at a rally in Dallas 
on Monday. 

Sanchez watched early election re- 
sults with his wife and four grown 
children in a penthouse suite at an 
Austin hotel. Sanchez said the elec- 
tion experience was worthwhile. 

"We're going to win, and it was 
worth it," he said, answering a re- 
porter's question. 

The governor's race made Texas 
history for the amount of money 
spent _ at least $87 million from 
the two candidates combined. It 
also was noteworthy for its nega- 
tive tone, including attacks over 
drug money and murder. 

Sanchez, 59, a rich banker from 

Laredo who spent at least $59 mil- 
lion of his own money on the race, 
sought to become the state's first 
Hispanic governor. Perry, 52, was 
vying to get elected to the office he 
inherited in December 2000 after 
Bush resigned
