Los 
trabajadores estan demandando que se Ins aumentara el precio por total 
de cebolla que estos se encontraban piscando para dicha compailia. 

Este grupo de trabajadores agricolas pidio a la Union de Campesinos 
de Texas que dira asecuria a este movimiento laboral tan importante 
para la claw trabajadora que elabora en los campos agricolas del Oeste 
de Texas, incluyendo todos los pueblos y sus alrededores en donde los 
salarios estan muy por debajo del sueldo minimo de $3.10 por hora.

La historia nos ha ensefiado el proceso de explotacion que la clase 
dominante ha venido desarrollando en esta parte del estado. Las grandes 
movilizaciones de trabajadores de Mexico en los 6Itimos altos de la 
decada de los 50's y a principios de 1960 no ha cambiado. El programa 
del "Braserismo" en esta epoca quiere seguir siendo aplicado a la clase 
obrera campesina. Los rancheros siguen con las ideas del pasado de 
pagar aialesquier precio como dice el refran ''con cualquier dinero baila 
el este perro o algo asi, y tratan de dividir a los trabajadores que vienen 
de Mexico en busca de trabajo haciendo que los trabajadores compitan 
por el empleo con los trabajadores de este pais que sufren los mismos 
problemas de explotacion. 

En Raymondville, Texas en la temporada de la cosecha de cebolla del 
alto pasado, los rancheros trataron de quebrar la huelga que se estaba 
Ilevando acabo en aquel entonces traiendo trabajadores de las partes 
fronterizas de Ia Republica Mexicana. Los rancheros se dieron cuenta que 
la situation ha cambiado.

"acompanado de mis tres hijos y esposa, no alcanzamos hace los veinte 
pesos diarios ademas de que no tenemos las garantias que dicta la Ley 
del Trabajo de recibr el sueldo rninimo. Unicamente con un dolar por 
costal de cebolla podemos apenas llegarle al sueldo minimol de 3.10 por 
hora. con el pago de .45 centavos por costal, solo podemos hacer 11.00 o 
menos por hora 

Tambien nuestro reportero se dirigio a mujeres madres de familia que 
se encontraban en la Linea de "piqueteo" que dijeron: "A los rancheros no 
les importa que los campesinos tengan servicios sanitarios y agua potable 
en la labor. Nos tienen sin los servicios esenciales que marcan las leyes 
laborales. Los rancheros que son tan patriotas y se mantienen 
hechandoles a los iranios y a los regimenes socialistas de violar los 
derechos de las personas; Nos violan a los trabajadores de este pais los 
derechos mas esenciales como lo es el derecho de ponerle precio a nuestra 
fuerza de trabajo y nos pagan sueldos muy por debajo de los que marca 
la ley. 

La Union de Campesinos de Texas pide el apoyo de personas 
concientes, y exorta a los demas trabajadores a que se solidarise con los 
campesinos en huelga.

"Poultry" means chickens, turkeys, 

ducks, geese or guineas. 
"Ready-to-cook poultry" means 

whole dressed poultry which has 
been cleaned and is ready for 
cooking. 

"Broiler" (or "fryer") is a young 
chicken usually seven to 10 weeks of 
age. It's tender-meated with soft, 
smooth-texture skin. 

"Fowl" or "stewing chicken" or, 
"hen" is a mature female chicken. 
usually more than 10 months of age 
with meat less tender than a roaster. 

"Roaster" is a young chicken 
usually three to five months of age 
that is tender-meated with soft, 
smooth-textured skin. 

Since poultry is very perishable, be 
sure not to leave it uncooked in the 
refrigerator for more than one or two 
days, the specialist cautions. 

PEANUT BUTTER--considered a 
meat substitute by nutritionists, is 
frequently overlooked by consumers. 
However, it delivers more protein for 
the money than any other food 
except dry beans, Dr. Sain points out 

DIARY--Watch for promotionals on 
milk, yogurt, margarine, cheese 
slices, cottage cheese and a variety of 
cheddar cheese. 

FRUIT--Fresh-fruit economy buys 
will be apples, strawberries, bananas, 
and in some markets cantaloupes 
and watermelons. 

Hold off on buying peaches and 
grapes--since prices are high and 
they are first-of-the-season 
shipments. 

Lemons and limes are becoming 
more plentiful, so prices will be 
leveling. 

We're seeing the last of the 
grapefruits for a while, so enjoy them 
now! 

VEGETABLES--Fresh vegetables 
will be in better supply as the weeks 
go by. 

Asparagus is in its peak season, so 
you may want to freeze some for later, 
if you have the freezer space. 

Also plentiful are broccoli, carrots, 
corn, mustard and collard greens, 
potatoes and yellow crookneck 
squash--and they promise even 
greater supplies and lower prices in 
the next few weeks. 

Don't overlook local roadside 
vegetable and fruit stands—they offer 
the best buys, freshness and 
moneywise. 

Sweet potatoes and rutabagas are 
at the end of their season, but 
reasonable prices still prevail. 

