The Reagan/Bush
Supreme Court: Friend or

Foc of Hispanics?

Every day now, the United States Supreme Court, the Rea-
pan/Bush courl, announces its decisions for the current court
term, and as is usual, political and legal shock waves follow.

Knce-jerk critics, including some Hispanics, react in horror
and predict the end ol our republic and the dawn ol lascism.
[Lugpage can now be scarched with permission, and strippers
must wear pastics in Indiana. Big deal. Lost in the civil libertar-
1ans' clamor bemoaning these momentous decisions was anoth-
¢r Reagan/Bush court judgment expanding Hispanic voling
POWCT.

This i1s another in a several-ycar string ol decisions cmpowcr-
ing more and more Hispanic voters, particularly Mexican
Amecrican volers, and broadening their political horizons and
POWCT.

Specilically, the court ruled that century-old ai-large clections
lor district judges in Texas (and Louisiana) violate [ederal clec-
tion laws.

Texas argued that at-large clectons were exempt from federal
laws which cover legislative and congressional clections. State
lcgislators and lederal representatives, Texas maintained, repre-
scnt people and do so from cqually apportioned and compact
districts. Judges, Texas said, do not represent people, they
scrve them.

The Reagan/Bush court said no to Texas. It said federal elec-
tion laws cover all clections and any clection process. Any pro-
cess, the court ruled, which denies a one man, one-vote princi-
ple for all voters and cffectively drowns ethnic votes by over
whelming them with white votes is simply not a valid process.
Period.

This decision follows last year's controversial decision by a
federal district judge in Los Angeles that invalidated the 1980
rcapportionment of Los Angeles County supervisorial districts.
The judge invalidated old district boundaries and the on-going
clection. He ordered a whole new election based on the newly
drawn district lines.

His decision found that Los Angeles' Hispanics had been de-
liberately gerry mandcred to keep them from electing one of
their own to the most powerful local political body 1n the coun-
try. The Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals upheld the judge, as
did the Reagan/Bush court, and for the first time since Los An-
geles became part ot the United States, a Hispanic, Gloria Mol-
na, won a scat on the county board.

The L.A. case was based on another Reagan/Bush court deci-
sion a couple of years before, when the court upheld a federal
district court judgment which ordered district elections in the
Northern California city of Watsonville. As in Los Angeles, the
court found that at-large elections were desidnged to keep Wat-
sonville's Mexicans in their place -- that 1s, off the city council
and politically powerless.

In a word, Hispanic potential political power today is greater
than ever, greater than liberal judges appointed by Franklin

Roosevelt, John Kennedy and Lyndon Johnson ever dreamed
of for a group they considered some what less deserving than
America's blacks.

More political power notwithstanding, some Hispanics find
fault in a recent Reagan/Bush court decision allowing prosecu-
tors to keep some bilingual jurors from serving on criminal trial
juries. The facts of the specific case were that Spanish speaking
jurors were not allowed to serve on a jury when they did not
agree to accept the official court translation of Spanish testimo-
ny. The court ruled such exclusion was not racial and thus was
legal. In this I agree, as jurors should at least accept the court’s
translation of testimony. e

For example, I wouldn't want Puerto Rican, Dominican,
Guatemalan or Uruguayan jurors applying their own colloqui-
alisms to my testimony and thus placing me in serious jeopardy
because a Spanish word has different meanings in different
Spanish-speaking countries, Mother Spanish notwithstanding.

The Reagan/Bush court, on balance, has done just fine by
Hispanics, and it'll do much better if the president will listen to
me when the next Supreme Court vacancy occurs. Considering
the health and age of a couple of the justices, a vacancy should
occur soon.

My suggestion: Judge Ferdinand Fernandez of the San Fran-
cisco-bascd, 27-judge Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals. Report-
cdly, he was on President Bush's short list last year when the
president replaced Justice William Brennan.

Judge Fernandez was appointed to the ninth circuit by Ronald
Rcagan and had no problems being confirmed by the U.S.
Scnate, except for shocking liberal Democrat Sens. Edwards
Kennedy and Howard Metzenbaum. How? By not speaking
Spanish. It seems that Mexican American Judge Fernandez
doesn't spcak Spanish, though, according to the senators, he
looks like he shold.

Oh, well, no one's perfect.
