sion..." The voice-over ac-
companies pictures of Mexi-
cans dashing across the Tiju-
ana-San Ysidro border into
California.

Christian Coalition Execu-
tive Director Ralph Reed led
this month's attack on amoral
liberals, portraying his fol-
lowers as saviors of the Amer-
ican family. His words
served as the bible for most of
the invited GOP candidates.
The speakers chorused that
their audience was, in fact,
the heart of America, the col-
lective true guardian of fami-
ly values. Clearly, however,
the group was a homogenous
gathering of white Americans
who represent neither diversi-
ty of color nor of ideas.

Just as advocates of linguis-
tic and cultural chauvinism
are gaining strength in their
backward move toward isola-
tionism internationally, in-
tolerance domestically and
fundamentalism intellectu-
ally, there is a dearth of lead-
ership speaking out in behalf
of the other side of these is-
Sues.

Instead, those who would be
king, like Senator Dole,
pander to a far-right consti-
tuency, proclaiming that mul-

tilingual education 1s em-
ployed "as therapy for low
self-esteem.”

He is joined by the likes of
USA Today columnist Linda
Chéavez, who accuses bilin-
gual education proponents of
having "a far-reaching polit-
ical agenda" that keeps chil-

Lally Weymouth, another
columnist writing in the
Washington Post, goes even
further. She proclaims that

va, la inmigracién y los im-
puestos en las épocas re-
cientes.

El director ejecutivo de la
Coalicion Cristiana, Ralph
Reed, dirigi6 el ataque de este
mes sobre los liberales inmo-
rales, pintando a sus segui-
dores como los salvadores de
la familia estadounidense.
Sus palabras sirvieron como
la Biblia para la mayoria de
los candidatos republicanos
invitados.

- Los oradores corearon el que

su auditorio era, en verdad, el
corazon de los Estados Uni-
dos, el verdadero guardian
colectivo de los valores famil-
iares. Esta claro, sin embar-
go, que el grupo era una reu-
nion homogénea de estadou-
nidenses blancos que no rep-
resentan ni a la diversidad de
color ni a la de ideas.

Hispanic Kids & English

An editorial in the Chicago Tribune calls for policy-
makers to find a balance between respecting diverse cul-
tures and ensuring that U.S. students achieve a command of
the English language.

"The growing controversies over language are not about
language, per se, but about language in the context of record
levels of immigration and poverty," wrote Richard Estrada,
a columnist for the Dallas Morning Herald.

The piece, entitled "It Doesn't Pay to Not Learn English,"
was written in response to controversial statements made by
Texas State District Judge Samuel C. Kiser during a recent
child custody case. The judge upbraided the mother of a 5-
year-old Mexican-American by saying that if her daughter
"cannot even speak the language that the teachers and the
other children speak, and she's a full-blooded American cit-
izen, you're abusing that child and you're relegating her to
the position of a housemaid."

Estrada admitted children face serious disadvantages by
not knowing English, and cited government statistics re- |

vealing Hispanic children as the most impoverished group
in America.

Dole Pushes "English Only"

According to an article in this week's Washington Post
Weekly Edition, Senator Robert J. Dole is placing another
conservative plank in his platform.

Bob Dole is not one of the 17 co-sponsors of Senator Richard
Shelby's "English Only" bill, but you'd never know it from
the rhetoric the senator is using. In a speech to the national
convention of the American Legion in Indianapolis last
week, Dole warned that "ethnic separatism" is a threat to
American unity and says that making English the official
language will "hold us together."

Dole went on to state that if "we want to ensure that all our
children have the same opportunities in life, alternative
language education should stop and English should be ac-
knowledged once and for all as the official language of the
United States."

In the speech, Dole focused on the need to teach English to
immigrant students. Most "English only"” bills now pend-
ing in Congress require that all government business be
conducted solely in English and except for a few public
health and safety documents, all official communications
be conducted in English only. White House spokeswoman
Ginny Terzano responded by saying that Dole's proposal "is
not realistic because so many young students don't speak
English, and in order to communicate with their teachers
and reach full competency in their courses they have to be
taught in Spanish and other languages."

