Theron Cole, chairmwn of the Numan Reﬁ ions Commission,
last week recommendzd posyible stepy ‘o asyure broaber
representation on thz city’s Board of City Development.

Wt is our opinpn that the small business and mlnomy-ownsd
businesses have been under-represented,” Cole said. *“
would like the City Council to consider steps to asaum

of of business and
community interest of those who shall be appointed to the
board, as stated in a 1965 resolution establishing the selection

process.”
In November, the Cny Oouncll and a committee of the
Chamber of C ard of City D are to

nominate candidates to serve on the joint board. As provided in
the 1965 resolution, members of the Chamber of Commerce will
elect five of the nominees, who will then be appointed by the
City Council to the Baord of City Development.

The 1965 resolution states “the nominees shall be selected on
the basis of geographic location within the city and considera-
tion shall be given to the type of profession, business or
industry represented to assure wide spread distribution of
representation of the business and community interest of those
members who shall be appointed to the board.”

Cole suggested five alternatives for achieving those objectives
when the council discusses nominations in November:

1. Separate the boards, with the Chamber of Commerce
members electing a Chamber board and the City Council
appointing a Board of City Development.

2. Arbitrarily determine the number of members to be
elected by the Chamber and the number to be appointed
directly by the City Council.

3. Determine the percentage of the combined Chamber and
BCD budgets and use that ration to allot positions to be elected
by the Chamber and those to be appointed directly by the
Council.

4. Divide the city into representation areas with places on
the Board assigned to those areas. Two persons could be
nominated for each place, and Chamber members would elect
one nominee from each of five places on the ballot. The City
Council would appoint those persons elected.

5. With five positions on the board open this year, agree
that a mojority of the 10 nominees be operators of small and
minority-owned business so that al least some would be elected
to balance representation on the board beginning in January,

1979 Annual National Council
of La Raza (NCLR) Affiliate
Convention yesterday by ap-
proving a slate of 17 resolu-
tions  designed to support
and endorse local and na-
tional activities .which will
have an impact on Hispanics
during the coming year.

U.S. relations with Mexico
and the legal and civil rights
of Hispanics in the United
States, both citizens and
noncitizens, were issues of
primary concern to NCLR
affiliate delegates. Through
passage of the resolutions,
the convention agreed to:

erecognize that Hispanic
undocumented workers and
Hispanic citizens of the U.S.
are bonded by the common
links of culture, heritage and
blood;
esupport the concept of total
amnesty and legal residency
for all undocumented workers
who request such status;

ecall for Congressional
hearings to be held in loca-
tions along the U.S. Mexico
border on the issue of undo-

tions of human rights;

surge the provision of ser-
vices tu undocumented work-
ers in the areas of discrimi-
nation, housing, law, health,
social and emergency servi-
ces; and

*oppose any labor program
which is unfair and exploitive
of Mexican immigrant
workers.

The delegates also urged
research into economic deve-
lopment of the Chicano com-
munity that is tied to Mexico
with due attention given to
the potential represented by
Mexico's natural gas and pe-
troleum reserves, and urged
that President Carter place
Mexico on a “most favored
nation” status thereby elimi-
nating the barriers to free
economic trade with Mexico.

In additional resolutins,
the NCLR  Convention
resolved to:

esupport in principle a
windfall profits tax on oil and
gas which can benefit the
Hispanic community giving
assistance to those families

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Cementery Improvements Continue

City Council members have agreed to use $120,000 in revenue
sharing funds to complete the sprinkler system at the City
Cemetery.

PARK AREA NAMED

A portion of the Canyon Lakes has been officially named the
Estebanico Historic Area, an African Black who was prominent
in Coronado’s search for the Seven Cities of Gold. Estebanico,
or “Little Stephen,” is thought to be the first Black to visit the
High Plains of Texas.

The Estebanico Historic Area, named by the City Council at
the recommendation of the Roots Council and supported by the
Parks Board, is located on the south side of the lake in the area
of the waterfall being built east of Quirt Avenue. A mural is
being designed to be built at the location.

Human Relations Commis-
sion members have agreed to
help improve citizen coopera-
tion with the district attor-
ney's office to assure equal
prosecution regardless of
race.

District Attorney John
Montford attended the
monthly commission meeting
to seek advice on how to
deal with a lack of coopera-
tion by witnesses of violent
crimes against Blacks and
Chicanos.

“It's very distressing to
have to dismiss a case be-
cause someone is not willing
to testify,” Montford said.

“If people expect that each
case will be prosecuted
equally without regard to
race, then | expect some co-
operation. Without it, the
result is a double standard of
justice,” he said.

The district attorney was
asked by HRC member Gil-
bert Flores the reason wit-
nesses don't want to get
involved.

“There are two reasons,”
Montford replied. “In the past
there was the inclination by
prosecutors that when a mi-
nority suspect was involved
it didn’t matter that much.

Well, things are different.
Now it matters,” Montford
said.

Secondly, the threat of re-
taliation against witnesses
by friends or family of the
suspects is a reason, he
added.
