Empiesa Su Transformacion

El diccionario de Webster defina
“caucus” como una asociacién social
o politica.

Hasta el afio pasado, el Comité
Hispano Congresional se ajustaba a
la descripciéon mencionada. Pero
ahora esta en movimiento. Por vez
primera en su historia de 5 afios, tiene
una victoria o dos que celebrar en el
Congreso. Su personal, nuevo y
joven, esta mostrando una
inclinacién reciente a trabajar con la
dirigencia hispana enérgica -
chicana, puertorriquefia y cubana -
para presentar las preocupaciones de
organizacion a los dirigentes
legislativos y administrativos de
Washington.

Ya no se considera mas como una
jactancia infundada el que debiera
duplicarse de tamano durante el
resto de este decenio. Cabe dentro de
lo posible que pudiera aumentar
desde seis miembros hasta la
magnitud de dos cifras para fines de
este afio - asi como crecer en medida
aprciable en estatura e influencia
también.

El Representante Robert Garcia
(demdcrata por New York), el
hispano mas nuevo del Congreso y
presidente del Comité, percibe la
transformacién inevitable:

Gonzilez es un miembro
importante del Comité de Banca,
Finanzas y Asuntos Urbanos. De la
Garza es vice-presidente de Comité
de Agricultura. Lujan ha auspiciado
siete proyectos de ley importantes
para la proteccion ambiental. Sin
embargo, con excepcion del anterior

presidente del Comité, Edward
Roybal, su apoyo hacia las
actividades del Comité ha sido

irregular. Gonzalez y de la Garza no
han demostrado mucho entusiasmo
para ser portavoces de los latinos,
segin indica un cabildero latino:

Los que estamos en el
Congreso en verdad compartiremos
las responsabilidades y los beneficios
de esa revelacion nacional en tramite
de desarrollo
Hasta ahora, los electores
estadounidenses han mostrado poca
disposicion para elegir a hispanos al
congreso federal. Si la ley de las
probabilidades determinara las
elecciones, habria cerca de S0
hispanos actualmente en el congreso,
incluyendo nueve o diez senadores.

Garcia llego al Congreso en 1978,
un afo después que su paisano
Corrada.

El hecho de que los hispanos
necesitan un apoyo étnico enérgico

para ganar elecciones federales se
hace evidente por las cifras de la
poblacién hispana en los cinco
distritos de los representantes
hispanos en ejercicio en el territorio
continental: De la Garca, 77%;
Roybal, 72%,. Gonzilez, 68%;
Garcia, 54% y Lujan, 439%.

En 1982, dependiendo de los
resultados de las luchas por la
redistribucion, los hispanos tienen
mejores oportunidades de obtener
nuevos representantes por California
y Tejas, asi como posibiiidades en
varios otros estados.

Cuando todo opere normalmente,

The Congressional Hispanic C.’aucus
Begins Its Metamorphosis

Webster defines “caucus” as a
social or political club.

Until last year, the Congressional
Hispanic Caucus best fit the former
description. But now it's astir. For
the first time in its 5-year history, it
has a victory ‘or two to celebrate in
Congress. Its staff, new and young, is
showing fresh inclination to work
with aggressive Hispanic leadership -
- Chicano, Puerto R an, and Cuban
— in presen:i~  orianizational
concerns tc legisla.ive and
administrative leaders in
Washington.

That it should double in size
during the remainder of the ‘80s is no
longer considered an idle boast. It's
within the realm of possibility that it
could increase from six members to
doulbe-digit propostions by the end
of this year — and grow measurably
in stature and influence as well.

Rep. Robert Garcia (D.,N.Y.), the
newest Hispanic in Congress and the

body's chairman, sinses the
inevitable metamorphosis
“What's happening in Latin

America will certainly increase our
role. We have a tremendous, growing
responsibility to our colleagues in
Congress to make that picture clear.
The nation is just starting to realize
what an asset it has in its 20 million
Hispanic Americans. Those of us in
"

Congress will certainly share in the
responsibilities and the benefits of
that developing national revelation.”

To date, American voters have
shown little disposition to elect
Hispanics to the federal legislature. If
the law of probabilities determined
elections, there would be nearly 50
Hispanics in Congress today,
including nine or ten Senators
Instead, there are none in the Senate,
and only five voting members in the
House. Puerto Rico Resident
Commissioner Baltasar Corrada is
the sixth House member, a non-
voting one.

