President George Bush, running
uncontested, won all of the state's
136 delegates.

Dukakis' victory virtually
knocked out Tennessee Senator
Albert Gore and severely crippled
Jackson's gallent if insurgent
campaign.

Dukakis in the New York primary is
expected to carry over into the
remaining Democratic primaries

The Democratic dogfight was
marked by a severe split between
Jews and blacks, triggered by
constant attacks on Jackson's
character by New York City Mayor
Ed Koch, an ardent Zionist.

At times, the viciousness of the
attacks on Jackson's character
and integrity shocked even
hardened New York politicians,
and caused a quandry for the
Zionist and feminist drenched
New York and national media.

Congress Considers
Amnesty Extension

WASHINGTON: The US House of
Representatives was primed today
to vote on a seven month
extension of the amensty program
for undocumented immigrants.

The margin and composition of
the vote was expected to to decide
how the Senate will vote when it
takes up the matter later.

The legalization program will
expire May 4, and the measure
recommended by the House
Judiciary Committee two weeks
ago would extend the deadline for
application until November 30, the
date a similar program for
agricultural workers will end.

The House approved the
original amnesty legislation by
only seven votes in October, 1986.

Unless changed, the legaliza
tion program will expire May 4,
and the measure recommended by
the House Judiciary Committee
two weeks ago would extend the
deadline until November 30, the
date a similar program for
agricultural workers ends.

If the House passes the bill by a
substantial margin, then Senator
Alan Simpson of Wyoming, author

of the 1986 immigration law, a key
lawmaker on immigration
legislation.

Like most members of his party,
Simpson opposes the bill but is
judged flexible on the issue.

Officials in states with large
immigrant populations, like Texas,
New York, and California, notonly
support the extension but have
provided money to encourage the
undocumented to applyl for
amnesty.

However, Texas Governor Bill
Clements opposes the extension
as too costly, and .the state has
provided no -additional funds to
encourage applications from
eligible undocumented immi
grants, that is, those who have
lived in the United States
continuously since January 1,
1982.

The extension is opposed by the
Immigration and Naturalization
Service. INS Commissioner Alan
Nelson told the House committee
studying the bill that the deadline
extension could cost the
government an addition $3 million
to $7 million a month.

Additionally, 136 delegates
released by Rep. Richard
Gephardt of Missouri still are
listed as uncommitted.
