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Abit of bona fide, and very old
Texas history now has, hope-
fully, a permanent home here
in Yoakum County. Mary C.
Beard of Levelland, a second
vice-president of the Daughters
of the Republic of Texas, pre-
sided over planting ceremonies
last week of a live oak sapling,

which is a descendent of a huge
and ancient live oak tree in

southeast Texas which Stephen
F. Austin probably admired and
walked under.

Ms. Beard introduced guest
speaker Luine Simpson, also
from Levelland, a direct de-
scendent of Stephen Austin’s
sister Emily Austin Bryan. Ms.
Simpson told court house em-
ployees and officials, history
buffs, and the entire seventh
grade Texas History class from
Plains Middle School, Austin
never married or served in an
elected position. He is recog-
nized, however, as the Father
of Texas, for his tireless efforts
establishing the first successful
anglo colonies in what was at
the time part of Mexico.
Shortly after the battle of San
Jacinto, Austin resided several

months in the home of friend

Judge George McKinstry, near
the present town of West Co-
lumbia. The live oak there was
both large and old even before
Austin’s death.

Ms. Simpson related Houston

Business man Bill F. Price pur-
chased the McKinstry home
and five acres of land. Acorns
from the giant oak were gath-
ered and propagated, and raised
into saplings such as the one
planted here. Price donates the
young trees to Texas counties,
and his goal is to see a “
Stephen F. Austin” live oak in
all 254 of the state’s counties.

Comptroller Rylander
to present High Plains
economic outlook

Texas Comptroller Carole
Keaton Rylander will reveal
what lies ahead for the High
Plains economy and the Texas
economy during regional out-
look seminars in Lubbock on
Friday, May 3.

“ I have asked my top eco-
nomic analysts to examine the
High Plains region to deter-
mine what factors are
currently affecting the
economy and what lies ahead -
the region’s strengths, the em-
ployment outlook and opportu-
nities for economic growth,”

Rylander said.

The Texas economy is in a pe-
riod of very slow growth, com-
pounded by the economic blow
of Septemebr 11. The slow
economy has been felt to vary-
ing degrees throughout Texas.

*“ In this historic time for our
nation, it is more important
than ever we work to sustain
our economy,” Rylander said.
“ It 1s highly unlikely we will
see a recession in Texas-slow-
ing down and tough times- but
nothing we weren’t already
aware of and nothing we can’t

withstand.”

Texas’ economic diversity
means the slowdown has had a
different impact on the High

- Plains region than in other parts

of Texas, and the recovery,
when it comes, will also be af-
fected by regional factors.

“ This is where the good work
of men and women in the High
Plains come into play. Business
owners and community leaders
are helping Texas’ economy out
pace that of the U.S., even in
this time of slow growth. Their
work is an investment in our
economy and in our future.”

The long, often bitter battle be-
tween the U.S. House and Senate
over a new Farm Bill apparently
ended last week, when Senators
and Representatives approved a
many time amended and modified
bill which offers economic hope to
ag producers across the land. The
proposed bill must still be ratified
by both the Senate and House, and
then signed into law by the Presi-
dent.

Most area ag producers, particu-
larly cotton growers, admit many
provisions of the complete bill are
unknown at this point, but are en-
couraged the Senate conferees
raised the safety net cap from
$275,000to0 $360,000, even though
the provision will not apply to this
year’s Crop. ;

Arlan Gentry, Texas Cooperative

“When the Farm Bill clears the
House and Senate, and is signed
into law by the President, it will
certainly be a positive move for our
ag producers. Our agency does not
yethave all the details and rules and
regulations in the bill, but when we
do, TCES will furnish this infor-
mation to our county offices, and
we will be holding regional and
local meetings for our produc-
ers. We will explain the many
provisions contained in the new
bill, and help producers take
advantage of financial assis-
tance provided in the bill.”

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Postal Service Transformation
Plan Will Help Save the Mail

The United States Postal Ser-
vice, faced with declining mail
volume and a sluggish
economy, held high level meet-
ings with senior postal officials
recently to discuss the proposed
Transformation Plan. The plan
would create a new business
model for the Postal Service,
preserve universal mail deliv-
ery and strengthen the mail sys-
tem.

“I met with the Postmaster
General prior to the announce-
ment of the Transformation
Plan,” said Michael S. Flores,
Postal Service District Manager
for the Fort Worth District. “In
the short term, it will give us
the flexibility to keep costs
down and to better serve our
customers in the Fort Worth
District. In the long term, we’ll
work under a new business
model, which will secure mail
delivery for our future.”

The new model, called a Com-
mercial Government Enterprise
(CGE), would create a govern-
ment owned entity, but one that
enjoys some of the operational
and financial flexibility found
in the private sector. Under the
CGE, the Postal Service would
set rates more predictably, be
able to retain earnings, work
under private sector labor laws
and; dependmg on future legis-
latlén, could even pay taxes or
dlwdends to the government.

The CGE model would be a
structural transformation re-
- quiring legislative acts of Con-
gress. The proposed legislative
changes would be the most ex-
tensive since the Postal Reor-

ganization: Act of 11970, which ’
enabléd ‘the Postal ‘Service to

function effectively until the
end oi’L the 20th Century

“We de'llver to more than 1.4
million addresses in this region
and pump 402 million dollars
into the local economy,” said
Flores. “But the legislation we
currently work under doesn’t
give us the tools to survive in
the current marketplace. Under
this plan, that legislation will
change and the Fort Worth Dis-
trict will be the better for it.”

The plan also outlined short
term, cost cutting measures.
The Postal Service has already
cut 30,000 jobs nationwide and
$2.5 billion in costs over the
past two years. Nearly 184 jobs
and $14.4 million dollars were
cut in the Fort Worth area. Over
the next five years, costs will
be cut by $5 billion more na-
tionwide through job attrition,
outsourcing, plant consolida-
tion, lifting the moratorium on
post office closings and other
measures. In addition, the
Postal Service will focus on
developing new “intelligent”
mail products to attract new
business and better serve exist-
ing customers.

“Mail volume is going down
nationwide and in our region,
while at the same time 1.7 mil-
lion new addresses are added
every year, costing us billions
in lost revenue,” said Flores.
“We added 24,630 new ad-
dresses in the Fort Worth Dis-
trict last year alone. But the
Postal Service will meet these
challenges head on. Employees
in the Fort Worth District will
do all they can to implement the
necessary changes and get the
Postal Service back on sound
financial footing.”

Since 1775, the U.S. Postal
Service has connected friends,
families, neighbors and busi-
nesses by mail. It is an indepen-
dent federal agency that visits

138 million homes and busi-
nesses every day and is the only
service provider to deliver to

.every address in the nation. The

Postal Service receives no tax-
payer dollars for routine opera-
tions, but derives its operating
revenues soly from the sale of
postage, products and services;
offering some of the most af-
fordable postage rates in the
world. The U.S. Postal Service
delivers more than 46 percent
of the world’s mail volume,
some 207 billion letters, adver-
tisements, periodicals and
packages a year, and serves 7
million customers each day at
its 40,000 retail locations na-
tionwide.
