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PHS Student Council Delivers 
A Strong, Chilling Program

T he P la in s  H ig h  S tu d e n t 
Council got their classm ates 
rapt attention in last Thursday’s 
“ Reality Assem bly Their 
message; You can be one of the 
people who die every 22 m in­
utes in the U.S. from  drug or 
alcohol related accidents. 
During the school day, 18 stu­
dent council m em bers w ere 
taken from their classes, rep­
resenting dead people killed in 
the a c c id e n ts . T hey  la te r  
dressed in black, and partially 
blackened their faces to portray 
death.
At the start o f the assembly, 

the lights were lowered, and 
with a background of the eerie 
“ T ubular B ells ” from  the 
original “ Excorcist” film, each 
of the 18 dead students read a 
brief account o f how they had 
died in either drug or alcohol 
related accidents. They then 
slowly made their way to the 
stage, carrying lighted candles. 
They approached a real and 
open casket furnished by Head 
Family Funeral Homes, They 
solemnly peered into the cas­
ket at a m irror reflecting their 
face, and silen tly  b lew  the 
candle out.
Their recorded testimonies de­
tailed how senseless the stu­
dents deaths were, how alco­
hol or drugs brought tragedy 
into the lives of families and 
friends, and how sorry the vic­
tims were to have caused such 
suffering and their disappoint­
ments their young lives no lon­
ger existed.

W hen all o f the victims were 
on stage, Superintendent Jim  
Haynes delivered a short fol­
low-up message. He asked, 
“ Has this assembly made you 
think of how it would be to lose 
a friend every 22 minutes?” 

H e to ld  the  a ssem b ly  he 
w a n te d  to  to u ch  on th ree  
thoughts. “ Life is not fair. If  
things aren’t going your way, 
make a change. You don’t have 
to use an alcohol or drug crutch 
to get yourselves through life.” 
He added, “ If you’re one of 
those who think you can only 
find fun and pleasure in a drug 
or alcohol environment, think

of the fun it would be to try to 
recover from liver, or heart, or 
brain damage from  these sub­
stances.” He told the students, 
“ Regardless of what you think, 
you  a re  N O T  in v in c ib le . 
Grinding metal in a car wreck, 
b o u n c in g  dow n an asphalt 
highway, can most surely rip 
your body to shreds, and it can 
m ost surely kill you.”
He challenged the students to 

make a commitment to either 
not use, or stop using drugs or 
alcohol. “ Don’t make the com­
mitment to me, or your teach­
ers. M ake it to the friends your 
run with who do use these sub­

stances. If you’re sincere in this 
comm itm ent, you could play 
an important role in their lives 
also.”

Will Electoral College 
play role in November 
7 Presidential election?

Electoral College, the constitutional system for the election of the 
the president and vice president o f the U.S., is the collective name 
for a group of electors, nominated by political parties within the 
states and popularly elected who meet to vote for the two offices. 
Each state’s number o f electors is equal to the state’s congres­
sional delegations, representatives plus senators. The Texas elec­
toral members number 32, based on the 1990 census. The elec­
toral college was established in the Constitution, and modified in 
1804 by the 12th Amendment.
In the absence of a majority o f electoral votes for president, the 

House elects from ballot from the three candidates standing high­
est in electoral votes. For vice president, if a majority of all states 
is lacking in the electoral college, the Senate elects from the two 
highest candidates.
Critics of the electoral college process contend framers of the con­
stitution were concerned the young nation’s rank and file citizens 
could not be adequately informed about the candidates and issues 
in the election of the country’s highest office holders. They main­
tain today’s voters are fully informed about all candidates and their 
stance on important issues, thanks to modem technology in com­
munication fields.
The electoral process has historically produced a number of quirks;

Candidates have been elected though they received fewer popular 
votes than their opponents. Rutherford B. Hayes, in 1976, and 
Benjamin Harrison, in 1888 were elected in this manner. John 
Quincy Adams also received fewer popular votes in 1824 than his 
opponent, Andrew Jackson, but his election was decided by the 
House because Jackson failed to win a majority of electoral votes. 
Major proposals for change in the electoral college system have 

included allowing a direct popular vote for the presidency, choice 
of electors by districts, but many fear any change would threaten 
the two-party system. Many states with small populations defend 
the electoral system, which includes two votes for each state’s sena­
tors and boosts the political clout of the small states. Other propos­
als include distributing a state’s electoral votes in proportion to 
voter support of the candidates. This has produced sharp contro­
versy, however. Critics contend, while it would eliminate the 
present all-or-none scenario, it would weaken the two party sys­
tem, and allow minor party candidates to win fractions of the ap­
portioned vote.
This years race between Gore and Bush illustrates the urgency of 
campaign efforts in a number of ‘ key electoral college states.’

