Senator adds support to 
school start date legislation

Last w eek’s issue o f CCN featured a front page article outlin­
ing legislation introduced in the senate by Sen. Eddie Lucio, 
D-Brownsville to perm it Texas voters to choose the time for 
starting school in their districts. Recent news releases have de­
tailed support for the bill from Sen. Robert Duncan, R-Lub- 
bock.
Sen. Lucio is now proposing an amendment to Senate Bill 108. 
His original bill called for school start dates to be no earlier than 
August 21. An amendm ent to the bill from Sen. Lucio would 
allow voters to opt for a start date during either the second, 
third or last week in August, or after September 1.
SB 108 m ust be heard by the Senate Education Committee, but 
at this date, has not been placed on the committee calendar. 
There are a num ber of scenarios Texas voters could face if  the 
amended bill clears both the senate and house; The proposal 
could be placed on a school district’s next election, or it could 
be offered on the statewide Novem ber Constitutional amend­
ment election. School districts would have the option to hold a 
vote for the proposal, but would not be required to.
Plains ISD Superintendent Jim  Haynes told CCN, “ I am cer­

tainly in favor o f local control over the start date. Our Board of 
Trustees are elected by the citizens to represent the views of 
the citizens to the best o f their ability. I would much prefer, and 
I think our trustees will agree, to have the start date isssue 
deteremined here in our district, and not Austin. I feel our board 
is in a much better position to determine the needs and desires 
of our students and their families than the good folks in the 
state canitol.”

In 1917 the Texas Legislature 
c rea ted  the Texas H ighw ay  
D epartm ent to i build a ne t­
work of roads - using mostly 
mules - betw een towns. D e­
mand for the innovation was 
caused the proliferation of the 
automobile.
In the 1940’s, Texas farmers, 

ranchers and oil p ro d u cers  
asked for better access to mar­
kets. In 1946 the Legislature 
p a sse d  the  G ood  R oads 
Am endm ent to the Constitu­
tion, dedicating fuel taxes to 
roads and schools, and in 1949 
passsed the Colson-BriscO Act 
creating  the farm -to -m arket 
road  system . T hese  in v e s t­
m ents led to g row th  in the 
Texas economy and Texas cit­
ies.
In the 1950s and 60s, post 

World War II affluence p ro­
duced a booming demand for 
interstate highways. Texas built 
more than 3,200 miles o f inter­
sta te  h ig h w ay s, m ore than 
anyother state.

By the 1980s and 90s, the de­
partment was looking at how 
other modes of transportation, 
airplanes, buses and ships, fit 
into the state’s transportation 
system. In 1991, the Legisla­
tu re  c o m b in e d  the  S ta te  
Deaprtment o f Highways and 
Public Transportation, the De­
partm ent of Aviation and the 
M otor Vehicle Commission to 
create the Texas Deaprtment of 
Transportation.
TxDOT reported in 2000 the 

agency will be able to m eet 
only an estimated 36 percent of 
identified transportation system 
needs for now through 2006.
In January 2001 Texas Com p­

troller Carole Keeton Rylander 
released a performance review 
o f  T xD O T , rec o m m e n d in g  
sweeping changes that would 
provide an additional $1.1 bil­
lion for road construction and 
maintenance over the next two 
years, without raising taxes.

Extension Agents review

Debra Pollard and Arlon Gentry delivered an update on recent 
extension service activities.

Tax assessor/collector Betty Rivas reported collection of S 105,492 
taxes in February, and the hiring of Connie Webb as secretary in 
the Sheriff office in Denver City was approved.

