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Superintendent disagrees 
with USD A stance on soda, 
snack m achines in school

A recent article by Brian W ill­
iams in the Lubbock Avalanche 
Journal details the efforts of the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 
to prompt Congress to curtail 
soft drink and snack vending 
m achines in schools. USDA 
already requ ires schoo ls  to 
meet nutritional standards of 
breakfasts and lunches, and the 
department now says it should 
have authority to set nutritional 
standards for all foods and bev­
erages sold in schools.
Plains ISD Superintendent Jim 
H aynes is no t in co m p le te  
agreem ent with the USDA’s 
opinion. “ Part of the report 
USDA is studying m akes it 
seem students can step outside 
the school cafeteria and be sur- 
rrounded by drink and snack 
machines. That is certainly not 
the case in our District.”
He explained drink and snack 

vending machines in all three 
school cam puses are located 
well away from the central caf­
eteria. “ Our elem entary  and 
middle school students are su­
pervised during our free break­
fast times, and are escorted to 
the cafeteria for lunch. There 
are vending machines near the 
P r in c ip a l’s o ffice  o f  each  
school,” Haynes said. He stated 
the only vending machines in 
the high school campus are lo­
cated near the main gym area, 
where students are allowed to visit 
during the early break period.

The superintendent sees merit 
in contracting with a Coca Cola 
d istribu to rsh ip  to stock and 
m a in ta in  the  v en d in g  m a ­
chines. “ The contract we have 
with the distributor has enabled 
us to acquire two state of the 
art electronic score boards for 
our athletic department, one at 
the football field, one at the 
baseball field. Not a dime of 
public tax payer money was 
spen t on these  tw o needed  
score boards.” the superinten­
dent reported.
He continued, “ Our Trustees 

feel we have a good food pro­
gram at PISD. We offer each 
and every student a free break­
fast and free lunch every single 
school day, and even a free 
lunch during the twenty some 
days o f sum m er school. Our 
cafeteria staff does an excellent 
job  in preparing nutritional, as 
well as tasty food.”
Haynes feels the USDA has far 
more pressing issues to address 
than drink and snack vending 
m achines in public schools. 
“The conratct we have with the 
distributor has enabled the dis­
trict to do some things which 
we would not have had funds 
for without the machines. I feel 
if the federal government wants 
to intrude in our operations and 
ban the machines, they should 
be w illin g  to  fund  th ese  
projects, which we consider 
definite assets for our district.”

Sheriff’s Association  
calls on state legislators

183 of the state’s sheriff’s gathered in Austin February 7 for 
the 125th Annual Sheriff’s Association o f Texas Cdnference. 
During the conference, the officers visited the capitol and called 
on the House of Representatives and Senate. Yoakum County 
Sheriff Don Corzine attended the conference, and said one of 
the main items on the conference agenda was lobbying the leg­
islature in a number of areas for help in making statewide sher­
iff departments more efficient and cost effective.
A major problem  for Yoakum County and other sheriff depart­
ments is state issued Blue Warrants. Corzine explained, “ Very 
frequently a convicted and then paroled individual will violate 
the terms of his probation. Sometimes our local law enforce­
ment will arrest them  for an offense, and we will discover 
they’ve violated their parole. W hen notified, the state issues a 
Blue Warrant, which means we have to hold the prisoner in 
county jail. Often the person will come to trial here, or plead 
guilty. If the person goes to jail and serves our local sentence, 
we still have to keep them incarcerated until the state tells us to 
ship the person to a state facility, and this is at the county’s 
expense, not the state.”
Corzine said this often leads to overcrowding of the jail, which 
is certified for a m aximum  of 13 prisoners. Inmates are often 
jailed in area towns with adequate jail space. Yoakum County 
currently has a contract which reserves five jail spaces in the 
Brownfield facilty, at a cost of some $32 per space per day. 
Other area jails often charge more for their space. He said the 
Association has been asking the legislature to change proce­
dures which will cut down on the time blue warrant prisoners 
can remain in county jails.
The sheriff said a pressing need in departments around the 

state is diverting mental health patients from county jails. The 
Sheriff’s Association believe county jails cannot offer proper 
care and treatment for these people. They are asking lawmak­
ers to divert State M HM R dollars to fund regional short-time 
crisis intervention facilities where such inmates could be held 
and treated.

