HEAVY 
TRUCKS 

IN SENATE 
PASSING 

LANE
A b ill to  get coun ties  

m ore funds to o ffse t the 
c o s t o f h e a v y  tru c k s  
trave ling on coun ty  roads 
was passed by the Texas 
S enate Thursday, M arch 
16.

SB 438 by Senator Frank 
M ad ia  o f San A n to n io  
requires perm it app licants 
to des igna te  coun ties  in 
which overweight vehic les 
w ill o p e ra te  and  a llo ts  
add itiona l funds to  those 
coun ties. A dd itiona l fees 
range from $125 for 1 to 20 
counties to $2,000 fo r 101 
or m ore counties. These 
funds are in addition to the 
current $75 fee.

As part of SB 438, an 
am endm ent by Sen. Bill 
Ratliff prohibits overweight 
v e h ic le s  fro m  c ro s s in g  
bridges if the truck ’s weight 
exceeds the  pos ted  ca ­
pacity of the bridge. This 
am endm ent was based on 
the argum ent that through 
repe tition , the  excess ive  
w e igh t of a heavy truck will 
even tua lly  w ear aw ay at 
bridge and road supports.

“ I t ’s like tak ing  a th in

Lubbock 
is on ly one of three sites 
na tio na lly  w here  the  fu ll 
co m m itte e  has se lec te d  
producers from  the region 
to testify in the months prior 
to  the drafting of the 1995 
Farm Bill. House Agriculture 
C om m ittee  C ha irm an Pat 
R oberts  (R -K a n sa s ) w ill 
conduct the fie ld  hearing 
hosted by C om best, the 
com m ittee’s fourth - ranking 
m e m b e r.

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IT’S WAR ON THE 
** WEEVIL * *

Almost one hundred county 
c o t to n  p ro d u c e rs  and 
landlords attended a m eeting 
March 30, addressing the 
th rea ten ing  spread of the 
co tton  boll w eevil on the 
T e xa s  H igh  P la ins, the  
nations largest cotton producing 
area.

T h e  m e e t in g  w a s  
sponsored by the Lubbock 
b a s e d  P la in s  C o tto n  
Growers, Inc., with partic i­
pation fro m  the  T exas  
Agriculture extension Service.

The m ain focus  of the 
meeting was to inform gro­
w ers  of the serious no rth ­
ward movement of the long 
d read ed  in sec t, and to 
explain the proposed Ref­
erendum  to raise funds to 
com bat and erad icate  the 
weevil.

Dr. Jim  Leser,Extension 
Entom ologist w ith the Tech 
A g r ic u ltu re  E x p e rim e n t 
S tation at Lubbock, painted 
a grim p icture of how the 
weevil could bring economic 
d isaste r fo r both grow ers 
and  th e  e n tire  tw e n ty  
county area being considered 
for the p roposed  con tro l 
and erad ica tion  program . 
He explained if the weevil 
expansion goes unchecked, 
the area could be facing the loss 
of at least $5 billion a t the end 
of one years impacted pro­
duction.
The boll weevil made its 

first known earliest appearance 
in 1892 a t B row nsv ille , 
Texas. By the year 1920, it 
had sp re a d  a c ro ss  the 
con tinen t through out the 
cotton belt, to the eastern 
s e a b o a rd , knocking out 
m illions of acres of cotton 
production. The devastation 
caused a shift in production 
areas, fu rth e r north and 
w estw ard , leading to  the 
presen t huge co tton  p ro ­
ducing  area here on the 
Plains.

Several events have led to 
the resurgence of the boll 
weevil and its march north 
ward. The ch ief cu lp rit is 
the unusually m ild w inters 
in the area the past four 
yea rs , w ith  the  p resen t 
year even warmer. Severe' 
c o ld  w in te rs  k il l the! 
w e e v ils ,  h a lt in g  th e ir j 
spread. The cold w inter of 
1 9 8 9 -9 0  re s u lte d  in a 
m eager 1.6% survival rate 
of the  insects, w h ile  the 
much warm er 1993-94 sur­
vival rate was up to 30.6%. 
The even m ilder cu rren t 
year is certa in to raise the 
survival rate.
The Conservation Reserve 
Program (CRP) has played 
ano the r la rge role in the 
survival and spread of the 
weevil. The grass provides 
exce lle n t hab ita t fo r the  
successfu l over w in tering 
of the cotton pest.
Dr. Leser said, “The weevil 

is the bane of agricultural 
e n to m o g is ts . It has no 
N atura l enem ies, and to 
the regret of our producers 
it th rives  on ly  on co tton  
squares and bolls” .

The C om m unity  Build ing 
m ee ting  is on ly  one of 
dozens  be ing  held in a 
tw e n ty  coun ty  area, en ­
courag ing support for the 
p ro p o s e d  eradication pro­
gram. Cotton producers and 
Landowners receiving income 
from cotton production are 
be ing  asked  to  pass a 
Referendum, authorized by 
the Texas D epartm ent of 
Agriculture, which will call 
fo r assessm ents from each 
producer to establish a first 
fyea r ‘W ar C h e s t’ of $14 
m illion to initiate an Enhanced 
Diapause Program for 1995 
These funds will be used

In conjunction with R atliff’s 
am endm en t, a sepa ra te  
m easure passed requiring 
an entity  to provide trucks 
w h o se  w e ig h t e xce e d s  
established bridge capaci­
ty  w ith the “shortest avail­
able alternative route.”

F o llow ing  a debate , a 
f lo o r am end m en t to  SB 
438 b ill by Sen. C a rlos  
T ruan  w as de feated . It 
w o u ld  have  lim ite d  the  
num ber of perm its issued 
in the  s ta te s  fo r  som e 
overw e ight trucks. Truan 
sa id  SB 438 does  not 
e ffe c t iv e ly  a d d re s s  the  
amount of money it costs to 
repair the road and bridge 
damage caused by trucks.

“T h e  in te n t (o f th e  
am endm ent) is to pro tect 
county and farm  to market 
roads not built to w ithstand
80.000 pounds. It would 
lim it how much overweight 
trucks are allowed to travel 
on these  roads ,” T ruan 
said.

“ I don ’t w ant to destroy 
the (trucking) industry, but I 
don ’t w ant the industry to 
destroy the infrastructure of 
the roads," Truan said.

Sen. Frank Madia, who 
sponsored  SB 438, said 
T ruan ’s am endm ent would 
"g u t” th e  in te n t o f the  
le g is la t io n , and  w o u ld  
make Texas the only state 
w ith  tha t kind of standard 
for permits.

SB 438 was sent to the 
House.

In a lengthy presentation 
by H ospita l A dm in is tra to r 
Rodgers, the Court consid­
ered the Hospital B oard ’s 
request fo r two em ergency 
am endm ents to  the 1995 
budget.

C ounty, ope ra ted  by the 
three practicing Physic ians, 
and two Physicians Assist­
ants. Numerous questions 
were raised, with C o m m is ­
sioner M cW hirter com m ent­
ing, “ I’m going to be real 
frank w ith you, it w ill have 
to  be p roved  to me we 
need the services of three 
Doctors and two C lin ics in 
the county. This needs to 
be ca re fu lly  though t out, 
and w ithout d isproportion­
ate share of the financing, I 
don ’t th ink the County can 
afford it."

Long Hours

Legislature

From State Representative 
Gary Walker; AUSTIN-ln this 
week’s Committee on Natural 
Resources, I was appointed 
to four subcommittees and a 
chairman of one.
