clean up top city issues

The City of Plains announced with advertising
in last week’s issue of CCN a city wide cleanup
which will start August 9 and continue through
August 13. The cleanup effort will continue to be
advertised each week until the program starts.

City Administrator Ed Hansen offered further
explanations of the effort to put a clean face on
the town. “ Starting Monday, August 9, and con-
tinuing through Friday, August 13, both city and
county employees will be going down alleys to
pick up furniture, appliances and other household
items to be discarded. We wish to stress to every-
one, we will make ONLY ONE COLLECTION
TRIP down each alley. It is essential you have
your throwaways in the alley and ready for dis-
posal by Monday morning, on August 9. We have
_to eliminate the problem excuse, “ Oh, I forgot
my old TV or refrigerator, will you come back
and get them?’ Please help us make Plains a nicer
plape to live!”

Hansen also expanded on the previously dis-
cussed expiration of the City’s contract for the
purchase of natural gas on August 31. *“ We are
all aware of energy costs skyrocketing for anum-
ber of years now, but not the cost of natural gas
in the City of Plains. The price has NOT risen

since the mid-1980’s. Unfortuantely, this is about
to change.”

Hansen continued, “ We are currently paying
$3.09 per MCF ( thousand cubic feet ) for gas,
and sell it to our customers for $6 pef MCEF, one
of the very lowest cost rates in the state. That will
come to an end September 1, 2004. Current price
quotes we’re receiving now are all well over the
$6 rate we now charge our customers.”

The administrator said as of September 1 the city
will begin billing for natural gas accounts on a
floating price system. “ The city will contract to
purchase natural gas at a set price for that given
month. The charge to the customer, which is all
of us, will be that cost plus an allowance percent-
age to cover the cost of other city operations.

This process will repeat itself each month, and
the rate charged could be different each month.”

Hansen urged residents make every effort to pre-
pare their homes for these higher gas prices by
effectively winterizing = their homes and busi-
nesses. .

Hansen reminded all citizens are welcome and
encouraged to attend City Council meetings held
on the second and fourth Monday of each month
at 5:45 PM in City Hall.

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Troopers continue to set Twelve criminal cases

drug nabbing records
Methamphetamine seizur‘gs best all-time

Drug seizures by DPS in-
creased in 2003, making it the
third highest dollars total in
DPS history.

According to 2003 statistics
released today by the Texas
Highway Patrol, DPS troopers
confiscated illegal drugs valued
at $166.6 million while on rou-
tine patrol duty. That ranks
third all time behind 1994 and
2001. Texas Troopers have led
the nation in highway drug sei-
zures for the last several years.
The 2003 totals represent a 15
percent increase from the year
before when more than $136
million in controlled sub-
stances were taken off the
streets. Cocaine, marijuana and
methamphetamine seizures
were all up compared to 2002.
Some of the 2003 highlights:

* Methamphetamine seizures

of 145 pounds were a DPS
record.

* 2,118 drug arrests are the
highest in DPS history.

* Troopers confiscated more
than 37 tons of marijuana - the
second highest in DPS history.
* Cocaine seizures topped one
ton (2356 pounds) worth an
estimated $105 million, fourth
best in DPS history.

“ Intercepting drugs intended
for Texas neighborhoods is just
one positive byproduct of our
normal patrol activities,” said
DPS Director Col. Thomas A.
Davis Jr. ** Texas is a major
drug. corridor, and DPS en-
forcement efforts put drug
smugglers behind bars and take
large amounts of narcotics out
of circulation.”
