City Council members, staff
and employees gathered at the
new pump’ building near the
city’s three new water wells
this week for the symbolic
opening of valves, bringing
long awaited and long needed
fresh water to the city’s distri-
bution lines.

The almost 14 month long
project started last March,
when the sale of County Sec-
tion 423 to the city closed. A
$250,000 grant had already
been secured through the Texas
Community Development Pro-
gram to help fund the develop-
ment.

Bids for the total project were
approved early last summer,
and the drilling of three water
wells started shortly thereafter.
Under direction of West Texas
Consultants, an engineering
firm in Midland and Andrews,

of town. A 100,000 gallon stor-
age tank was built, along with
a building for the massive
pumps and valves.

Supreme Court upholds
‘Rule of Capture’ ground
water law in suit

Area underground water dis-

trict managers are praising the
Texas Supreme Court’s unani-
mous May 6 decision to uphold
the state’s 95 yearl old ‘rule of
capture’ law for ground water
use. While pleased with the
decision, they remain cautious
about the Court’s ruling, which
leaves open the possibility of
future changes in ground wa-
ter law if the water law reform
in Senate Bill 1 does not
achieve its desired effect. A fu-
ture court ruling will almost
certainly have a different out-
come if Texas ground water

. conservation districts fail to

provide for the conservation,
preservation , protection, re-
charging and prevention of
waste of ground water.

In the original lawsuit,
Henderson county landowners
sued Great Spring Waters of

America (Ozarka) for negli-

gently draining their water
wells. According to their alle-
gations, Ozarka began pump-
ing 90,000 gallons of ground
water per day, seven days a
week, from land near the plain-
tiffs. The suit alleged plaintiff’s
wells were severely depleted as
soon as pumping began. |
Ozarka said drought condi-
tions and local water use, not
the company, lowered levels of

the Carrizo Aquifer.
District Court in Henderson

County, in a summary judge- .

ment, said the * Rule of Cap-

cision. Plaintiffs then asked the
Supreme Court to change the
ground water law to a ‘reason-
able use rule’, such as the State
of Ohio. :

A brief filed by six water dis-
trict in the Texas High Plains
said the change in the old law
was not necessary. They con-
tended prior legislation allow-
ing the creation of water dis-
tricts to reduce well interfer-
ence, incorporate reasonable
and beneficial water use, con-
serve aquifers, and protect
water ownership rights was
sufficient management.

Judge Craig Enoch, writing
for the Court, said the case pre-
sents “compelling reasons for
ground water use to be regu-
lated,” but a change in the law
would be inappropriate just

. two years after the 75th Leg-

islature declared local ground
water districts to be the pre-
ferred method of managing
ground water in Texas.

The six districts in the High
Plains region include, Plains
Underground District, Lub-
bock, North Plains District,
Dumas, White Deer, Mesa
District, Lamesa, South Plains
District, Brownfield, and
Sandy Land District, Plains.

Texas Joins
National Effort, to
Collect Unclaimed

Funds, Assets

Businesses and financial insti-

tutions that report overdue un-
claimed property to the Texas
Comptroller’s Office before
October 31 will not be charged
a penalty or interest, Comp-
troller Carole Keeton Rylander
said. Texas is joining with 37
other states which are simul-
taneously offering an amnesty
from penalty and interest.

Comptroller Rylander was
announcing the state’s second
unclaimed property amnesty
program and its first national
initiative.

Texas law requires business
and financial institutions to
report unclaimed property to
the Texas Comptroller on No-
vember 1 each year. Un-
claimed cash and other assets
are considered abandoned
when efforts to locate the right-
ful owners have been unsuc-
cessful for three to five years. -
The Comptroller attempts ev-
ery year to locate the owners
of the property reported the
previous year by advertising
their names in Texas newspa-
pers and on the Internet.

The following is a copy of the address Instructor Vernon Hise delivered
to last weeks ‘“Pie In Your Face” assembly.
Two weeks ago, we sat in shock as reports of an unbelievable event poured
across the news wire.There had been a shooting at Columbine High School

in Colorado.. As further reports came in, it was confirmed children and teachers
were dead and hurting. Others were missing or hiding in fear for there lives. |
In an instant, students all across America lost something very valuable. They :

no longer felt safe at school.

Yesterday, four busloads of teenage kids were returning to Lubbock from a
weekend church retreat in the mountains. As they approached a pickup with
a camper, a sudden gust of wind pushed the camper into the side of the bus.
Agidin we watched as’it'was'teported six teenage girls were dead and many

" others were injured. Children were once again robbed of their sense of secu-

rity. They no longer felt safe on highways.

