Parrish 
reports more 
than $587,500 

property 
taxes now 
deliquent

Yoakum County Tax Assessor- 
Collector Jan Parrish reports over 
2,000 delinquent property tax 
statements are in the mail. The 
taxes became delinquent Febru­
ary 1,2005. Parrish stated, “ What 
many tax payers are ignoring is 
the fact when these property taxes 
became delinquent last February, 
they also began accruing both 
penalty and interest, and both will 
continue to grow until paid in full. 
This arrangement is part of laws 
passed by the state legislature, 
and is not merely a tax office 
policy. Delinquent tax payers 
should also be aware every ac­
count not paid in full by June 30, 
2005, will also incur a twenty 
percent Law Fee.
The delinquent taxes include 

funding for the county, Plains and 
Denver City $chool Districts, 
both the county towns, and Sandy 
Land Underground Water Con­
servation District.
Parris explained a portion of the 
delinquency problem. “ Property 
owners in the Plains School Dis­
trict received two separate tax 
statements this year, a new ar­
rangement. Many property own­
ers paid one statement, but not the 
other, creating a larger number of 
delinquencies than we normally 
face”.
It does not require a mathematic 

genius to understand what faces 
taxpayers on the June 30 date - 
They will face a 12 percent pen­
alty, interest of one percent per 
month will be charged, and a 20 
percent law fee will be assessed.

Blown valve causes water problems, 
long, wet, and cold repairs

Shortly after five PM last 
Wednesday afternoon, many 
residences and firms began no­
ticing drops in their city water 
pressure outlets. Soon the flow 
would be reduced to a trickle. 
City employees quickly found 
the source of the problem, a 
blown out large valve on a 
mainline behind and south of 
the livestock show barns.

City A dm inistrator Terry 
Howard said storage water 
flowing to the line was 
promptly shut down, and a re­
pair crew and equipment soon 
gathered at the site. A backhoe 
dug out the area around the 
faulty valve, but enough water 
continued to flow down lines to 
completely fill the hole, forcing 
city workers into the cold pit of 
water.
City Mayor Shane McKinzie 

arrived at the scene and helped 
start a gasoline powered pump 
to reduce the depth of the 
flooded hole, but three of the 
workers were forced to stay in

the water to repalce the valve, 
and as night fell, the conditions 
worsened rapidly.
The job was finally completed

shortly after 10 PM. A worker 
remarked Thursday morning, 
“ My teeth kept chattering until 
midnight!”

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Neugebauer Supports 
Abortion Parental 

Notification Bill
Congressm an Randy 

Neugebauer voted for parental 
notification legislation 
Wednesday that reinforces 
states’ rights, supports the 
rights of parents to be involved 
in the medical decisions of their 
minor daughters, and protects 
the health of young girls.
The Child Interstate Abortion 

Notification Act (CIANA), HR 
748, passed the House by a vote 
of 270-157. CIANA now goes 
to the Senate for consideration. 
“Parents must be notified 

when kids go on field trips, get 
their ears pierced, or simply 
take an aspirin while in school,” 
Neugebauer said. “It is only 
common sense that we respect 
the right of parents to be noti­
fied when their children are to 
undergo a much more danger­
ous and invasive medical pro­
cedure.”
CIANA makes it a federal 

crime to knowingly transport a 
minor across a state line so that 
she can obtain an abortion in 
order to evade a parental in­
volvement law in the minor’s 
home state. Violators of this 
law would be subject to 
$100,000 fine, or a year in jail, 
or both.

