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CONSTUCTION ON SCHEDULE |
NEW WATER STORAGE TANK

In just a few more days,
the initial construction of
the City’s new 350,000 gal.
water storage tank will be
complete. The long needed
tank will help alleviate the
chronic late summer shortage
of water the city faces in
peak demand times.

The new tank, 32 feet in
height, with a domed, self
supporting top adding
another three feet to the
overall height, and with a
diameter of 44 feet, will
give the city a total storage
capacity of 450,000 gallons
when the old and smaller
tank at the construction site
is removed. City Administrator
David Brunson says this
amount of water is sometimes

pumped during the hottest
summer days.

When the erection and

steel work is finished, the
tank will be sandblasted
and painted, the
coated with a special
epoxy base paint to ensure
longevity.

interior

To utilize the additional

storage capacity, a new
attempt will be made to drill
a succesful well on City
owned property just west of
town. Brunson says a test
well will be drilled in the
next two to three weeks to
check water quality. City
officials feel confident this
location will produce a well
with an abundant supply of
water, as there are several

good irrigation wells in the
immediate vicinity. Council
member Kent Welch
stated, “ Many times, it is
harder to locate water with
an acceptable quality than
it is to find an adequate
amount, because of Govern-
mental standards”.

The final drilling of the
hopefully producing well is
on hold, the result of
various governmental envir-
onmental questions which
are being answered by
City Hall. In all probability,
the final drilling will not
take place for another 45 to
60 days, according to
Brunson.

We now have small
devices which can be used
by the person that can
quickly and easily give a
reading of the blood sugar
at any given time. A
patient with diabetes can
do more to control his
diabetes than ever before
and he is often able to
regulate his own treatment
in coordination with his
doctor. A diabetic person
can determine the proper
amount of food, insulin and
exercise for each day and
control the' blood sugar
with considerable accuracy
at home.

This is especially import-
ant for a pregnant diabetic
woman where strict control
of the blood sugar helps
prevent the complications
of diabetes in pregnancy
such as malformations, still-
births and overweight babies
which present many problems.

Several different models
are available, but all work
alike. A finger is punctured -
for a small drop of blood
which is applied to a
chemical strip which is
then read by the device. |t
gives an actual number,
like a digital clock, for the
blood sugar.

If the same finger is
used all the time, a callus
will form which will de-
crease the discomfort of
the prick. Even so, the
small amount of pain from
the prick is minimal com-
pared to the benefit of
controlling the diabetes and
decreasing the number of
complications and hospi-
talizations over the years.

Terry’s Rangers
Leave Houston
Houston: Terry’s Texas Rangers,
mustered in here two days ago, left
Houston this morning for service in

the Confederate Army.

The Ranger force, which con-
sists of ten companies of a
hundred men each, gathered in
response to a call from Benjamin -
F. Terry and Thomas S. Lubbock
for volunteers to fight in Virginia.
Enlisting for the duration of the
war, each man furnished his own
arms and equipment for his horse.

The first company of this force
to reach Houston quickly won the
admiration of local citizens. Each
man was armed with a six-shooter,
a double-barreled shotgun, and a
twenty-four-inch knife weighing
about three pounds and spoken of
as a “Texas toothpick.” They per-
formed remarkable feats of horse-
manship on their half-broken cow
ponies.

A local newspaper, paying them
tribute, declared, “The regiment
will be the pride of Texas...Let the
enemy beware when the Terry-fiers
get on their track.”

The regiment will go first to
New Orleans, traveling by rail,
riverboat, and on foot if necessary.
There have been rumors here that
Terry and his men will go

eventually to Bowling Green, Ky., -
where Albert Sidney Johnston is

recruiting an army for frontier
defense. This report has not been -
confirmed, however.

AUSTIN: “The National

Fair Share Block Grant

Plan would save more
federal dollars than the

says, unveiling his propos-
al to distribute reduced
dollars targeted for public
assistance and Medicaid.
“This plan is about fair-
ness, and about real
change versus the status
quo,” Sharp said. “Our
plan replaces the old sy-
stem--which we. all agree
isn’t working--and gives

grants since 1991,” Sharp
said.

The National Fair Share
Block Grant Plan is based
on a pair of straightforward
factors: population and income.
Each state’s public assist-
ance and Medicaid allot-
ments would be calculated
according to (1) its percent
of the U.S. population, and

(2) its per capita income,

compared to the U.S. per
capita income. h

Example: A state with
5 percent of the U.S. popu-
lation and a per capita in-

come identical to the national

per capita figure would re-
ceive exactly 5 percent of
the block grant allocation.

If per capita income was

slightly lower than the
national average, the state
‘would receive slightly more
than 5 percent.

“This formula would ad-

just itself every year, reflecting
shifts in population and regional
economies,” Sharp said.
