Plains vet, wife visit Pacific island 60 years after U.S. 
M arines, Army, Navy liberate Guam  from  Japanese

What does a 19 year'old West 
Texas kid do when he’s told 
rather forcefully, “ Get your 
gear and rear ready, we’re go­
ing in NOW!” If you’re one of 
many thousands of marines and 
soldiers on board navy trans­
port ships off the coast of the 
Island of Guam in the Marianas 
chain on July 21, 1944, you 
probably breathe a bit harder 
and faster, your heart pounds a 
bit more rapidly, but you 
somehow “ mount up”, and 
clamber in a navy tracked am­
phibious craft, are soon thrust 
ashore on the island, the scene 
of ferocious and bloody fight­
ing until Japanese organized 
resistance ceased on August 11. 
Local Cull “ Bud ” Forbus was 
one of some 21,000 marines 
poured out on those hostile 
shores, in the first wave of am­
phibious craft to deliver the 
USMC 3rd Division and Army 
infantry. It was Guam where 
young Forbus would earn his 
first of two ‘ Purple Hearts’, 
awarded for wounds received 
in action. The Guam wound­
ing occured eight days after the 
invasion.
Asked if he was wounded by 

small arms fire, artillery 
rounds, Forbus shrugged,
“ Nah, it was a knife. This Jap 
decided to jump in my hole 
with me one night, and we had 
a good wrestle for it.” The back 
of one of his hands offers ample

proof of the ‘ wrestling’, as do 
other scars on his body, but he 
won the match.
Forbus said he was shipped 

back to a naval hospital in Ho­
nolulu, and when the Corps 
deemed he was again able to 
carry a riñe, he boarded another 
transport ship, this time with 
the 4th Marine Division, and he 
and his troops would soon learn 
they were to be “ honored ”

with the opportunity to take 
part in the invasion of Iwo 
Jima, now known as the bloodi­
est event in the long and sto­
ried history of the Corps. In less 
than a week, well over 5,000 
Marines lay dead in those vol­
canic sands of the tiny island. 
Another 20,000 were wounded.
On this D-Day, Forbus was 

again in the first wave of troops 
put on those hot and hostile

shores. Forbus grinned when he 
said, “ I only lasted about eight 
hours this time ”. Exploding 
shrapnel tore into his face, eye, 
shoulder and legs. He was first 
taken to an army hospital on the 
island of Saipan, and then 
once again sent to the same 
Navy hospital in Honolulu.
It’s doubtful anyone truly rel­

ishes having a Purple Heart 
medal draped around their 
neck, but one of the two Forbus 
received just months apart has 
special memories. It was pre­
sented to Bud by Admiral 
Chester N im itz, the Com­
mander in Chief of all Naval 
Forces in the Pacific Theatre of 
the war.
This July 7, Bud and his wife 
?? Mary Dell ?? flew from Lub­
bock to Los Angeles, then to 
Honolulu, where they boarded . 
another airline for a flight back 
to Guam, this time to be on 
hand for the 60th anniversary 
commemorating the liberation 
of the Island from Japanese 
forces. Some hundred veterans 
of that battle,marines, sailors,, 
soldiers, were honored by the
government of the island, a 
U.S. Territory, home of a large 
U.S. Naval Base, and huge 
Anderson Air Force Base, the 
largest air force installation in 
the Pacific theatre. The 
Forbuses took tours, attended

most 11,000 bodies of Japanese 
defenders were identified, but 
when U.S. Forces declared the 
island recaptured there were 
some “10,000 Japanese forces 
still on the island.

Darinda McWhirter attended a 
pre-legislative conference in 
Austin. Portions of the program 
covered the state mandated in­
stallation of electronic voting 
machines and supporting elec­
tronic election judges equip­
ment throughout the state.
The equipment discussed by 

Tinnin would be required at 
each of the current 6 polling 
places, plus both software and 
hardware, for a total approx­
imate cost of $68,000.

It was pointed out some 
$21,000 in grant funds could be 
obtained from the state for the 
required set-up, reducing the 
county portion of the program 
to about $47,000.
Judge Brewer told Mr. Tinnin, 
“ There’s nothing personal in 
this about you or your com­
pany, but I feel this is another 
example of another unfunded 
state mandate from Austin 
which counties and cities 
across the state will have to 
deal with, at our expense.” 
County Clerk Rushing re­

ported she had been in contact 
with the Secretary of State of­
fice, and it appeared there was 
no legal way future electronic 
voting facilities could be 
avoided. She did point out it 
may be possible to determine a 
legal manner in which the 
county polling places could be 
consolidated, reducing the 
number of the required elec­
tronic election equipment. No 
action was taken on the issue.

near Anderson AFB on Guam, and 
during that period, local papers re­
ported a Japanes soldier had come 
in from the hills and jungles to sur­
render, not knowing the war was 
over. He said to his knowledge all 
other Japanese survivors had died 
from starvation, old wounds or dis­
ease.

