Neugebauer discusses Ag Budget,

Washiugton, DC- Congressman Randy
Neugebauer met with U.S. Agriculture Secre-
tary Mike Johanns last week to discuss budget
and trade issues important to Big Country and
West Texas producers. The need to avoid mak-
ing changes mid-stream to programs enacted by
the 2002 Farm Bill was at the top of
Neugebayer’s list of topics.

“ My goal going into the meeting was to make
sure Secretary Johanns had a full understanding
of the impact the Administration,s proposals
would have on farmers and ranchers in the 19th
District,” Neugebauer said. ““ By drastically
changing some of the Farm Bill’s commodity
programs, a number of farmers who put busi-
ness plans into effect based on that policy are
going to be put in a tough spot.”

In February, the Bush Administration sent a
budget proposal to Congress that could reduce
as much as 30 percent the amount of financial
support any one farmer could receive from the

especially in a year with low crop ylelds or low
commodity prices.

In March, Congress began work on next year’s
federal budget. Whether or not changes in farm
support payments go into effect will depend on
debates that will play out in the House and Sen-
ate' over the coming months.

Neugebauer also received an update from
Johanns regarding ongoing trade negotiations to
reopen the Japanese market to U.S. beef prod-
ucts: The two officials also discussed possible
next steps the Administration could take in re-
sponse to a World Trade Organization ruling
against the federal government’s support of cot-
ton producers.

“ I stressed to the Secretary the importance of

trade agreements treating our farmers fairly,”
Neugebauer said. ** I strongly believe our efforts
that allow our cotton farmers to compete on a level
playing field in the world market are in full com-
pliance with WTO requirements. The measures

The Editor or Editorials on the
front page of newspapers. In the
current age of patriotism and
religion bashing, however, I am
making an exception. After all,

~ exactly what difference does it
- make WHERE you read a per-

tinent, important message?

*“ My, this is so wrong... some-
one has changed history. Today
I went to visit the new World
War II Memorial in Washing-
ton, D.C. I got an unexpected
history lesson.

Since I'm a baby boomer [ was
one of the youngest in the
crowd. Most were the age of my
parents, many of the men vet-
erans of “ The Greatest War”,
there with their families.

Hundreds of people milled
around the memorial, reading
the inspiring words of Gen.
Eisenhower and Pres. Harry
Truman engraved on the memo-
rial. On the Pacific Theater side
of the memorial, a group of us
gathered to read the words
President Roosevelt used to an-
nounce the Japanese attack on
Pearl Harbor; “ Yesterday, De-
cember 7, 1941 - a day which
will live in infamy - the United
States of America was suddenly

and deliberately attacked.” One
woman there read the words
aloud.... “ With confidence in
our armed forces, with the un-
bounding determination of our
people, we will gain the inevi-
table triumph.”

But as the woman read, she
was suddenly angry. “ Wait a
minute!” she said. *“ They left
out the end of the quote! They
left out the most important part.
Roosevelt said * So Help Us
God .

* You’re probably right,” her
husband said. “ We’re not sup-
posed to say things like that
these days.”

“Iknow I’'mright,” she insisted.
*“ I remember the speech!”

The two shook their heads
sadly and walked away. Listen-
ing to their conversation, I
thought to myself, * Well, it’s
been fifty years. She’s probably
forgotten.” But, she was right!

I went home and pulled out the
book my book club is reading,
“ Flags Of Our Fathers” by
James Bradley. It’s all about the

battle for Iwo Jima. I haven’t
gotten too far in the book. It’s
tough to read because it’s a
graphic description of the
battles in the Pacific. But there
it was on page 58, Roosevelt’s
speech to the nation. It ends,
*“So Help Us God.”

The people who edited out that
part of the speech when they
engraved it on the memorial
could have fooled me. I was
born after the war. But they
couldn’t fool the people who
were there. Their president’s
words were engraved on hearts.

People today are trying to
change the history of America
by leaving God out of it, but the
truth is, God has been a part of
this nation since the beginning.

Butch and Bobbie Gayle were
kind enough to loan CCN a few
copies of the local weekly
newspaper, The Yoakum
County Review, published in
1959 and 1960. Very interest-
ing and entertaining reading in
the yellowing and brittle sheets.
I am always leery of referring
to readers as ‘ old timers ', so,
how many of you seasoned citi-
zens recall these tidbits found
in the Review;

In November, 1959, the Plains
Cowboys were rated second in
the state by the Dallas News
and Ft. Worth Star Telegram,
with a 9-0 record. They had
scored 303 points to their op-
ponents 27.

