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New faces in county politics
Profiles of incoming office holders

When Yoakum County election results were 
posted in the courthouse last Tuesday evening, 
there were collective sighs of relief from at least 
three families. The races for county Sheriff, Tax 
Collector/Assessor and Precinct 3 Commis­
sioner were history. The following reflects in­
terviews last Thursday with the winners of those 
three offices, presented in alphabetical order. 
Sheriff-elect Don Corzine, 53, has been a resi­
dent of the county since 1983. He and his wife 
Carol have three children, daughters Judy, 30, 
Jana, 26, and son Derek, 19. Carol is employed 
by Yoakum County Hospital in the medical 
records department.
Corzine has 18 years experience in law enforce­
ment, including duty as a Deputy in the Terry 
and Yoakum County Sheriff Departments. He 
is currently an officer in the Denver City Police 
Department.
Corzine told CCN he made the decision to run 
for the office of Sheriff for a number of rea­
sons. “ My goal in law enforcement has always 
been to become sheriff. I felt I could contribute 
to the county, make a worthwhile effort for our

local law enforcement. I was encouraged to run 
for the office by a number of citizens. I like 
people, and feel I can have a positive impact on 
many lives in the county. I appreciate the many 
voters who supported my views.”
Corzine will probably resign from his position 
with the D.C. Police Department around mid- 
December, in plenty of time for being sworn in 
as Sheriff on January 1.

In the closest local race, Ty Earl Powell nar­
rowly defeated his Republican opponent Rex 
Swann by 31 votes in the Pet 3 Commissioners 
race. Powell told CCN, “ Waiting for the re­
sults to be posted last Tuesday evening was a 
bit nerve wracking, but I was prepared to ac­
cept whatever the voters decision was. I real­
ized Rex was a very competent opponent and 
was worthy of the job.”
A farmer and rancher, Powell, 56, is a lifetime 
resident of the county. He and wife Linda have 
two children; Lebert is a First Lieutenant in the 
Air Force stationed at Eielson AFB at Fairbanks, 
Alaska. He and wife Amelia have one child, 
Sommer. Daughter Jo Lena and husband Chad 
Wall live here, and their daughters name is 
Jentry. Jo Lena is a Physicians Assistant at the 
Plains Clinic.
Powell said his decision to run was based on 

his desire to serve and give something back to 
the county. “ Our family has been here so long, 
I feel it is an honor to serve and try to make the 
county a better place to live.”

He considers the greatest challenge facing 
county government is to maximize the proper 
and best use of tax dollars, while trying to keep 
taxes down, yet maintaining adequate services 
for all citizens. He plans no changes in person­
nel of Precinct 3.

Betty Rivas and husband Navor sweated out 
the vote postings in the courthouse last Tues­
day night. When the total count was in, she said 
they shared a collective sigh of relief. She will 
become the County Tax Collector/Assessor 
January 1.
Betty was bom in Denver City 46 years ago,
“ And I’m stiill here,” she told us Thursday. 
Her husband is employed by Oxy Permian. 
They have two sons, Navor Jr., a college gradu­
ate of Texas Tech now in Midland, and Eric, a 
graduate of NMSU living in Midland.
Betty has been in the Yoakum County Tax of­
fice 22 years, and now holds the title of Tax 
Deputy.
She said the decision to run for the office took 
a great deal of thought and family discussion. 
“ I became convinced I could handle the job, 
all the office responsibilities. I had been well 
trained and supervised by my boss, Wanda 
Smith. I decided to go for it.”
Rivas told CCN election night was a nervous 

time for she and Navor. “I felt fairly positive, 
but still, very nervous. When it was finally over, 
I felt a great sense of relief. Now, I feel confi­
dent, sure I can fulfill the duties of this office.” 
Rivas said she may be forced to make pesonnel 

changes after the first of the year. “ We have two 
employees who are trying to make a decision

about retiring or staying on. I would hate to lose 
either lady, but that’s an issue we’ll have to face 
after January 1.”

DWI cases in 
County Court

Two DWI cases were heard in 
County Court November 8, with 
Judge Dallas Brewer presiding. 
Criminal District Attorney Rich­
ard Clark represented the state. 
Guy Clayton Jones pled guilty to 
a first DWI with open container. A 
90 day jail sentence was suspended 
and probated for 12 months. He 
was fined $600 andmustpay $225 
court costs. He will spend 72 hours 
in jail with credit for 13 hours 
served. He must attend weekly AA 
meetings, complete the DWI first 
offenders program, and serve 24 
hours community service. He was 
represented by Attorney Bill 
Helwig.
Joe Dan Garcia pled guilty to a 

first DWI. His 90 dayjail sentence 
was suspended and probated 12 
months. $225 court costs and $500 
fine will be met with time pay­
ments. He will spend 72 hours in 
jail with credit for 13 hours served. 
He must attend weekly AA meet­
ings and complete the first offend­
ers program. His license was sus­
pended 90 days. He must install 
an interlock device, and failure to 
do so will suspend his license one 
year. His attorney was Jimmy 
Hammons.

Mule Deer season 
starts here Saturday

The deer hunting season has 
started in Texas, and will soon 
start for mule deer in the fol­
lowing counties; Andrews 
(west of Hwy. 385), Bailey, 
Cochran, Hockley, Lamb, Terry 
and Yoakum on November 18, 
and will run through Novem­
ber 26 this year. Seyeral news 
articles have been published 
indicating the season lasts un­
til December 3, but that date is 
for counties located in the 
northern Panhandle and in the 
Trans Pecos area.
Texas Parks and Wildlife De­

partment still encourages hunt­
ers to harvest mature bucks 
only. These animals should be 
older animals 4 1/2 years or 
older. Duane Lucia, Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Biologist 
stationed in Lubbock empha­
sizes the harvest of immature 
animals will result in a reduc­
tion of mature animals in fol­
lowing years. “ We need to con­
tinue to harvest the top of this 
herd, and we will continue to 
have quality trophy animals in

the years to come. Lucia added, 
“ There is no doe hunting al­
lowed in these counties. Some 
areas do have large groups of 
does, but this is somewhat nor­
mal. We are still trying to grow 
this deer herd into all available 
deer habitat. They can travel 
long distances for food, cover 
and water. Usually when they 
find what they need they will 
tend to herd up until they dis­
perse for new areas.”
Texas Parks and Wildlife is once 
again going to collect data from 
harvested deer allowing depart­
ment personnel to look at the age 
structure and herd health of har­
vested deer in these counties. The 
Panhandle deer herd appears in 
good shape. Rains in late May 
and throughout June allowed 
good growth of forb and browse 
species deer utilize, and surveys 
indicate an above average fawn 
crop.

Whatever the message was, it 
obviously worked. Trailing 13- 
12 very late in the fourth pe­
riod following the Buffs second 
score, with less than two min­
utes on the clock, the Cowboys

tcok the kickoff, advanced the 
ball downfield with a 
vengence, and despite a pen­
alty, with just 52 seconds left 
on the clock, Bell scored on a 
one yard plunge to give the 
Cowboys their season ending 
win.
At the start of the contest it
