Cowboys lose opener to Farwell 13 -2
The Plains Cowboys opened the 2002 season at Farwell last 
Friday night, and it proved to be a long night with the Steers 
offense dominating the game.

The Cowboys did get off to a fast start. They took the opening 
kickoff at the 21 yard line. A Kevin Bartley pass to Zach 
Broome went awry, but on the second play, Nick Hays found a 
hole over his left guard and gained 30 yards to the 49. Richard 
Diaz gained yardage on two carries, Bartley then hit Broome 
with a l4  yard pass to the 37. A couple of running plays went 
nowhere, but Bartley found Justin Chambliss open for a 15 
yard reception to the Steers 22. Hays, Diaz and Bartley stayed 
on the ground and moved the ball to the 10 yard line, where a 
couple of incomplete passes and penalties halted the Cow­
boys on the 15 yard line.
The Cowboy defense held the Steers in check, forcing a punt 
from their 25. The Cowboys made small gains on the ground, 
but Bartley’s thrid down pass effort to Evan Cain was incom­
plete, and the Steers again had the ball on the 35. Four quick 
runs pushed the Cowboys back to their 14, Where Farwell;s 
McFarland hit his running back with a pass for their first score, 
the PAT kick put them up 7-0 at the end of the first quarter. 
With the ball again, the Cowboys managed a first on a Bartley

to Broome completion, but were again forced to punt. The 
two teams swapped offensive punches for much of the sec­
ond period with little success. Good efforts by Cowboy de­
fenders Hays, Bonilla, M cNabb Chambliss helped hold the 
Steers in check. W ith less than a minute left in the first half, 
good work by Cowboy defenders resulted in a saftey against 
the Steers, and the half ended with Farwell up 7-2.
In the second half, the Steers Garcia gained 63 yards on thefirst 
play from scrimmage, and ground on down the field to the 2 
yardline. Penalties moved them back to the 15, and good de­
fense by Martinez and Broome halted the drive and gave the 
ball to the Cowboys at their 24. Again their offense was stalled 
by the Steers, forcing a Bartley punt.

The Steers opened a drive on their 35, and racked up big 
yardage and three first down, forcing the Cowboys back to 
their 12 yardline before the drive was stopped. The Cowboys 
managed a quick first down on Bartley’s burst up the middle, 
but were forced to punt three plays later.
The Steers set their offense at the Cowboys 40, and on the 

fiist play liom  scrimmage their runner Stevenson drove over 
right guard for their second touchdown and 13-2 lead. They

Plains student’s mission trip
to Spain....... . . .  A letter from

Nicole Haynes, continued from last week

This m osque was in a sm all 
town and it w asn’t even a build­
ing by itse lf. It w as in tw o 
rooms at the bottom  of an apart­
ment building. There were two 
doors to enter, one for the men 
and one for the women and they 
each led to separa te  room s. 
However, the walls between the 
rooms stopped about two feet 
from the ceiling so that way the 
women could hear w hat was 
going on since the service was 
only led by men. W hen Aida 
and I went into one door while 
our guys went in the other, it 
was kind o f a scary thing. Our 
first thought was, “W e’re on 
our ow n,” but o f  course  we 
weren’t. God proved His faith­
fulness again and we could feel 
His protective arms surround­
ing us. A lso, at that point in 
particular, I could  feel your 
p rayers. I t  w as a b so lu te ly  
amazing because here we were, 
probably in the most dangerous 
situation we had been in the 
entire trip , and I w as com ­
pletely at ease. I knew many 
people around the world were 
interceding for me, and I thank 
you. During their service I had 
to really keep a tight reign on 
my em otions. We saw  these 
women getting up and down, 
calling out chants robotically, 
like slave to a dead God. At one 
point this lady was on her knees 
and she just lifted her hands up 
in prayer, and I couldn’t help 
but think what a devoted heart 
she must have, if  only it was 
serving the living Lord. These 
women are so beaten down, so 
restricted by their “religion” . 
They haven’t found freedom, 
instead they’ve become slaves

to a religion that will suck them 
dry and then leave them to die 
with no security in an eternity 
with the one true God. This is 
our goal: to show these people 
that there is a God who will 
love them back, who has sacri­
ficed for them just as they sac­
rifice for Him, who will reward 
them for their devotion to Him 
while on Earth, and who will 
hear them when they cry out to 
Him.
So, that is what Spain was all 

about, that and a w hole lot 
more. You cannot even begin 
to imagine the impact this jour­
ney has had on my life. I ’d like 
to thank each and every one of 
you for any support y o u ’ve 
given me financially  and/or 
prayerfully. God met my needs 
through your generosity. The 
Lord m oved in a great way 
while we were in Spain and we 
saw His blessings anew every 
day. However, His work is not 
done yet and so I encourage 
you to keep praying for Spain 
and its people. M atthew 9:37- 
38 says, “The harvest is plenti­
ful but the workers are few. Ask 
the Lord of the harvest, there­
fore, to send out workers into 
His harvest Field.” God is do­
ing am azing things whit the 
hearts of those in Spain, not just 
the Muslims, but the Spanish as 
well. M any of those hearts are 
ripe for harvest, H e’s just wait­
ing for us to step up and make 
a commitment to reap. I love 
you so very much and will be 
forever grateful for your sup­
port!
