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BLACK MEDIAN FAMILY
INCOME $11,650 IN 1979

“Evidence Of A Decline In Real Dollars Since 1978”

Median family income
for Black families in 1979
was $11,650, according
to a report from the U. S,
Departmentof  Com:
merce's Census Bureau.

The 1979 median for
Black was 6.7 percent
haheér than 'the 1978
median of $1C.880. but
when adjusted for
nflagon the 1979 figure
showed some evidence
of a 4 percent de-line in
real dollars even though
the year-to-year change
was not statistically
significant.

The 1978-1979 change
in real dollars for Whites
and Hispanios were also
not statistically  3ignifi-
cant. The 1979 median
for Whites was $20,520
and for Hispanics,
$14,320.

In 1979, Black median
family income was 57
percent of that for White
families. This was rot
significantly different

from 1978 ration of 59

percent. According to

the report, the 1979
income figures do not
reflect the influence of
the recession which
began in the spring fo
began in the spring of
1980,

The report also shows
that an estimated 25.2
amdion persons of ail
races were below the
poverty level m 1.79, of
whom 7.9 million were
Black. The number of
Black matried-couple
families belaew the
poverty level increased
from 370,000 in 1978 1o
440,000 n 1979, rever
“ing a decrease .or this
group between 1977 and
1978. However, the
apparent increase of
200,000 between 1978
and 1979 in the total
number of Blacks below
the poveriy level was not
statistically  significant.

At the beginning of the
decade, 56 percent of all
paor Black families were
maintained by women;
by 1979 the proporiin

had grown to 72 percent.
Although the report
notes no  signsificant
change in the overall
nurnber or proportion of
persons below the
poverty level since the
1475-76 period, certain
popualtion subgroups
showed changes Yet.
ween 1978 and 1979 For
example, the number of
noor persons 656 and
older increased from 3.2
million n 1978 to 3.6
million last year.

As part of an effort to
mprove the quality of its
income and powverty
statistics, the Bureau
introduced several
important modifications
in the collection and
preser. :tion of the data.
These changes included
a larger sample, 2 more
detailed income  ques-
tionnaire, use of a new
household classification
concept, more detailed
income intervals for high
income groups, and
a new farm definition.

As in all sample
survevs, the data in the
report are subject to
sampling vanability and
errors of response,
including ndenepomng
and nonreporting,
