He says on this "when founded
considerationis given ,to the rural churlii. it is
clear that it standsas the greatestinstitutional
devclpmcnt of Blacks m America. Leadershave
not always been men of thghestcaliber, but
when all things aw considered, this !nck of
adequate leadership is more " a reflection on
educationthan,on the church. Black theological
educationmust make i. greatereffort to prepare
men for service in the small town and rural
fields."

When Dr. Richardson was called to the
presidency of Gammon Theological Seminary,
one of the then two accredited blaek schools m
religion, in 1948, he left a programthat was then
operatingwith 27 fitll time religious extension
workers in 7 southernstates.Although he was.
later, to breathenew life into a black seminary
and to create an innovative new one (the
Interdenominational Theological Center in
Atlanta) Dr. Richardson,looks back on that
period of close involvement with the black rural
pastorate wi t h so in e w t s t f u 1 n e s s :
