What Xind of advice would you tell youag Black
men and wornen?

“First of 2ll, all young people should pet themselvos
an education. This is key and crucial. When | say get
un education, | don't mean that all yvourg people
should go 10 ¢ollege, because-they are not @l college
material. There are many other arcas of educational
development, i. 2. trade schools and the like. If a youag
person gets an education, it can't be taken away frcm
that person. | would also advise young people t talk
to adu'ts who have become succasful in their particular
livelihood. These persons ars in a position to let them
know how they gol there. All young people should set
ghals in their lives, It may take ten years to reach aat
particular goal, but set it and reach for it. It dosent
matter how ligh the goal one sets, but it's the
endurance in geaching that particular goal.

But most of ali, get an education so you can prepare
yourself for the world one day. Time passes real fast,
80 get prepared for it. You know, young people
shouldn be wisiiy washy with their lives, Goals, 100,
are key anA crucial.”

What's the role of the Black family?

“Family ties are very important. This has been our
success with our two children, Parents should take
time to do things with their children. Don't be too busy
that you don't have time to be with them. This is
important! Be interested in what they are doing. Visit
the schools and let teachers and administrators know
you care about what they are doing.

The Lu 5 %ock Fire Department protects the life and
of Lubbock residents in two ways: fire
prevention and fire contrul. Since early 1978, the fire
prevention has been strengthened by the
addition of two 15-member manpower squads, *vho
conduct fire prevention inspections, as well as respond
to structaral fiees, The number of inspections has
increased from 1,200 in the first nine months of 1977,
10 3,260 for the same pet <l 1978, and 407710 1979, A
ing decrease has occurred in the number or
reported fires. For the same nine-moath period, the
fire department responded to 2,672 alarms in i977,
decreasing to 2495 in 1978, and 2,293 in 1979.
Each manpower squad responds to fire calls within
its di=trict, providing additional men to fight the fire
without drawing manpower and equipment from
another station,

The five-member staff of the Fire Marshal's office
works to prevent fires through inspection of schools,
hospitals and nightclubs, and follow-up calls on
businesses. They conduct fire extinguisher arills in
kospitals and convalescent homes.

Inspectors in this office also investigate suspicivus
fires in which arson may be involved.

Lubbock's 225 firefighters, one black and four
Mexican-Americans, are on duty 24 hours adayat 12,
stations, in three shifts of 85 men each. Their
eguipment includes two snorkel trucks, 12 in-service
pumpers, four reserve pumpers, four booster trucks
and two reserve booster trucks,

The addition of a fuel truck has reduced operating
costs significantly. In the past, trucks were fuele! at
Central Station, Now the fuel truck delivers fuel to the
trucks at their stations, resulting in a saving in fueld
consumed, thus cutting fuel costs,

Greater utitization of the hose wagon, t¢ be

in 180, will increase the efficiency of the
