' In May of 1980, A-J Assaciate Editor Kenneth May
wrote, "is Carroll Thompson Junior High School a fire
rap or is that just an excuse to cover for a decicion te ¢
jose ils doors? Some parents and students inthe Central
~ubbock 58-year-old buiiding suspect the lsatter”
Kenneth May pointed ot that the bullding got an annual
fire inspection as a matter of course, but that it was as the
result of“a specail inspection, becase the schoo! was
peing considered for a magnet schoc/, that the * fire trap”
story surfaced.

May wrote: “All of a sudden, overn/;ht, tha building is
30 hazardous that school officials wonder If maybe it's
safe enough to leave students there for Six more days."
And then May correctly commented, "There's some
imoke in this situation that needs to be aired out a little
nmore before the public will be satisfied.”

In an unsigned editorial Inthe Avalanche-Journal at the
iame time, that newspaper's editors ~aid: “it's curious
and disturbing that, one day, Thompson Junier High
3chool is thought to be in such good shape that it's being
sonsidered for a magnet school program apd, the next
jay, it's called such a fire trap that using Hcix more days
w finigh out the school year is valled into grestion.”.

As the A-J/ editors pointed out, it was storage of

lammable varnish, chains blocking cxit avors, improper
ise of storage spaces for possibly llammable materials,
and like correctional things, that made possible the
leclaration of “fire traps.” Removal of those materials,
ind sumu relatively minor corrections in ihe £ ructure
would have caused it to pass the Fire Marshal's
nspection with Yo problem.

Zveryons who knows how Lubbock operates knows

The Lubbock Independent School
Jistrict and the City Fire Marshal's clfice got together
and stmehody knoas when ar d how they did i) and
arranged the hurry-up fire inspection that tesulted in the
“fire teap™ decision.
