"I have been looking for­
ward to the day I could tell 
Tim Cole's mother that her 
son's name has been cleared 
for a crime he did not com­
mit," Gov Perry sa1d "The 
State of Texas cannot g1ve 
back the t1me he spent 1n 
pnson away from his loved 
ones, but today I was finally 
able to tell her we have 
cleared h1s name, and hope 
this brings a measure of 
peace to his family." 

Cole was serving a 25 
year sentence for aggravated 
sexual assault of M1chele 
Jean Murray when he died 
from an asthma attack in the 
Texas Department of Crimi­
nal Justice on Dec. 2, 1999 
DNA lesling later proved he 
was mnocent. The Texas 
Board of Pardons and 
Paroles voted unan1mously to 
recommend the poslhumous 
pardon for Innocence Addi­
tionally, Lubbock County

February 22,2010 marked the 
date that the new credtt card leg­
ISlation went mto effect. By 
now, everyone who has any 
cred1t which IS backed by any 
bank has recetved literature from 
the bank regardmg the new 
rules Our government batled 
out the banks, but we must be 
careful that the banks do not 
bankrupt us 

The new rules were sup­
posed to help mdtviduals who 
used credit cards It was de­
signed to end the abusive habtts 
of credtt card issuers. It bas put 
mto effect one long overdue 
chapter, the one regardmg tssu­
mg credtt cards to college stu­
dents and young adults under the 
age of 21 who have no visible 
means of paying for the credit 
they use. Unless a young person 
under 21 has a means for paymg 
for card purchases, they MUST 
have a co-signer, preferably a 
parent who w1ll be held hable 
for purchases throughout the 
ltfetune of the youngster for all 
of the purchases made on the 
card prior to and after age 2 1, tf 
the young adult keeps the card 
In addttlon, the credit ltmtt for 
those who secure a card will not 
be ratsed wnhout the co-signer's 
permtSSJOn 

Another good thmg about 
thts phase of the law IS the fact 

that credit card companies will 
not be permttted to go onto col­
lege campuses and gtve out free­
btes and take apphcattons for 
credtt. The law does not prohtbtt 
them from setttog up shop some 
place nearby a campus and or 
gtvmg out freebtes there . Many 
students got thetr fLrst taste of 
ctgarettes from those freebtes 
That IS where vigilant parents 
can come m They can take ac­
tion against the pitches. 

Many tnnocent students' 
credtt have been permanently 
marred by the credtt antics of 
card issuers because the 'only 

stgn here' applications that were 
sent to them m the matl; many of 
them with no tdea of the conse­
quences of non-payment for 
credtt. Parents never knew what 
was taking place and many who 
found out, filed bankruptcy, an­
other credtt negative. 

There are many loopholes m 
the new law. If you are more 
than 60 days late With a pay­
ment, look for an mterest rate 
htke. If your credtt card does not 
have a grace pertod, you may 
fall victim to double-cycle 
b1lhng. Stay w1thm your cred1t 
hmus unless you opt-m for over 

the hrmt fees. If you do not opt­
to to over the hmu fees, your 
credtt may be denied. Stay away 
from those deferred mterest bal­
ances or the 'No mterest for s1x 
months' deals unless you are 

prepared to pay m full before the 
exptratton date. Otherwise, ex­
pect to pay mterest retroactively. 
We must 'get m cmque' and 
keep a close eye on our money 
transactiOns

He 
played footbal l, basketball, base­
ball , and was a h1gh JUmper m 
the track team of San D1ego 
H1gh School. In footba ll Coach 
Mallory was an offensive end 
for two years. On the basketball 
team he was a forward and was 
chosen all-c1ty, all-coast, and all 
southern Califorma forwa rd 
Coach also played second base 
and outfield for the baseball 
team. 

Mallory spent one year at 
San D1ego State College and left 
for he Army where he spent two 
and one-half years. He returned 
to San Diego. He played for the 
Consoltdated Vultee Aircraft 
Corp .. Lmdburgh Field, and the 
Convalf Dominators. Coach 
Mallory made the decisiOn to 
fimsh h1s college education at 
Sam Houston College m Austin. 
Texas, and received h1s Bachelor 
of Science Degree m Mathemat­
Ics. While at Sam Houston m 
1944, be met and married his 
wife Vemice Norwood. That 
same year, Coach Mallory re­
ceived an honorary award for 

mentonous servtce during 
World War II 

Coach 'vlallory was a for­
ward for Sam Houston's basket­
ball team.
