Campylobacterjejunibacteriaare commonly found in the intestinal tiacts of poultry, cattle, swino,

What is Campylobactoriofis?
Campylobacfrtosis is the infection caused when someonequite literally consumes "too many" of

the bactea-i-n raw milk, untreatedwater, improperly handledfood, or undercookedmeats,poultry
shellfish. Mishandled poultry is the food believed to most commonly associatedwith sporadic, individual
cases campylobacterosis.Contaminatedraw milk and, water are most associatedwith foodbornc
outbreaksof Cantjpylobacteriosis involving two or more persons.However, Campylobactercontaminated
water has causedtynfectionsin individual travelersand outbreaksaffecting thousands.Human infections
have been associatedwith infectedcats and dogs.

are the symptoms?
Symptoms the infection, which usually occur within 2 to 10 daysafter the bacteriaare ingested,

include fever, 'headacheand musclepain, followed by diarrhea,stomach and nausea.Health complica-
tions of Campylobacteriosiscan include meningitis possibly reactivearthritis (iare aad almostalways
sbjort-term- ). Those witr underdevelopedimmune systems (such newborns),weakened immune, systems
(the elderly, persons with AIDS and otherdiseased),are with artificially suppressedimmune systems (soffit
cancer patients)are believed to be susceptibleto Campylobacteriosiscomplications.
How can it be prevented? '

approved sources. Ir addition, good food handling practices in the home reduce the risk of
Prevention Tips: If you believe that you are immunocompromised, seek advice from your physicianon both
your true physical state and on food preparation.
