Sponsored by
the Center for Constitutional
Rights, this conference brought
together people who had
experienced police brutality from
across the nation, including
Kentucky, Georgia, Ohic Florida,
New York, and New Jersey,

greatest racial divide in this
nation. Most people of color
would characterize the system as
the criminal injustice system and
most European Americans would
not. A New York Times columnist
recently wrote how, in the course
of writing a book, he has asked
Africar American men across the
nation whether they have ever

been hassled by polide. Most of

them can tell a story of being
stopped in a store or in their car
while driving in a white
neighborhood. Some may have
been questioned simply because
they were at a phone booth or in a
mall. It doesn't martter whether
they are well dressed or what
their occupation. Even off-duty or
plain clothes police officers have
been stopped, or occasionally
even shot while on duty. Few
European Amcrican men have
had this experience.

Not only are hundreds, perhaps
thousands of people of zolor
victims of police brutality every
year, but they seldom find justice
in the courts. Take the case of
Johnny Gammage, an African
American businessman and the
cousin of Pittsburgh Sreelers
pluyer Ray Seals, Mr. Gammage
was choked to death after a
routine traffic stop outside
Pittsburgh in 1995. Last month
the judge in the case dismissed
charges against the police officers

accused in his killing, saying that
prosecutors unfairly singled “iem
oul.

Or take the case of Anthony
Baez, the young New Yorker who
was choked by police after his
football hit a patrol car. The
officer accused in his murder was
acquitted of all charges in a non-
jury trial.

It 1s impostant to note that
while police brutality
disproportionately  impacts
communities of color that the
number of European American
victims is growing. A recent

Montel Williams show focuged .

on white victims, for instance.
And it is also important 1o note
that while most of the police
officers are European American.
there are officers of color who
occastonally have been found to
be violent.

Finally it should be noted that
brutality is not iust found in
police officers, It is also present
n corrections officers,
immigration officers and others 1n
the criminal justice system. And
s victims are also women, often
those who are incarcerated.

What are the ressons for the
increase in police brutality cases
and what can we do about it?

In his lawsuit Sharpton charged
that remarks by the mayor and
Reiter were deliberately
caleulated to hampor his chances
for gaining support and raising
campaign lunds in several
commumnities.

But despite lacobs' ruling,
Giuliani doesn't seem too
impressed by the lawsuil, He
accused Sharpton of trying to
wage his campaign for mayor in
the courtrooms. "Here is an
individual who specializes in
smearing others, but when the
table is turned, he starls 1o panic,”
Giuliani declared.

Don't et anybody tell you that the white man's
ractsm is keeping us in last place on the road ©
moderh technology. OFf course it's true that in the
recent history of America’s educalional systems
black girls apd boys bad (o be twice as good 1o
keep pace while they lcarned from second-hand
books, on <econd hand desks, But if we be honest
with each other today, we know that on the
Infarmation Super Highway the lanes 1 learning
are color blind and that all African- Amernican chil-
dren Jgeed sufficient introductions (o the werld of
computers

The Information Super Highway is one area
where don't have to wait 400 years to get what 18
nightfully ours, Unless the current generation of
African-American parents, and their children,
h:sin to grasp technology and its value to us now
and into the future, as other culwires have, where
we live will become more end more like Third
Warld enclaves, surrounded by plenty.

As the world races woward an information-based
sociel{. exactly wherc iy Black America?
Unfortunately amid discussions of the
Information Super Highway, African Americans
are on a dirt road, lost in the boondocks, Unless
we quickly embrace these te_hnologies, we'll find
ourselves traveling through life by horse and
buggy while ¢ hers bypass us, economically and
socially, aboard the Concorde. Look at the way-
information-based technology has already
changed our lives in the past 10 years - call wait-
ing, caller 1D, cellular phcnes, pagers, ete, - and
you see the future. And for African Americans, of
whom only 12 percent of households own PCs,
the future will be bleak.

. We have 1o start now to understand the value of
computers. Young people can gain immediate
educational benefits from using computers.
Seventy percent of all future jobs will be comput-
er-related, and those who remain computer illiter-
ate will earn one-quarter less income than others.
It is up jewparents, preachers, teachers and rela

tives40 help black children get the tools they need
ta stay afloat in the 21st century. With ﬁasing
power of $400 billion a year, more blacks can
afford to own computers. Too many of us will
spend money on expensive - and often violent -
video games or §100 sneakers for our youth while
refusing to invest in the technology esseatial to a
child's development. If your child has a boombox,

