Leiby,# writer for The Washington Post. Recently, in an article called
“Suspicious Minds,” Leiby wrote tF ! life now “seems precarious. We
crave simplicity. Wiite men in particular feel exciuded, put up.n, down-

sized.” -4

Jones smd Leiby's statement was & “reaction” to the curremt down . 2
ing of empioyment pools in the media in general. “When one group has
all the cards and some of the cards are taken away, it gives a feel of dis-
crimination,” she said. “Anyihing perceived to hurt them sparks this
resction,”

Continued Jones: “If less than |1 percent of the jobs arc being held by
people of color, it doesn't mean they are taking jobs away, it just means
there are fewer jobs. Women and racial minorities have been dealing
with this all thei) lives.”

A repurt released by the American Society of News paper Editors stated
minority journalist. only made up 10.91 percent of the total newsroom
workforce last year.

According to the April 24 edition of Jer Magazine, a study commis-
sioned by the U.S. Labor Department “counters the notion that policies
designed to remedy discrimination sgainst minoritics and women have
restlted in bias against whites end men.”

The lack of non-whites in mass media decision-making positions has a
uemendous impact on its white and non-white consumers,

Dr. Camille O. Cosby, wife of comedian/actor Bill, published a book
earhier this year entitled, Television's Imageable Influences: The Self
Perceprion of Young African-Americans. A review of this book in Jer
states Coshy “maintains in this study that the persuasive negative prajec-
tions promoted py media industry decision-makers are hidden forms of
oppression with s:puﬁml impact oo self-esteem and othcr essential val-
ues for potential sucsess,”

Says Cosby: “The way the media distorts our differences is a covert
divide-and-conques siretegy whicit 1 regard as a violation of humoen
rigmli

This “"divide-and-ccaquer™ “trategy can have controversial conse-
quences. For example, Leiby, who is white, caused controversy two years
ago when he wrot. the following 1o describe his participation 2! an
NABIJ convention:

“I suddenty I blonder, paler and more thin-lipped than T ever have in
my life. I &ca. the roiling ballroom and count two other white faces. You
want 1o establish your cross-culiural Honafides... and so you start drop-
ping the "g’s on your ‘ing" verbs in a phony jive—"Like | was savin’ 1o
hiu'—and even trying out “dis’ and even ‘yo.’

Leiby's convention article attractéd the attention of The Center for
Integretion and Improvement of Journalism at San Francisco State
University. A study produced at the center entitled, News Watch: A
Critical Look at Coverag: of People of Color,” states: “The use of dialect
and refer.aces to driuking an. dancing echo the stereotypes of blucks as
stupid, feckless and carefree—or Sambos- ~that date hack to slavery,”
referring (o Leiby's attempt to “fit in" at the black journalist's conven-
Lo,

Ebony Magazine, writing about Letby's NAB) article, did not fail (o
mention this passage from The Washingron Post writer, meéntioning his
flight home from the NABJ conference: “There are a dozen white faces
in ‘First Class,” one black.._. | feel like Ui already home."

So what does all of this say to all of us. black and white?

Obviously, that there is a long-term problem with bigotry and preju-
dice in our society. Leiby and other journalists tend to exaccrbate this.

And black journalists are stall in number and reletively new to the
mass media game, As Jones said, “We came late 1o the party There are
always going 1o be problems i reporting.”

This is a situation we all need 1o deal with on an individual level. A
bigger problem occurs when journalists use the inflaence of the media in
which they belong to promote their own slanted views of race. Tiis
necds 1o stop—ioday.

Surprised that California Governor-turned presidential candidate
Peter Wilson has charged forward in support ofihe “Great white male”
by ¢ oming out strong against Latino foreign nationals and African
Amencans? If you are, then you don't know Your California state his-
tory.

Wilson made history recently by nblumlag the votes to eliminate
affirmative action programs within the Unjversity of California college
system. Although Wilson hadn’c been 1o & Board of Regents meeing
since 1992, the governor apparently worked the phapes hard enough to
obtain enough votes to secure & 14-10 victery,

Civil nght= leader Jesse Jackson and other affiimative action experts
are predicting that Wilson's crusade against state-sanctioned subven-
tions for black and other minorities Will reduce black college enroll-
ment in California by 50 percent by the yea: 2000,

Last year, Wilson was equally successful in his search of the “Great
white” vote. The governor put his full support behind Proposition 187,
the measure that strictly curtails the movement and righis of illegal
Latino aliens, particularly their children.