Finally, with so many vegetables 
becoming plentiful, now's the time to 
make home-canning and freezing 
plans.

watering South Texas watermelons 
are starting to show up at markets. 

This year's crop of melons from 
South Texas is of good quality but the 
volume will be down," points out Tom 
Longbrake, horticulturist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas ABM University 
System 

Longbrake estimates the 
watermelons acreage in South Texas 
to be only 25 or 30 percent of last year 
due to a combination of strange 
weather conditions--drouth, late 
spring freezes, high winds and heavy 
rains. 

"Many South Texas growers cut 
their acreage early this spring due to 
dry conditions," explais Longbrake. 
"Then freezing temperatures in April 
further reduced the acreage. Finally, 
high winds and heavy rains in some 
locations also took their toll of the 
crop." 

While watermelons started moving 
out of Falfurrias about two weeks 
ago, the crop wil be late in the 
Hempstead-Navasota area due to late 
spring freezes. Also, growers are still 
planting in North Central and East 
Texas. 

Although early melons will be in 
short supply, increased planting in 
North Central and East Texas should 
bring the supply of July melons to 
near normal, adds the horticulturist. 

"While Texas watermelons will be 
In short supply this year, they will still 
be a tasty treat during those summer 
days ahead," contends Longbrake. 
"And they're still a good buy on a per-
pound basis."

Raiders Lose Coach 
Texas Tech track coach Gerald 

"Corky" Oglesby became the third 
Red Raider spring sports coach to 
step down from his position Monday 
when Tech athletic director Dick 
Tamburo announced his resignation 
to accept a position at the University 
of Texas at San Antonio. 

Oglesby joins tennis coach Mark 
Hamilton, who resigned recently to 
become the tennis coach at the 
University of New Mexico, and golf 
coach Richard Whittenburg, who 
resigned to put his mind on his duties 
as golf pro at Hillcrest Country Club. 

In losing Oglesby, Texas Tech 
loses more than just a track coach. 
During his second year involvement 
with the Red Raiders, he recruited 
players for the school's first 
basketball team to win the Southwest 
Conference championship and 
coached Tech's only All-America 
track performers. 

Oglesby came to Tech in 1969 as an 
assistant basketball coach. He was 
named assistant track coach in 1973 
and he took over the head duties in 
1975. He was also in charge of the 
cross country team. 

Soon after Oglesby came on to 
Tech as a basketball assistant, the 
Red Raiders won the Southwest 
Conference championship. 

After he began directing all of his 
attention to track, Texas Tech got 
national recognition when Terrell 
Pendleton made All-America in 
cross-country. Then his distance 
medley and sprint medley relay 
teams ran some of the fastest times in 
the nation. 

Oglesby's latest track accomplish-
ments include Jim MacAndrew's 
winning the SWC indoor long jump

Duran Gets Hero's 
Welcome 

PANAMA CITY, Panama(AP)-
Roberto Duran, the Panamanian who 
took the World Boxing Council 
welterweight crown from Sugar Ray 
Leonard, arrived to a hero's welcome 
in his homeland Monday. 

More than 10,000 people chanting 
"Duran, Duran" and "Champion, 
Champion" turned out at Paitilla 
Airport to watch the plane President 

Aristides Royo had sent get him land 
around mid afternoon. 

The crowd included cabinet 
ministers and leading business and 
sports people. 

An estimated 250,000 more 
chanted "Duran, Panama" and 
Champion, Champion" to the music 
of salsa bands along the route to 
downtown. 

Royo declared Monday a national 
holiday, to be observed as "Roberto 
Duran Day." An hour after his arrival, 
Royo received Duran formally at the 
Presidential Palace and bestowed on 
him the Grand Cross of the Order of 
Belisario Porras, Panama's highest 
civilian decoration. 

Police sources said it was the 
biggest ti)rnout in memory in the 
capital. a city of 800,000 people. 
Boxing is a national passion in this 
country. 

The 29-year-old Duran, the man 
they call "Hands of Stone," became 
only the third man to win both the 
lightweight and welterweight 
championships. 

Already regarded a hero from the 
time he held the lightweight crown 
from 1972 until last year, last Friday's 
victory turned Duran into an idol to 
his 1.80 million countrymen. 

"He could easily run for president 
and run upopposed," one radio 
sports commentator said into his 
microphone, while describing the 
mob scene at the airport to thousands 
of fans in Panama City, their ears 
glued to transistor radios. 

More than 5,000 mobbed the plane, 
even before it came to a stop, and 
police had to rush in to prevent 
people from being run over by the 
aircraft. 

It took more than ten minutes to 
lower the plane's steps, and for Duran 
to appear, his hands clasped high 
signaling victory, while the crowd 
roared his name. 

The champion dug into a flight bag, 
took out his welterweight champion's 
belt, and waved it to the multitude. A 
bunch of people climbed the steps, 
and carried him shoulder-high in 
triumph to a large stand, erected to 
one side of the airport, where a 
welcoming committee of sports and 
government notables awaited.