Commission Needed to
Study Police Violence

AP reports the National Urban League will request a presi-
dential commission to study police violence and create po-
lice guidelines to protect citizens' constitutional rights.

Hugh Price, the president of the National Urban League
said, "There are instances cropping up all over the country
of outright police abuse of the U.S. Constitution." He said
blacks are often subjected to unwarranted searches and oth-
er abuses. "These are the things that create the rage that ex-
ists in our communities,” Price said.

The Urban League, which aims to end racial discrimina-
tion and improve the economic and political power of minor-
ities, already has called for a federal grand jury investiga-
tion into the Mark Fuhrman tapes.

The White House did not immediately respond Saturday to a
request for comment on Price's remarks.

High-Tech Firms Oppose
Major Immigration Cuts

Executives from nearly 60 leading high-tech firms yester-
day descended on Capitol Hill to oppose major proposed cuts
in legal immigration that many companies fear would in-
hibit their ability to compete in the global economy, reports
the Washington Post.

The lobbying effort by firms including Microsoft, Motoro-
la and Texas Instruments reflects concerns among U.S.
companies that their ability to hire highly skilled foreign
talent as legal immigrants will become ensnared in a polit-
ical backlash against illegal immigration.

The main target of the lobbying effort is a House bill
sponsored by Rep. Lamar S. Smith (R-Tex.), chairman of
the House Judiciary subcommittee on immigration. It would
cut legal immigration by 30 percent, reduce refugee admis-
sions by more than 50 percent and crack down on illegal im-
migrants through a variety of means including border fenc-
es and more Border Patrol agents.The bill also calls for
creation of a computer registry to verify that prospective em-
ployees are legally eligible to work in the United States.

In the Senate, Sen. Alan K. Simpson (R-Wyo.) 1s intro-
ducing a bill that would slash legal immigration even more
sharply as part of legislation that, like the House version,
links legal and illegal immigration in the same bill.

In addition, the bipartisan U.S. Commission on Immigra-
tion Reform headed by former congresswoman Barbara Jor-
dan (D-Tex.) yesterday released a report that offers detailed
recommendations for cuts in legal immigration while sup-
porting "the basic framework" of immigration policy.

Of the legal immigration limit of nearly 800,000 for fiscal
1995, "skills-based admissions" are set at 140,000. The
Smith bill would directly and indirectly remove more than
32,000 of these admissions, while the Simpson bill would cut
them to 75,000. The Commission on Immigration Reform
recommends a level of 100,000.

Such immigration cutbacks thus could result in a loss of
jobs in the United States, said Charles Billingsley, a spokes-
man for the Information Technology Association of Ameri-
ca. "I don't think that's what the legislators have in mind."

Proponents of the Simpson bill argue that reducing the in-
flux of immigrants is what the American public wants. In
order to address the need for engineers and scientists, say
congressional sources close to the Simpson bill, the legisla-
tion would require employers of highly skilled immigrants
to pay a fee equal to 30 percent of the employee's first-year
salary into a fund to help finance training for Americans.

The recent announcement
by Republican presidential
candidate Bob Dole that, once
enthroned in the White
House, he will make English
the official language of the
United States is a threat that
Latinos should not take light-
ly.

The usual mild defenses of
bilingualism are not strong
enough to stop the right wing
that has taken over the Repub-
lican Party and now wants to
capture the United States. Its
dogma against language
freedom must not only be re-
sisted; it must be attacked.