Presently, four Mexican-
Americans are caucus members. All
of them have been in Congress since
the ‘60s: Henry B. Gouzalez, San
Antonio (1961); Kika de la Garza,
Mission, Tex. (1965); Edward
Roybal, Los Angeles (1963); and its
lone Republican, Manuel Lujan,
Albuquerque (1969).

Gonzalez is an important member
of the Banking, Finance, and Urban
Affairs Committee. De la Garza is
vice-chair of the Committee on
Agriculture. Lujan has sponsored
seven major environmental
protection bills. Yet, with the
exception of former Caucus chair Ed
Roybal, their support of caucus
activities has been spotty. One

Latino lobbyist complains that
Gonzalez and de la Garza haven't
shown much enthusiasm as
spokespersons for Latinos: “They've
been interested in taking care of their
districts and in their re-clections.™

Last year, bilingual education
issues brought new unity. Caucus
members met with Seerctary ol
Education Terrell Bell and were
instrumental in removing bilingual
education from the administration’s
block grant proposal. Commissioner
Corrada was key in getting some of
the funding restored.

Through an annual dinner and
contributions, the Caucus now
operates with a yearly budget of
$100,000. Its staff of three is headed
by Susan Herrera, former legislative
assistance to a since-departed
California Congressman

Garcia is now working to develop
strong relationships with Hispanic
organizations throughout the
country. Last week, he joined
Manuel Bustelo, chairman of the
Forum of National Hispanic
Organizations, in developing a plan
for Hispanic groups to team with
Congressional and executive branch
representatives on task forces which
will monitor and react to the impact
of federal actions on Hispanics

Garcia came to Congress in 1978,

one year after fellow Puerto Rican
Corrada.

That Hispanics need heavy ethnic
support to win federal election iy
evident from the Hdspanic
population in the five. mainland
incumbents' districts: de la Garza,
77%: Roybal, 72%: Gonzalez, 68%:
Garcia, 54%: and Lujan, 43%.

In 1982, depending on the
outcomes of reapportionment
battles, Hispanics have fine shots at
extra seats in California and Texas,
with possibilities in several other
states.

Florida, which gains four seats
because of national population
shifts. could provide Congress with
its first Cuban American
representative. Texas (3), California
(2). Arizona and New Mexico (I
each) also gain seats. Two other
heavy Hispanic states, New York an
[linois, will lose 5 and 2 scats
respectively.

But whatever happens in 82,
Garcia promises: “We're growing too
fast -- numerically and in political
savvy --to be bypassed much longer
I'he best bet anyone can make is that
we'll at Jeast double our numbcers in
Congress betore the *80s are done.™

Heroes— —To Each
~ His Own

By John Rosales

Americans are looking for their
heroes in the wrong places.

I can say that. I'm an American
and I've been looking for heroes for
almost all of my 25 years. I've looked
at the schools that I attended, and
even in newsrooms as | groped for
models to emulate in journalism. |
just got my degree last month.

The problem with finding heroes is
that just when you think you've
found one, your own definition of the
work changes. You demand too
much, or maybe, because of ebbing
public moods, sometimes too little.

For example, many Americans
have embraced Poland’s Lech
Walesa as a hero. He doesn't qualify
by my standards, any more than do
the thousands of people in other
countries (many of the Latin
American) who are risking their lives
in speaking out for their beliefs.

One of my first assignments after
getting my journalism degree was to
talk with Henry Cisneros, the mayor
of San Antonio, Tex., and a
Mexican-American just like me. Mr.
Cisneros has received adulation and
praise as the Hispanic southwest’s
“man for all scasons™ by some of the
nation’s toughest, most cynical
Journalist-critics. He embodies the
best of each of the two cultures he
grew up in, they say.

A hero for me? | walked into his
office already in awe of his
reputation. Immediately, he
removed his desk as a barrier to our
communication, sitting on the couch
beside me. When | talked, he listened
with an intensity | thought political
figures reserved only for their most
generous financial backers. When he
talked, the words were sincere and
the ideas art-works of logic. | left less
awed. He was friendly and mortal
But my respect expanded

In my eyes, Mayor Henry Cisneros
had indeed accomplished what all of
us Latnos reach for — stature in two
worlds which apply different
standards in measuring our worth

On another assignment a few
weeks later, | met another upward-
bound Mexican-American, one who
has achieved enviable success in the
field I'm entering: communications
He was Jesus Trevino of Los
Angeles, writer and director of the
historical film Segwin. which aired on
public television last week. Trevino
hsa written and produced several
film demonstrating his talent and
cultural depth. He wrote and
directed Raices de Sangre (Roots of
Blood) in Mexico

Rather than talk about himself, he
preferred to speak of the protagonist
in the PBS American Playhouse
episode on the life of Texas patriot
Juan Seguin. “In that period of
turmoil in the 1830s and ‘40s, Juan
Seguin became a man without a
country. But the significant thing
about his is that he was a great
contributor to the development of
Texas.”