Agriculture Appropriations 
Completed

On O ctober 18, the Senate 
voted 86-8 to pass the FY 2001 
A g ricu ltu re  A p p ro p ria tio n s  
Conference Report. The House 
approved the conference report 
by a vote of 340-75 on October 
11. The $78 b illion  m easure 
would fund agriculture, rural 
development and food and nu­
trition programs. The bill pro­
vides approximately $1.1 bil­
lion less than FY2000 and $2.3 
b illio n  less  th an  the  
Adm inistration’s request. The 
legislation includes» an addi­
tional $3.6 b illion  in em er­
gency relief to compensate pro­
ducers for losses suffered due 
to weather related catastrophes, 
to meet conservation needs, and 
to provide relief to rural com ­
munities.
Title VIII o f the conference 

report provides $3.6 billion in 
emergency relief to assist farm­
ers and landowners affected by 
drought, fires, and other natu­
ral disasters that have occurred 
this year. The Secretary o f Ag­
riculture is authorized to use 
such sums as necessary o f the 
Commodity Credit Corporation 
to compensate farmers for crop 
and quality losses at the same 
rates as have been used in pre­
vious years. However, unlike 
years past, there is no limit on 
the amount of funds available 
for this assistance, thus elim i­
nating proration o f producers’ 
payments and hopefully expe­
diting payments. Additional as­
sistance included in the bill in­
cludes $490 million for the live­
stock assistance, $473 million

for dairy producers, and $328 
m illion in assistance for pro­
ducers  o f  ce rta in  sp ec ia lty  
crops. A total of $1.1 billion is 
provided for foreign assistance 
and related  program s o f the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 
(USDA(, including $115 m il­
lion in new budget authority for 
the Foreign Agricultural Ser­
vice and total appropriations of 
$973 m illion  for the PL480 
Food for Peace Program  $31 
m illio n  above  the  F Y 2000  
lev e l, and the  sam e as the 
Administration’s request. Addi­
tionally, the conference report 
adopted a provision that would 
open new m arkets to farmers 
by allowing cash only sales of 
food and m edicine to Cuba, 
Iran, Libya, North Korea, and 
Sudan. These countries will be 
allowed to purchase food and 
medicine from the U.S. with the 
help of third party financiers, 
because U.S. public or private 
financial institutions are pro­
h ib ited  from  financing such 
transactions. However, under 
certain hum anitarian circum ­
stances, the U.S. President may 
waive the ban and allow direct 
U.S. financing. The bill also 
codifies a ban on U.S travel to 
C uba , w h ich  tak es  aw ay  a 
presidential prerogative to de­
termine the travel restrictions. 
Nearly $34 billion, about 46% 
of the total new budget author­
ity provided by the conference 
report, is for domestic food pro­
gram s a d m in is te red  by the 
USDA.

Voters who choose to vote 

the straight ticket choice are 
reminded they may also cast 
their votes for individual 
candidates in any race who 
DO NOT belong to the party 
they have selected.
For example, a voter could 

opt for a straight Democrat 
party vote by darkening the 
oval by that party. If, how­
ever, the voter wanted to cast 
a vote for the Republican 
candidate for Railroad Com­
missioner ( or any other of­
fice) he could darken the oval 
by that candidates name on 
the ballot.
County Clerk Debbie Rush­
ing explained, “ When the 
ballots are scanned by the 
computer in the counting 
process, it will record the 
single party choice, but will 
also count the vote cast for 
any candidate of another 
party for any other office.”