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The review, requested by the 
1999 Legislature, recommends 
TxD O T adopt innovative fi­
nancing tools, such as Grant 
Anticipation Revenue Vehicles 
(GARVEES), build more toll 
roads and tap into a new line of 
credit throrugh the Transporta­
tion Infrastructure Finance and 
Innovation Act.
Traditionally, Texas has used 

the pay as you go approach to 
road construction, which has 
led to snarled traffic. By using 
innovative financing tools such 
as G A R V EES, T xD O T  can 
sp e ed  up the  p ro ce ss . 
GARVEES are highway con­
struction bonds based on the 
state’s future federal highway 
funds and would allow TxDOT 
to start construction  sooner, 
com plete them faster and save 
millions for Texans.

O th e r  f in a n c in g  
optionsTxDOT could explore 
include expanding the reach of 
the State Infrastructure Bank so 
the sta te  can  issue  revenue 
bonds for state and local con­
struction p ro jects, using  the 
Texas Turnpike A uthority  to 
o b ta in  g re a te r  fu n d in g  fo r 
TxDOT projects and managing 
cash flow more effectively.
To address traffic congestion in 
a ll a reas  o f  th e  s ta te , the  
C om ptro lle r’s report recom ­
mends TxDOT adopt a simpler, 
straightforward funding alloca­
tion system  and guarantee re­
gions a better return on money 
sent to Austin. The current al­
location system comprises 34 
funding categories, several with 
sub-allocations.

“ T x D O T ’s ow n 
cu rren t’standard o f fa irness’ 
states it should  get back  95 
cen ts o f every  d o lla r Texas 
sends to W ashington,” the re­
port says. “ Therefore, it should 
en thusiastically  em brace the 
recommendation that regions in 
Texas get back 90 cents of ev­

ery dollar sent to Austin.”
The review also recommends 

expanding the Texas Transpor­
tation Commission from three 
m em b ers  to  sev en . “ T he 
agency  m ust becom e m ore 
b ro ad  m in d ed  and  o p e n ,” 
Rylander says, “ and that can 
only be accom plished with a 
change at the top, w hich re­
quires additional representation 
from all across the state on the 
Texas Transportation Com m is­
sion.”
Financing is not the only way 

to  speed  up tra n s p o rta tio n  
projects. A num ber o f creative 
con tracting  techn iques have 
been introduced by state depart­
ments of transportation and toll 
authorities around the country 
that can im prove efficiency  
while reducing costs to taxpay­
ers.
TxDOT does not consider a 

contractor’s past performance 
in bid evaluations. To improve 
accountability, the report sug­
gests TxDOT consider past per­
formance when awarding con­
tracts and require contractors to 
provide warranties on the roads 
they build.
Contracting could be improved 
by increasing the use of bidding 
procedures that consider both 
price and the time to required 
to finish a project. The current 
system awards contracts based 
on the lowest bid, but a cost 
plus time bidding system bid­
d in g  sy s te m  c o n s id e rs  the  
straight cost o f the project and 
the tim e the con tracto r e s ti­
mates it will take to complete 
the project. Incentives can be 
add ed  fo r c o m p le tin g  the  
project w ithin a certain  tim e 
frame, and contractors can be 
fined for going over the esti­
mated deadline - or given bo­
nuses for finishing early.
The review found streamlining 
and improving TxD O T’s busi­
ness practices such as purchas-
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ing, hum an resource staffing 
and asset m anagem ent would 
enable the agency to devote as 
m uch funding as possib le to 
meeting transportation needs. 
By switching from  buying in 
bulk and warehousing excess 
supplies and materials to ‘ just- 
in - t im e ’ p u rch a se s  T xD O T  
could cut the cost o f handling 
and s to rin g  m a te ria ls . T he 
agency could reduce the oper­
ating costs o f its facilities by up 
to 8 percent and reduce assets 
by 15 percent with aggressive 
mangement, including the sale 
of all recom mended assets for 
sale or lease in the next two to 
five years.
The agency m ust play a sub­

stantial role in the continuation 
of the state’s economic success, 
but fundamental changes in the 
way the agency operates will 
be necessary. By redesigning 
its operation, the agency can be 
m ore  e ff ic ie n t, c u s to m e r 
friendly, and better able to meet 
the needs o f Texas’ changing 
population and economy.