Legislature Receives 
Abolition Bills

Rep. Delwin Jones of Lubbock 
has filed two proposed consti­
tutional amendments aimed as 
abolishing the office o f con­
stable.
The first m easure, H JR  30, 

would amend the constitution 
to allow the com m issioner’s 
court o f Lubbock County to 
hold an election as to whether 
the office of constable in the 
county should be abolished. If 
a majority o f the voters actu­
ally voting on the m easure in 
Lubbock County approve the 
proposition, the office is abol­
ished, transferring all the duties 
to the Lubbock County Sheriff. 
The second bill HJR 29, is far 
more reaching, it allow s the 
com m issioners court o f  any 
county to hold an election on 
whether the office o f constable 
should be abolished. Again, if  
a majority of the voter turnout 
approves the proposition, the 
constable’s duties will be trans­
ferred to the County Sheriff.

R e p re se n ta tiv e s  W arren  
Chisum of Pampa has filed ten

proposed constitutional amend­
ments aimed at abolishing con­
stables in ten different counties:. 
HJR33 Dallam County, HJR 34 
S h erm an  C oun ty , H JR  35 
H a n sfo rd  C oun ty , H JR  36 
O c h iltre e  C ounty , H JR  37 
L ip scom b  C ounty , H J R '38  
H em p h ill C oun ty , H JR  39 
W h e e le r  C oun ty , H JR  40 
Collingsworth County, HJR 41 
H all C oun ty , and H JR  42 
Hartley County. The am end­
ments would become effective 
January 1,2002, if approved by 
a majority of the voter turnout 
in each of the ten counties.
In 1999, 12 bills were filed in 

the House abolishing the office 
of constable, including many of 
those that have been filed this 
year. There was also one bill 
filed in the House abolishing 
the office o f treasurer. These 
bills received a hearing, but 
w ere never repo rted  out o f 
committee. A companion abo­
lition bill did pass out the Sen­
ate last session, but it never re­
ceived a hearing in the House.

M ore than a third of Texas’ 
two million M edicare recipi-' 
ents have inadequate prescrip­
tion drug insurance coverage 
or none at all. M eanw hile , 
drug prices are increasing rap­
idly.
Older Americans without pre­
scription drug coverage must 
pay full price for their drugs. 
In contrast, those w ith p re­
scription drug coverage pay 
low er p rices because large 
pu rch ase rs  o f  p resc rip tio n  
drugs, such as government and 
private insurance companies, 
can get better prices from both 
pharmaceutical manufacturers 
and retail pharmacies. 
Insurers, H M O ’s and state 

M edicaid programs typically 
purchase brand name prescrip­
tion drugs for 20 to 40 percent 
less than average w holesale 
price. Pharmacy retail prices 
generally are set at wholesale 
price plus 4 percent, but can 
vary from  one pharm acy to 
another.
Health insurance companies 

also offer mail order pharmacy 
serv ices to pass a long  the 
low er prices they negotiate 
directly with the drug m anu­
facturer without having to add 
the overhead of a retail phar­
macy.
In 1998, mail order pharm a­

cies accounted for about 12 
percent of the retail prescrip­

tion market and are expected 
to continue capturing a larger 
proportion of the retail market. 
Only those with drug coverage 
can enjoy the savings negoti­
ated on their behalf by their 
insurers.
The Com ptroller’s report, e- 

Texas: smaller, smarter, faster 
government, recom mends the 
state enable M edicare recipi­
ents to purchase pharm aceuti­
cal drugs at the lower M edic­
aid price by requiring pharm a­
cies that p a rtic ip a te  in the 
state’s M edicaid program  to 
sell M edicare recipients drugs 
at the M edicaid price. 

Pharmacies are not required to 
participate in the M edicaid pro­
gram  and could  con tinue  to 
choose to p a rtic ip a te  in the 
M edicaid program  on not. In 
Texas, 79 percent o f eligible 
pharmacies participated in the 
M e d ic a re  p ro g ram  in June  
2000.

To receive the discounted price, 
M e d ic a id  re c ip ie n ts  w ou ld  
present pharmacists with their 
M edicare cards and prescrip­
tio n s . T he p h a rm a c is t then  
w ould look up the M edicaid 
price in the state’s database and 
charge the patient no more than 
the M edicaid reim bursem ent 
amount, plus a small transaction 
fee to cover the cost of access­
ing the state’s price list.

Texas' rains have been setting records for more than a 
century. The heaviest recorded 24-hour rainfall in U.S. history 
was 38.2 inches that pummoled Thrall in Williamson County 
on September 9,1921, according to the Office of the State 
Climatologist at Texas A S M  University.
The heaviest annual U.S. rainfall on record. 10938 inches, 

deluged Clarksville in 1873. On the other hand, the driest year 
on record in Texas was a scant 1.76 inches that fell on Wink in 
Winkler County in 1956. Statewide averages are a little less