As we watch pictures on the news and hear stories like these, it’s hard to
understand why these things happen. They make us feel sympathy for the
kids and their families. But there is an even grater tragedy in America today.
It seldom makes the news and most of the time we don’t even realize it exist.
It is no less horrific or newsworthy than those other stories and yet we choose
to ignore it, hoping in some subtle way it will go away. It is the problem of
child abuse.There are thousands of children each day who are neglected,
beaten,are abused by the very people who are supposed to be there to give
them love and support. These children have been robbed the most. They no
longer feel safe at home.

Currently there are 14 of these children from Yoakum County. They are in
foster homes because it is no longer safe at home. Your generous donation
will be used to buy school clothes, birthday gifts, and other things they need
But most of all, you give them something far more than money. You give
them hope that there are still people who really do care about them. You help
provide them with a place to be safe. For that, the child welfare board thanks
you. I would also like to thank the student council for helping sell tickets, the
administration for allowing us to have this assembly,the teachers and admin-
istration who are participating, and Lowe’s Pay - N- Save for the whip cream.

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State earns high marks
for management practlces

A national study of state gov-
ernments’ managemnent prac-
tices has concluded Texas rates
an overall B for its handling of
the public’s business, ranking it
in the top third of the nation.
Governing, amagazine devoted
to state and local government
issues, conducted the study with
the assistance of the Maxwell
School of Citizenship and Pub-
lic Affairs.

The performance project fo-
cused on state operations from
1997 to 1998. States were rated
in five categories; financial
management, capital manage-
ment, human resources, manag-
ing for results, and information
technology. Texas received a B
or better in four categories, and
- aC in capital management.
Texas was one of 11 states re-
ceiving B ratings. Only five
states scored higher; Michigan
- gota B plus, and Missouri, Utah,
Virginia and Washington earned
A minuses.

The state earned a B in finan-
cial management, and was cited
for “good revenue and expendi-
ture estimates, solid cash man-
agement, and flexibility for
agencies to mange their budgets.

A weak spot, according to the
study, is the state’s “miniscule
rainy day fund”, a real problem
when recession hits.

Texas only earned a C in Capi-
tal management because of no
statewide plan for acquiring and
maintaining buildings and
equipment, and fails to distin-
guish between capital and oper-
ating budgets.

The study found Texas is the
only state with no centralized
human resources department,
but received a B, better than av-
erage grade for personnel prac-
tices, training, and a good job
classification index.

The state also scored a B in in-
formation technology,and was
cited for its five year strategic
technology information plan, as
individual state agencieshave.
The results of the management
study provides elected officials,
policymakers and the general
public a way to gauge the states
performance, and an overview
on how other states are attack-
ing common problems.

The overall B grade enhances
the state’s reputation as a leader
in public policy and financial
management.

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Fmal House Bills

Many of the committees have suspended their regular meetings, and

are just meeting briefly to pass out the last of the House bills and deal

with the Senate bills as they come over and are referred to commit-
tee. May 10 is the last day that a House bill can be heard in commit-
tee and have a chance of final passage.

Several interesting bills were on the floor this week. HB 1702 al-
lows a retired teacher to return to full time teaching without a loss of
retirement benefits provided that; the teacher is teaching in an acute
shortage area, was properly certified, had been retired for at least

" twelve months, and had not taken early retirement. If passed by the

Senate, the bill would apply beginning with the 1999-2000 school
year.

An attempt was made to repeal the “veggie libel law.” Current law
allows producers of perishable food products to sue persons dissemi-
nating information to the public about a food product that the person
knows to be false and that states or implies that the product is not
safe for public consumption. Efforts to overturn this important agri-
cultural law were fended off, and the statute remains in place.

Several sales tax exemption bills are on their way to the Senate. HB

2371 exempts diapers, HB 2372 exempts all over the counter medi-
cation, and HB209 exempts certain school supplies. HB 551 exempts
certain small corporations from the franchise tax.

The school bus limit legislation, which I authored, is over in the
Senate and is expected to be eligible for the floor by Wednesday. The
compromise bill would allow yellow school buses to go 60 miles per
hour when transporting students to extracurricular events. Larger,
commercial type buses would be able to travel the posted speed limit. -
Senator Duncan will be carrying the bill in the Senate.