The prim ary purpose of 
CIANA is to protect the health 
and safety of young girls as 
minors who travel to other state 
for abortions and often who do 
not receive the follow-up care

necessary for this type of inva­
sive surgery. The legislation 
also protects the rights of par­
ents to play a role in the health 
and well being of their children. 
The bill does include a ‘judi­
cial bypass’ provision to allow 
minors to receive authorization 
from a judge to waive the noti­
fication requirement in extreme 
cases.
“CIANA respects states’ rights 
and the democratic process by 
reinforcing parental notifica­
tions laws that have gathered 
wide support,” Neugebauer 
said. “To allow these laws to be 
circumvented is undemocratic 
and runs directly against the 
wishes of parents across the 
country who have said that they 
want to be involved in the 
medical decisions of their chil­
dren.”
A March, 2005 Quinnipiac 

University poll shows that 75% 
of registered voters support pa­
rental notification laws. This 
support has been expressed at 
the golls and in state capitols 
across the country. 44 states, 
including Texas have passed 
parental consent or notification 
laws. Oklahoma and New 
Mexico have passed such laws, 
but because of court challenges, 
their laws are not currently in 
effect. Without CIANA, Texas’ 
law can be circumvented by 
traveling to these neighboring 
states.

In District Court May 2, Judge

Most of us know April is the 
month in which spring bursts 
out across Texas, as flowers 
bloom, trees sprout leaves, and 
birds build nests.

Over the past several decades, 
we have developed new drugs 
and surgical techniques to pro­
vide cancer suffers improved 
chances for survival. We need 
to continue research to improve 
the treatment for this disease. 
We can modify our behaviors 

to lower our risk of cancer. We 
can eat healthier foods and ex­
ercise. We also know cancer 
risks are increased by abusing 
alcohol and smoking.
There is another habit we can 

cultivate which can have a ma­
jor impact on our health, get­
ting screened for cancer. 
Today’s physicians have a wide 
range of diagnostic tools which 
can help us discover cancers 
early when the chances for suc­
cessful treatment are high. 
Many of these screenings 
should be done on a regular 
basis after age 50, although 
those with family histories of 
certain types of cancer should 
consult their physician about 
starting to test even earlier.
We are also aware that cancer 

affects various groups differ­
ently. African-Americans have 
the highest cancer mortality 
rates of any group, a factor 
some doctors attribute to a lack 
of access to early testing and 
treatment.
Cancers with few obvious 

symptoms are the most danger­
ous because they are usually 
too advanced for easy treatment 
when they are finally discov­
ered. This is why men should 
get screened for prostate can­

cer. Women should get tested 
for cervical cancer and get 
mammograms to detect lym­
phoma and other types of can­
cer.
We should also be on the look­
out for the most common form 
of cancer, skin cancer, which is 
diagnosed over 1 million times 
per year in America. The best 
check up is to keep an eye on 
skin changes. The best preven­
tion is to avoid exposure to the 
sun’s damaging ultraviolet rays 
by wearing protective clothing 
or sunblock lotion.

In addition to adopting 
healthier lifestyles and getting 
early screening, we can take 
other steps to fight cancer. 
Many of us donate to organi­

zations such as the American 
Cancer Society, the Susan G. 
Komen Breast Cancer Founda­
tion and the Leukemia and 
Lymphoma Society. We can 
also participate in their fund­
raising activities, such as the 
annual Komen Foundation’s 
Race for the Cure. These orga­
nizations support scientific re­
search of Health emphasizes 
cancer research.
In 2002, Congress enacted my 
bill, the Hematological Cancer 
Research Investment and Edu­
cation Act, which directed the 
NIH to establish a coordinated 
blood cancer research initiative 
to improve our response to this 
deadly disease. Under this pro­
gram, MD Anderson received 
a five-year, $12.75 million 
grant to research Leukemia. 
The grant is funded at $2.5 mil­
lion each year, through 2007.
I have a personal stake in this 

fight. I have had friends who 
have fought cancer, and my 
brother Allan is a survivor. Ev­
eryone owes themselves and 
their loved ones an early 
screening so that they have the 
best chance possible to survive 
if cancer should strike.

higher on standardized tests and 
for this reason, every child 
should be given the opportunity 
to participate in the arts.