Probably the first commercial 
crop planted in Texas was cotton. 
Export of cotton products began 
in the 1820’s in Stephen F. 
Austin’s colony on the Brazos 
River, though earlier production 
occured around the San Antonio 
Missions.

August is back to school time 
for children across Texas. 
Chairs are dusted off, books are 
opened and pencils, pads and 
backpacks are purchased for 
the big first day. And while stu­
dents from 1st to 12th grade are 
required to check-in on day 
one, what happens after gradu­
ation is up to them. More and 
more students are making the 
decision to attend a technical 
school, college or university. 
Unfortunately, as the impor­
tance of a college degree con­
tinues to rise, so does the price 
of tuition. In fact, the average 
cost of attending a public col­
lege or university in Texas is 
roughly $14,732 per year. 
Whether you, your child, or 

grandchild is college-bound, 
these increasing costs may 
seem nearly im possible to 
fathom. I believe every child 
who wants to work hard to pur­
sue a college education should 
have the opportunity to do so. 
Both federal and state govern­
ments have taken major steps 
over the years to open doors for 
students who want to take their 
education to the next level.

FOUNDATION: Started in 
1951, this non-profit founda­
tion has approxim ately 
$350,000 in student loans avail­
able yearly for full-time stu­
dents attending Texas colleges 
or universities. Loan applica­
tions will be considered for 
undergraduate Juniors or Se­
niors and graduate students pur­
suing a higher degree. Each stu­
dent is eligible for up to 
$10,000 in loans. MSPF also 
provides a wide range of grants.

This summer, many parts of Texas 
have received near-record amounts of 
rain. Considering drought is usually the 
watchword in the Lone Star State, many 
fanners and ranchers have,welcomed the 
rain, which has given wmoost to the 
thirsty crops and rangelands that stretch 
across the state. Unfortunately, excessive 
moisture is also good news for 
mosquitoes, which' become more and 
more active in damp weather.

Besides being annoying at outdoor 
picnics, mosquitoes aggravate horse 
owners who are trying to protect their 
animals from West Nile virus, which can 
cause encephalitis in horses, donkeys, 
mules, humans and several other species 
of animals. The virus is transmitted by 
mosquitoes that acquire it from infected 
birds. Last year there were 717 confirmed 
West Nile cases .among horses in Texas. 
With a population of more than 1 million 
horses in Texas, that number sounds like 
a drop in the bucket, but this virus can 
be devastating both physically and 
economically.
So far. West Nile has been found in at 

least five horses in Brazoria. Fort Bend. 
La Salle. Leon and Montgomery 
counties.

While a vaccination is considered the 
best line of defense to protect animals 
against West Nile virus, insect repellants 
are an excellent way to keep the 
mosquitoes away. It's also important to 
drain any standing water that could breed 
mosquitoes, and report any dead birds to 
local authorities. Thoroughly clean 
livestock watering troughs at least 
monthly, and. if possible, supply horses 
with screened housing to protect them 
from mosquitoes.

One of the barriers many students face is university admission 
requirements. Many college students choose a community 

college because they are easier to get into.
"Our open-door admission policy is one reason our enrollment is 

up," said Peggy Southall, director of public information at the Texas 
Association of Community Colleges (TAC.C). "We don't turn 
students down. If they need help, we offer development education 
to get them ready.”

The cost of attending a two-year college also tends to be lower 
than that of four-year universities.

"The most important financial aid for a student is low tuition," 
Southall said. Going to a local community college also allows 
students to save money by living at home, and flexible class 
schedules can be attractive to students with full-time jobs and 
families.

Community colleges are witnessing a growth in first- generation 
college students, those students who are the first in their families 
to have the opportunity to attend college, Southall said. Moreover, 
63 percent of students enrolled in public institutions of higher 
education for the first time are at Texas community colleges, 
according toTACC.

Two-year colleges are also experiencing an increase in j
minority enrollment. From 2000 to 2002, TACC reports that A
Texas’ 50 community college districts were responsible 
for 58 percent, or 21,077, of the increase in Hispanic j j l l |
enrollment, and 78 percent of minority freshman and 
sophomores attending public institutions of higher 
education attended Texas' public community 
colleges.