Texans aged 65 or older or disabled
may postpone paying delinquent
and current property taxes on their
homes. They may take advantage
of a tax option called ** tax defer-
ral” by signing an affidavit at the
Yoakum County Appraisal District
office.

This special form of tax relief also
halts a lawsuit filed to collect de-
linquent property taxes on an older
or disabled Texan’s home. “To stop
a delinquent tax suit,” Stephens
said, * the over-65 pr disabled ho-
meowner files the deferral affida-

~ vit with the court in which the suit

is pending. If the affidavit is on file,
an older or disabled homeowner
cannot lose a homestead because
of delinquent taxes,” Stephens said,
Stephens stressed tax deferral for
elderly or disabled only postpones
paying delinquent taxes on the
home, it does not cancel them. Dur-
ing the deferral time, taxes and in-
terest of 8 percent per year continue
to add up, she said. * When the eld-
erly or disabled taxpayer no longer
owns or lives in the home, the taxes
become due. If the taxes are not
paid, taxing units can then sue to
collect all taxes and interest.”
There is no penalty on the delin-
quent taxes during the deferral time,
but filing the deferral affidavit will
not forgive penalties that were al-
ready due. Also, if the taxes remain
delinquent more than 90 days after
the deferral ends, ataxing unit may
charge an added penalty if the ac-
count goes to a delinquent tax at-
torney.

Tortillas On Mars ?

of the services Sunday evening.

Month-old tortillas may
not be headed for the
trash bin thanks to a
professor at Texas A&M
University,

Professor Ralph Wam-
ska discovered that add-
ing salt to the tortilla mix
and reducing the amount
of baking powder creates

“a fresher-tasting tortilla.

“The tortilla has a chemi-
cal taste when it has too
much baking powder,” Waniska .
said. “We have more of a wheat/flour
taste in the tortilla.”

Waniska said tortilla manufacturers already can pre-
vent mold from growing on tortillas through quality
control measures, but as bakery products age, they
become firmer. He found that adding an enzyme dur-
ing the baking process made the tortillas more flexible
over a longer period of time, helping retain freshness.

Waniska said the next step is to make a tortilla that
could make it to Mars.

“Every mission has tortillas because there are no
crumbs,” Waniska said. “We are looking at how to get
tortillas in space that could possibly last the three or
four years it would take to go to Mars." v

ures for the 2004-2005 season
were the main feature of the
department’s report. U.S. sup-
ply and demand showed little
change while world production
and consumption figures were
increased.

A slight rise was seen in
USDA's production estimate as
the figure was nudged to 23.08
million bales, up from 23.01
million the previous month.
Domestic use remained un-
changed at 6.3 million bales.
U.S. cotton exports also were
left unchanged at 13.2 million
bales, and ending stocks re-
mained steady at 7.1 million
bales.

On the global side of the equa-
tion, USDA raised its world cot-

ton production estimate to 119.2
million bales. up 1.51 million
bales from the March figure.
With a rise in production. the
department also raised its pre-
diction for world domestic use
to 107.05 million bales from
106.6 million in its last report.
As aresult, world ending stocks
now arce expected to increase
280.000 bales to 47.83 million
bales. :

In other news, the Committee
for the implementation of Tex-
tile Agreements, an interagency
group of the U.S. Department
of Commerce, said last Monday
it will initiate safeguard pro-
cecdings to determine whether
imports of certain textile and
apparel products originating
from China are contributing to
the disruption of the U.S. Mar-
ket.

“ This decision is the first step
in a process to determine
whether the U.S. marlket for
these products is being dis-
rupted and whether China is
playing a role in that disrup-
tion,” said Commerce Secretary

Market sources called the
move positivefor the U.S. tex-
tile and apparel industry. Indus-
try observers estimate a final
decision on the self-initiated
petitions could be reached
within five weeks. Proivided the
petitions arc approved, a re-
quest for consultations would
be made with the Chinese in
an effort to reach agreement on
the rate of imports into the U.S.
market.

Meanwhile. USDA reported

export sales of U.S. cotton were
higher than last weeks figure.
but shipments slipped from
marketing year highs. Net ex-
port sales of cotton totaled
183,100 bales the week ended
March 31, 18 percent more than
the previous week and prior
four week average. Major buy-
ers included China. Taiwan,
Turkey and Vietnam. Sales of
23,800 bales for 2005-06 deliv-
ery were primarily for South
Korea and Indonesia.
Exports of 326.000 bales slipped
14 percent from previous week’s
marketing year high and 4 per-
cent from the 4 week average