Nintendo, Sega. VCR, car and/or $120 Reeboxs.
and no comyiter, then yon (not the white man)
are definitely the problem, If you can figure oot
how to get dollars to pay Nike, Nintendo and
Sony Entertainment for what you, and your kids,
want, surely you can get the financing to buy your
childrt;n coapputers, which they will need o make
it in life.

lsn't it sad to think that one could stand on any
inner-city comner in America tnd sell fake Versace
stits, discounted Reeboks and gold chains all day.
but be unable to sell software, hatdware or any
kind of technological equipment in the very same
place, Even if we ere strapped financially, most of
us still seem to squeeze out enough money 1o get
our hair done, cars custom cleaned and buy the
latest CDs and CD J:Iayers. If your car is clean,
your hair done and are listening to the latest
sounds on the latest equipment, but have no com-
puter, you need to stop and think about thet,

There are many resources for exposing black
children to the Information Super Highway, via
monnl computers. Some libraries have them.

t rnlleﬁa and universities have PU labs and
will allow kids (o use them. Our churches defi-
nitely should have such systems available for
members' and community use. But, on your own,
for Christmas or before, you should check out the
prices for a com and start the process of set-
ting your child. and his or her mind, free. If
African-American children can learn and grasp
computer technology, this is the quickest way out
of a dead end, mimmum wage Job, or a profes-
sion in drug distr:bution.

We can't afford to let the technological revolu-
tion pass us by. Experts estimate that the total
sum of human krowlcgfc doubled from the year
1750 to 1900. It doubled again between 1900 and
1950, and yet again in the 10 years from 1950 to
1960, Though the tremendous impact of informa-
ticn-based technology by the year 2000, knowl-
edge is projected to double every 73 days, And
thére is no way to compete in the future without
mastering the computer, the instrument through
which much of this knowledge will pass, It is our
responsibility to give our children lifestyle
optﬂ:t):s. Strategic planners would enthusiastically
tell you that "It would be grand if African-
Amernican families could welcome the 21st centu-
ry with a computer in every child's room."”

A Voice From the Hill
Controlling Youth or Filling Prisons? ...

By George Wilson -

The House of Representatives recently passed a bill known
as the "Juvenile Crime Control Act of 1997." The authors of
the legislation say that the bill is intended to strengthen exist-
ing federal juvenile justice systems. On the surface, it appears
that the legislation is well-intended and relatively harmless.
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However, when one examines exactly what it contains, its pur-
pose and targets become clear.

The act is divided into three titles. Let's look at & few of
the provisions:

* Title I includes fingerprinting and photographing of juve-
nile criminals, preservation of and public access to juvenile
criminal records and optional adult prosecution of a juve-
nile age |13 or older who commits a federal violent crime or
federal drug offense.

» Title 11 directs the Attorney General to establish within six
months after epactment of the bill, an "Armed Violent
Youth Apprehension Program.” Among the eletnents of the
bill is a requirement that every U.S. Attorney General,
establish a task force within his or her federal district to
coordinate with state and local law enforcement the appre-
hension of armed violent youth.

« Title Il deals with accountability for juvenile offenders
and public prosecution incentive grants. Under this provi-
sion, states would receive grants o support cenain activi-
ties, including hiring additional prosecutors 10 target juve-
nile offenders and Luilding, expanding or opcrating juvenile
detention and correction facilities,

The above title also suthorizes $500 million a year
over three years (0 states that have in eifect or will have in
effect, laws and policies that provide a system of graduated
sanctions for juvenile offenders, ensuring a sanction for
every delinquent or criminal act. That state law does not
prevent a juvenile court judge from issuing a court order
against a parent or ian.

I purposely quoted the bill ver s0 that readers
could clearly understand what was recently passed by the
House of Representatives, Some might say that this is what
wayward youth deserve. However, that sentiment is held
until it is a son or daughter or sone other relative who is on
tne recerving end of thic type of justice,

Although there were a number of Democrats who
voted for the legislation, there were some who fought fer-
vently against its , including C Sheila
Jackson Lee (D-TX). “It's the same old story [and] in con-
trast to what law enforcement officers, chiefs of police, and
attorneys general say.... that you can't just keep locking up
juveniles and that they have got to have intervention, Wh
aren't we listening here in Congress?,” Jackson Lee said.
“This bill tells the same old story. It tells it in my comuniini-
ty, that is, that the only thing we can do for children is lo

lock them up.”

Congressman Jesse Jackson, Jr, (D-IL) was even more
to the point when he offered his opinion on the bill. “This is
clearly dracouian, prosecuting 13-year olds as adults is
problematic and should be for all of us, We ace

clearly talking about African-American youth and that's »
" Those who commit heinous crimes should be punished Mm