Presidential politics notwithstanding, Wilson's apparent pro-discrimi-
nition stance appears to fit comfortably with the needs. interests and
tastes of the white Cilifornians of old,

During the gubernatorial regime of Pin Pico, the first and lasi non-
white governoi (o run the Golden state, gold was found in “dem dere
hills,” bringing thousar.ds of men and women to the Pacific. Routinely,
blacks, Latino and Asias gold-diggers and workers were strung up
and/or shot by white claims jumpers without being so nuch as fined
by the local judiciary.

Only one black man appeared oblivious to the evil way. of the white
marauders, He was the legendary James Beckwith, a mountain of a
man who would ofter come to the aid of men in distress, often beating
the assailants o deati.

However, for the Chincse who immigrated to Suuthe.n California in
the 13505 to work on the railroads, discrimination and racism ageinst
th.em was swift and sure.

The boiling point came in 1871 when white vigilan'.s stormed the
Los Angeles residences of Chinese workers killing dozens of men,
wome.. and children and robbing them of ail their considerable valu-
ables.

As more black workers came to California, many of them settled in
the southern Los Angeles city of Watts, largely due to restrictive
covenants preventing them from living elsewhere, At the twm of the
century, black residents became so politically threatening to the white
towns fold that they appealed o the City of Los Angeles City Council
and successfully got them (o incorporaie Watts into the larger govern-

Discrimination in California was not just relegated to race. Between
1890 and 1910, Harrison Gray Otis, the late publisher of the fledgling
Los Angeles Times, beat the drums loud and long against union orga-
nizers und foreign eastern Buropean immigrants, who were often vne
and the same,

In 1910, things cari*e to a head when two union organizers bombed
the Times building, killing dozens of newspaper workes. The two
men, Ortie McManigal and J.B. McNamara, were accused of the
heinous crime. Their union hircd the legendary Clareuce Darrow to
defend them. Unfortunately, the men were guilty. But bias against
unions cont'nues to this day, particulerly in Southern California.

In 1934, Times journalist Kyle Palmer, insurance executive Asa Call,
political guru I.ET. Jifty” O'Conner, religious zealot Aimee Semple,
a another candidate and a host of motion picture moguls conducted a
smear campaign against the muckraking journalist-turned gubernatori-
al candidate Upton Siuclair.

Sinclair was a socialist-turned-Democrat whose campaign theme,
“End Poverty in California or GPIC” drew thousands of out-of-work
men from the Midwest to trek to the state. The powers that-be ureaded
the possibility uiat so many “oakies” would contaminate the state and
launched a campaign (o keep Sinclair out of Sacramento and the oakies
out of the Golden State. That scenario prompted a cub reporter named
John Steinbeck to write a novel of the discrimination against these
poor Midwesterner — “The Grapes of Wrath,”

The Times played a large role in perpetuating the state’s proclivity in
supporting bias in the state. Augustus Hawkins, the second black to
win a seat in the California Assembly, was virtually ignored for 30
years by the Times' Sacramento correspondents, Even today, the Times
has no black columnists or contributing editors of the highly inﬂnemhl
Sunday Opinion page. it i

In 1941, US. Nayy miMaﬁne nea-do-wallwmbedmamof
LmAngeleshmulmngLaunoymnhsmunmfammn “Zoot Suit
riots.” Not one thug was convicted of any wwrongdoing. In fact, one
bloedied Latino youth, who ren up W a Los Angeles pulice department
officer appealing for belp, was grected with a sroack across the face
with a mghtstick.

Today, racism anu duui:mmuou continues. With the population in
Califormia becoming increasing - non-white, the wagons arc being cir-
cled to protect “us” from “them.” Wilson, ever the astute politician, has
seized the time and is hoping to ride the racial tide to the White House.
He has captured an audience that is receptive to his message. Virtually
all of them are white.