The tactics I would use are
those taught to me in high
school by the good Jesuits: 1.
Employ their conservative
premises against them; 2.
Make them take a position on
a particular case where you
have the best argument; 3.
Ask for specifics whenever
they make a generalization;
4. Give examples that go be-
vond Latinos and isolate the
opponents; and 5. Always use
emotion-filled phrases to
make the different sides of the
argument very clear. The re-
sponse to their claims might
go like this:

False Claim 1: U.S. unity is
threatened by those who do not
speak English. Ask them to
name names and identify
groups that have attacked our

national unity. Ask them if

they mean the white suprema-
cist organizations that stash
arms and take target practice
on photos of federal agents.
Ask them if they mean the
KKK or domestic terrorist
groups that defend the bomb-
ing of the federal building in
Oklahoma City.

Remind them that those
groups back English as the of-
ficial language. Tell them
that they are on the side of the
white supremacists, the KKK,
and the mad bombers; Latinos
are on the side of truth, justice
and the American way.

False Claim 2: The United
States is a country of individ-
uals, and no single group
should have special protection
under the law.

Tell them that the individual
freedom to speak the language
of choice should not be taken

I'm still recuperating from
the discovery that my parents
abused me for the 18 years I
lived in their home.

Texas District Judge Samuel
Kiser set me straight when, in
a recent Amarillo child custo-
dy case, he accused Marta
Laureano of abusing her 5-
year-old daughter and con-
demning the child to a life
sentence as a housemaid.

Laureano's "crime": speak-
ing only Spanish at home.

My parents are abusers of
five children.

Never once did they tell us,
as the English-speaking par-
ents of some of my friends
told their children, "Get up,
kids. It's time for school."

Instead, they said, "Estudia,
estudia para que adelantes en
la vida." ("Study, so you can
get ahead in life.")

I will confess this readily to
any child-abuse-prevention
squad that interrogates me
about my childhood of pain
and suffering. The hair on
my head frizzes out when I re-
call how indifferent my par-
ents were to U.S. law and cus-
tom.

I can forgive them for the
years we lived in South Amer-
ica. They were just trying to
fit in. Everyone there spoke
Spanish.

But then they immigrated to
the United States, leaving all
their friends and relatives be-

hind to work like beasts in
factories and shipyards. And
they didn't even speak Eng-
lish at home!

But it was worse than that.
As if it were only yesterday, I
can still hear the sermons my
four siblings and I were given
when we tried to speak Eng-
lish to our parents or each oth-
er. "Speak our native lan-
guage. You must be proud of

your heritage."

After being here a couple of
years, my little brother Juan
Carlos figured out it was better
to be called "John" than his
given name "Juan" at school.
It made his life easier with his
schoolmates and teachers. It
was his short-cut to becoming
"American.”

My parents explained,
"Juan is the name of the king
of Spain."

"But we're not in Spain," he
protested.

"It's your grandfather's
name. There is nothing to be
ashamed of," they tried
again.

"But he's dead,” my brother
cried. "And it IS something to
be ashamed of. No one can
ever spell it or say it right."”

Of course, my parents were
never around when other boys
made fun of him on the play-
ground.

Nor was Judge Kiser around
in our home to inform them
that they were relegating Juan

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Sittin' Here
Thinkin'
After The Juice

The summer and the OJ trial are coming to an end and at
the diner there is a growing sense that it is time to get on with
whatever comes next. This is not to suggest that the daily
breakfast crowd has lost interest in the trial. To the con-
trary, the Fuhrman tapes have reinvigorated the discussion
and provided an excitement that has not been seen since The
Juice tried on the gloves. The consensus here, as in most of
the country, has shifted over time from he didn't do it, to I
guess the blood proves that he did, and now to maybe they
framed him after all.

The clear consensus today is that, guilty or innocent, he
will not be convicted. Like a lot of people the folks at the din-
er have become justice system sophisticates. They no longer
talk about facts as facts but rather as evidence which may be
admissible or not. They no Jonger focus on whether OJ did it
and focus instead on whether the grounds for an appeal may
exist and whether the Fuhrman-tainted evidence should be
suppressed.

The only real dispute today is whether a hung jury or an
acquittal is most likely.. No one seems satisfied with either A
of these endings. They do not really like dramas that do not
have a conclusive ending and it is becoming clearer all the
time that the public will never know whether OJ Simpson
murdered Nicole Brown Simpson and Ronald Goldman.