After our interview, I viewed a
special screening of Seguin. Juan
Seguin certainly succeeded as a
Tejano. A respected young rancer, he
made a difficult personal decision to
resist the government, and then the
army, of Mexico in defense of his
family, his friends, and his land.
Except for the intervention of fate,
his name would have been inscribed
with the other dead Texas “heroes™
of the Alamo.

Seguin lived to become mayor of
San Antonio. But when settlers
swarmed across the Mississippi
River to claim their stake in Texas,
the rules changed. His views against
slavery were unpopular and his Indo-
Hispanic blood weighed against him.
When the United States declared war
on Mexico, his neighbors found him
guilty of being brown and marched
to his house to lynch him.

Seguin’s principles, his dignity,
never changed. Just the rules he was
forced to play by did. He challenged
his new oppressors by fighting with
the Mexican Army of General Santa
Anna. When Mexico lost, Seguin
spent years in exile before he was
“pardoned.”

Juan Seguin, Henry Cisneros 1s
well on his way. Juan Seguin, the last
Mexican American mayor the city
knew until Cisneros came along well
over a century later, is history now, a

in Amarillo; Dr. Joseph Spinatto,
Health Sciences Center TTU; and
Charlotte Foster, Director of
Alcoholism Services, Lubbock
Regional MHMR Center.

On December 11, 1981 the
Argentina military junta named
General Leopoldo Galtieri to replace
the ailing President Roberto E.
Viola. Gen. Galtieri is the army
commander and member of the
three-man junta which has held
power since a 1976 coup. Pres. Viola
took office March 29 after being
picked by the junta last year to
succeed Jorge R. Videla, who led the
coup against President Isabel Peron,
the widow of populist leader Juan
Peron. Viola is a former general and
Galtieri's  predecessor as army
commander.

Galtieri’'s takeover of the
government coincides with the
highest level of protdest to the
military's mismanagement of the
national economy since it took over
five years ago.

He has publicly stated his
support for sending troops to El
Salvador to assist the failing Duarte
government. Argentine advisors are
known to be operating in Guatamela

The Voting Rights Act is now a
bouncing ball. It appears like it will
be bouncing for a long time between
the Senate and the Reagan
Administration.
++ Would it surprise you'to know that
if the Act is accepted by the Senate
and’ Reagan, as passed in the House,
we would have single-member
districts here? Presently, the fight to
have single-member districts in
Lubbock has stopped (temporarily
we hope) in the 5th Federal Circuit
Court. The court is probably waiting
for Reagan and the Senate to act.

Again we urge all of youtodropa
short letter to your Senators and the
President.

Question: I recently recieved
treatment for an injury. My doctor
sent in the claim for the Medicare
medical insurance payment. Will [
get any kind of notice telling me what
Medicare paid?

Answer: Whenever you or adoctor
or supplier sends in a medical
insurance claim, Medicare will send
you an Explanation of Medicare
Benefits. This notice shows what
services were covered, what charges
were approved, how much was
credited toward your annual
deductible, and the amount
Medicare paid. If you have any
questions about the notice, contact
the Medicare carrier that sent you the
notice or a Social Security office. The
names, addresses and telephone
numbers of Medicare carriers are

listed in '“Your Medicare
Handbook.”
Question: My mother recently

underwent surgery. The doctor says
she no longer needs medical care, so

he’s,  discharging .her .. from.. the
hospital next weeck. I think she

should stay because she still' needs
help in getting in and out of bed and
with walking. Wouldn't Medicare
pay for this kind of care?
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Answer: Care which is primarily
Jfor the purpose of meeting personal
needs and could be provided by
persons without professional skills or
training--such as help in walking and
geiting in and out of bed-is
considered custodial care. Medicare
cannot cover custodial care, even if
the patient is in a hospital or skilled
nursing facility or is receiving care
Jfrom a home health agency.

Question: I will be 65 this month,
and if I continue to work, will I have
to wait until I retire to get Medicare?