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H arvested Cotton Fields 
Still Targeted for 

Boll W eevil Spraying
The cotton growing season is 

beginning to wind down and 
producers should notice a de­
cline in the am ount o f treat­
m ents for boll w eevils. B ut 
they m ay also  no tice  som e 
fields that have been harvested 
are still being treated.
These treatments reflect a dif­
ference in philosophy between 
control and eradication, said 
P ro g ra m  D ire c to r  C h a r le s  
Allen of the Texas Boll W eevil 
Eradication Foundation.
“Pests can cause little injury 

to the harvestable crop at this 
point in the season,” Allen said. 
“But during this time o f  year 
control efforts intensify in boll 
weevil eradication program s. 
The main difference is that the 
economic dam age to the crop 
while that o f the eradication 
program  is to  e lim ina te  the 
pest.”
“The prim ary focus o f the boll 
weevil during the latter part o f 
the growing season is feeding 
to gain enough fat to tide it over 
for the w inter,” A llen  said. 
Because o f this weevils may 
still be present in defoliated or 
harvested fields that still have 
g ree n  b o lls  o r im m a tu re  
squares, w hich are w eev ils’ 
prime food sources, in them. 
“Foundation personnel con­

tinue to  trap fie lds un til all 
hostable material, plant parts 
that a weevil can feed on, has 
been e lim inated  from  those 
f ie ld s,” A llen  said. “ I f  trap 
catches on those fields meet or 
exceed  estab lished  triggers, 
then the fields are treated to 
eliminate weevils before they

can overwinter. Fewer overwin­
tering  w eev ils m eans few er 
em erg ing  w eev ils  to  w orry  
about in the spring,” he said. “When 
the next season begins with lower 
populations, less spraying will be 
needed, saving the growers money 
and speeding the course of eradi­
cation,” Allen stated.

Growers can help reduce the 
amount of treatments in their area 
by practicing good cultural controls, 
a key element in the eradication pro­
cess. These would include harvest­
ing fields as soon as possible after 
defoliation and shedding or plow­
ing stalks after harvest to elimi­
nate hostable material. Some 
growers prefer to leave stalks 
in fields as ground cover, but 
they should be careful to watch 
fo r regrow th  as long as the 
w eather rem ains  w arm  and 
take steps to keep the fields 
free o f hostable material.

Rains bring woes at harvest time

This photo o f cotton ready for stripping but badly stringing from the bolls is an all too common 
sight in many area fields. October rains, some scattered hail and high winds have played havoc 
with both cotton and peanut harvesting throughout the county. National W eather Service instru­
ments at City Hall on M onday morning, October 30, have recorded 13.78 inches o f precipita­
tion since January 1, with 3.19 inches recorded in the month o f October. 2.52 inches o f rain 
have fallen here since October 21, with more predicted for this week. The m oisture has caused 
a halt in cotton stripping and harvesting o f peanuts, and is deteriorating the quality o f both 
crops. M ost producers are hoping the rains are signaling the end of the years devastating drought, 
but all are wishing the m oisture had come in July or August.
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Top of the heap
n p  here isn't a plastic recycling bin in every kitchen in the state. b«t Texas does rank 
J L  among the top recyclers in the nation. Recycling added $2.8 hillion to the economy in 
19%, according to a  study by the Georgia-based Southern States Waste Management 
Coalition. Texas is home to more than 800 processors and manufacturers of recycled goods. 
In April 1999. BloCyc.If  Magazine reported that Texas ranked t tth among the states -ahead 

. of California— with 35 percent of its garbage recycled. Minnesota was number one, with 45 
percent of all garbage recycled. In 1998,5 million Texans had curbside recycling services.

There were some fierce battles between the Cowboy and Eagle linemen

opened their offense at the 38 yard line.The line 
provided good blocking, and runs by Brett 
Squyres, Jared Bell and Adam  Garcia moved 
the ball downfield to the Seagraves 14, where 
a fumble gave the ball to the Eagles.
The Cowboy defense played tough against the 

Eagles in their first possession, despite an inci­
dental face mask penalty, and forced the Eagles 
to punt from their 19. Seagraves gave the Cow­
boys a first down on a face m ask call at their 
33, and two runs by Bell advanced the ball to 
the 25 where a fourth down effort failed.
Late in the first period, the Eagles started a 

drive, and ground down the field to the Cow­
boy 8 yard line, where a great defensive effort 
by the Cowboy line stopped them  cold. The 
Eagles kicked a field goal for a 3-0 lead at the 
end of the first quarter.
The irate Cowboys took the kickoff at their 

36. The line again blocked effectively, and 
Garcia gained 15 yards on three rushes. Bell 
then found Tanner H am m  open for a pass 
completion to the Eagle 2 yard line, where Bell 
ran over the middle for the TD, and Aaron Cains 
kick gave the Cowboys a 7-3 lead. 
Unfortunately, the Eagles then becam e irate. 