aware of the harm that the death 
tax im poses than the fam ily 
farmer. Eliminating this tax will 
allow many of our farmers to 
ensure that the product o f a 
lifetim e’s labor can rem ain in 
their family. Further, our pro­
ducers will now have the op­
portunity to build savings in 
FARRM accounts so that they 
will be prepared for the ups and 
downs o f the farm  economy. 
And like all other Americans, 
our producers will benefit from 
income tax rate reductions that 
will allow them  to keep more 
of their hard earned money. The 
combination o f these benefits 
w ill h e lp  s tre n g th e n  o u r 
nation’s farm families as agri­
culture returns to profitability. 
Education is a top priority in 

the President’s budget. Funding 
education at generous levels is 
necessary, but it is also impor­
tant to m aintain accountability 
incentives to ensure that chil­
dren are learning.

I am also 
in favor of giving local schools 
and communities the maximum 
amount of control possible in 
m aking decisions about their 
children’s education.

For far too 
long, W ashington, D.C. d ic­
tated where education money 
must go and offered a one size 
fits all approach that has not 
served American schools well.

This must and will change.
Opponents o f the President’s 

budget are forecasting gloom 
and doom, but the surplus num ­
bers since R epublicans took 
control o f Congress have been 
nothing short o f im pressive.

That is why the tim e is now to 
pay off the public debt and of­
fer tax relief to hardw orking 
A m ericans. The P re s id e n t’s 
budget allows for the greatest 
am ount o f debt reduction  in 
U.S. history. Since 1998, the 
R epublican  con tro lled  C on­
gress has provided $625 billion 
in debt relief. President B ush’s 
budget w ill m ore than trip le 
that amount to $2 trillion over 
the next 10 years.
Tax relief is also a priority. The 
President stated in his address, “The 
people of America have been over­
charged and, on their behalf, I am 
here asking for a refund.” By low­
ering income taxes across the 
board, we will stim ulate the 
economy and give back some of 
the overpayments from those who 
paid too much to the Internal Rev­
enue Service in April. For example, 
under current law, a Texas couple 
w ith a household incom e of 
$37,776, filing a joint return with 
one dependent pays an average 
$2,440 in annual federal income 
taxes. Under President Bush’s plan, 
they would pay $1,340 a year, re­
sulting in a tax cut of almost 50 
percent.
In addition, retirement security is 

an issue on the minds of many 
employees and retired workers, 
young and old.

CRP W EED CONTROL 
W ell, it w on’t be long now! 
Spring green-up and a new 

growing season is right 
around the comer.

If  you’re a CRP participant 
that has seeded grass 
recently, this is usually the 
time o f year to hook up a 
shredder and eliminate the 
old canopy cover from last 
year’s growth.

Shredding will give new 
grass seedlings needed 
sunlight for germination and 
growth this spring and early 
summer.

In theory, this will allow 
the grass a head start on this 
year’s round o f  weeds.

Due to good moisture 
conditions, we are no doubt 
in for a bum per crop (weeds, 
that is!).

For those producers 
enrolled in CRP sign-ups 16, 
18 and 20, caution must be 
used later on in the summer 
prior to any chemical weed 
control.

Many o f  these contracts 
were enrolled to seed a forb, 
shrub and/or legume (the 
majority forb sown was 
Illinois Bundleflower) along 
with the native grass for 
enhanced wildlife benefit.

I f  the forb was seeded with 
the grass, no broadleaf 
chemical can be used, as it
will terminate the planted 
forb along with the weeds.

In this case, timely 
shredding is the only 
available form o f  weed 
control for these contracts.

I f  you have questions about 
the chemical weed control 
aspect o f  your CRP contract, 
please give us a call.
It is interesting to note the 

two types o f  management 
decisions for Terry and 
Yoakum Counties concerning 
the sowing o f  these forbs for 
wildlife benefit.