In Ft. Walton Beach, Florida 
professional ballet dancer Eric 
Allen teaches elementary stu­
dents his vocation. In 1999 he 
asked the Okaloosa County 
School Board permission to 
replicate Citydance, an outreach 
of the Boston Ballet, for at-risk 
third graders in Boston public 
schools. Two years later he was 
given permission to organize 
the three year curiculum to 
teach students French, music, 
art and ballet everyday, along

with academics related to the 
arts. Students are picked for the 
program on potential to excel 
in dance. 30 percent of them 
qualify for free or reduced 
lunches; several are learning 
disabled. In only two years thei 
third graders in this school were 
scoring better than any other 
county school in both reading 
and math.
Art is not just for highbrows. 

It is inclusive and solves many 
behavioral problems by reach­
ing students in ways they are 
not otherwise being reached. 
Oklahoma requires district 
level art assessments on grades 
3 - 8. Thsi includes written 
work, portfolio and perfor­
mance assessments/ “ The cre­
ative arts process, imbedded in 
quality arts instruction, contrib­
utes to the social, gognitive and 
emotional development of chil­
dren and is fundamental and 
essential to the education of all 
children,” (written for Okla­
homa Arts Assessment Task 
Force March 26, 2004)
Sir Ken Robinson, Senior Ad­
visor, Education Policy, The 
Getty Foundation, states, “ 
America needs a workforce that 
is flexible, adaptable, and high­
ly creative; and it needs an edu­
cation system that can develop 
these qualities in everyone. 
Standardization is the enemy of 
innovation.”
Herein is the dilemma; Teach­

ing to the test is the antithesis 
to expanding horizons with the 
arts. Pressure for annual 
progress shown with test scores 
is the norm in A m erica’s 
schools. Furthermore, innova­
tion and creativity are being 
flushed out of the educational 
system with budget cuts for arts 
programs. Reading, writing and

arithmetic are the focus in 
schools today, at the expense 
of turning out students well 
rounded and who can relate to 
others.
Art is fun. art is necessary, art 

is life. How can we deny this 
soul part of us by using a 
money tourniquet that tightens 
until this vital force is denied 
oxygen and withers away. The 
future demands we recognize 
and implement arts in schools 
for enrichment if lkife and de­
mands of industry.

Schools are turning out in­
creasingly fearful and non-rick 
taking students. With comput­
ers at our fingertips, today’s 
students need to know how to 
find information, then, use it to 
solve problems. This will only 
come about if they are encour­
aged to role play, look at the 
situation upside down, or 
synsethize and try something 
new. I only saw 
test review and more review for 
the eight weeks before the stan­
dardized test in March at my 
school. Students were creative 
in turning out, turning in and 
generally wasting time during 
this cramming for the test. 
Change is required. Change is 
scary. Change can be fun. Art 
is the solution to interesting our 
potential dropouts, helping our 
learning diasbled to feel com­
petent, and it stretches our 
brightest students. It makes 
learning fun and inspires all the 
in betweens. Art is a universal 
language all students can speak 
successfully, if given the 
chance

“ This is all foreign to me. I’m an inveterate Longhorn. Mt daugh­

But I do admire the kids at 
A&M and am willing to bet it all that whatever progress this na­
tion makes in the next decade or two will be the brainchild of a 
couple of Aggies with graphing calculators and two hours free 
time.

“ Fact is, I admire all these young people. While I’m sure each 
has their own special reason for having competed in UIL aca­
demic contests, I don’t think I’m off base by suggesting they com­
peted because: * competing in UIL offered them an opportunity 
to get out of class, even out of town now and then. * UIL pro­
vided a social circle, if not a social life. * UIL was academically 
challenging at a time when some of their classes were not. * they 
were forced to. Drafted. Shanghaied. They were minding their 
own business, listening to their MP3s or saving the world from 
alien vampire robots on their notebook computers, not bothering 
anyone, and out of nowhere, a teacher tapped them on the shoul­
der, thrust the Handbook to Literature in their paws and said, Read, 
“ The remarkable thing is, they did. They read. Studied Steinbeck 

and Walt Whitman before, during and after school. Rehearsed the 
one-act play on weekends. Crunched endless calculator numbers. 
Survived on cold pizza, flat Dr. Pepper and stale potato chips. 
Rode countless miles on a beat-up school bus to invitational meets. 
Won some they should have lost. Lost some they should have 
won. Survived to tell the story.
“ Chances are they did all this in relative anonymity. Might have

Only those willing to 
devote the time, energy, focus and passion will be capable of solv­
ing our planets’ most vexing problems: hunger, war, disease, in­
justice.