Meanwhile, the speculation and the arguments go on each
morning and the debate is lively. Larry's current theory fo-
cuses on the "h" in Detective Fuhrman's name, which he
somehow had not noticed before. He notes that Fuhrman
rhymes with German and that it has the same word root as
Fuehrer. In Larry's mind Fuhrman's being a German and
a bigot fully exonerates OJ Simpson. He gloated and strutted
in the booth the morning after Fuhrman exercised his Fifth
Amendment rights.

Vinnie's primary interest is whether or not OJ testifies
and he is convinced that ultimately it will happen. Vinnie
18 fascinated by records in all fields -- the Cal Ripken con-
secutive game record took up some OJ slack last week -- and
he speculates endlessly on what the television ratings would
be if OJ testifies. He suggests that the country, if not the
world, would be best off just shutting down to watch the testi-
mony. And if that does not work Vinnie's fall back plan is
for Judge Ito to move the trial into prime time, just like the
World Series.

Vera, the blond and heavily made up sixty year old philo-
sophical waitress, maintains that Fuhrman was only talk-
ing big on the tapes as a sexual come-on to the timid and
proper screenwriter. She says that she recognizes this bad-
cop bravado by the police precinct from her days at the diner
and points out that there are women who are attracted to dan-
gerous, rogue men. Vera sounds to me like she knows what
she is talking about.

Connie, who is the only black waitress at the otherwise all
white diner, says it is incredible that white people are
shocked to find out that there are vicious and racist cops in
Los Angeles. She wonders aloud if they have forgotten Rod- |
ney King and whether they have been .living in, the real .
world at all. It is easier, she s3jd once; to pretend that Fuhr-
man, or cops for that matter, are unique. Increasingly, I
have noticed, she just stays out of the OJ conversations alto-
gether.

Arthur Bupkiss, the forcibly retired star of the diner, sug-
gests that the trial has turned out to be about color and that the
colors are black, white and green. The black and white is
about race cards, Arthur says, but the key color since the be-
ginning has been the green of OJ's money and the legal tal-
ent it has bought. OJ's lawyers, everyone agrees, are much
better than the District Attorney's staff. Arthur argues that a
poor man, of any color, would have long since been sitting
on death row.

For many months now Arthur's life has been made up of
mornings at the diner talking OJ, late morning trips to the
beach to work on his tan, and afternoons of testimony. Ar-
thur has seen everything that the jury has seen and everyth-
ing the jury has not seen. He has watched all the evening
post-trial shows as well -- Geraldo, Larry King, and anyth-
ing and everything else. But soon both the summer and the
trial will end and Arthur's life, as he knows it, will change
again whether he likes it or not.

Arthur Bupkiss is out of synch. He is 52 years old and too
young to be retired. He is an electric typewriter kind of guy
in a now computerized world. Electric typewriters, in their
time, were hot stuff. You could back up and erase mistakes
without using the ugly white stuff in the little bottle and the
best electric typewriters had a moving ball with all sorts of
typesettings on it including italics. Being an electric type-
writer, or the ten years ago version of Arthur Bupkiss for that
matter, was pretty much as good as it could be.

But the world moved on and now, while everyone else is
multi-tasking, Arthur is non-tasking. He is off-line, fro-
zen up, and stuck in a feedback loop that is going nowherefg"
He needs to re-boot himself somehow if he is ever going to get
back at it and he may be too old to start all over. The things
he knows may be well past having any value.

Some days I see Arthur Bupkiss staring straight ahead to-¢*™
ward the diner wall and I imagine that he is trying to figure
out what to do after OJ's trial is over. Marathon television
trial watching, the only skill that Arthur has developed
since his company was taken over and he was found to be ob-

solete, is hard to build a life around.

NEW YORK - Boxing promot-
er Don King is climbing back
into a familiar arena - the
courtroom.