Answer: You do not have to retire
to apply for Medicare. A 1980
change in the law allows separate
applications for monthly benefits
and hospital insurance.

Question: I'lll be using my

Medicare coverage for the first time
when I go into the hospital next
month. I know that a benefit period
starts when I enter the hospital.
When does it end; when I'm
discharged?
Answer: A benefit period ends when
you have been out of a hospital (or
other facility' primarily providing
skilled nursing or rehabilitation
services) for 60 days in a row,
including the day of discharge.

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Raiders Prepare For TCU
And Texas A&M qu Weekend

Tickets for the TCU and Texas
A&M basketball games with Texas
Tech will go on sale 30 minutes prior
to tipoff. Reserved seats priced at
$5.50 will go on sale at 11:30 a.m.
before the TCU game and 7:00 p.m.
before the Texas A&m game.

The Texas Tech Red Raiders are
coached by Gerald Myers who is in
his 11th year as coach of the Red
Raiders. A 1959 graduate of Texas
Tech, Myers had a record of 202-109
(.650) at Texas Tech. He had an
overall record of 234-152 in 14 years
of coaching going into the game with
the Cougars. Myers is 20-4 in games
with TCU and 15-12 in games with
Texas A&M.

TCU is coached by Jim
Killingsworth who is in his third year
as coach of the Horned Frogs. A
1948 graduate of NE Oklahoma
State. Killingsworth had a record of
28-45 at TCU. He had an overall
coaching record of 160-130 in 11
years of coaching overall going into
the game with the Owls.
Killingsworth is 1-6 in games with
Texas Tech.

Texas A&M is coached by Shelby
Metcalf who is in his 19th year as
coach of the Aggies. A 1952 graduate
of East Texas State, Metcalf had a
record of 301-196 overall and at
Texas A&M. Metcalf is 19-22 in

games against Texas Tech.

Texas Tech has won 46 and TCU
has won 25 in the series that started in
1932. Tech’s longest winning streak
of 19 games was broken when the
Frogs defeated Tech 67-58 in Fort
Worth earlier this season. TCU’s
longest winning streak in the series
has been four games.

Texas Tech has won 29 and Texas
A&M has won 28 in the series that
started in 1941.

Last season against TCU, Texas
Tech swept a pair of games from
TCU upping its winning streak to 19
consecutive over the Horned Frogs.
The Raiders won in Lubbock 57-54
and went into overtime to winin Fort
Worth, 70-60.

Texas Tech and Texas A&M split
two games with each team winning
on its home court last season. The
Raiders on 72-20 in Lubbock and the
Aggies prevailed in College Station
65-52.

This was shows on last season’s
records: Tech finished last season
with a 15-13 record on the season and
tied for fourth place in the SWC with
an 8-8 record.

TCU was 11-18 last season and
finished in 8th place in the SWC race
with a 6-10 record.

Texas A&M was 15-12 last season
with an 8-8 record in SWC play eood

enough for a tie for 4th place with
Texas Tech.

Texas A&M will have the pleasure
of an extra day’s rest before coming
to Lubbock to tangle with the Texas
Tech Red Raiders. The Aggies have
the Saturday that Tech plays TCU
off.

Jeff Taylor has had a solid hold on
the No. 8 spot on the Texas Tech all-
time scoring list and with his 1,267
points, is only 39 points away from
the No. 7 position. Taylor is also No.
3 on the career assists list with 219
and is 87 away from the No. 2 spot.

Steve Smith is up to No. 4 on the
career assists list with 198 behind Jeff
Taylor's 219 in the No. 3 spot.

After the TCU and Texas A&M
games, Texas Tech will have five
games left in the regular season, two
at home and three on the road. The
Raiders are on the road to Houston
on Feb. 10 (Rice); Waco on Feb. 13
(Baylor) and Fayetteville on Feb. 27.
The Raiders’ last two home games of
the regular season are against SMU
on Feb. 20 and Texas on Feb. 22.