They took Joseph Rodriguez’ kickoff at their 
28, and Eagle runners F isher and M ijares 
pounded the Cowboy defenders to the Cow­
boy 4, where Fisher went up the middle for the 
score. The kick failed, and the Eagles were up 
9-7 with four minute left in the first half.
The Cowboys didn’t roll over and play dead. 

They took the kickoff, and Bell hit Cain and 
Squyres with passes to move the ball to the 35. 
He then ran a bootleg to move the ball to the 
Eagles 3. A false start penalty m oved the ball 
back five yards, but then Hamm made a good 
catch of B ell’s pass for a TD, A  pass attempt 

two point conversion to Kelsey Blundell failed, 
but Plains led again, 13-9.
The Eagles took Rodriguez’ kickoff at their 45

and on their first play from  scrimmage, Fisher 
went over his right guard for 55 yards and a 
TD.

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Texas Goes For The Gold
Houston and Dallas bidding to host 2012 Olympics

A d ead lin e  loom s fo r tw o 
Texas cities in their quest to 
shine like Olympic gold. Hous­
ton and Dallas are among eight 
U.S. cities bidding to host the 
2012 Olympics.
The bids are due December 15, 
2000 and the  In te rn a tio n a l 
Olympic Committee will select 
the host city in 2005. 
Organizers o f the bidding ef­

forts in Houston and Dallas say 
worldwide recognition is just 
one of the reasons they hope to 
attract the 2012 Olympics. The 
economic impact o f the Olym ­
pics is enormous, and, the ven­
ues and infrastructure that cit­
ies build to support the Games 
would add value to Houston or 
D allas for decades to com e. 
Planners describe the potential 
Olympic experience as a la s t­
ing legacy” for their cities.
In N orth Texas, that legacy 

takes the form  o f  im p ro v e­
m ents to fac ilities  like  Fair 
Park, a proposed site for the 
Olympic Stadium ; the South 
Dallas campus o f the Univer­
sity o f North Texas, the pro­
posed site o f the Olym pic Vil­
lage; and Texas Christian U ni­
versity, the planned site for ten­
nis and soccer matches.
The committee is considering 
an equestrian center along the 
Trinity River and a new m inor 
league quality baseball stadium 
at L a G rav e  F ie ld  in  F o r t 
Worth. A $265 million, 80,000 
seat Olympic Stadium  would 
replace the Cotton Bowl, which 
would be demolished.
Dallas 2012 plans to put a tem­
porary cover over Texas Sta­
dium  in Irv ing . T he D allas  
2012 Committee promotes the 
Olympics as a chance to firmly 
establish the region as a pre­
miere sports com m unity; not 
just professional but amateur as 
well.
Houston also might use an in­

door Olympic track and field 
facility to lure the Gam es to its 
city. The Houston 2012 Foun­
dation is considering spending 
%100 million to renovate the 
Astrodome. M ost o f the cost of 
the renovation  w ould  com e 
from  O lym pic  sp o n so rsh ip  
fu n d s, ra th e r  th an  p u b lic  
money. Facilities in the bid plan 
include the Astrodome, a new 
football stadium  under con­
stru c tio n  n ex t door, E n ron  
Field baseball park and the new 
basketball stadium planned for

downtown. Tentative sites in­
clude archery at the Johnson 
Space Center, equestrian events 
at Sam Houston Race Park and 
rowing at the Gulf Coast Wa­
te r  A u th o rity  R e se rv o ir  in 
Texas City. Venues also include 
Rice University, the University 
of Houston and Texas South­
ern University.
Organizers in both Houston 