M ost Terry County 
producers elected to first seed 
grass only, then spray with 
chemical for weed control, 
and then seed the forb later 
after the grass was on the way 
to establishment.

All Yoakum County 
producers elected to do the 
opposite - seeding both the 
grass and forb at the same 
time.
W hile saving another

seeding operation and trip 
across the field, this method 
eliminates the option o f 
chemical weed control.

M any o f  the newly seeded 
(grass not established) CRP 
contracts in Terry and 
Yoakum Counties have 
already been shredded to 
eliminate old weed canopies.

Under specific conditions, 
due to spring winds that will 
be here
shortly, wind erosion 
considerations, present 
grass stand conditions, etc. it 
may be best to delay 
shredding until later on this 
spring/early summer.

NRCS field personnel make 
a field visit to every CRP 
contract to provide local 
producers recommendations 
based on the best 
requirem ents o f  that 
particular CRP contract.

“ It’s inevitablke - sooner or later, human cloning is inevitable.” 

Those were the words of CBS’ Dan Rather in the Friday evening, 
M arch 9 edition of the 5:30 PM  local news, quoting a news re­
lease from a clone studying scientific group.
To say I was shocked would not be accurate. I have been ex­

pecting such a pronouncem ent for many months, actually well 
over a couple years, since scientists started dabbling with ani­
mals just a bit less complex and sophisticated than weHomo 
Sapiens. Now, according to CBS, they are experim enting with 
our genes, our DNA, and I may be completely wrong, but i t’s an 
ominous move, in my opinion.
All animals, regardless o f their ranking in the order o f nature, 
are bom  into this world, and we get what m other nature pro­
duces, and probably intended. True, scientific experiments with 
breeding of certain animal groups have provided exceptional 
improvements in the breeds; W itness better quality beef cattle, 
sheep, pigs, chickens, horses, sheep, etc. etc.
Scientific experim ents have also undoubtedly  resu lted  in 

healthier human beings, the results so evident they need little 
review - less disease, healthier bodies, longer lifespans, on and 
on.
I was a bit dism ayed when English scientists cloned the first 

sheep, what was her name, Dolly, something like that. I im m e­
diately thought at the time, God forbid, this will ultimately lead 
to experiments to clone HUM ANS. This issue was immediately 
raised by our citizens, some of our doctors and scientists. The 
experimenters almost unanim ously proclaimed, “ Oh, No, not 
us, we have no intention of cloning hum ans.” Remember?
The gist of R ather’s brief report is this - science is actively, 

probably frantically spending thousands o f hours, and billions 
of dollars tinkering with producing little Baby Perfect, the sooner 
the better for their interests, which will open a Pandora’s box of 
legal, ethical, moral, theological, even scientific questions for 
theworld. We M UST assume a cloned child would be available 
only for a fee, probably astronmical.
Do we want Baby Perfect? How long will the babe be perfect? 

Will it be receptive to parental love and guidance, or will that 
quality have to stem from a scientific elixir. Will the immune 
system our babies now have apply to Baby Perfect, or will it 
have to be innoculated in the butt even more than our present 
‘ norm al’ babies. Possibly even more perplexing - what if the 
procedure o f ordering a cloned baby resulted in a flawed, im ­
perfect, even diseased or m entally deficient product?
Could we get a refund? Would there be an exchange policy? 

Could we cancel the order and re-order? If kept, would flawed 
Baby Perfect’s flaws be covered by current insurance?
I will never win the M illionaire money, nor the Texas Lottery 

fortune, but I will wager you this - if  cloning humans comes 
in vogue, there will be m ore problem s facing society than ex­
perienced since the Garden o f Eden days.