“ And they’ll have to overcome enormous odds to do so. The 
entrenched global interests will surrender their stations neither 
quickly nor quietly. The struggle ahead will dwarf the battles al­
ready fought, I fear. But I take heart in knowing the young people 
who’ve participated in our contets are better equipped for the com­
ing scrape than if they’d not participated. We nudged them in the 
right direction and they took the jump.

“ So what did they get from it, beyond possibly a medal or rib­
bon or trip to the Red Lobster in Lubbock or Waco? They forged 
friendships that will last a lifetime. They made memories they’ll 
cherish forever. They learned how to think on the spot, how to 
write with power and clarity, how to speak with confidence in a 
public setting, how to solve a seemingly unsolvable problem.

“ They learned they possessed the discipline, the grit to drag 
themselves out of bed at 5:30 on a Saturday morning after arriv­
ing home from an away football game at 1:30 to catch a 6:15 bus 
going to an invitational meet 150 miles away. They learned to 
survive on cold pizza, flat Dr. Pepper and stale potato chips. They 
learned it’s OK to be smart. What more could anyone want or 
need?”

Perhaps Habitat for Human­
ity has received its greatest 
publicity from the involve­
m ent o f form er President 
Jimmy C arter and wife 
Rosalynn who lead the Jimmy 
Carter Work Project every year 
to help build houses, but it has 
also received acclaim from a 
local resident who has taken 
part in construction of a Lub­
bock home.
“Habitat for the Homeless” 

was the April 25 program cho­
sen and presented by Tsa Mo 
Ga President Debbie Spears 
who helped build a Habitat 
home.
“Members of the Lubbock Li­
ons Club came to our Lions 
Club meeting asking for vol­
unteers,” Spears said. “It was 
my chance to prove I was a 
carpenter,” she said jokingly. 
Spears spent the weekend 
working on a handicapped-ac­
cessible house for a Lubbock 
family. “I helped with 
sheetrock, baseboards and 
cabinets.”
She was part of a church ser­

vice that is held for volunteers 
on Sunday during the building 
project, and was there when 
the house was dedicated. “It 
was very special to be there the 
day it was dedicated. The 
owner, who was the mother of 
four, cried and cried, she was 
so happy.”
“The first thing they do when 
you start a house is introduced 
you to the family. The owner 
has to give hours to the project, 
too, and the more volunteers 
they bring, the more they earn 
towards the house,” she said.

Following the project, Spears 
was invited to a Lions Club 
appreciation program at the 
Civic Center where she was 
given an award, a Habitat for 
Humanity block of wood. She 
also received the special award 
of a key chain because, they 
said, “No matter what I did, I 
was still smiling.”
Spears encouraged people to 

call Habitat in Lubbock to vol­
unteer. “You don’t have to 
know anything to help.”
The program, developed in 

1976 to offer affordable hous­
ing to those in need, and its 
volunteers has since “built 
more the 175,000 houses, shel­
tering more than 900,000 
people in more than 3,000 com­
munities worldwide,” accord­
ing to website information. The 
program is based on ‘putting 
faith into action,’ that to ‘fol­
low the teachings of Jesus 
Christ we must reflect God’s 
love, using the economics of 
Jesus and the theology of the 
hammer.”
Following the program, mem­
bers were urged to continue 
collecting recipes for the cen­
tennial cookbook. Residents 
may pick up recipe forms from 
the library or a member. Club 
dues of $25 are also due at the 
next meeting. Hostesses for the 
meeting were Mary Jo and 
Elouise St. Romain.