Beginning Thursday, King
will spend much of the next
two months facing charges
that he submitted a fake con-
tract to Lloyd's of London say-
ing he paid WBC super
lightweight champion Julio
Cesar Chavez $350,000 in non-
refundable training fees.

Chavez - who is still repre-
sented by King - had hurt his
nose sparring. His fight with
Harold Brazier was canceled
in June 1991.

King, 63, one of the most
powerful men in boxing, is
charged with nine counts of
mail fraud. Each is punisha-
ble by up to five years in pris-
on and a $250,000 fine. He has
been free on a $250,000 person-
al recognizance bond.

Prosecutors estimate the
trial will last about six weeks.
Defense lawyers say it might
take a few weeks more, espe-
cially if King decides to testi-
fy.
Potential jurors Thursday
were to fill out questionaires
in a selection process that will
last a week or more. The

judge has said prospects must
be questioned about what they
think of King and whether
they can disregard what they
have heard about him.

There has been a lot to hear.
In addition to his current pro-
motion of Mike Tyson's
comeback, King has frequent-

ly engaged in legal fisticuffs

with promoters,
and fighters.

He has been the subject of at
least three grand jury investi-
gations. Only one federal
case reached trial, but King
was acquitted of tax evasion
charges in 1985.

In 1954, King killed a man
who was robbing a numbers
house he operated in Cleve-
land. It was ruled self-
defense.

In 1967, he was convicted in
Cleveland of beating a man to
death who owed him money
and served four years in pris-

managers

on. After his release, King

was pardoned in 1983 by then-
Ohio Gov. James A. Rhodes
just before he left office.

During his prison stint he = _

wrote to Muhammad Alj,
starting a relationship that
led him to promote the poetic
boxer in such classic contests
as the 1974 "Rumble in the
Jungle" with George Fore-
man and the 1975 "Thrilla in
Manila" with Joe Frazier.

Over the last 20 years, King
has ended up in the corner of
most major boxers.

House Bank Bill
Overhauls CRA

Federal thrifts would have to become national banks or
state-chartered thrifts by Jan. 1, 1998 or face liquidation, un-
der a proposal being considered Tuesday by the House
Banking Committee, reports Associated Press.

The panel is moving forward on plans to merge the bank
and thrift deposit insurance funds while taking another
swing at the Community Reinvestment Act, a major fair
lending law. Both proposals were being added to a major
budget bill the banking committee is considering, repre-
senting its chunk of the federal budget process.

Committee Chairman Jim Leach, R-Iowa, announced
Mondav that controversial revisions of the Community Re-
investment Act that the committee passed earlier this year
would be stripped from a broad bank deregulation bill and
inserted into the panel's budget measure.

The Clinton administration strongly opposes weakening
the CRA and has threatened a veto. Democrats say the bill
passed by the Banking Committee in June would exempt
about 90 percent of the industry from CRA requirements and
limit regulators' enforcement powers.

A move to place the CRA revisions in the budget measure -
a high-profile bill that is almost assured of passage - places
the proposal on the legislative front burner.

The other major piece of the legislation would merge the
bank insurance fund with the separate S&L industry deposit
insurance fund by Jan. 1, 1998. Regulators say the thrift
fund, depleted by the massive thrift industry failures, would
face insolvency if one large S&L collapsed.

The Leach proposal calls for Federal Deposit Insurance
Corp.-member banks to share in interest payments on Fi-
nancing Corp. bonds, securities the government sold in the
1980s to help revive the S&L insurance fund.

The bill also would abolish the Office of Thrift Supervision
and restructure the FDIC.

Indians Alarmed
By Proposed Cuts

A Senate appropriations bill due to be debated in a joint
House-Senate conference this week knocks out more than a
third of the Interior Department's funding for direct servic-
es to Indians,

The $270 million in cuts does away with up to 40 percent of
the Bureau of Indian Affairs bureaucracy and sends deeper
cuts in Indian services at the tribal level, gutting by 37 per-
cent programs that house, clothe and educate some of the na-
tion's poorest citizens.