. sentandose en el sofd a mi lado.
Cuando yo hablaba, ¢l escuchaba con
una atencion que yo pensaba que las
figuras politicas guardaban
Unicamente  para  sus  partidarios
econdmicos mas generosos. Cuando él
hablaba, las palabras eran sinceras y las
ideas resultaban obras de arte en
materia de logica. Me senti menos
temeroso. El era amistoso y monrtal
Pero mi respeto aumento,

A mi juicio, el Alcalde Henry
cisneros habia logrado, en verdad, lo
que todos nosotros, los latinos,
tratamos de alcanzar - estatura en dos
mundos que aplican normas diferentes
al medir nuestra valia,

En otra asignacion, algunas semanas
después, conoci a otro mexicano-

Antes que hablar sobre si mismo,
prefiri6é hablar acerca del protagonista
del episodio de American Playhouse,
de la television pablica, sobre la vida
del patriota tejano Juan Seguin. “En
aquella época turbulenta de los
decenios de 1830 y 1840, Juan Seguln se
convirtié en un hombre sin patria, Pero
lo significativo acerea de él es que hizo
un gran aporte al desarrollo de Tejas.”

Desafio a  sus  nuevos
opresores  combatiendo al lado del
ejéreito mexicano del General Santa
Ana, Cuando México perdié, Seguin
pasé afios en el exilio antes de que sc le
“perdonara”,

Juan Seguin, Henry Cisneros y yo
somos todos productos de San
Antonio. Yo estoy s6lo empezando mi
carrera. Henry Cisneros ya va bien
adelantado, Juan Seguin, el dltimo
alcalde mexicano-americano que
conocié la ciudad hasta que llegd
Cisneros mis de un siglo después,

“You can tell them dofia Agueda
Martinez of Medanales caught the
cat by the neck and threw it out.
That's how you can start your
article,” the old woman says in
Spanish, Clamping a gnarled but
powerful hand around the black cat's
head and flinging it out of the ancient
adobe house.

She's perhaps the best-known
weaver in New Mexico, but she
hasn't yielded an inch to the fame and
recognition. Dofia Agueda Martinez
still lives accordng to strict rhythms
set down at the beginning of this
century.

It means hard work, sweat and
stubbornness. It means still drawing
water from the hand-dug well and
hauling it inside, bucket by bucket, It
means wielding an axe to split the
firewood that fuels her stove and
heaters, and refusing to install indoor
plumbing. It means full days with a
worn hoe in a field of green chile and
blue corn beneath a blishtering New
Mexico sun. And it means endless
hours treadling the massive loom

that has been her livelihood for more
than halt a century.

“It doesn’t seem like work to me,”
dofia Agueda says. In fact, her
austere and difficult way of life is
what she credits for keeping her well
at “barely 83.”

“Everything's changed,” she
complains. “Nothing is like it used to
be. In the old times, the people were
united. Nowadays you don’t see kids
the whole live-long day because
they’re all in front of the TV set.”

In her times, all the children wree
out in the fields with their hogs. “I'm
not saying that families in the old
days were made up of little saints. Oh
no. But there was respect. Today
there's no respect.”

pbfia Agueda hsa tremendous
pride in her children — a family of
Biblical dimensions: 6 daughters and
2 sons, 66 grandchildren, 86
greatgrandchildren, scattered as far
as Puerto Rico and West Germany.
Five of her daughters weave.
Cordelia and Eppie own weaving
shops, she says. “Why, if you started
writing about my whole life, it would
end up as long as the Bible itself.”

She began weaving for Lorenzo
Trujillo of Rio Chiquito in 1921.
From 1924 to 1959 whe wove for
trader E. D. Trujillo. She still has his
loom, over 100 years old.

Traditional rugs made out of rags
painstakingly cut into strips and then
twisted on a malacate - a spindle -
are what dofia Agueda is best known
for. She can rarely keep any in the
house now. People trek from across
the country to buy them,

In spite of the wide recognition of
her work - a Governor's Award for
Excellence in the Arts, countless
exhibits, two films featuring her
work and life -- dofia Agueda views
all the attention with a wry eye. After
all, her first love, she says, is *moving
the earth.” All this other business
gets in the way of her quehaceres, her
chores,

“Sometimes I'll be out in the field
hoeing my chile, and I'll have to walk
up to the house to meet them,” she
says, referring to the many visitors
who come to purchase her work. “If |
don’t do that, they'll come trampling
through my plants like cows.”

And that, in the end, is dofia
Agueda Martinez' life and personal
creed. Hard work. Stark honesty and
rigid discipline. Solitude and
subsistence. The land.

She lives by the land by its time
and rhythms.

“*Come and see again,” she says
as my wife and | prepare to leave, "It
seems that the only time | see you is

when you come with ‘interest,’ " she
remarks, alluding to the Spanish
dicho about “love” and “interest,”
an eternal competition that personal
“interest” always wins.

We assure her -- yes, we will return
to visit. On a Sunday, of course,
when one is not ocupado, when one
is not busy working.