and Dallas have carefully stud­
ied A tlanta’s Olympic experi­
ence in 1996. A ccord ing  to 
Dick Yarbrough, managing di­
rector of comm unications for 
the Atlanta Committee for the 
Olympic Games. A tlanta spent 
only privately raised money on 
the Games, including $500 mil­
lion for a track and field venue. 
The city turned the new facil­
ity into a major league ballpark 
for the Braves after the Olym­
pics. “All o f the venues were 
built for future public use and 
then retrofitted  for O lym pic 
use, rather than the other way 
around,” Yarbrough says.
The committee raised $1.7 bil­
lion from  television, sponsor­
ships, merchandising and ticket 
sales. The 1996 Summer Olym­
pic Games brought $1.9 billion 
to the city, including $200 m il­
lion in federal highway dollars 
and $200 million in taxes. At­
lanta received $605 m illion in 
federal funds, including money 
for housing, rapid transit and 
o th e r  c a p ita l im p ro v e m e n t 
projects.
No tax dollars were used to 

build venues.
A primary research study paid 
for by the Dallas 2012 Commit­
tee estimates the Games would 
generate $4.5 to $6 billion for 
N orth Texas. B id planners in 
Houston estimate that the 2012 
Games would have at least a 
$4.3 billion economic impact 
on the Houston area, with a re­
sidual impact o f $750 million 
per year after the gam es are 
over.
Authors o f the Houston and 

D allas bids say, like Atlanta, 
th ey  too  w o u ld  use p u b lic  
money only for security, trans­
portation and other im prove­
m en ts . T he  H o u sto n  2012  
F o u n d a tio n  e s tim a te s  the  
games would cost about $1.5 
billion, the majority o f which 
would be covered by revenue 
from  broadcast rights, sponsor­
ship, merchandising, licensing 
and tickets. About $300 million

ticket sales, and private and 
public support.
North Texas officials hope to 

bring in $ 1 billion in state and 
federal funds to spend on trans­
portation projects that will ben­
efit the area for years to come. 
M ichael M orris, d irector of 

transporta tion  for the N orth 
Central Texas Council o f Gov­
ernments, wants to spend $225 
million to expand freeways and 
$300 million to build an east- 
west rail system through North 
Texas.
“We are not building any trans­
portation projects for the sole 
p u rp o se  o f  su p p o rtin g  the  
O ly m p ic s ,” M o rris  says. 
“(This) forces us to focus on 
expediting projects that are al­
ready  in our tran sp o rta tio n  
plan.”
Dallas 2012 organizers believe 
that their city  is the perfect 
p lace  to  h o ld  the  O lym pic  
G am es. T hey  c ite  D /FW  
A irport’s international access 
and the many venues that al­
ready exist, especially the 277 
acre Fail Park.
Houston planners are just as 

co n fid en t abou t th e ir  c ity ’s 
chances. Houston’s transporta­
tion plans include a $300 mil­
lion rail line connecting down­
tow n to the A strodom e. The 
m o n ey  w o u ld  com e from  
Houston’s transit authority and,

presumably, the federal govern­
ment. Alan Clark, director of 
the M etropolitan Planning Or­
gan ization  fo r the H ouston- 
Galviston Area Council of Gov­
ernments, says H ouston’s cen­
tralized venues are an asset. 

“We have a very  com pac t 
O lym pic area. Travel o f any 
distance w on’t be requ ired .” 
Noting expansion already un­
derway at Bush International 
A irport and H obby A irport, 
C lark says, “in any Olym pic 
event, there’s a massive effort 
to provide transit services. That 
system already exists in down­
town Houston.”
Nate Lanford, bid coordinator 

for the Dallas committee, be­
lieves Dallas will be among the 
top three contenders. “W hen 
you look  at the  D allas  and 
North Texas area, we have just 
about everything on the posi­
tive side. We really  have no 
negatives. Good corporate sup­
p o rt, good  fa c ili t ie s , g rea t 
weather and a great location.” 
Not so fast, says the Houston 
1012 Foundation. “We’re going 
to have the best technical bid,” 
says the foundation’s executive 
d irector, Susan Bandy. “We 
have virtually all of the venues 
either already bu ilt or being 
built as we speak. W e’re not 
saying, ‘Give us the Games and 
w e’ll build everything for you.”