“ LEST WE FORGET”
On February 18, while racing 

for fam e and fo rtune , Dale 
Earnhardt died in the last lap of 
the Daytona 500. It was surely a 
tragedy for his family, friends 
and fans. He was 49 years old 
with grown children, one a son 
in the same race. I am new to the 
NASCAR culture, so much of 
what I know comes from the 
newspaper and TV. He was a 
winner and earned everything he 
had, including more than $41 
m illion in w innings, and ten 
times that from endorsements 
and souvenir sales. He had a 
beautiful home and a private jet. 
He drove the most sophisticated 
cars, and every part was in­
spected as soon as there was any 
evidence of wear. This is nor­
mally funded by the car and team 
sponsors.
TV stations today continue to 

remind us of his tragic end, and 
the radio features a song of trib­
ute to the winning driver. Noth­
ing should be taken from the 
man, a professional and the best 
in his profession. He was in a 
very dangerous business, but the 
rewards were great.
Several weeks ago seven U.S. 

Army soldiers died in a training 
acciden t w hen tw o U H -60 
Blackhawk helicopters collided 
during night maneuvers in Ha­
waii. The soldiers were all in 
their twenties, pilots, crewchiefs

and infantrymen 
Most of them lived in sub-stan­
dard housing. If you total their 
actual duty hours ( in the field, 
deployed) they probably earned 
something close to m inimum 
wage.
The aircraft they were in were 
between 15 and 20 years old. 
M any tim es parts w ere not 
available to keep them in good 
repair because of lack of fund­
ing. They were involved in the 
extremely dangerous business 
o f flying in mountains at night, 
and it only gets worse when 
weather moves in as it did that 
night. There was no one there 
to wave a yellow or red flag to 
slow things down when it gets 
critical. Their children, many 
toddlers, will lose all memory 
of who ‘ D addy’ was as they 
grow up. They died training to 
defend our freedom.
I take nothing away from Dale 
Earnhardt, but ask you to take 
this simple test - ask anyone if 
they  know  w ho w as the 
NASCAR driver killed Febru­
ary 18. Then ask if they can 
name one of the seven soldiers 
who died in the Hawaii crash. 
Dale Earnhardt died driving 

fo r fam e and  g lo ry  at the  
D a y to n a  500 . T he n a tio n  
mourned, and still does. Seven 
soldiers died training to protect 
our freedom. No one rem em ­
bers their nam es, and m ost 
people don’t even rem em ber 
the incident.

Austin - The session has definitely taken off, and each day is 
busier and a little more hectic than the last. This past week, six 
of my bills were voted out of committee, and now are waiting 
to be scheduled on the calendar. In all, I have filed 20 bills this 
session. M ost of them  deal with groundwater m anagement and 
other issues that affect our rural West Texas communities.
This week I attended my first Calendars Committee meeting. 

The Calendars Committee is responsible for setting the sched­
ule for bills that have been voted out of committee, and need to 
be heard before the entire House of Representatives. This week’s 
meeting was very exciting for me, as it is a huge honor to be 
appointed to this committee. On Wednesday, the House of Rep­
resentatives voted on its first bills of the session.
As we speak, many rural bills have been referred to the com­
mittee I chair, Land and Resource M anagement. Hopefully, we 
can get a few bills pased that will benefit the citizens of rural 
West Texas, by improving health care, education and agricul­
tural programs. This week we will consider a bill authored by 
Warren Chisum that would establish the Office of Rural Com­
munity Affairs. The Office would “ develop programs to im ­
prove the leadership of rural community leaders, monitor de­
velopments relating to rural Texas communities, administer the 
federal community development blck grant nonentitlement pro­
gram, administer programs that support rural health care and 
perform research.” I believe this bill would definitely improve 
the quality of life for many residents of rural communities. 
The 2000 Census numbers should be out soon, and then the 

redistricting process will begin. I am looking forward to seeing 
the count, so we can roll up our sleeves and begin to redraw the 
district lines. I am comm ited to voting for a plan that will pro­
tect the interests of rural West Texans.