This is bad news for the 26,000 Oglala Sioux on Pine Ridge
reservation in South Dakota, which occupies the poorest
county in America, with a per capita income of about $4,500.

"Shannon County is the poorest county in the U.S. and has
been for the past 20, 30 years. Things do not improve down
there," said Avis Little Eagle, managing editor of Indian
Country Today in Rapid City, S. D., who called the proposed
cuts "devastating."

The Agriculture Department's commodities program is
also slated to be wiped out, which would eliminiate the only
source of food for many Sioux. The shipments would be re-
placed by food stamps, which Indians say would not only cost
the government twice as much but would be next to worthless
in the face of rural store markups.

And with no public transportation on the 4,000-mile reser-
vation, many families can't reach the land's four conven-
ience stores.

"If you can't get out to buy food, then what? I guess you'll
just have to eat your food stamps,” said Joe Blue Horse, 59,
who runs the commodities program on Pine Ridge."People
are scared out here."

In a last ditch attempt to press Congress to restore funding
levels, leaders of some 200 tribes protested on the Mall in
Washington last week, setting up tepees and carrying signs
blasting the appropriations measure as a "an injustice to all
Indian people.”

The author of the bill, Sen. Slade Gorton, R-Wash., said
cuts to Indian programs constituted just 8 percent, while fo-
rests, land management and cultural landmarks were
slashed by an average of 18 percent.

Critics also say Gorton's 8 percent figure is misleading be-
cause it's propped up by items protected from cuts by congres-
sional decision and fails to take into account inflation and
the burgeoning Indian population.

Programs under the Indian Health Service and some edu-
cational programs were left intact in the 1996 budget. South
Dakota's own senators voted against reinstating the funds to
tribes, which constitute 47 percent of the Interior Department
budget.

Medicaid May Become
Block Grant

House Republicans today proposed to convert Medicaid to a
block grant to the states, ending any federal entitlement to
benefits and stripping away most of the current regulations,

reports Associated Press.

Their plan, unveiled at a news conference with House
Speaker Newt Gingrich and other GOP leaders, would guar-
antee that every state's Medicaid grant would grow by at
least 2 percent a year through 2002. Some states with rapidly
growing populations would get more.

Overall, it would save $182 billion by slowing the growth of
Medicaid from 10 percent a year to 4.9 percent.

Medicaid is now a joint federal-state program providing
comprehensive health benefits for 36 million Americans
with low incomes. About half are children, but the most ex-
pensive component is nursing home and institutional care
for the elderly and disabled.

Gingrich said the GOP plan would allow federal spending
on Medicaid to grow by 39 percent over the seven years.

The GOP bill would require the states to spend about 40 per-
cent of the block grants on three targeted groups: low-income
families, including pregnant women and children; low-
income disabled children and adults under 65; and the eld-
erly with low incomes.

But it would be up to the states to decide who qualified and
what benefits they got. Currently, there are strict federal
rules to determine eligibility.

Medicaid currently spends about $155 billion a year, with
$89 billion from the federal treasury and the rest supplied by

states in matching funds.

I
hope that 85 is not too old to
have her pay for all her
crimes.

But then look how ignorant
my sisters ended up. One
graduated from an Ivy
League college. She studied
languages and speaks three
or four. Another graduated
from a fine college, but has
had to work overseas for for-
eign (as well as U.S.) compa-
nies. She claims her multi-
lingualism is a very good
thing -- she too speaks four
languages -- but what does she
know?

Their immigrant siblings
haven't fared better. One
lives and works in Japan.
Japanese is one of the five
languages he studied while
attending the University of
Pennsylvania. When he's
not translating a major
monthly magazine from Eng-
lish to Spanish, he teaches
English and current affairs to
Japanese businessmen.

Because I spoke English as a
second language, only a few
colleges would accept me. I
was left with no choice but to

attend Harvard, where
